The GOP Goes for More Legislative 
Seats, de Blasio's Bad Week and

With control of 69 of the nation's 99 legislative chambers, Republicans have to 
be feeling pretty good right about now. But they don't have a lot of room left for 
growth.

Justin Richards, who is the political director of the Republican State Leadership 
Committee (RSLC), put out a memo earlier this month outlining the party's 
political position this year. Naturally, he was optimistic, despite listing only a few 
opportunities for pickups.
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Richards laid out the potential for victory in the Colorado House, the New Mexico 
House, the Iowa Senate, and the Washington House -- all chambers where the 
GOP is within two or three seats of taking control. He also noted that the party 
hopes to win a few of the Oregon House seats being left open by Democratic 
retirements.

The RSLC is particularly confident about its chances in the Kentucky House, the 
last chamber in the South controlled by Democrats. Republicans won't win 
without a fight, though.
