South Carolina is on the move under the leadership of Nikki Haley.

Since the governor took office in 2011, the state has announced more than 78,000 jobs in 45 of 46 counties,
and South Carolina’s unemployment rate has hit a 15 year record low.

One of the strongest fiscal conservatives in Columbia, Governor Haley has championed transparency and
accountability in state government. The governor led the fight — first as a House member and then as
governor — to put legislative votes on the record for the first time in [state] history so that citizens can see
exactly how legislators are spending their tax dollars. And she signed into law once-in-a-generation
government restructuring bill that finally makes the executive branch truly accountable for its operations.
