To take this housing recovery into our own hands, we started the OneSC fund through the Central Carolina 
Community Foundation.  To date, OneSC has granted $1,645,000 in grants to non-profits to repair and 
refurbish homes, and grantees will reach as many as 1,100 homes with these resources.  This is possible through 
the additional private dollars and skilled labor donated – over $12.7 million to date.
