CHAIRMAN HOOD STATED THAT $223,000.00 NEEDED TO BE CUT SO THAT
TAXES WILL NOT HAVE TO BE INCREASED.

CHAIRMAN HOOD SAID THAT THE SCHOOLS AND THEIR DEBT SERVICE
ALSO NEEDED TO BE LOOKED AT SINCE THE MILLS WERE LOWER, IF THERE
IS NO INCREASE IN THE MILLS FOR THE SCHOOLS, THE SCHOOLS WQOULD
HAVE A REAL PROBLEM.
