students about steps they can take to protect and strengthen their
physical, as well as emotional well-being; and

school nurses throughout the Palmetto State guard the continued well-
being of the young people of South Carolina by establishing and
reinforcing linkages to community health services for students and
families; and

the 2001 celebration of School Nurse Day provides a unique opportunity
for the citizens of the Palmetto State to recognize the many contributions
made by school nurses to the continued health of the young people
of South Carolina.
