SUBJECT: Summary of Roard Actions at February 28, 1985 Meeting

The following is a summary of actions taken by the Budget and Control Board at
Its meeting on February 28, 1985:

2. Received as information the Local Government report on rural improvement
funds expended during January 1985 which includes 33 projects totalling
$355,756 in State grant funds and which indicates that 211 applications
involving $3,276,053 have been approved during the current fiscal year,
that 25 applications totalling $417,309 are pending, and that the grant
funds balance available is $1,306,638;

3. Granted the following easements:

(a) To South Carolina Electric and Gas Company for upgrading an existing
overhead power line crossing an unnamed creek leading to Ramshorn
Creek near Daufuskle Island in Beaufort County.

(b) To the Commissioners of Public Works, Charleston, SC, for the purpose
of constructing a 48” potable water main and for driving piling below
the mean high water into the marl to support the 48" water main within
an existing easement held by the Commissioners of Public Works and
Westvaco across Turkey Creek in Berkeley County.

DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS: CERTIFICATION OF OPERATING CAPACITY

Board members were reminded that Section 3 of the Prison Overcrowding
Powers Act requires the Department of Corrections to certify existing capacity
quarterly.

The Department of Corrections advised that the safe and reasonable
operating capacity of the Department's facilities is now 7,976 and requested
that the Budget and Control Board certify that figure.

Commissioner Leeke, by letter, advised what capacity would be now if
certain requirements of the Nelson Consent Order were already made (even
though they are not to be effective for several years).

Following a brief discussion, upon a motion by Mr. Morris, seconded by Mr.
Patterson, the Board certified the safe and reasonable operating capacity of
facilities of the Department of Corrections as 7,976.

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MOTOR VEHICLE MANAGEMENT: SAFETY BELT POLICY

Appearing before the Board on this natter were Motor Vehicle Management
Division Director Allan Spence; Highways and Public Transportation staff
member Talmadge Legrande, and Governor’s Office staff member Pat Noble.

In the Spring of 1984, the Governor's Office of Highway Safety coordinated
an educational and incentives campaign for state employees on the benefits of
seat belt usage.

Before the campaign was implemented, safety belt usage rate was 112;
during the incentives and educational phase, usage rate jumped to 46.62; and
three months after the campaign ended the usage rate leveled at 32X

The survey showed that 53,452 of the respondents indicated they are in
favor of a state safety belt policy for employees (a total of 732 indicated
indifference or that they were in favor of such a policy), an increase from
46.92 who were in favor before the campaign.

The Governor's Office of Highway Safety, the Division of Motor Vehicle
Management, and the Division of Human Resource Management, in joint agreement,
recommended that all state employees be required to use safety belts when
traveling on state business.

Upon a motion by Senator Waddell, seconded by Mr. Patterson, the Board
adopted a policy requiring all state employees to use safety belts when
traveling in state-owned vehicles, as recommended by the Governor's Office of
Highway Safety, the Motor Vehicle Management Division, and the Human Resource
Management Division.

Mr. Morris and Senator Waddell expressed gratitude to the Board, the
Governor’s Office and the Development Board for their efforts in establishing
the Ft. Howard project in Jasper County. Senator Waddell noted that, if the
Ft. Howard project were to locate its operations in Jasper County, that school
district would become the richest in the state. Mr. Morris reported that the
people in Jasper County are especially appreciative of the Board’s indication
in December of its support for an allocation of up to $30 million of the State
Ceiling for the project.

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BOARD OF FUNERAL SERVICE: EMPLOYER SHARE NONMEMBER SERVICE FUNDING

The State Board of Funeral Services requested a Civil Contingent Fund
allocation of $17,235.61 to pay the employer’s share of the cost of nonmember
service for two employees.

One of the individuals involved is Executive Secretary C. R. Hinshaw, Jr.,
who plans to retire on or before June 30, 1985. The employer’s share for him
is $6,617.82

Jennings Johnson, the second person, plans to retire after June 30, 1986.
The employer’s share is $10,617.79.

Retirement System Director Collins advised that the $226,297 appropriated
for “State Retirement - Military and Nonmembers” (at page 135 in the 1984-85
Appropriations Act) is the appropriate source of funds for this purpose if the
employer does not have the necessary funds.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Mr. Morris, the Board approved
the payment of $17,235.61 from funds appropriated for “State Retirement -

M ilitary and Nonmember” as the employer’s share of the cost for nonmember
service for two Board of Funeral Service employees.

STATE MAPPING ADVISORY COMMITTEE: CENTRALIZED STATE CARTOGRAPHIC PLANNING
Appearing before the Board on this matter was Research and Statistical
Services Division Director Bobby Bowers.
The 1984-85 Appropriations Act, Section 14, states:

Provided, Further, that the State Budget and Control Board is directed to
present a report to the General Assembly no later than March 1, 1985, on
the need for centralized State cartographic planning; Provided, However,
That the Budget and Control Board in making the report must consider the
deliberations and recommendations of the State Mapping Advisory Committee,
created pursuant to Executive Order No. 79-15; Provided, However, That the
Budget and Control Board must consider, among any other needs it may
identify, the following: (1) standardization of statewide tax mapping and
numbering systems; (2) formation of a centralized State cartographic
office; (3) implementation of South Carolina’s single zone plane
coordinate system."
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The Board received as information a report on the need for centralized
State cartographic planning and directed staff to forward that report to the
General Assembly not later than March 1, 1985, as required by the 1984-85
Appropriations Act.

PROPERTY MANACEMKNT/ADJUTANT GENERAL: PROPERTY TRANSFER TO HAMPTON COUNTY
The Board was advised that, in January 1978, Hampton County had deeded 15
acres to the State for the construction of a new armory. Because more
frontage was desired on Airport Road, Hampton County deeded an additional 6.7
acres, with 1,171 feet additional road frontage, to the State in March 1981.
At the time of the second land transfer, the Adjutant General agreed to
seek the return of 4.5 acres of the original 15 acre tract to Hampton County.
Upon a motion by Mr. Morris, seconded by Senator Waddell, the Board
approved the transfer of 4.5 acres of State-owned land to Hampton County.
Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and
is identified as Exhibit 14.

GENERAL SERVICES: PROCUREMENT CODE EXEMPTION (EMBEDDED TELEPHONE SYSTEM)

The Division of General Services asked for an amendment of the exemption
granted November 5, 1984, to provide for the purchase or continued lease of
the embedded (in place) telephone systems. The exemption would apply only
when approved by Information Resource Management as being financially and
technologically advantageous to the State.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Mr. Mangum, the Board amended
the exemption approved November 5, 1984, in accord with Code Section
11-35-710, to grant an exemption for the purchase or continued lease of the
embedded telephone system when approved by Information Resource Management as
being advantageous to the State.

commitment, exclusive of printing equipment which must be approved by the
M aterials Management O ffice.

PROPERTY MANAGEMENT: SURPLUS PROPERTY, FI))RENCE

Appearing before the Board on this matter were General Services Division
Director Tony Ellis and Property Management Section Director Charles Small.

Mr. Small advised that the request relating to this Crippled Children's
Home in Florence had been withdrawn from consideration.

He then requested that 400+ acres of land on the Pamplico Highway be
declared surplus. The Florence County delegation has indicated that the
County would like to purchase 50 acres of this property for use as a
recreation site and several businesses have requested sites. The Department
of Highways and Public Transportation has requested a right-of-way for an
extension of Church Street.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Senator Waddell, the Board
declared 400* acres on Pamplico Highway in Florence County as surplus to the
State's needs, as recommended by the Property Management Division, and
approved its disposition under the surplus property rules and regulations,
with final approval by the Board; and granted an easement to the Department of
Highways and Public Transportation for the extension of Church Street.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and
is identified as Exhibit 17.

[Secretary's Note: Board members noted that this is Mr. Small's last day
with the Division of General Services and commended him for performing
honorably and capably.]
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COLLEGE OF CHARLESTON: PERMANENT IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

The Board without objection agreed to add to the agenda a College of
Charleston request for approval of the establishment of a project to renovate
the four-story 41,000 square foot former Southern Bell business office
building located at 9 Liberty Street in Charleston. The estimated cost of
this renovation work, which will involve the top three floors, is $350,000.

The Board was advised that the College proposes to locate its Department
of Computer Science and the administrative office of Computer Services in
these spaces and that the 9 Liberty Street property is being leased by the
College on a long term basis with an option to purchase. it has been
estimated that $62,000 of the estimated $350,000 project cost would enhance
the value of the property. The College proposes now to temporarily finance
this urgently-needed project by using cafeteria equipment replacement reserve
account funds with the understanding that this source would be reimbursed from
excess debt service funds as they become available.

The Joint Bond Review Committee gave the project a favorable review on
January 29, 1985 and the Commission on Higher Education approved it on
February 7, 1985.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Mr. Morris, the Board approved
the establishment of the College of Charleston 9 Liberty Street (Southern Bell
building renovation) project at a cost of $350,000 to be financed temporarily
by cafeteria equipment replacement reserve account funds which are to be
repaid by excess debt service funds as they become available.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and
is identified as Exhibit 18.

We therefore
request the Budget and Control Board to officially certify the change of Safe
and Reasonable Operating Capacity from 7,976 to present Nelson Maximum Operating
Capacity of 7,453 in accordance with the attached list. This represents a loss
of 523 bedspaces.

Please note that in January 1988, when all currently authorized construction
should be finished, our operating capacity will be 8,969. This is 275 more than
the 8,694 we expected to have (see 1984 Capital Improvements Bond Bill). This
increase resulted from our adopting a new prototype for medium security housing.

The medium/maximum institutions will be required to comply with the Nelson
capacity within three years from date of signing which is January 8, 1988. The
minimum security institutions must comply within five years of signing which is
January 8, 1990.

This Pecition of Pickens County, South Carolina
(the "County"), pursuant to South Carolina Code Annotated,
Title 4, Chapter 29 (1976), as amended (the "Act"), and
specifically Section 4-29-140 thereof, respectfully shows:

1. The County Council of Pickens County (the
"County Council™) is the governing body of the County and as
such is the "governing board" of the County referred to in
the Act.

2. The Act, among other things, empowers the
County, subject to obtaining the approval of the Stace
Budget and Control Board, pursuant to Section 4-29-140 of
the Act: (i) to acquire, and, in <connection with such
acquisition, to enlarge, improve and expand, whether by
construction, purchase, gift or lease, one or more projects
(as defined in the Act) which shall be located within the
jurisdiction of the County; (ii) to make available to any
industry or industries any or all of its projects for such
payments and upon such terms and conditions as the governing
board may deem advisable and as shall not conflict with the
provisions of the Act; and (iii) to issue revenue bonds, as
defined in the Act to include notes, for the purpose of
defraying the —cost of acquiring, by ~construction and
purchase, and in connection with any such acquisition, to
enlarge, improve and expand any project and to secure the
payment of such bonds all as in the Act provided.

3. The'County has agreed to assist Imperial
Die Casting Corporation, a South Carolina corporation
qualified to do business as a corporation in South Carolina
(the "Corporation™), by issuing its revenue note for the
purpose  of defraying the cost of expanding certain
facilities located in the County (the "Project") more fully
described in Exhibits A and B to theFirst Supplemental
Financing Agreement and Indenture.

4. The County has been advised by the
Corporation that the estimated costof the Project will be
not exceeding $600,000 and it has requested the County to
execute and deliver its Industrial Development Revenue Note
(Imperial Die Casting Corporation Project) (the "Note") in
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Che principal amount of not exceeding $600,000 to defray
such costs.

5. Pursuant to Section 4-29-60 of the Act, the
County Council has made the requisite findings that: (i)
the Project will subserve the purposes of the Act; (ii) it
is anticipated that the Project will benefit the general

public welfare of the County by providing employment and
other public benefits not otherwise provided locally; (iii)
the Project will give rise to no pecuniary liability of the
County or a charge against its general credit or taxing
power; (iv) the principal amount of the Mote required to
finance the Project is expected to be not exceeding
$600,000; (v) the County does not deem it necessary to
establish any reserve funds in connection with the
retirement of the proposed Note and the maintenance of the
Project; and (vi) the terms under which the Project is to be
made available to the Corporation provide that the
Corporation shall maintain the Project and carry ail proper
insurance with respect thereto, and as a part of the
proceedings of the County, the County Council will make the
recuisite finding as to the amount necessary in each year to
pay the principal anc the interest on the Mote proposed to
be issued to defray the cost of the Project.

6. Pursuant to Section 4-29-140 of the Adct,
the County sets forth the following information:

(a) The Project, described in detail on Exhibits
A and E to the First Supplemental Financing Agreement
and the First Supplemental Indenture. consists of
improvements and certain machinery, apparatus,
equipment, office facilities and furnishings to be used
for the purpose of manufacturing aluminum die castings.
It is anticipated that, upon completion, the Project

will provide directly 10 to 12 acditional full-time
jobs in the County and neighboring areas and that the
Project will provide stimulation to the economy of the
County and neighboring areas thereto by increased
payrolls, capita’l investment and tax revenues.

(b) It is estimated that the ~cost of the

Project, including the items of cost authorized in the
Act, will be not exceeding $600,000.

(c) Copies of the First Supplemental Financing
Agreement and the First Supplemental Indenture are
available from the County.

WHEREAS, Pickens County, South Carolina (the

Industrial Development Revenue Note (Imperial Die Casting
Corporation Project) in the principal amount of not
exceeding $600,000 (the "Note") under and pursuant to the
Act to defray the costs of acquiring by construction and
purchase certain improvements and machinery, apparatus,
equipment, office facilities and furnishings (the "Project")
to be located in the jurisdiction of the County and, subject
to the approval of the State Budget and Control Board of
South Carolina, to make the Project available to the
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Corporation under and pursuant to the terns of a Financing
Agreement, as supplemented by the First Supplemental
Financing Agreement (the "First Supplemental Agreement") to
be entered into between the County and the Corporation; and

WHEREAS, it is now deemed advisable by the County
Council to file with the State Budget and Control Board of
South Carolina, in compliance with Section 4-29-140 of the
Act, the Petition of the County requesting approval of the
proposed financing by the State Budget and Control Board;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE |IT RESOLVED by the County
Council of Pickens County, South Carolina, as follows:

Section 1. It is hereby found, determined and
declared as follows:

(a) The Project will constitute a "project" as
said term 1is referred to and defined in Section 4-29-10 of
the Act, and the issuance of the Note in the principal
amount of not exceeding $600,000 to defray the cost of the
Project will subserve the purposes and in all respects
conform to the provisions and requirements of the Act.

(b) It is anticipated that the Project will
benefit the general public welfare of the County by
providing employment for those engaged in construction of
the Project, and by providing additional permanent
employment for approximately 10 to 12 people from the County
and adjacent areas when the Project is placed in full
operation with a resulting alleviation of unemployment and a
substantial increase in payrolls and other public benefits
incident to the <conduct of industrial operations not
otherwise provided locally.

(c) Neither the Project, the Note proposed to be
issued by the County to defray the cost of the Project, nor
any documents or agreements entered into by the County in
connection therewith will constitute or give rise to a
pecuniary liability of the County or a charge against its
general credit or taxing power.

(d) The issuance of the Note by the County in
the principal amount of not exceeding $600,000 will be
required to defray the cost of the Project.

(e) Inasmuch as the Corporation is a corporation
with established credit, the establishment of reserve funds
in connection with the retirement of the Note and the
maintenance of the Project is deemed unnecessary.

(f) The Project will be made available by the

County to the Corporation upon terms which will require the
Corporation, at its own expense, to maintain the Project in
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good repair and to carry all proper insurance with respect
thereto.

(9) The Project will consist of the items
described in Exhibits A and B to the First Supplemental
Agreement and the First Supplemental Indenture to be entered
into between the Countv and Bankers Trust of South Carolina,
as lender (the "Lender").

(h) A reasonable estimate of the cost of the
Project including necessary expenses incident thereto is
$600,000.

(i) Neither the approvals granted in connection
with the Note nor the request for an allocation granted by
the State Budget and Control Board have been made in
consideration of any bribe, gift, gratuity, or direct or
indirect contribution to any political campaign.

Section 2. There be and is hereby authorized and
directed the submission on behalf of the County of a
Petition requesting the approval of the proposal of the
County to issue the Note by the State Budget and Control
Board of South Carolina pursuant to the provisions of
Section 4-29-140 of the Act, said Petition, which
constitutes and is hereby made a part of this authorizing
resolution, to be in substantially the form attached hereto.

Section 3. The Chairman of the County Council be
and is hereby authorized and directed to execute said
Petition in the name and on behalf of the County; and the
Clerk of the County Council be and is hereby authorized and
directed to attest the same and thereafter to submit an
executed copy of this resolution to the State Budget and
Control Board in Columbia, South Carolina.

Section 4. AIll orders and resolutions and parts
thereof in conflict herewith are to the extent of such
conflict hereby repealed, and this resolution shall take
effect and be in full force from and after its passage and
approval.

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ASSISTANCE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into by and between
Pickens County, South Carolina, a body politic and corporate
and a political subdivision of the State of South Carolina
(the "County"), and Imperial Die Casting Corporation, a
South Carolina corporation (the "Corporation").

WITNESSETH:
ARTICLE |
RECITATION OF FACTS

As a means of setting forth the matters of mutual
inducement which have resulted in the making and entering
into of this Agreement, the following statements of fact are
herewith recited:

Section 1.01. The County is a body politic and
corporate” and a political subdivision of the State of South
Carolina, and is authorized and empowered by the provisions
of Title 4, Chapter 29, Code of Laws of South Carolina,
1976, as amended (the "Act"), to acquire, or cause to be
acquired, and to enlarge, improve, expand, equip, furnish,
own, lease and dispose of properties through which the
industrial development of the State will be promoted and
trade developed by inducing new industries to locate in
South Carolina and by encouraging industries now located in
South Carolina to expand their investments and thus utilize
and employ manpower and other resources of South Carolina.

Section 1.02. The Corporation desires to acquire
certain improvements and machinery, apparatus, equipment,
office facilities and furnishings to be used to expand an
industrial facility for the purpose of manufacturing
aluminum die castings (the "Project"). The Project when
completed and in operation will provide additional permanent
employment in the County for approximately 10 to 12 people.

Section 1.03. The Corporation has requested the
County to assist Tt with its contemplated program through
the sale of Industrial Development Revenue Bonds (or Notes)
pursuant to the Act, whereby the County would defray a
portion of the cost of the Project.

Section 1.04. The County has given due

consideration to all the proposals and requests of the
Corporation and has agreed to endeavor to effect the
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issuance of the bonds at the time and on the terms and
conditions hereafter set forth.

ARTICLE 11
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE COUNTY
The County agrees as follows:

Section 2.01. The County will, subject to the
approval 'Ey the State Budget and Control Board reauired by
the Act, authorize the issuance of not exceeding Six
Hundred Thousand Dollars ($600,000) Pickens County, South
Carolina, Industrial Development Revenue Bonds (or Notes)
(Imperial Die Casting Corporation Project) (the "Bonds"), at
such time as the Corporation may request the County to do
SO.

Section 2.02. The County will permit the
Corporation to arrange for the sale of the Bonds to defray
the cost of the Project as aforesaid and if successful
marketing arrangements can be made, it will adopt such
proceedings and enter into such agreements as are necessary
for the issuance and securing of the Bonds.

Section 2.03. The proceeds of any sale of the
Bonds shaTl be applied to the payment of the costs of the
Project as determined wunder the Act including, without
limitation, the expenses incurred in connection with the
issuance and sale of the Bonds, the acquisition by
construction and purchase of the Project including land,
buildings, necessary machinery and equipment and other items
permitted by the Act, and the repayment of any funds
advanced or loans incurred by the Corporation for such
purposes.

Section 2.04. Prior to issuing any Bonds, the
County may enter into a trust indenture with a trustee bank
to be selected by the Corporation or an indenture with the
purchasers of the Bonds pursuant to which the Bonds will be
issued. Such trust indenture or indenture shall be
substantially in the form wused in connection with the
issuance of other South Carolina industrial revenue bonds
and may constitute a lien on the Project and the revenues
derived from the financing agreement with respect to the
Project to secure the payment of the Bonds.

Section 2.05. If requested by the Corporation and
in order to provide interim financing pending the issuance

of the Bonds, the County will adopt the necessary
proceedings and provide for the issuance of bond
anticipation notes pursuant to Title 11, Chapter 17, Code of
Laws of South Carolina, 1976, in anticipation of the

issuance of the Bonds.
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Section 2.06. The County will perform such other
acts and adopt such further proceedings as may be required
to faithfully implement its undertakings and to consummate
the proposed financing.

ARTICLE 111
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE CORPORATION

Section 3.01. The Corporation agrees that the
County wiTT have no obligation to find a purchaser of the
Bonds.

Section 3.02. The Corporation further agrees, if
the plan proceeds as contemplated:

(a) to acquire by construction and purchase the
land, buildings, equipment and machinery constituting the
Project;

(b) to enter into a financing agreement with the
County under the terms of which the Corporation will
obligate itself to pay to the County sums sufficient to pay
the principal, interest and premium, if any, on the Bonds,
as and when the same become due and payable, said financing
agreement shall be in such form and contain such provisions
as shall be satisfactory to the County and to the
Corporation;

(c) to obligate itself to make the additional
payments required by the Act, including, but not limited to,
payments in lieu of taxes if necessary;

(d) to hold the County harmless from all
pecuniary liability and to reimburse it for all expenses to
which it might be put in the fulfillment of its obligations
under this Agreement in the implementation of its terms and
provisions;

(e) to perform such further acts and adopt such
further proceedings as may be required to faithfully
implement its undertakings and consummate the proposed
financing; and

(f) to covenant and agree in the financing
agreement referred to hereinbefore to install in the
buildings which are to become a part of the Project all
necessary equipment and machinery and thereafter to operate
the Project as a facility for the purpose of manufacturing
aluminum die castings or for such other purposes as may
hereafter be deemed appropriate.
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ARTICLE IV
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 4.01. AIll commitments of the County under
Article fl hereof are subject to all of the provisions of
the Act and the condition that nothing contained in this
Agreement shall constitute or give rise to a pecuniary
liability of the County or a charge against its general
credit or taxing power.

Section 4.02. The parties hereto agree that the
Corporation may proceed with the Project including the
construction of a building or buildings and acquisition and
installation of the equipment and machinery prior to the
issuance of the Bonds.

Section 4.03. This Assistance Agreement may be
assigned Tv the Corporation to a corporation which 1is a
wholly owned subsidiary of the Corporation, to a corporation
the majority stockholders of which are the majority
stockholders of the Corporation, to a partnership comprised
of the majority stockholders of the Corporation, or to any
or all of the majority stockholders of the Corporation in
their individual capacities.

Section 4.04. All commitments of the County and
the Corporation hereunder are subject to the condition that
the County and the Corporation do agree on acceptable terms
and conditions of all documents the execution and delivery
of which are contemplated by provisions hereof.

Section 4.05. The parties understand that the
Corporation may choose not to finance the Project as herein
provided, in which event this Agreement shall become void.

Section 4.06. It is the intention of the parties
hereto that this Agreement shall constitute an official
action on the part of the County within the meaning of the
applicable regulations of the United States Treasury
Eepgrtment relating to the issuance of industrial revenue
onds.

BOARD OF SOUTH CAROLINA

This Petition of Anderson County, South Carolina
(the "County"), pursuant to South Carolina Code Annotated,
Title A, Chapter 29 (1976), as amended (the "Act"), and
specifically Section 4-29-140 thereof, respectfully shows:

1. The County Council of Anderson County (the
"County Council”) is the governing body of the County and as
such is the "governing board"” of the County referred to in
the Act.

2. The Act, among other things, empowers the
County, subject to obtaining the approval of the State
Budget and Control Board, pursuant to Section 4-29-140 of
the Act: (i) to acquire, and, in connection with such
acquisition, to enlarge, improve and expand, whether by
construction, purchase, gift or lease, one or more projects
(as defined in the Act) which shall be located within the
jurisdiction of the County; (ii) to make available to any
industry or industries any or all of its projects for such
payments and upon such terms and conditions as the governing
board may deem advisable and as shall not conflict with the
provisions of the Act; and (iii) to issue revenue bonds, as
defined in the Act to include notes, for the purpose of
defraying the cost of acquiring, by construction and
purchase, and in connection with any such acquisition, to
enlarge, improve and expand any project and to secure the
payment of such bonds all as in the Act provided.

3. The County has agreed to assist the
Obligors by issuing its revenue note for the purpose of
defraying the cost of acquiring certain facilities located
in the County (the "Project") more fully described in
Exhibits A and B to the Mortgage and Financing Agreement and
Indenture, copies of which are available upon request.

4. The County has been advised by the Obligors
that the estimated cost of the Project will be not exceeding
$1,000,000 and they have requested the County to execute and
deliver its Industrial Development Revenue Note (Nordson
Project) (the "Note") in the principal amount of not
exceeding $1,000,000 to defray such costs.
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5. Pursuant to Section 4-29-60 of the Act, the
County Council has made the requisite findings that: (i)
the Project will subserve the purposes of the Act; (ii) it
is anticipated that the Project will benefit the general
public welfare of the County by providing employment and
other public benefits not otherwise provided locally; (iii)
the Project will give rise to no pecuniary liability of the
County or a charge against its general credit or taxing
power; (iv) the principal amount of the Note required to
finance the Project is expected to be not exceeding
$1,000,000; (v) the County does not deem it necessary to
establish any reserve funds in connection with the
retirement of the proposed Note and the maintenance of the
Project; and (vi) the terms under which the Project is to be
made available to the Obligors provide that the Obligors
shall maintain the Project and carry all proper insurance
with respect thereto, and as a part of the proceedings of
the County, the County Council will make the requisite
finding as to the amount necessary in each year to pay the
principal, premium, if any, and the interest on the Note
proposed to be issued to defray the cost of the Project.

6. Pursuant to Section 4-29-140 of the Adct,
the County sets forth the following information:

(a) The Project, described in detail on Exhibits
A and B to the Mortgage and Financing Agreement and the
Indenture, consists of land, a building or buildings
and other improvements thereon and certain machinery,
apparatus, equipment, office facilities and furnishings
to be used for the purpose of manufacturing packaging

m aterials. It is anticipated that, upon completion,
the Project will provide directly 70 additional
full-time jobs in the County and neighboring areas and
that the Project will provide stimulation to the
economy of the County and neighboring areas thereto by
increased payrolls, capital investment and tax
revenues.

(b) It is estimated that the cost of the

Project, including the items of cost authorized in the
Act, will be not exceeding $1,000,000.

(c) Copies of the Mortgage and Financing
Agreement and the Indenture are available upon request.
The following summary of terms is in no wise intended
to affect or alter the actual terms of the documents
themselves:

(i) The proposed Mortgage and Financing

Agreement between the Obligors and the County
provides in general:
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(A) Proceeds derived from the
placement of the Note will be wused and
applied by the County upon request of the
Obligors solely for the payment of the costs
(as that term is defined in the Act) incident
to the acquisition, by construction and
purchase, of the Project.

(B) The Obligors obligate themselves:
to effect the completion of the Project if
the proceeds derived from the placement of
the Note prove insufficient therefor without
diminution of any payments to the County
required by the Mortgage and Financing
Agreement; to meet the payments of principal,
premium, if any, and interest on the Note as
the same become due; and to pay the cost of
maintaining and insuring the Project to the
extent and in the manner provided in the
Mortgage and Financing Agreement.

© The County does not incur any
pecuniary liability or charge upon its
general credit or taxing powers.

(D) The County acquires a mortgage and
security interest in the Project as security
for the obligations of the Obligors under the
Mortgage and Financing Agreement.

(ii) The proposed Indenture between the
County and The South Carolina National Bank, as
Lender (the "Lender"), provides in general:

(A) An irrevocable pledge and
assignment for the benefit of the Lender or
its assigns as holder of the Note of the
County's right, title and interest in and to
the Mortgage and Financing Agreement and all
payments, receipts and revenues which the
County has a right to receive under the
Mortgage and Financing Agreement or with
respect to any security afforded thereunder
or any other financing agreement with respect
to the Project in favor of the County (except

payments  and rights to indemnification
payments and administration expenses), and
all the moneys and securities in funds

created under the Indenture.
(B) The terms  of the Note, the

provisions for exchange and transfer of the
Note, the prepayment provisions, the means of
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disbursement and investment of the proceeds
thereof, provisions for issuance of
additional parity notes, default provisions
and remedies therefor and wvarious other
matters relating to the Note.

© The execution of the Indenture
imposes no pecuniary liability on the County
and does not create a charge upon the general
credit or taxing power of the County.

Upon the basis of the foregoing, the County
respectfully prays that the State Budget and Control Board
(i) accept the filing of this Petition, (ii) make such
investigation as it deems advisable, (iii) if it finds that
the Project is intended to promote the purposes of the Act
and may be reasonably anticipated to effect such result,
that it approve the Project and the execution and delivery
of the Note by the County pursuant to the Act to defray the
cost of the Project (including changes in any details of the
said  financing as finally consummated which do not
m aterially affect the wundertaking of the County), (iv)
allocate to the Note such portion of the state ceiling as
established by the Deficit Reduction Act of 1984 as is
necessary for the issuance of the Note, and (v) give
published notice of its approval in the manner set forth in
Section 4-29-140 of the Act.

Assistance Agreement, the County proposes to issue its
Industrial Development Revenue Note (Nordson Project) in the
principal amount of not exceeding $1,000,000 (the "Note")
under and pursuant to the Act to defray the costs of
acquiring by construction and purchase certain land, a
building or buildings and other improvements thereon, and
machinery, apparatus, equipment, office facilities and
furnishings (the "Project") to be located in the
jurisdiction of the County and, subject to the approval of
the State Budget and Control Board of South Carolina, to
make the Project available to the Obligors under and
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pursuant to the terms of a Mortgage and Financing Agreement
(the "Agreement") to be entered into between the County and
the Obligors; and

WHEREAS, it is now deemed advisable by the County
Council to file with the State Budget and Control Board of
South Carolina, in compliance with Section 4-29-140 of the
Act, the Petition of the County requesting approval of the
proposed financing by the State Budget and Control Board;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE |IT RESOLVED by the County
Council of Anderson County, South Carolina, as follows:

Section 1. It is hereby found, determined and
declared as follows:

(a) The Project will constitute a "project” as
said term is referred to and defined in Section 4-29-10 of
the Act, and the issuance of the Note in the principal
amount of not exceeding $1,000,000 to defray the cost of the
Project will subserve the purposes and in all respects
conform to the provisions and requirements of the Act.

(b) It is anticipated that the Project will
benefit the general public welfare of the County by
providing employment for those engaged in construction of
the Project, and by providing additional permanent
employment for approximately 70 people from the County and
adjacent areas when the Project is placed in full operation
with a resulting alleviation of unemployment and a
substantial increase in payrolls and other public benefits
incident to the conduct of industrial operations not
otherwise provided locally.

(c) Neither the Project, the Note proposed to be
issued by the County to defray the cost of the Project, nor
any documents or agreements entered into by the County in
connection therewith will constitute or give rise to a
pecuniary liability of the County or a charge against its
general credit or taxing power.

(d) The issuance of the Note by the County in
the principal amount of not exceeding $1,000,000 will be
required to defray the cost of the Project.

(e) Inasmuch as the Obligors are individuals
with established credit, the establishment of reserve funds
in connection with the retirement of the Note and the
maintenance of the Project is deemed unnecessary.

There be and is hereby authorized and
directed the submission on behalf of the County, of a
Petition requesting the approval of the proposal of the
County to issue the Note by the State Budget and Control
Board of South Carolina pursuant to the provisions of
Section 4-29-140 of the Act, said Petition, which
constitutes and is hereby made a part of this authorizing
resolution, to be in substantially the form attached hereto.

Section 3. The Chairman of the County Council and
the County Administrator be and are hereby authorized and
directed to execute said Petition in the name and on behalf
of the County; and the Clerk of the County Council be and is
hereby authorized and directed to affix the seal of the
County to said Petition and to attest the same ana
thereafter to submit an executed copy of this resolution, to
the State Budget and Control Board in Columbia, South
Carolina.

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ASSISTANCE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into by and between
Anderson County, South  Carolina, a body politic and
corporate and a political subdivision of the State of South
Carolina (the "County"), and W. Richard McClellion, Jerry A
Meehan, G. Ross Anderson |Ill, and Samuel F. Thrift, South
Carolina residents (the "Individuals").

WITNESSETH:
ARTICLE 1
RECITATION OF FACTS

As a means of setting forth the matters of mutual
inducement which have resulted in the making and entering
into of this Agreement, the following statements of fact are
herewith recited:

Section 1401. The County is a body politic and
corporate® and a political subdivision of the State of South
Carolina, and is authorized and empowered by the provisions
of Title 4, Chapter 29, Code of Laws of South Carolina,
1976, as amended (the "Act"), to acquire, or cause to be
acquired, and to enlarge, improve, expand, equip, furnish,
own, lease and dispose of properties through which the
industrial development of the State will be promoted and
trade developed by inducing new industries to locate in
South Carolina and by encouraging industries now located in
South Carolina to expand their investments and thus utilize
and employ manpower and other resources of South Carolina.

Section 1.02. The Individuals desire to acquire
certain land located within the jurisdiction of the County,
and a building or buildings and other improvements thereon
and all machinery, apparatus, equipment, office facilities
and furnishings to be used as an industrial facility for the
for the purpose of manufacturing packaging material (the
"Project"). The Project when completed and in operation
will provide additional permanent employment in the County
for approximately 70 people.

Section 1.03. The |Individuals have requested the
County to assist them with their contemplated program
through the sale of Industrial Development Revenue Bonds (or
Notes) pursuant to the Act, whereby the County would defray
a portion of the cost of the Project.

Section 1.04. The County has given due
consideration to all the proposals and requests of the
Individuals and has agreed to endeavor to effect the
issuance of the bonds at the time and on the terms and
conditions hereafter set forth.
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ARTICLE 11
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE COUNTY
The County agrees as follows:

Section 2.01. The County will, subject to the
approval 'Ey the State Budget and Control Board required by
the Act, authorize the issuance of not exceeding One Million
Dollars ($1,000,000) Anderson County, South Carolina,
Industrial Development Revenue Bonds (or Notes) (the
”Bonds"), at such time as the Individuals may request the
County to do so.

Section 2.02. The County  will permit the
Individuals to arrange for the sale of the Bonds to defray
the cost of the Project as aforesaid and if successful
marketing arrangements can be made, it will adopt such
proceedings and enter into such agreements as are necessary
for the issuance and securing of the Bonds.

Section 2.03. The proceeds of any sale of the
Bonds shaTl Ee applied to the payment of the costs of the
Project as determined wunder the Act including, without
limitation, the expenses incurred in connection with the
issuance and sale of the Bonds, the acquisition by
construction and purchase of -the Project including Iland,
buildings, necessary machinery and equipment and other items
permitted by the Act, and the repayment of any funds
advanced or loans incurred by the Individuals for such
purposes.

Section 2.04. Prior to issuing any Bonds, the
County may enter into a trust indenture with a trustee bank
to be selected by the Individuals or an indenture with the
purchasers of the Bonds pursuant to which the Bonds will be
issued. Such trust indenture or indenture shall be
substantially in the form wused in connection with the
issuance of other South Carolina industrial revenue bonds
and may constitute a -lien on the Project and the revenues
derived from the financing agreement with respect to the
Project to secure the payment of the Bonds.

Section 2.05. If requested by the Individuals and
in order to provide interim financing pending the issuance

of the Bonds, the County will adopt the necessary
proceedings and provide for the issuance of bond
anticipation notes pursuant to Title 11, Chapter 17, Code of
Laws of South Carolina, 1976, in anticipation of the

issuance of the Bonds.

Section 2.06. The County will perform such other
acts and adopt such further proceedings as may be required
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to faithfully implement its undertakings and to consummate
the proposed financing.

ARTICLE 111
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE INDIVIDUALS

Section 3.01. The Individuals agree that the
County will have no obligation to find a purchaser of the
Bonds.

Section 3.02. The Individuals further agree, if
the plan proceeds as contemplated:

(a) to acquire by construction and purchase the
land, buildings, equipment and machinery constituting the
Project;

(b) to enter into a financing agreement with the
County wunder the terms of which the Individuals will
obligate themselves to pay to the County sums sufficient to
pay the principal, interest and premium, if any, on the
Bonds, as and when the same become due and payable, said
financing agreement shall be in such form and contain such
provisions as shall be satisfactory to the County and to the
Corporation;

(c) to obligate themselves to make the
additional payments required by the Act, including, but not
limited to, payments in lieu of taxes if necessary;

(d) to hold the County harmless from all
pecuniary liability and to reimburse it for all expenses to
which it might be put in the fulfillment of its obligations
under this Agreement in the implementation of its terms and
provisions;

(e) to perform such further acts and adopt such
further proceedings as may be required to faithfully
implement the wundertakings and consummate the proposed
financing; and

(f) to covenant and agree in the financing
agreement referred to hereinbefore to install in the
buildings which are to become a part of the Project all
necessary equipment and machinery and thereafter to operate
the Project as a facility for the purpose of manufacturing
packaging material or for such other purposes as may
hereafter be deemed appropriate.
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ARTICLE IV
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 4.01. AIl commitments of the County under
Article LT hereof are subject to all of the provisions of
the Act and the condition that nothing contained in this
Agreement shall constitute or give rise to a pecuniary
liability of the County or a charge against its general
credit or taxing power.

Section 4.02. The parties hereto agree that the
IndividuaTs may proceed with the Project including the
construction of a building or buildings and acquisition and
installation of the equipment and machinery prior to the
issuance of the Bonds.

Section 4.03. All commitments of the County and
the Individuals hereunder are subject to the condition that
the County and the Individuals do agree on acceptable terms
and conditions of all documents the execution and delivery
of which are contemplated by provisions hereof.

Section 4.04. The parties wunderstand that the
Individuals may choose not to finance the Project as herein
provided, in which event this Agreement shall become void.

Section 4,05. It is the intention of the parties
hereto that this Agreement shall constitute an official
action on the part of the County within the meaning of the
applicable regulations of the United States Treasury
Department relating to the issuance of industrial revenue
bonds.

Section 4.06. This Assistance Agreement may be
assigned by the Individuals to a corporation the majority
stockholders of which are the Individuals, to a partnership

comprised of the Individuals, or to any or all of the
Individuals of the Corporation in their individual
capacities.

May 1, 1990 until Awpril 1, 2000 at the rate per annum of
sixty-six percent (662) of the prime rate of The South
Carolina National Bank (the "Taxable Rate"). Upon a
Determination of Taxability, the interest rate on the Note
shall be increased to the rate per annum equal to the
taxable equivalent of a tax-exempt rate of 7.752 for the
period from the date of delivery to April 30, 1990 and 662
of the prime rate for the period from May 1, 1990 to April
1, 2000.

We have reviewed the preliminary financial feasibility study prepared

for the above named project by May, Zima & Company, Certified Public
Accountants, Atlanta, Georgia. Retirement Horizons, Inc. is a recently
chartered South Carolina corporation organized for the specific purpose
of constructing an "assisted living facility.” The facility, as planned,
will have one hundred forty-four two-bedroom units, ninety-six one-bedroom
units, and thirty-three personal care beds. Since Retirement Horizons,
Inc. is a corporation newly organized for the purpose of construction of
the project, there is no financial history and, therefore, historical
financial statements of prior operations do not exist.

May, Zima & Company, per the feasibility study, presented the following
conelusions:

Furniture, fixtures and equipment in the approximate amount of
$690,000 will be purchased from United Medical Surgical Supply
Corporation. UNICO Development Services will receive $450,000 as a
development fee. Both of these transactions will be funded from
bond proceeds. Mr. C. Donald Stone and Mr. James A. Stone own all
of the stock of UNICO Development Services and are also stockholders
of United Medical and Surgical Supply Corporation.

The project when completed and placed in operation will be managed
by Benan, Inc. who will be paid a management fee of 4% of monthly
gross operating revenues. Benan, Inc. will also receive a marketing
fee of $650,000 to be paid from the bond proceeds. Benan will pay a
portion of this fee to Heritage Living Center, Inc. for services as
a marketing consultant. Benan, Inc. will also receive 10% of each
resident's entrance deposit fee. The stock of Benan, Inc. is owned
in equal shares of 50% each by the Reverend C. Benjamin Smith and
Ann H. Smith, who are husband and wife.

Robert M. Buchanan, Jr. is President and sole stockholder of Buchanan
4 Co., Inc., the Underwriter for the Series 1985 Bonds. Mr. Buchanan
is also President and a 25% stockholder of White Quik Print Company,
which will receive a fee out of bond proceeds for printing the
Preliminary O fficial Statement and the O fficial Statement. Mr.
Buchanan's children are the remaining stockholders of White Quik
Print. Buchanan & Co., Inc. will receive underwriters fees and
discounts of approximately $1,440,000 from proceeds of the bond
issue.

Other relationships among interested parties include the following:

Kenny 0. Merritt, an Officer and Director of Retirement Horizons,
Inc., is the brother of Rickey M Merritt, a consultant of the
United Medical and Surgical Supply Corporation, which has a contract
with the Corporation to supply Various furniture, fixtures and
equipment, as noted in a. above.

Tom L. Sizemore, president of Retirement Horizons, Inc., is also
president of Manna Investment Firm, Inc., a consulting firm which
will enter into contracts with United Medical and Surgical Supply
Corporation for the development of projects. Mr. Sizemore currently
has a personal contract with United Medical and Surgical Supply
Corporation for project development. United Medical and Surgical
Supply Corporation is supplying the furniture, fixtures, and equipment
for the Project.
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John A. McNeely, Vice President of Retirmenet Horizons, Inc. is an
accountant in Greenville, South Carolina. His clients include United
Medical and Surgical Supply Corporation.

J. R. Randall is a principal of Heritage Living Centers, Inc., the
Marketing Consultant. His wife, Joanne J. Randall, is an employee
of United Medical and Surgical Supply Corporation, which has a
contract to supply various furniture, fixtures and equipment to the
Project.

Our review of the preliminary feasibility study produced no indications
that would cause us to dispute any of the assumptions, estimates or
forecast information contained therein.

Assuming that the final feasibility study will have no material deviations
from the preliminary study reviewed by us, and relying upon the assumption,
estimates and forecasts prepared by May, Zima & Company as utilized in
the feasibility study, we concur with their conclusion that the project
will generate sufficient revenues to meet the debt service requirements

of the proposed bond issue. It must be borne in mind, however, that
this conclusion is heavily reliant upon certain assumptions and estimates
and therefore there is no assurance that actual revenues will, in fact,

equal the forecast levels as projected by the feasibility study.

Our favorable conclusion is also contingent upon satisfactory approval
by the Attorney General's Office of the project.

ARTICLE |
FINDINGS OF FACT

As an Incident to the adoption of this Resolution, the County
Council of Spartanburg County, South Carolina (the "County
Council™), has made the following findings:

1. The County Council of Spartanburg County, a political
subdivision of the State of South Carolina (the "lIssuer™), has
been informed by representatives of Retirement Horizons, Inc., a
South Carolina non-profit corporation (the Corporation”), that the
Corporation is planning the acquisition of approximately 17 acres
of land in Spartanburg County (the "County") and the construction,
equipping and installation thereon of a medically-supervised
retirement home facility containing approximately 260 assisted
living adult residential care units (the "Project").

2. The Project will constitute a "retirement home facility"
and a "hospital facility' within the meaning of S.C. Code

844-7-1430 and for the purposes and within the intendment of the
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Hospital Revenue Bond Act, S.C. Code §844-7-1410 to 44-7-1640 (the
"Act”) .

3. Construction of the Project will promote the public
health and welfare by providing hospital facilities, as defined by
the Act, to serve the people of the State of South Carolina and of
the County and to make accessible to them modern and efficient
hospital facilities, as defined by the Act.

4. There is a need for the proposed Project in the County.

5- The availability of Spartanburg County Hospital Revenue
Bond financing for the purpose of undertaking the Project is a
major factor under consideration by the Corporation in determining
the feasibility of the Project.

6. Issuance of Spartanburg County Hospital Revenue Bond Act
Revenue Bonds for the purpose of financing the Project will
promote and subserve the objectives of the Act by making
accessible to the people of the State of South Carolina and of the
County modern and efficient hospital facilities at the lowest
possible expense to those utilizing them.

7. The Corporation is financially responsible and is capable
of fulfilling whatever obligations may be imposed upon it by the
financing arrangements that should be worked out in connection
herewith, including obligations to operate, repair and maintain at
its own expense the Project, and to discharge such other
responsibilities as may be imposed on it by the financing

arrangement to be worked out.
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8. Utilities and public services necessary for the Project
are or will be made available.

9. Adequate provision will be made in the bond financing
documents for the payment by the Corporation of amounts sufficient
to pay the principal of and the interest on the Hospital Revenue
Bond Act Revenue Bonds to be issued and any reserves therefor and
for the operation, repair and maintenance of the Project at the
expense of the Corporation.

10. At this time, the Corporation estimates that the acquisi-
tion, construction, equipping and installation of the Project will
require the issuance of Hospital Revenue Bonds In an aggregate
principal amount not to exceed $16,000,000.

11. The Hospital Revenue Bond Act Revenue Bonds to be issued
by the Issuer will be in an amount not exceeding Sixteen M illion
Dollars ($16,000,000), and will be in registered form. Over the
life of such Bonds, payments to the Issuer by the Corporation
shall be sufficient to allow the Issuer to meet the payment
schedule on the Bonds. If the Issuer shall reasonably deem It
necessary, a reserve fund may be established in connection with
the Bonds or in connection with maintenance of the Project. In
any event, the Corporation shall be obligated to pay the costs of
maintaining the Project in good repair and the costs of keeping it
properly insured.

12. Any Bonds issued hereunder and every act performed
incidental thereto shall never constitute nor give rise to an

indebtedness of Spartanburg County within the meaning of any state
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constitutional provision or statutory Ilimitation and shall never
constitute nor give rise to a pecuniary liability of Spartanburg
County or a charge against its general credit or taxing powers.
ARTICLE IT
COMMITMENT TO ASSISTANCE ACREBVIENT
Based on the foregoing findings of fact and in order to
induce the Corporation to undertake th»* Project in the County and
in order to carry out the purposes of the Act, the Issuer is
authorized and encouraged to enter into an Assistance Agreement
with the Corporation. This Agree” e« -hall be substantially upon
the terms of the document attached as Exhibit "A" to this
Resolution.
ARTICLE 111
EXECUTION
All documents required in connection with issuance of the
contemplated Hospital Revenue Bond Act Revenue Bonds may be
executed by the County Administrator of the County (or, in his
absence, the Acting County Administrator of the County) and
attested by the Clerk of County Council.
ARTICLE IV
INTENT OF RESOLUTION
The Issuer finds, intends, and declares that this Resolution
shall constitute the taking of affirmative official action by the
Issuer towards the issuance of said revenue bonds within the

meaning of the United States Income Tax Regulations. The Issuer
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finds, considers and declares that the issuance and sale of the
Bonds for the purpose set forth in this Resolution will be

This Agreement, made and entered into by and between
SPARTANBURG COUNTY, a body politic and corporate and a political
subdivision of the State of South Carolina (the "lIssuer"), and
RETIREMENT HORIZONS, INC., a South Carolina non-profit corporation
the "Corporation").

WITNESSETH:

ARTICLE |
RECITATION OF FACTS

As a means of setting forth the matters of mutual inducement
which have resulted in the making and entering into of this
Agreement, the following statements of fact are herewith recited:

1. The Issuer is a body politic and corporate and a politi-
cal subdivision of the State of South Carolina and is authorized
and empowered by the provisions of Title 44, Chapter 7, Article
11, Code of Laws of South Carolina, 1976 (the "Act"): (i) to
issue bonds for the purpose of defraying the cost of providing
"hospital facilities,” as defined in the Act, and to secure the
payment of such bonds as provided in the Act; (ii) to make the
proceeds of any bonds available by way of a loan to a "hospital

agency,"” as defined in the Act, pursuant to a loan agreement; and
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(ill) to enter Into a loan agreement with such hospital agency
prescribing the terms and conditions of the payments to be made to
the Issuer to meet the payments to become due on any bonds Issued
by the Issuer pursuant to the Act; all In order to provide a means
for the financing, acquiring, enlarging, Improving, constructing,
equipping, and providing of hospital facilities to serve the
people of the State of South Carolina and of Spartanburg County
and to make accessible to them modern and efficient hospital
facilities at the lowest possible expense to those utilizing such
hospital facilities.

2. The Corporation has Informed the Issuer that funds will
be required to finance the acquisition of approximately 17 acres
of land In Spartanburg County (the "County") and the construction,
equipping and Installation thereon of a medically-supervised
retirement home facility containing approximately 260 assisted
living adult residential care units (the "Project").

3. The Corporation has advised the Issuer that it wishes to
avail Itself of the assistance which the Issuer might render
through the sale of Spartanburg County Hospital Revenue Bond
Act Revenue Bonds pursuant to the Act, and that its undertaking of
the proposed Project depends in part upon the willingness of the
Issuer to issue such Bonds.

4. The Issuer has given due consideration to the Corpora-
tion's proposal and by Inducement Resolution adopted on even date

herewith has agreed to endeavor to effect the Issuance of Bonds
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pursuant to the Act in order to assist the Corporation as
aforesaid on the terras and conditions hereinafter set forth.
ARTICLE 11
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE ISSUER

The lIssuer agrees as follows:

1. That, subject to due compliance with all requirements of
law, the holding of all necessary public hearings and the
obtaining of all necessary consents and approvals and to the
happening of all acts, conditions and things required to exist,
happen and be performed precedent to and in connection with such
financing in due time, form and manner as required by law, the
present intent of the Issuer is to issue Spartanburg County, South
Carolina, Hospital Revenue Bond Act Revenue Bonds (Skylyn Hail
Project) in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed
$16,000,000 (the "Bonds") pursuant to the Act (as a single issue
or as several issues) to finance such portion of the Project and
expenses incident thereto (including the costs of the financing)
as the Corporation may reasonably request. The terms of the
Bonds (date, maturity schedule, interest rates, denominations,
redemption provisions) will be determined by a bond purchase
agreement to be entered into between the Corporation, the Issuer
and the original purchaser(s) of the Bonds.

2. That, if the Bond« shall be sold, the Issuer will enter
into a Loan Agreement (the "Loan Agreement") with the Corporation

upon such terras and conditions as shall be mutually agreed upon
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between the Issuer and the Corporation pursuant to which the
Issuer will lend the Corporation the proceeds of such Bonds In
order that such proceeds be applied to the cost of the Project and
expenses Incident thereto Including the costs of the financing.

3. That It will permit the Corporation to arrange for the
sale of the Bonds and, If successful marketing arrangements can be
made, the Issuer's present Intent Is to adopt such proceedings as
are necessary for the execution of the Loan Agreement and the
Issuance and securing of the Bonds.

4. That, If the Bonds shall be sold, the Issuer will provide
that the proceeds thereof shall be applied to the payment of the
costs theretofore and thereafter to be Incurred in connection with
the acquisition, construction and Installation of the Project,
Including costs Incident to the Issuance of the Bonds and the
payment of other expenses In connection therewith during the
construction period to the extent permitted by the Act.

5- That prior to the Issuance of Bonds the Issuer will
enter Into an Indenture with a bank or banks to be selected by the
Corporation, with the approval of the Issuer, as trustee, to
secure the Bonds to be Issued, upon such terms and conditions as
the Corporation shall propose and shall be agreeable to the
Issuer. In this connection the parties recognize that such terms
and conditions will be Initially agreed upon between the Corpora-

tion and the original purchaser(s) of the Bonds, and the Issuer
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will not unreasonably disagree with any terms and conditions so
agreed upon.

6. That the Corporation may proceed with the acquisition,
construction and installation of the Project prior to the issuance
of the Bonds, in which event advances made or loans incurred by
the Corporation for that purpose may be reimbursed out of the
proceeds of the Bonds. Contracts for the construction of the
facilities and for the acquisition and installation of any
machinery, equipment and related property may be executed by the
Corporation in its own discretion.

7. That the Issuer will proceed with seeking approval of the
Bonds from the State Budget and Control Board of South Carolina.

8. That it will make such election or take such other action
as may be necessary pursuant to Section 103 of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, to enable the interest on the
Bonds to be exempt from federal Income taxation.

9. That the Issuer will perform such other acts and adopt
such further proceedings as may be required faithfully to
implement its undertaklngs.

ARTICLE 111
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE CORPORATION
1. The Corporation will market the Bonds on behalf of the

Issuer and, in this connection, the Corporation expressly
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acknowledges that the Issuer has no obligation with regard to the
marketing of the Bonds.
2. The Corporation further agrees as follows:

(a) To enter into the Loan Agreement with the Issuer
under the terras of which the Corporation will obligate itself to
pay to the Issuer sums sufficient to pay the principal of, premium
if any, and interest on all Bonds as and when the same become
due and payable; the Loan Agreement shall be in such form and
content as may be required by the Act and satisfactory to the
Issuer and the Corporation.

(b) That the Corporation will obligate itself to perform
all obligations required of it pursuant to the Act.

(c) That the Corporation will hold the Issuer and the
individual officers, agents and employees thereof harmless against
any claim of loss or damage to property or any injury or death of
any person or persons in connection with the Project and from any
pecuniary liability and will reimburse the same for all expenses
to which they might be put in the fulfillment of the Issuer’s
obligations wunder or in connection with this Agreement and the
Loan Agreement and in the implementation of the respective terms
and provisions thereof. This indemnity shall be superceded by a
similar indemnity in the Loan Agreement, and, if the Bonds are
not issued and delivered, this indemnity shall survive the

termination of this Agreement.
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3. That the Corporation will perform such further acts and
adopt such further proceedings as may be required faithfully to
implement Its undertakings.

ARTICLE IV
GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Neither the performance of this Agreement by the Issuer,
nor any obligation of the Issuer resulting from the performance of
this Agreement, nor any failure by the Issuer to perform under
this Agreement, shall constitute an indebtedness of the Issuer
within the meaning of any State constitutional provision or
statutory limitation or constitute or give rise to a pecuniary
liability of the Issuer or charge against its general credit or
taxing powers.

2. The parties understand that the implementation of this
Agreement through the issuance of the Bonds is subject to
obtaining such approvals as may be required by the Act of the
South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control and
of the State Budget and Control Board of South Carolina.

3. Nothing herein shall prevent the Corporation from
entering into any other mode of financing.

4. If for any reason the Bonds are not issued and
delivered within one year from the date hereof, the provisions of
this Agreement shall continue unless, at the option of the
Corporation or the Issuer to be evidenced in writing, they be
cancelled, in which latter event neither party shall have any

rights against the other and no third parties shall have any
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rights against either party except that the Corporation will pay
the out-of-pocket expenses of officers, agents and employees of

the Issuer and counsel for the Issuer incurred in connection with
the Project and the proposed issuance of the Bonds and will pay

counsel for the Issuer reasonable fees for legal services related
to the Project and the proposed issuance of the Bonds.

5. This Agreement shall be effective as of June 13, 1984.

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NEED FOR CENTRALIZED STATE CARTOGRAPHIC PLANNING

State and local governmental agencies within South Carolina use maps
frequently and often on a daily basis to locate, record, and analyze the
occurrence and distribution of various phenomena. These phenomena include
such diverse activities as regional and local planning, reapportionment,
indigent services, tax assessment mapping, industrial siting, disaster
assessment, school busing, voting, agricultural allotments, etc. The use of
cartographic products within the public and private sectors has increased
tremendously during the past five years and provides essential support the
many functions of state and local government within South Carolina. State
government has failed to keep pace with rapid advances in cartographic
technology and has failed to recognize the need for centralized state
cartographic planning.

In January, 1977, the Budget and Control Board's Division of Research and
Statistical Services created an Office of Geographic Statistics. This unit
worked to coordinate and upgrade cartographic programs in South Carolina.
Although efforts were hampered by lack of a legislative mandate, the Office

excessively costly and often redundant. This report addresses tax mapping
standardization, the need for acentralized mapping office, a single zone plane
coordinate system and recommendations of the State Mapping Advisory
Committee.

The most immediate statewide concern is the need for standardizing
county tax mapping and numbering systems Tax mapping in South Carolina is
presently regulated by Property Tax Regulation 117-117 of Act 208, which
unsuccessfully attemped to provide standardization of statewide tax mapping
and numbering systems. The South Carolina Tax Commission recognizes that
the current regulation was written without the necessary research and input
from sources with expertise in this field. In spite of this regulation, surveys
conducted by the Tax Commission and the State Mapping Advisory Committee
have revealed that virtually no uniformity exists among the mapping and
numbering systems of the 46 counties in South Carolina The costs to
individual counties to maintain and update existing systems w ill continue to
increase.

The most cost effective method of
satisfying the mapping needs for virtually all county agencies is a single,
multi-purpose mapping system which conforms to pre-established accuracy
requirements and can be accessed by all potential users throughout the
county Such a system must be designed with computerization as a long range
goal, however, immediate and short term applications could be satisfactorily

accomodated by standard, hard copy reproducible mapping products.
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Countywide mapping needs must be assessed to ensure that the minimum
requirements of each agency are incorporated into the overall mapping
program. Numerous applications throughout the county require highly
accurate mapping products. Accurate large scale topographic mapping is
desirable for drainage calculations and engineering design planning. Private
land surveys, construction and road building projects become more cost
effective when all are referenced to precise locations within the same
geodetic network Issuance of building permits necessitates information
which relates property ownership location to flood prone areas as established
by the National Flood Insurance Program. Zoning and land use planning
applications require countywide aerial photography to determine growth
patterns and trends over time. With centralized planning, coordination and
direction, the county tax mapping program could become the foundation for a
statewide multi-use mapping system.

A coordinated effort to improve and standardize mapping products within
the state was initiated in 1978, when the Governor, by Executive Order No
78-1, created the State Mapping Advisory Committee (SMAC). SMAC
membership represents a diversity of expertise and mapping interest
throughout the state, and currently is the only forum for coordinating,
upgrading and standardizing mapping efforts.

Additionally, the
Director of DRSS serves as core staff director for the State Mapping Advisory
Committee, and as such maintains records, correspondence, etc., relative to
virtually all mapping activities throughout the state. Considering its
established history of serving mapping and surveying needs of the state and
the nucleus of existing personnel experienced in these areas, DRSS provides
the most desirable administrative environment for a state mapping office.
Although this is a time of fiscal restraint in state government, a centralized
mapping office supported by legislative mandate would immediately benefit

I am informed that the history leading to this transaction is as
follows: Relative to the construction of a new armory, Hampton County
deeded to the State 15.0 acres, more or less, as described on the copy of
the enclosed plat dated January 16, 1978. Thereafter, primarily because
more frontage was desired on Airport Road, Hampton County deeded to the
State the additional 6.7 acres, more or less, described on the copy of the
enclosed plat dated March 19, 1981. At the time of this second land transfer,
representatives of this office agreed to seek the return to the County of
the subject 4.5 acres, the same being a portion of the first transaction
involving 15.0 acres.

From our conversation, it is my understanding that my previous information
to the effect that a resolution of the General Assembly authorizing this

transfer is necessary, is incorrect. It is my further understanding that
the proper procedure is to present this matter through you to the Budget
and Control Board, and that following the Board's action you will return

the deed to me.

We have examined the procurement policies and procedures of
the S. C. Wildlife and Marine Resources Department (SCW&WPD) for
the period July 31, 1981 - June 30, 1984. As a part of our
examination, we made a study and evaluation of the system of
internal control over procurement transactions to the extent we
considered necessary.

The purpose of such evaluation was to establish a basis for
reliance upon the system of internal control to assure adherence
to the Consolidated Procurement Code and State and department
procurement policy. Additionally, the evaluation was used in
determining the nature, timing and extent of other auditing
procedures that were necessary for developing an opinion on the
adequacy, efficiency and effectiveness of the procurement system.

The administration of S. C. Wildlife and Marine Resources
Department is responsible for establishing and maintaining a
system of internal control over procurement transactions. In

fulfilling this responsibility, estimates and judgements by

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management are required to assess the expected benefits and
related costs of control procedures. The objectives of a system
are to provide management with reasonable, but not absolute,
assurance of the integrity of the procurement process, that
affected assets are safeguarded against loss from unauthorized
use or disposition, and that transactions are executed in
accordance with management’s authorization and are recorded
properly.

Because of inherent Ilimitations in any system of internal
control, errors or irregularities may occur and not be detected.
Also, projection of any evaluation of the system to future
periods is subject to the risk that procedures may become
inadequate because of changes in conditions, or that the degree
of compliance with the procedures may deteriorate.

Our study and evaluation of the system of internal <control
over procurement transactions as well as our overall examination

of procurement policies and procedures were conducted with due

professional ~care. They would not, however, because of the
nature of audit testing, necessarily disclose all weaknesses in
the system.

The examination did disclose conditions enumerated in this
report which we believe to be subject to correction or

improvement.
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Corrective action based on the recommendations described in
these findings will in all material respects place S. C. Wildlife
and Marine Resources Department in compliance with the South

Carolina Consolidated Procurement Code and ensuing regulations.

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INTRODUCTION

The Audit and Certification Section conducted an examination
of the internal procurement operating procedures and policies and
related manual of S. C. Wildlife and Marine Resources Department.

Our on-site review was conducted August 20, 1984 through
September 21, 1984, and was made under the authority as described
in Section 11-35-1230(1) of the South Carolina Consolidated
Procurement Code and Regulation 19-445.2020.

The examination was directed principally to determine
whether, in all material respects, the procurement system's
internal controls were adequate and the procurement procedures,
as outlined in the Internal Procurement Operating Procedures
Manual, were in compliance with the South Carolina Consolidated

Procurement Code and its ensuing regulations.
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SCOPE

Our examination encompassed a detailed analysis of the
interna] procurement operating procedures of S. C. Wildlife and
Marine Resources Department (SCW&VRD) and the related policies
and procedures manual to the extent we deemed necessary to
formulate an opinion on the adequacy of the system to properly
handle procurement transactions.

The Audit and Certification team statistically selected
random samples for the period July 1, 1982 - June 30, 1984, of
procurement transactions for compliance testing and performed
other auditing procedures that we considered necessary in the
circumstances to formulate this opinion. As specified in the
Consolidated Procurement Code and related regulations, our review
of the system included, but was not limited to, the following
areas:

(1) adherence to provisions of the South Carolina
Consolidated Procurement Code and regulations;

(2) procurement staff and training;

(3) adequate audit trails and purchase order registers;

(4) evidences of competition;

(5) small purchase provisions and purchase order
confirmations;

(6) emergency and sole source procurements;

(7) source selections;

(8) file documentation of procurements;

(9) reporting of Fiscal Accountability Act;

(10) disposition of surplus property;
(11) economy and efficiency of the procurement process

(12) approval of MPE Plan.
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SUMMARY OF AUDIT FINDINGS

Our audit of the procurement system of S. C. Wildlife
Marine Resources Department (SCW&VRD) produced findings
recommendations in the following areas:

Our review of the current manual
indicated several areas that
needed to be added, changed or

expanded.
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RESULTS OF EXAMINATION

I. Compliance - Goods and Services

Our examination in the goods and services area consisted of
a randomly selected statistical sample of sixty transactions from
the period July 1, 1982 - June 30, 198~. Of these procurements,
the following two were not made in compliance with the Code.

Voucher number 13254 in the amount of $614 for a maintenance
contract was not competed nor justified with a sole source
determination. Regulation 19-445.2100, Subsection B, Item 2,
requires solicitation of wverbal or written quotes from two
qualified sources of supply for thisservice. If no other vendor
could satisfactorily perform this maintenancethen a sole source
determination would be in order.

Voucher number 5511 totaling $1,920 was for a payment
against a contract for dragline work. This contract was
renegotiated in July 1982. The new contract was negotiated based
on an hourly rate. The total dollar amount for the life of the
contract exceeded $2,500.

Regulation 19-445.1900, Subsection C, states that a
governmental body may make direct procurements above $2,500 if
certified to do so. S. C. Wildlife & Marine Resources Department
does not have such certification and therefore is not in
compliance with the regulations.

It should be noted that the subsequent years contract for

this service was handled through State Procurement.
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Eased on the sampling parameters used, we can project
statistically with 90% confidence that at least 1% and possibly
up to 12% of all procurements over $500 in the goods and services
area for the audit period may be out of compliance with the Code.

Further, judgmental testing at the Charleston office
revealed a number of procurement problems. The following
transactions had no documented competition, sole source of

emergency determinations as required by the Code.

Regarding the above repair transactions, where an emergency
is not applicable, we understand that an estimate can run over
$500. However, an hourly rate and parts discount schedule should
have been obtained from two or more vendors prior to contracting
for the service. Further, some of the above services appear to
be good candidates for state contracts thus relieving the
requirement for repeated solicitation.

Prior to July, 1984 the Charleston office was handling their

own procurements without a purchasing officer. These exceptions
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occurred prior to that date. We feel the action taken by S. C.
W ildlife and Marine Resources Department was appropriate and
should eliminate this problem.

Finally, we reviewed the transactions for the procurement of
water treatment chemicals which totaled $24,976 for fiscal year
1983/84. These were supported by an emergency determination
dated September, 1982. The justification stated "until such time
as the appropriate bid specifications can be developed ... we be
permitted to maintain equipment wusing (vendor) chemicals to
prevent serious deterioration of systems." A memo indicating an
effort to work with the College of Charleston on specifications
was on file. However, this work has not gone forward since
September, 1982.

An emergency condition is defined in the Procurement Code
regulations, Section 19-445.2110, Subsection P, as follows:

An emergency condition is a situation
which creates a threat to public health,
welfare, or safety such as may arise
by reason of floods, epidemics, riots,
equipment failures, fire loss, or such
other reason as may be proclaimed by
either the Chief Procurement Officer
or the head of a governmental body or
a designee of either office. The
existence of such conditions must
create an immediate and serious need

for supplies, services, or con-
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struction that cannot be met through

normal procurement methods and the

lack of which would seriously threaten:
(1) the functioning of State government;
(2) the preservation or protection of property; or
(3) the health or safety of any person.

Further, Subsection C of this same section states that,
"Emergency procurement shall be limited to those supplies,
services, or construction items necessary to meet the emergency."”

In our opinion, these purchases do not meet the criteria of
emergency procurements, as defined in -Subsection B above.
Further, since these procurements have continued since September,
1982, Subsection C above, has not been complied with either.

We recommend that S. C. Wildlife and Marine Resources
Department contact other State agencies who have established like
contracts, either on their own or through State Procurement, for
guidance in securing a chemical contract for the water treatment
systems.

U ntil a contract is established, we insist that the
department procure water treatment chemicals in accordance with

the Procurement Code.
Il. Compliance Information Technology
A Procurement Made Without Com petition

Our examination of nine transactions in the area of

Information Technology revealed one procurement for services

which had been made without evidence of competition, or
documented as a sole source or emergency purchase.

Purchase Order 59603 for $3,180.70 was issued to The Citadel
for printing services.

This procurement exceeded the agency certification limit of
$2,500, and did not qualify under any exemptions allowed by the
Budget and Control Board.

Apparently the department was not aware of the amendments to
the Consolidated Procurement Code under Article 19, Intergovern-
mental Relations, which mean that procurements between public
procurement units must be handled in accordance with Article 5 of
the Code which requires competition.

In the future, these services must be procured
competitively. Further, since the procurement exceeded the
department's purchasing authority it must be ratified by the
M aterials Management O fficer. A request for ratification should

be submitted to him.

B. Information Technology Plan

Development of a statewide plan for information technology,
as required in the Code in Section 11-35-1580 (1) (q) , by the
Information Technology Management Office has resulted in a
request of all State agencies to develop a detailed information
technology plan for fiscal years 1984/85 and 1985/86. This two
year information technology plan was to be presented to the
Division of Information Resources Management, Information
Technology Planning O ffice by August 15, 19R4.

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The detailed two year plan had not been presented to or
approved by the Information Technology Planning O ffice at the
completion of the audit.

We recommend that S. C. Wildlife and Marine Resources submit
to the Information Technology Planning O ffice a two year plan for

their consideration and approval.

Ill. Compliance - Sole Source and Emergency Procurements

During a special review we examined the sole source and
emergency procurements for the Columbia office for the period
July 31, 1981 - June 30, 1983. The results can be found in
Appendix A.

Since this was accomplished previously, during this audit we
examined the quarterly reports of sole source and emergency
procurements and all available supporting documents for the
period July 1, 1983 - June 30, 1984, for the purpose of
determining the appropriateness of the procurement actions taken
and the accuracy of the reports submitted to the Division of
General Services, as required by Section 11-35-2440 of the
Consolidated Procurement Code.

The department has two procurement offices, one in Columbia
and the other in Charleston, which prepare and submit these
reports independently.

We found the Columbia office had properly justified the

procurements and accurately submitted the required reports to the

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Division of General Services. However, the Charleston office did

not submit the required reports for the following quarters:

As referenced above, Section 11-35-2440 of the Procurement
Code states, "Any governmental body ... shall submit quarterly a
record listing all contracts made under Section 11-35-1560 (Sole
Source Procurements) or Section 11-35-1570 (Emergency
Procurements) to the Chief Procurement O fficers. "Further,
Section 11-35-3830 of the Code states,” Governmental bodies shall
submit quarterly to the M aterials Management O fficer a record
listing all trade-in sales..."”

These unreported quarters have resulted in an understatement
of sole source and emergency purchases to the General Assembly.

The reports should be prepared for the quarters referenced
above and submitted to the Division of General Services as
amendments. In the future, we recommend the reports for the
Charleston office be sent to Columbia and combined into a single
report before they are submitted to the Division of General

Services.

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IV. Internal Audit

We found that there has been insufficient involvement in
review and audit of the procurement process by the department's
Internal Auditor.

A complete internal audit program includes a periodic review
of the system of requisitioning, placing of purchase orders,
receiving, etc. to determine that procurement procedures are
sound and are being adhered to by user departments. As a State
agency the program must also include a review of the procurement
process for compliance with the Consolidated Procurement Code and
regulations, as well as other applicable laws and regulations.

Historically, due to time |limitations, internal auditors
have been forced to concentrate their efforts in the financial
area, which precluded compliance and operational programs.

This leaves a gap in the administrative control over the
procurement function because this area goes without review except
by external audit organizations. Although these are effective,
they cannot provide the type of on-going control necessary in an
area where such large sums of money are expended.

The Institute of Internal Auditors’ publication entitled
Standards for the Professional Practice of Internal Auditing
states, "The scope of Internal Audit should encompass the
examination and evaluation of the adequacy and effectiveness of
the organization's system of internal control and the quality of
performance in carrying out assigned responsibilities.” We feel

this expands the role of internal auditors into the areas of
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compliance, management and operational reviews of all areas and
functions of an organization.

The Internal Auditor stated that he was not familiar with
the Procurement Code. We recommend he become knowledgeable in
this area of State law. Once this is accomplished, internal
audit programs should be developed to test the procurement
process for adequacy of internal <control, compliance with the
Consolidated Procurement Code, adherence to the department's
procedures and the programs overall effectiveness. This program
should include but not be Ilimited to periodic review of
procurements at all dollar levels, including field purchase

requisitions.

V. Review of the Procurement Procedures Manual

As part of our audit of S. C. Wildlife and Marine Resources
Department, we reviewed their policy and procedures manual to
determine if their written procedures were consistent with the
Consolidated Procurement Code and its regulations.

Our review revealed that the following areas need to be
added, changed or expanded.

1. Procurement Authority; This paragraph does not
specifically define the location and vesting of
procurement authority i.e., purchasing agent.

2. An organizational chart of the procurement function
needs to be included in the manual or the appendix
section.

(L.36) Sole Source: Include a procedure for sole source
and include a copy of the justification form, state the
approval authority.

(W.2c.) The Information Technology Management O ffice
will make all procurements for the agency exceeding
$2,500.

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CONCLUSION

As enumerated in our transmittal letter corrective action
based on the recommendations described in the findings contained
in the body of this report, we believe, will in all material
respects place the Wildlife and Marine Resources Department in
compliance with the South Carolina Consolidated Procurement Code
and ensuing regulations.

Under the authority described in Section 11-35-1210 of the
Procurement Code, subject to this corrective action, we recommend
the W ildlife Department be certified to make direct agencv

On September 14, 1983, we examined your agency's quarterly
reports of sole source and emergency procurements and trade-in
sales and all available supporting documents for the period July
30, 1981 - June 30, 1983. This review was conducted for the
purpose of determining the appropriateness of the procurement
actions taken and the accuracy of the reports submitted to the
Division of General Services in accordance with Section
11-35-2440 of the Consolidated Procurement Code. We found the
majority of these transactions to be proper and accurately
reported, but we did encounter the following problems:

These procurements for copyrighted books
and publications are exempted from the

Code by Section 11-35-710 and should not
be reported as sole source procurements.

These procurements for pre-recorded educa
tional 16mm films are also exempted items
and should not be reported.

These procurements were for what the Code
designates as "small 'purchases”. These"
should not have been reported as sole
source as only one fair and reasonable
price is required for the procurement.

This procurement to "sand blast and paint
a 2-section barge"™ was supported by a weak
justification stating "Due to location and
home port of barges and tug, and traveling
distance to nearest possible vendor on the
waterway". This procurement should have
been sent out through State Procurements
on a competitive sealed bid or proposal.

This procurement for Digital flowmeters
was not justified as a sole source but
only as brand being a preferred brand.

This procurement for the services of a 90
foot "cherry picker"” was approved as a
sole source after-the-fact as shown by the
following dates: purchase order 6/14/83,
justification, 6/16/83. In addition, the
agency's justification was non-convincing
stating "Most cherry pickers (bucket plat-
forms) reach no more than 60 feet.” How-
ever, there are some that do and competi-
tion should have been sought for this
procurement through State Procurements.

We request that your procurement section review these excep-
tions and make a more concerted effort to test the market when
there is any question concerning the availability of competition.
If none can be found, then the sole source justification should
clearly state the circumstances.

Further, 'the purchasing staff should become familiar with the
exemptions granted in the Code and those granted by the Budget
and Control Board in the last 18 months. Due to reporting small
purchases and exempted items, the sole source quarterly reports
have been overstated by at least $31,243.32.

The College of Charleston asks for Board approval of the establishment of a
project to renovate the four-story 41,000 square foot former Southern Bell
business office building located at 9 Liberty Street in Charleston. The
estimated cost of this renovation work, which will involve the top three floors,
is $350,000.

The College proposes to locate its Department of Computer Science and the
administrative office of Computer Services in these spaces.

The 9 Liberty Street property is being leased by the College on a long term
basis with an option to purchase. It has been estimated that $62,000 of the
estimated $350,000 project cost would enhance the value of the property. The
College proposes now to temporarily finance this urgently needed project by
using cafeteria equipment replacement reserve account funds with the
understanding that this source would be reimbursed from excess debt service
funds as they become available.

The Joint Bond Review Committee gave the project a favorable review on

January 29, 1985 and the Commission on Higher Education approved it on
February 7, 1985.

2. PROJECT DESCRIPTION STATE BUDGET & CONTROL BOARD

This project is for the alteration and renovation of the four-story,
approximately forty-one thousand square foot former Southern Bell Business
Office Building located at 9 Liberty Street. In September the College
received authority to lease this building on a long terra basis with the option
to buy the property including the adjacent parking facilities. The College Is
to receive possession of the property for lease on January 1, 1985. It Is
proposed that the Department of Computer Science and the administrative office
of Computer Services occupy three floors of this building.

This project calls for alteration, renovation, and repairs to the
building. This will involve minor demolition and construction of walls, doors
and hardware; a raised floor for computer installation; and an independent air
conditioning system installed on the fourth floor. Electrical, plumbing,
heating and air conditioning modifications will be made. Vinyl tile,
carpeting, and conduits for noise and data communications will be installed.

The funds necessary to complete the first floor of this project will
not be in the State Treasurer’s account until the Spring Semester fees have
been collected in January, 1986. Therefore, the top three floors will be done
(beginning renovation in January, 1985) under one contract and the first floor
done subsequently within one year.

3. PROJECT JUSTIFICATION

In 1979 the Commission on Higher Education authorized a Computer
Science major at the College. Until 1982, both academic and administrative
computer facilities were co-located in the Science Center First Increment in
an area of less than 2200 square feet. After construction of the Education
Center which serves as a classroom building, four classrooms were converted to
a Computer Science Laboratory containing 2400 square feet. Since 1981 the
Computer Science program has grown to a current number of 165 students seeking
a degree in this field. The growth in the department cannot keep up with
student demand. National trends in degree preferences indicate a continued
strong demand for Computer Science curricula. Also, the academic resources of
Computer Science are heavily utilized in almost every major field of study.
Business Administration, the natural sciences, mathematics and the masters
program in Public Administration all require computer use by students in their
curriculum.

Forty-six hundred square feet is not enough space to house both the
administrative office of Computer Services and the academic Department of
Computer Science. As our enrollment grows, so does the need for more faculty
offices and administrative space. There is a pronounced lack of space for
students, staff, faculty and equipment. Student terminal access is crowded as
is office space for faculty and staff. We have temporarily located faculty
offices in an audio visual projection room, in the corridors leading to the
Science Center Second Increment and on porches (Charleston Piazzas).

The College’s administrative reliance on word and data processing is
anticipated to increase to the point where the College’s computer services
facilities are projected to be inadequate in the next three years. An
integrated facility housing both the academic and administrative computing
functions is proposed to address this projected deficit. Both the present
Computer Science and Computer Services facilities are inadequate to meet the
current and growing demand in these two areas. No room exists for expansion
at their current locations.

Co-location in an adequate facility would solve a number of control
problems as well as being more cost effective in the delivery of computer
services to students, faculty, and staff. The space currently occupied in the
Education Center needs to be converted into badly needed classrooms. Space
currently occupied by Computer Services in the Science Center First Increment
needs to be converted into science/laboratory space. A building housing all
faculty offices and all computer terminals used by students would allow
students to receive more frequent instruction and allow for a better sense of
togetherness and cooperation in the Computer Science Department.

The former Southern Bell Building is ideally located adjacent and
contigious to the College campus. The top three floors of this building
containing approximately 30,000 square feet is spacious enough to meet our
floor space needs. It is urgent that this project be completed prior to June
30, 1985 to allow for occupancy before the Fall Semester begins on August 25,
1985.

The projected renovation costs for the top three floors is slightly
less than twelve dollars per square foot. Renovation costs of $25 to $35 per
square foot are considered normal in this area for buildings of similar
construction, age, and condition.

4. ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED AS A MEANS OF MEETING NEEDS SPECIFIED IN #3

Renovation could begin on the third and fourth floors only and defer
renovation on the bottom two floors for one year or renovation could begin on
the fourth floor only and defer renovation on the bottom three floors for one
year. However, renovation for these two alternative plans would be more
expensive than the proposed plan (see Attachment 2) due to additional
architectural and engineering fees, printing costs primarily for bid requests,
and inflationary costs. Also, the College while leasing the entire building,
under the alternative plans would be wasting additional floor space that is
being paid for but not used.

The alternative plans would not solve the intended purpose of having
the Computer Science Department and the office of Computer Services in one
building, because adequate space for these two departments would not be

available unless three floors were used.

Attached for review by the Budget and Control Board is an "Interim” Plant
Improvement Project Proposal and Justification Statement in the amount of
$350,000 (see Form A-13). This project is for the alteration and renovation
of the four-story, approximately forty-one thousand square foot former
Southern Bell Telephone Business Office Building located at 9 Liberty Street.
In September the College received authority to lease this building on a long
term basis with the option to buy the property, Including the adjacent parking
facility. The College Is to receive possession of the property on January 1,
1985.

During the period January 1, to June 30, 1985 the lease, maintenance and
operating costs for this building (approximately $200,000) are to be financed
from the President’s remaining contingency funds. The annual lease cost is
$262,305; additionally, the College Is responsible for insurance, property
taxes, utilities and maintenance. The two largest departments scheduled to
occupy this building are the administrative office of Computer Services and
the academic Department of Computer Science. These departments are expected
to occupy three of the four floors.

As a matter of information you may remember that in July, 1982 when the
College submitted its Five Year Capital Improvement Plan for Fiscal Years
1983-1987, the plan Included a construction project in FY 1986 for an
administrative Computer Service and an academic Computer Science facility.
The cost for this construction project was estimated at $6,000,000 to be
financed by Capital Improvement Bonds. This proposed project included no
funds for the purchase of land. (Please see Attachment 1.)

This project, which we propose to fund from debt excess Plant Improvement
Fees, will have to be divided because the funds necessary to complete the
first floor would not be in the State Treasurer’s account until the second
semester fees have been collected in January, 1986.

The figures In Attachment 2 represent the current best construction
estimate by our architect and engineer. The figures presented except for
those in parenthesis assume that the top three floors will be done under a
single contract and the first floor will be done subsequently within a year.
If this project Is not done in this manner, the figures which are enclosed In
parenthesis would have to be added to complete the construction budget for the
entire building. These figures Include additional architectural and
engineering fees, printing costs primarily for bid requests, and inflation
costs.

The projected renovation costs for the top three floors is slightly less
than twelve dollars per square foot. Renovation costs of $25 to $35 per
square foot are considered normal In this area for buildings of similar
construction, age and condition.

Also enclosed is a request to close project number H15-007 Physical
Education Center and request that the remaining funds in the amount of
$57,670.42 be authorized and transferred for partial financing of this project
(see Form A-23). You may remember that in order to finance the construction
of the Physical Education Center we added $950,000 in Plant Improvement Fees
debt excess funds to the funds appropriated by the General Assembly (see
Attachment 3).

It is urgent that this construction project be authorized and construction
promptly completed in order that these facilities will be ready for occupancy
by the end of June, 1985 to prepare for the fall semester which begins in
August.

We have enclosed the following requests from the College of
Charleston, Lander College, the Medical University of South Carolina, and
the University of South Carolina These requests were approved by the
Commission on Higher Education on February 7, 1985.

College of Charleston - Renovation of Bell South Building

The College of Charleston requested $350,000 ($62,000 would enhance
the value of the property) to renovate leased facility to make it
appropriate for their operation. The Commission has approved the College
of Charleston's request to lease with the option to purchase the
four-floor 41,000 square feet former Bell South Business Office, at
Liberty Street and St. Phillips Streets, commencing January 1, 1985.
Cost of Project: $350,000. Source of Funds: Excess Debt Funds. The
College has submitted data to demonstrate the need for this project (see
attachment 1).

Lander College - Lease Approval

Lander College submitted a proposed Lease between the College and
the owner of Villa West Apartment Complex. On January 10, 1985, the
Commission approved the concept of Lander College entering into the lease
but asked for additional information. Lander College provided the
additional data to the Commission at its meeting on February 7, 1985.
Cost of the Lease: $260/month/apartment and there are 60 apartments.
The College has submitted data to demonstrate the need for this project
(see attachment 2).
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Medical University of South Carolina - Renovation to Library/Administration

Building

MUSC requested authorization to renovate three rooms, consisting of
relocating and construction of walls and electrical work in the
Registrar’s office. Because of consolidation of functions, expansion of
services and increase in staff size, the addition is needed to provide
efficient work space and working conditions. In addition to personnel,
ten additional CRT terminals and three personal computers will be placed
into operation in the new space.

MUSC is requesting this 3,300 square feet of renovation at a cost of “
$40,000. Source of Funding: State Appropriations. The University has
demonstrated a need for this project (see attachment 3).

USC-Columbia - Authorization to Lease a Facility at
1321 Pendleton Street

Presently, the University is housing its Institute of Archeology in
four locations: basement of Maxey College, the basement of Thornwell
College, 7th Floor of Byrnes International Center, and areas in 700
College Street. Some of the existing space now occupied must be vacated
in the near future because of renovations underway. Since the University
desires to relocate in one single unit, USC-Columbia requested
authorization to lease this facility at 1321 Pendleton Street to house
the Institute of Archeology. Amount of rent is $99,624, Including
utilities. Source of Funding: State Appropriations. Note: There will
be no unique funding for this project. The University has demonstrated a
need for this project (see attachment 4).

As you know, the College leased the telephone building on Liberty
Street to house the Computer Science Department with computer laborato-
ries and the Computer Services Department with all their work rooms.
Also, the first floor will be used for office space.

We need to do a certain amount of improvement in order to use the
building properly. This includes portable walls, raised flooring,
carpets, etc. We were planning to use Plant Improvement Fees (Debt
Excess Funds) to finance this project in the amount of $350,000.

We also planned to use some collections during the summer and fall
semesters, 1985, to finalize these payments. The State Treasurer's
O ffice disallowed this plan and stated that the funds must be on hand
before the project begins.

This is a critical need for us since computers have become such a
vital part of our academic and administrative programs. We need this
building completed prior to the fall semester especially for classroom
and laboratory use.

This is a request to change the financing of this project as follows:

A - Use $100,000 from Debt Excess Funds
B - Use $250,000 from Cafeteria Equipment Replacement
Reserve Account (Cash Reserve)

This $250,000 would be borrowed from the equipment reserve account
and repaid from the Debt Excess Funds as the funds become available.
This would allow us to go ahead with this project immediately.

The Budget and Control Board's approval of this would be greatly
appreciated.
