IT CAN BE USED TO MAKE AN EASY CLEANING AGENT: One-bar Homemade Soap

Measure 3 cup lukewarm fat into a clean plastic centainer (an old cottage cheese
cariton will do). In another carton, measure % cup cold water. Add 1 tab%espoon lye
stirring gently with wooden spoon to dissolve. Then, with same spoon, stir fat
slowly as you add lye solution. Stir to consistency of thick butterscotch sauce,

At this time, you may add 1 tablespoon lanolin, rosewater, colog?e, or 1?mon juice.
Pour into plastic tumbler or any other flexible plastic with an 1nt§rest1ng shape.
Cover top with clear plastic wrap. Put away where it will not be disturbed for

24 houtrs. By then, the soap will have hardened. Remove plastic, loosen soap by
running a knife around it, let it mellow unwrapped in a dry place foF 2 weeks before
using. NOTE: This soap does not make much in the way of suds, but it does get
things clean. :

FOR A  QUICK AND EASY BASIC BISCUIT MIX:

8 cups sifted flour Sift together the flour, salt, and baking
1 tablespoon salt powder. Chop in shortening with a mixer
¥ cup baking powder at low speed or with 2 knives un?ll %t .
