MINUTES OF BUDGET AND CONTROL BOARD MEETING

JULY 21, 1975

The Budget and Control Board met at 2:00 p. m. on July 21, 1975,
in the Conference Room of the Governor’s office with the following members
in attendance.

Governor James B. Edwards
Mr. Grady L. Patterson
Mr. Henry Mills

Senator Rembert C. Dennis
Mr. F. Julian LeaMond

Also in attendance were Messrs. P. C. Smith and W. T. Putnam.

The following business was conducted.

BUDGET AND CONTROL BOARD MINUTES - Al Budget and Control Board
members had been previously furnished with copies of the minutes of June

24, 1975. Upon a motion by Senator Dennis, seconded by Mr. Patterson, these

minutes were approved as written.

SECRETARY’S NOTE: Dr. Jack Mullins reported that he had several
items which dealt with personnel and should be heard in Executive Session.
Therefore, Board members unanimously approved a motion by Mr. M ills, seconded

by Mr. Patterson, declaring the meeting in Executive Session.

SECRETARY *S NOTE: When the Board once again declared itself in
open session, Governor Edwards advised all visitors that during Executive
Session, the Budget and Control Board had acted to reaffirm its position
requiring a five hundred dollar differential between agency heads and non-
medical employees and had taken additional action to establish the position
of Director of Development at Patriots” Point Authority. He also reported
that the Board had reviewed and acted upon unclassified salaries.

PERSONNEL DIVISION - Dr. Jack Mullins appeared before the Budget



and Control Board to discuss the following items.

INSURANCE CONTRACTS FOR FISCAL YEAR 1975-76 - Mr. Joseph
Sullivan, President of Blue Cross/Blue Shield, appeared with Dr.
Mullins to discuss proposed insurance contracts for State and public
school employees for the fiscal year 1975-76. Data pertaining to
the Blue Cross/Blue Shield contracts had been furnished to all Board
members prior to the meeting. Dr. Mullins stated that the health
insurance contract was routine except certain changes had been made
to delete private duty nurses in hospitals and to add private duty
nursing care in the home. Mr. Sullivan indicated that all contracts
of this type with the Federal Government contained this provision.

Governor Edwards asked if Licensed Practical Nurses could be
substituted and covered by insurance if Registered Nurses could not
be obtained. Mr. Sullivan indicated that this practice was permis-
sible under certain conditions.

Various Board members showed concern over delays by Blue
Cross/Blue Shield in paying major medical claims. Therefore, Dr.
Mullins agreed to conduct a random survey concerning such delays
in the major medical program.

A fter further discussion, Board members unanimously approved
a motion by Mr. Mills, seconded by Senator Dennis, to accept the
contracts as submitted.

Data pertaining to the contracts has been retained in these
files and is identified as Exhibit IV.

COMPENSATION STUDY OF APPOINTED OFFICIALS - Dr. Mullins re-
ported to the Budget and Control Board that he felt that the compen-
sation study for appointed officials should be conducted by a con-
sulting group in order to provide complete objectivity and acceptance

by agency heads and the General Assembly. He further indicated that



the study would include all perquisites and would be the basis of
developing an official pay scale.

Dr. Mullins estimated that the cost of the study will be
between $25,000 and $50,000 and that the final report can be sub-
mitted by October 31, 1975.

Board members unanimously approved a motion by Mr. LeaMond,
seconded by Senator Dennis, authorizing Dr. Mullins to receive bids
for the proposed study and to report these bids to the Board. He
also further agreed that a decision on the source of funds for con-
ducting this study will be deferred until the bids are received.

The motion further indicated that payment would be made from the
Civil Contingent Fund if no other source can be found.

Data pertaining to this matter has been retained in these
files and is identified as Exhibit V.

DUAL EMPLOYMENT - Dr. Mullins furnished Budget and Control
Board members with reports of dual employment requests approved
during the fiscal year 1974-75. These reports are collectively identi-
fied as Exhibit VI.

MEDICAL UNIVERSITY OF SOUTH CAROLINA - Dr. William McCord appeared
before the Budget and Control Board to discuss the following items of business.
PURCHASE OF PROPERTY - FAMILY PRACTICE - Dr. McCord ad-
vised Board members that the Department of Family Practice at the
Medical University is presently housed in rental facilities at an
annual cost of $145,000. The property is adjacent to the Medical
University campus and was acquired approximately three years ago
by the Health Sciences Foundation at a cost of $1,150,000. The
Trustees of the Foundation have agreed to sell the property to
the Medical University for $827,000.

With respect to this transaction, Dr. McCord requested



the following:

1. Budget and Control Board approval for the
purchase of the property in question.

2. Board authorization to use $700,000 of funds
appropriated for the Statewide Family Practice Resi-
dency Program.

3. Authorization to use $127,000 of the cash
surplus in the Plant Improvement Debt Service Account.

Budget and Control Board members took note that the balance
in the Plant Improvement Debt Service Account is presently in excess
of $1,280,000. After considering this fact, Board members unani-
mously approved a motion by Senator Dennis, seconded by Mr. LeaMond,
authorizing the transactions as requested by Dr. McCord.

A letter signed by Mr. John E. Wise, Vice President of
the Medical University, and pertaining to this matter has been re-
tained in these files and is identified as Exhibit VII.

PURCHASE OF PROPERTY - CHARLESTON HIGH SCHOOL - Dr. McCord
advised Budget and Control Board members that on January 9, 1975,
officials of the Medical University remitted a check in the amount
of $5,000 to the Charleston County School District to confirm an
offer to purchase the property known as Charleston High School.

Dr. McCord indicated that the cost would be approximately $1,750,000
and that Capital Improvement Bond funds will be needed.

A fter discussing this matter, Board members agreed that
the offer to purchase this property was tantamount to a commitment
and, therefore, unanimously approved a motion by Mr. LeaMond,
seconded by Senator Dennis, to authorize this purchase and to make
Capital Improvement Bond funds available for payment.

A letter dated July 8, 1975, pertaining to this matter

has been retained in these files and is identified as Exhibit VIII.

CLINICAL SCIENCES BUILDING - Dr. McCord stated that work



on the Clinical Sciences Building was approximately sixty-five per-
cent complete and that Federal monies in the amount of $3,000,000
had been obtained to add additional floors to the present structure.
He requested permission to complete the building and to shift approxi-
mately $1,000,000 of Capital Improvement Bond funds from other pro-
posed projects of the Medical University.

Budget and Control Board members unanimously approved a
motion by Senator Dennis, seconded by Mr. LeaMond, authorizing these
transactions.

UNIVERSITY OF SOUTH CAROLINA - MEDICAL COLLEGE - At the Budget and
Control Board meeting of June 24, 1975, a request for dual employment was sub-
mitted whereby Dr. Alexander G. Donald would serve as Director of the Division
of Education and Research of the Department of Mental Health and also as Chair-
man of the Department of Psychiatry of the Medical College of the University
of South Carolina. At that time, Board members declined to act upon the re-
quest and asked that officials of the University of South Carolina appear at
the next meeting to discuss the situation.

At the present meeting, Dr. William H. Patterson and Dr. Adam Smith
appeared to answer any questions which Board members might have.

The University officials indicated that they wish to use the De-
partment of Mental Health as the Department of Psychiatry for the new Medical
College. This arrangement has been deemed to be satisfactory by the Mental
Health Commission provided that the Chairman of the Department of Psychiatry
be an official of the Department of Mental Health. The arrangement whereby
Dr. Donald would serve in a dual capacity, as previously indicated, was
deemed to be completely satisfactory to both organizations.

In answer to specific questions by Board members, Dr. Adam Smith

stated that he does not foresee the dual employment situation as becoming

widespread. By the very nature of the institution, ne feels that some
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of the faculty members will be housed in other hospitals and that these
doctors may be utilized by both agencies. However, the salaries would usually
be paid by the University of South Carolina.

University officials and Budget and Control Board members agreed
that the question of compensation of Medical College faculty members and
their outside earnings deserves serious consideration and Governor Edwards
commented that perhaps the Budget and Control Board should establish a sub-
committee to monitor this situation.

Board members unanimously approved a motion by Mr. Mills, seconded
by Senator Dennis, authorizing Dr. Alexander G. Donald to serve in the dual
capacity as Director of the Division of Education and Research of the De-
partment of Mental Health and Chairman of the Department of Psychiatry of
the Medical College of the University of South Carolina. The motion further
called for the approval of an annual salary of $50,000 for the position of
Chairman of the Department of Psychiatry.

Board members also suggested that the two agencies develop a system
whereby Dr. Donald would receive a single salary check.

COMMISSION ON HIGHER EDUCATION - UNCLASSIFIED SALARIES FOR 1975-76-
The Budget and Control Board was presented with a letter of July 15, 1975,
from Dr. Howard R. Boozer, Executive Director of the Commission on Higher
Education, which contained proposed faculty salary ranges from all the insti-
tutions of higher learning and specific salaries for unclassified positions
in each of the institutions.

A fter a brief discussion of this matter, tht Budget and Control
Board unanimously approved a motion by Senator Dennis, seconded by Mr. LeaMond,
referring the request to a subcommittee composed of Mr. Patterson, Mr. Mills
and Mr. Smith.

A copy of the letter of July 15, 1975, with all attached data has

been retained in these files and is identified as Exhibit IX. C .



BOARD FOR TECHNICAL AND COMPREHENSIVE EDUCATION - The Budget and
Control Board received a request from Dr. Charles E. Palmer, Executive Direc-
tor of the Board for Technical and Comprehensive Education, for approval of
a faculty and staff development program and also for authority to defer the
complete implementation of the faculty compensation plan for an additional
year.

Board members unanimously approved a motion by Senator Dennis,
seconded by Mr. LeaMond, that consideration of these matters should also be
referred to a subcommittee composed of Mr. Patterson, Mr. Mills and Mr. Smith.

Data pertaining to these requests have been retained in these files
and are collectively identified as Exhibit X

GENERAL SERVICES DIVISION - Mr. Furman McEachern appeared before
the Budget and Control Board to discuss the following matters.

INDUSTRIAL COMMISSION - RENTAL SPACE - Mr. McEachern re-
ported that at the direction of the Budget and Control Board, he
had restudied the situation with respect to the selection of rental
space for the Industrial Commission and recommended that a lease be
negotiated with Keenan and Company for location in the Middleburg
Complex. Mr. McEachern stated that the choice seemed to be between
the Middleburg location and a site in the Dutch Square area. A fter
evaluating the two proposals, the Middleburg Complex was selected
because of a price differential of approximately $10,000 over a
three year period.

Mr. Dawson Addis, of the Industrial Commission, appeared
before the Budget and Control Board to request that the office located
in the Dutch Square area be selected. He stated that, in the opinion
of the Commissioners of the Industrial Commission, the Dutch Square
location was much more convenient and would ultimately save money in

travel expenses. He also felt that all facts had not been completejp



analyzed in the determination of the dollar savings as presented by
Mr. McEachern.

A fter further discussion, Board members indicated that
they felt that the facts as presented showed that there would be
a savings for the State of South Carolina in renting space in the
Middleburg Complex rather than at Dutch Square. Therefore, Board
members unanimously approved a motion by Senator Dennis, seconded
by Mr. Mills, authorizing Mr. McEachern to enter into a contract
with the Keenan Company for suitable space in the Middleburg Complex
in which to locate the Industrial Commission.

Data pertaining to this matter, as presented by Mr.
McEachern, has been retained in these files and is identified as
Exhibit XI.

SPACE RENTAL - DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICES - Mr. MeEacnern
reported that the Department of Social Services was moving to new
quarters in the North Tower Building located on Bull Street Extension.
O fficials of this Agency have now requested permission to rent storage
space in that general area. Space had been located for this storage
facility but the General Services Division was unable to secure
additional proposals in that general area.

In view of these facts, the Budget and Control Board unani-
mously approved a motion by Mr. Mills, seconded by Mr. Patterson,
authorizing the leasing of the available space.

ADDITIONAL OFFICE SPACE - COMMISSION ON ALCOHOL AND DRUG
ABUSE AND THE SENATE - Mr. McEachern reported that the Commission
on Alcohol and Drug Abuse and certain administrative offices of the
Senate had requested additional office space. Mr. McEachern asked

for Board approval to simply rent additional space in the office

buildings presently occupied by these groups. t

Board members unanimously approved a motion by Mr.
Patterson, seconded by Mr. Mills, authorizing these rentals.

TELEPHONE DIRECTORY - 1976 - Mr. McEachern reported
that Wing Publications had approached him over a year ago and had
offered to publish the 1975 State telephone directory at no cost.
This publication was authorized and the arrangement was found to
be very satisfactory. According to Mr. McEachern, this same organi-
zation has now indicated a desire to print the 1976 directory on
the same basis. After determining that no other business had ap-
proached Mr. McEachern with the same offer, Board members unanimously
approved a motion by Mr. LeaMond, seconded by Mr. Patterson, authorizing
a continuation of the present contract with Wing Publications.

POWER LINE EASEMENT - BEAUFORT TEC - Mr. McEachern re-
ported that the present power line easement at Beaufort TEC will
conflict with building construction which is now underway. The
South Carolina Electric and Gas Company is willing to abandon this
easement in favor of a similar right-of-way at a different location
and Mr. McEachern requested permission to execute an exchange agree-
ment .

Budget and Control Board members unanimously approved a
motion authorizing this exchange.

BEAUFORT TEC - USE OF PROPERTY - Mr. McEachern reported
that the Federal Government is financing certain projects at the
Beaufort TEC campus and that it would be necessary for the Budget
and Control Board to pass a Resolution dedicating this particular
property for educational purposes.

The Budget and Control Board unanimously approved a mo-
tion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Mr. LeaMond, approving a Resolu-

tion dedicating the Beaufort TEC property to educational usage pro-
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vided the Resolution received approval of the majority of the Beau-
fort County Delegation.

EXTENDED EMPLOYMENT - Mr. McEachern reported that Miss
Nancy Marie Goodson, an employee of the General Services Division,
will reach the age of seventy-two on April 19, 1976, while Mr.

. Edward Jones, also an employee of that Organization, will become
seventy-one on May 20, 1976. He asked that both be granted a one
year extension of employment.

Board members unanimously approved a motion by Mr. Mills,
seconded by Mr. LeaMond, authorizing this extension.

BUDGET SCHEDULE AND HEARINGS - Mr. P. C. Smith presented the Budget
and Control Board with a tentative schedule for the preparation of the 1976-77
budget requests by the various State agencies and the hearings before the
Budget and Control Board. After discussing the proposed schedule, several
changes were made.

A copy of the revised schedule has been retained in these files
and is identified as Exhibit XII.

GENERAL FUND REVENUE REPORT - Mr. P. C. Smith presented a report
on General Fund Revenue collections for the fiscal year 1974-75. This report
showed total collections of $841,575,617.72. This figure was $24,450,382.28
less than the revised estimates.

A copy of this report has been retained in these files and is identi-

fied as Exhibit XIII.

VACANCY FREEZE - CONTINUATION - Mr. P. C. Smith asked Board mem-
bers for guidance as to whether the freeze on the filling of vacancies, which
was instituted by the Budget and Control Board during the month of January,
1975, should be continued. In the discussion which followed, Board members

indicated that the requiring of approval for the filling of all vacancies

had the effect of reducing expenditures and, therefore, should be continued.
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The Budget and Control Board unanimously approved a motion by
Mr. LeaMond, seconded by Mr. Patterson, directing that the freeze be con-
tinued .

DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROL - The Budget and
Control Board was advised that Act 354, Acts of 1973, provided $5,000,000
to the Department of Health and Environmental Control for a health care
extension program. Section 116 of the Appropriations Act for the fiscal
year 1975-76 reduced the amount to $3,000,000 and also required the approval
of the Budget and Control Board for all expenditures of these monies.

On February 11, 1975, the Board of Health and Environmental Control
approved an allocation of $100,000 of these funds to the Trident Health Dis-
trict. Since this allocation was committed prior to the passage of the Act
mentioned above, the Budget and Control Board has been requested to endorse
this expenditure.

The Budget and Control Board unanimously approved a motion by Mr.
LeaMond, seconded by Mr. Patterson, approving of the allocation of $100,000
from Health Care Extension funds to be used by the Trident Health D istrict.

Data pertaining to this matter has been retained in these files
and is identified as Exhibit XIV.

LEGISLATIVE AUDIT COUNCIL - CARRY-OVER OF APPROPRIATED FUNDS -
The Appropriations Act for the fiscal year 1974-75 provided $210,600 for
the Legislative Research, Auditing and Governmental Operations Council.

A balance remains in this account and Mr. Carl Harper, Jr., Chairman of

the Legislative Audit Council (successor to the Legislative Research,
Auditing and Governmental Operations Council) has requested authority to
carry the remaining amount forward to be used during the fiscal year 1975-76.

Budget and Control Board members discussed this matter but felt
that there was no authority for permitting the carrying-forward of general

operating funds of this nature. Therefore, the members unanimously approved
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a motion by Senator Dennis, seconded by Mr. Patterson, denying this request.

Letters from officials of the Legislative Audit Council have been
retained in these files and are collectively identified as Exhibit XV.

TAX COMMISSION - ADDITIONAL STAFFING - Mr. Robert Wasson and other
Commissioners of the South Carolina Tax Commission appeared before the Bud-
get and Control Board to explain that the recent passage of Act 208, Acts
of 1975, created a substantial increase in the workload of the Property
Tax Division. The Commissioners asked the endorsement of the Budget and
Control Board of a request which will be made to the General Assembly for
a supplemental appropriation for the funding of five new positions for field
appraisers and for two supporting clerks. The request will also include
travel and other attendant expenses and will total approximately $96,000.

Board members unanimously approved a motion by Senator Dennis,
seconded by Mr. Mills, whereby the Budget and Control Board agreed to endorse
this request at the appropriate time.

Data pertaining to this matter has been retained in these files
and is identified as Exhibit XVI.

STATE LAW ENFORCEMENT DIVISION - In letters dated'June 17, 1975,
and July 8, 1975, Chief J. P. Strom requested Budget and Control Board con-
sideration for the following matters.

FEES - PRIVATE DETECTIVES/SECURITY - Act 387, Acts of
1973, provides for the collection of a license fee from private
detectives and security agents and authorized the use of these
fees as follows.

"All proceeds received by the division of any fees
provided for in this act shall be used in the adminis-
tration of the provisions hereof. |If the chief of the
division determines that more proceeds are collected
than are necessary for the administration of the pro-
visions of this act, he shall pay such surplus funds

to the State Treasurer to be deposited in the general
fund of the State.”

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As of June 30, 1975, approximately $15,000 remained in
this fund but Chief Strom feels that it should be retained for con-
tinuing operations.

Board members unanimously approved a motion by Mr. LeaMond,
seconded by Mr. Mills, approving the use of these funds during the
fiscal year 1975-76.

PISTOL DEALERS - Prior to the passage of Act 250, Acts
of 1975, the responsibility for licensing dealers who sold pistols
was delegated to the Clerks of Court of the various counties but
this responsibility has now been transferred to SLED. In addition,
this organization will be required to establish a system for insuring
that no individual purchases more than one pistol during a thirty
day period.

The act provides that ’the fee for issuance of such
licenses shall be one hundred dollars,” but does not specify where
these monies should be used. Therefore, Chief Strom has requested
Board authorization to assess the one hundred dollar license fee
and to retain these funds for the operation and enforcement of
the new law.

The Budget and Control Board unanimously approved a
motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Senator Dennis, authorizing
the collection of these fees and the using of such fees by the
State Law Enforcement Division for the enforcement of the act.

Data pertaining to each of the above mentioned matters have been

retained in these files and are collectively identified as Exhibit XVII.

ATTORNEY GENERAL - CIVIL CONTINGENT FUND REQUEST - In a letter

dated June 12, 1975, Mr. Daniel R. McLeod advised that he had extended an

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has requested the Budget and Control Board to make approximately $7,000
available from the Civil Contingent Fund to finance this meeting.

The Budget and Control Board unanimously approved a motion by Mr.
Patterson, seconded by Mr. Mills, authorizing the transfer of an amount not
to exceed $7,000 from the Civil Contingent Fund for the financing of the
meeting of the Southern Regional Association of Attorneys General.

A copy of Mr. McLeod’s letter has been retained in these files
and is identified as Exhibit XVIII.

HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT - UNCLASSIFIED SALARIES - In a letter dated
June 23, 1975, Mr. S. N. Pearman, Chief Highway Commissioner, requested Bud-
get and Control Board approval for the following annual salaries for unclas-
sified positions.

Chief Highway Commissioner - $44,426

Assistant To Chief Highway Commissioner - $29,120
State Highway Engineer - $30,240
Secretary-Treasurer - $28,080

Board members unanimously approved a motion by Mr. Mills, seconded
by Senator Dennis, approving these salary requests.

The letter of request from Mr. Pearman has been retained in these
files and is identified as Exhibit XIX.

EMPLOYMENT SECURITY COMMISSION - SALARY OF EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR -
Mr. P. C. Smith reported that officials of the Employment Security Commission
had requested the increasing of the salary of the Executive Director from
$29,500 to $32,000. In answer to this written request, he had advised that
the salaries of other agency heads had been increased by only 3.8 percent
of the 1974-75 salary and that the allocation of this percentage would pro-
vide an annual salary for the Executive Director of only $30,621. Upon
receipt of this letter, Mr. Frank Baldwin, Chairman of the Employment Secur-
ity Commission, asked that his request for the full amount be presented to
the Budget and Control Board.

Mr. Smith had attempted to poll Board members pertaining to this

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guestion but did not receive enough replies to finalize the matter. Therefore,
Board members were requested to give this matter consideration at the pre-
sent meeting.

In the discussion which ensued, Board members stated that it was
obviously the intent of the General Assembly to limit agency heads* increases
to 3.8 percent; therefore, they unanimously approved a motion by Senator
Dennis, seconded by Mr. Mills, authorizing an annual salary for the Execu-
tive Director of the Employment Security Commission in the amount of $30,621.

Data pertaining to this matter has been retained in these files
and is identified as Exhibit XX

BUDGET AND CONTROL BOARD MEETING - Budget and Control Board mem-
bers unanimously agreed that the next Board meeting should be held at 2:30
p. m. on Wednesday, August 20, 1975.

STATE PORTS AUTHORITY - Mr. P. C. Smith reported that some time
ago bids were taken by the State Ports Authority for the purchase of two
cranes to handle containerized cargoes but these bids were rejected. On
June 24, 1975 new bids were received, the lowest of which reflected a total
purchase price of $4,100,000. This bid will expire on July 24, 1975. Mr.
Smith further indicated that offioials of the Ports Authority had stated that
commitments had already been made to two steamship lines for the handling
of their cargoes in the Charleston harbor and that these commitments were
based upon the assumption that the cranes would be obtained.

In the discussion which followed, Board members agreed that the
facts surrounding this purchase created a situation which was tantamount
to an existing contract and, therefore, unanimously approved a motion by
Senator Dennis, seconded by Mr. Patterson, to authorize this purchase.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT BONDS - In answer to an inquiry by Senator

Dennis, Mr. Smith advised that questionnaires pertaining to the need for

“DEPENDENT" means (a) an Employee's spouse not otherwise designated as an Employee by the
Employer and (b) an Employee's unmarried child under twenty three (23) years of age, including
such stepchild, foster child, or any other child dependent upon the Employee for support and living
with the Employee in aregular parent-child relationship.

“INCAPACITATED DEPENDENT" shall mean an unmarried child who is and continues to be both
(a) incapable of self sustaining employment by reason of mental retardation or physical handicap, and
(b) chiefly dependent upon the Employee for support and maintenance and living in a regular
parent-child relationship.

“CONTRACT" means the agreement between the Corporation and the Employer and shall include
the Application of the Employer for this Contract, the attached Endorsements and Riders, if any.

of such Covered Services, except that if the coordinating provisions of this Contiact are in
conflict with the coordinating provisions of the other Plan's contract, the benefits of such other
Plans will be ignored for purposes of determining the benefits under this contract, and benefits
will be paid under this Contract as if the conflicting provisions did not exist.

b. The rules establishing the order of benefits determinations are
(1) The benefits of a Plan which does not contain a Coordination of Benefits provision or

other provisions of similar intent shall be determined before the benefits under this
Contract;

(2) The benefits of a Plan which covers an Employee, Contract Holder or Named Insured,
primarily, shall be determined before the benefits of a Plan which covers such person as a
Dependent, or secondarily,

(3) The benefits of a Plan which covers the person as a Dependent of a male person shall be
determined liefore the benefits of a Plan which covers such person as a Dependent of a
female person;

(4) When the prior rules do not establish an order of benefit determination, the benefits of a
Plan which has covered the person tor the longer period of time shall be determined
before the trenefits of a Plan which has covered such person the shorter period of time.

2. BENEFITS SUBJECT TO THIS ARTICLE
All of the benefits provided uncer this Contract are subiect to this Article.
3. DEFINITIONS

a "PLAN" means any progran. providing benefits or services for or by reason of care or
treatment, which benefits or services are provided by (1) group insurance coverage, (2) Blue
Cross and Blue Shield group prepayment coverage, or (3) any coverage under labor management
trusteed plans, union welfare plans, employer organization plans or employee benefit
organization plans.

The term "Plan" shall be construed separately with respect to each policy, contract or other
arrangement for benefits or services and separately with respect to that portion of any such
policy, contract, or other arrangement which reserves the right to coordinate benefits or
services of other Plans in determining its benefits and that portion which does not.

b "COVERED SERVICES," as pertains to this Article only, means any necessary, reasonable
and/or customary service of a Physician for which he normally bills his private patients and any
necessary, reasonable and/or customary items of Hospital Service which would normally appear
on the Hospital's or the Skilled Nursing Facility's regular statement of charges. Payment under
this Contract cannot exceed the amount which would ordinarily be paid in the absence of this
Article Personal comfort items provided at the request of the patient such as television set, air
conditioning, telephone, et cetera, that are entered separately on the Hospital's or Skilled
Nursing Facility’s tegular statement of charges, are not considered as Covered Services When a
Plan provides benefits in the form of services, the reasonable cash value of each service rendered
shall be deemed a benefit paid. The Corporation shall not be required to determine the
existence of any Plan or amount of benefits payable under any Plan except this Contract, and
the payment of benefits under this Contract shall be affected by the benefits that would be
payable under any and all other Plans only to the extent that the Corporation is furnished with
information relative to such other Plans
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< "I)( PI NDI NT" means, with respect to this Article, any person included in the definition ol
Depi nilent in AtlIn le | hereof and with respect to any other Plan, any prison who qualifies as a
Dependent under such Plan.

RIGHT TO RECEIVE AND RELEASE NECESSARY INFORMATION

For the puipose of determining the applicability of and implementing the teims of this Article 01 any
provision of similar purpose of any other Plan, the Corporation may, without the consent of or notice
to any person, release to or obtain from any insurance company or other organization or person any
information, with respect to any person, which it deems to be necessary tor such purposes Any
person claiming benefits under this Plan shall furnish to the Corporation such information as may be
necessary to implement this Article.

FACILITY OF PAYMENT

Whenever payments which should have been made under this Plan in accordance with this Article
have been made under any other Plan, the Corporation shall have the right to pay over to any
organizations making such other payments any amounts it shall determine to be warranted in order to
satisfy the intent of this Article, and amounts so paid shall be deemed to be benefits paid under this
Plan and, to the extent of such payments for Covered Services, the Corporation shall be fully
discharged from liability under this Contract.

RIGHT OF RECOVERY

Whenever payments have been made under this Contract by the Corporation, with respect to Covered
Services in a total amount in excess of the amount necessary to satisfy the purposes of this Article,
the Corporation shall be entitled to recover such excess amounts from the Employee or Dependent or
any group insurer. Plan or other person or organization contractually obligated to such Employee or
Dependent with respect to such Covered Service.

The Employee, for him or herself and on behalf of his or her Dependents, shall upon request, execute
and deliver such instruments and papers as may be required and do whatever else is necessary to
secure such rights to the Corporation or any other Plan.

ARTICLE V - EXCLUSIONS AND LIMITATIONS

Benefits shall not be provided for:

a Any services or charges for services not reasonable and necessary for the diagnosis or treatment
of an illness or injury or to improve the functioning of amalformed body member;

b. Any service or expense for service to the extent the Employee or Dependent is entitled to
payment or benefits (whether or not any such payment or benefits has been applied for or
paid) pursuant to the laws (now existing or as may be amended) of the United States, any state
or political subidvision thereof. Specifically excluded hereunder, without limiting the generality
of the foregoing, are benefits provided by or payable under Workmen's Compensation Laws,the
Veterans Administration, or any state or federal hospital for which hospital services the
Employee or Dependent is not legally obligated;

c. Any service or expense for service to the extent the Employee or Dependent is entitled to
payment or benefits under state or federal programs of health care, to include Medicaid and
Medicare and amendments thereto, but only to the extent that benefits are provided or
reimbursement is paid or payable thereunder;

d Disease hereafter contracted or injuries hereafter sustained as a result of war or while in the
military service,

e Any Hospital or Physician services commencing prior to the Effective Date,

f Hospitalization or inpatient admissions and Physicians services rendered in conjunction with
Hospital admissions which are principally for diagnostic studies or medications and treatments
which could have been safely performed on an outpatient basis unless the patients syn.pioms
and physical condition alone warranted hospitalization; b)
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( Services or charges incurred for any experimental surgery 01 medical procedures including but
not limited to transsexuality or related procedures, acupuncture, or complications thereof,
Services, supplies or charges for premarital, pre employment or routine physical examinations;
Hospital 01 Skilled Nursing Facilities admissions for sanitarium care or rest cures, admissions
primarily foi physical or occupational therapy; or admissions for custodial care, that being
defined as care designed essentially to assist an individual to meet his activities of daily living,
eg, services which constitute personal care such as help in walking and getting in and out of
IM*d, assistance in bathing, dressing, feeding, and using the toilet, preparation of special diets,
and supervision of medication which can usually lie self administered and which does not entail
or require the continuous attention of trained medical personnel;

Hospital and Physician seivices related to Cosmetic surgeiy, a term which shall mean surgical
piocedures performed to improve appearance or to correct a deformity without restoring a
bodily function. Except that when the malappearance or deformity was caused by physical
trauma, surgery, or congenital anomaly (as opposed to familial characteristics or aging
phenomenon) which occurred while the patient was covered by the Corporation, the benefit
will fie paid. In the instances of the following and other procedures which might be considered
"Cosmetic", eg., Rhinoplasty (nose), Mentoplasty (chin), Rhytidoplasty (face lift), Glabellar
Rhytidoplasty, Surgical Planing (dermabrasion), Blepharoplasty (eyelid), Mammoplasty
(suspension or augmentation). Superficial Chemosurgery (acid peel of the face) and
Rhytidectomy (abdomen, legs, hips or buttocks including lipectomy or adipectomy), benefits
shall fie provided only if advance approval of coverage was obtained from the Corporation;

k Hospital and Physician services for dental procedures involving tooth structures, extractions,
gingival tissue, alveolar process, dental Xrays, or procedures of dental origin which are
principally for the preserving of teeth, except for;

3 Benefits shall not tie provided for services or supplies not specifically listed in Articles Il inclusive,
and payment to any degree greater than specified in this Contract will be made only at the discretion
of the Corporation.

ARTICLE VI PAYMENT OF PREMIUM

1 Unless the Employer or the Corporation has given notice of termination of this Contract, as provided
m Article VIII, the premium shall be due and payable no later than the fifth working day following
the monthly due date, provided that the premium due on any due date shall not be deemed to have
been paid unless the total premium for all coverages in force on such date has been paid

All premiums are payable by the Employer at the Home Office of Blue Cross and Blue Shield of
South Carolina. Columbia. South Carolina 29219, or to an authorized agent of the Corporation. The
payment of any premium shall not maintain the coverage under this Contract in force beyond the
date immediately preceding the next due date except as provided in paragraph 3 of this Article.
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3 A grace period of thirty one (31) days will lie granted tor the payment of premiums, othei than
premiums for the initial month or agreed periodic term, dunng which grace period this Contract shall
continue in force and the Employer shall be liable to the Corporation tot all premiums due and
unpaid tor the period this Contract continued in force.

4 The Corporation may change the monthly unit rates per Employee whenever the teims of this
Contract are changed by amendments effected under the terms of Article Xl, paragraph 1, by giving
120 days prioi wntten notice to the Members of the State Budget and Control Board acting on behalf
of the State of South Carolina and its Employees, provided, however, that in the absence of an
amendment changing the terms of this Contract, no adlustment in the monthly unit rates shall
become effective except on July 1 of any yeai the contract remains in force and any notice of
adlustment in the monthly unit rates must be accompanied by an explanation of the experience
rating formula and other factors which the Corporation has used in calculating the proposed rate
adjustment.

ARTICLE VII EMPLOYER'S PERSONNEL DATA

1 The Employer shall furnish to the Corporation monthly during the period of this Contract, on forms
to Ire approved by the Corporation, such information as may be required by the Corporation for the
purpose of enrolling Employees of the Employer under this Contract, processing terminations and
effecting changes in family status and transfers of employment of covered Employees. The
Corporation shall furnish to the Employer such information concerning enroliment of Employees and
other matters as the Employer may reasonably require.

2. Clerical errors or delays in keeping or reporting data relative to coverage shall not invalidate coverage
which would otherwise be validly in force or continue coverage which would otherwise Ire
terminated, but, upon discovery of such errors or delays, an equitable adjustment of charges shall be
made to the Employer

ARTICLE VIII TERMINATION AND RENEWAL OF THIS CONTRACT AND COVERAGE

1 This Contract may be terminated by the Employer at any time by giving written notice to the
Corporation at least thirty (30) days prior to the due date of premium. This Contract shall be
renewed automatically from year to year unless terminated pursuant to this paragraph or the
following paragraphs of this Article or pursuant to Article VI

2. In the event an Employee ceases to be in the employ of the Employer, or in the event the Employer
notifies the Corporation that coverage of an Employee is to be terminated, or in the event this
Contract is cancelled by the Employer or the Corporation, the coverage respecting such Employee
and all of his or her Dependents shall terminate automatically at the end of the period for which
payment of premium shall have been made by the Employer for such Employee (See Article X for
Conversion provisions.) However, maternity benefits will be paid where conception occurs prioi to
termination.

3. Under Plan A and C, the surviving spouse and/or dependent children of a deceased active Employee
shall be eligible to continue coverage, provided they pay the entire premium without any
contribution by the Employer,

4. A spouse shall cease to be an eligible Dependent upon termination of marriage to the Employee A
child shall cease to be an eligible Dependent upon the attainment of age twenty-three (23) or upon
his or her marriage, whichever occurs first, and eligibility may not be restored by virtue of divorce.
Howevei, the coverage of an Incapacitated Dependent under this Contract shall not be terminated
merely by the attainment of age twenty three (23), but may be continued provided proof of such
incapacity and dependency is furnished to the Corporation by the Employee within thirty one (31)
days of such child's twenty-third birthday and subsequently on an annual basis after the two year
period following the child's attainment of age twenty three (23) as long as coverage remains in force

6. Coverage under this Contract may be terminated by the Coiporation upon ninety (90) days prior
written notice for any one or more of the following reasons:
a Fraudulent misrepresentations made in applying tor this Contract or m applying for any
benefits hereundei;
Discontinuance of the class of contract to which this Contract belongs,
Failure of the Employer to maintain the percentage of participation standards relating to the
required percentage of enrollment prescribed.

7. If coverage is terminated for any cause, the Corporation shall return promptly the unearned portions
of any premium paid. Termination shall be without prejudice to any claim incurred prior to the
effective date of termination.

ARTICLE IX - REINSTATEMENT

Coverage under this Contract which shall have been terminated in any manner may be reinstated by the
Corporation at its sole discretion upon such terms and conditions as it may determine.

ARTICLE X - CONVERSION OF COVERAGE
Subject to the provisions of Article VIII and paragraph 3 of this Article, the following provisions apply:

1 An Employee who leaves the employ of the Employer while this Contract is in force shall be entitled
to have issued to him by the Corporation, without evidence of insurability, a contract of the type and
class of direct payment contract then being generally issued by the Corporation by applying for such
contract and by paying directly to the Corporation the regular charges therefor. Such application
must tie made within sixty (60) days after the termination of coverage under this Contract. The
coverage under such direct payment contract shall commence from the date of termination of
coverage under this Contract.

2. If a Dependent ceases to tie covered under this Contract or in the event of the death of the Employee,
the Dependent shall be entitled to have issued to him by the Corporation, without evidence of
insurability, a contract of the type and class of direct payment contract then being generally issued
by the Corporation by applying for and paying directly to the Corporation the regular charges for
such contract within sixty (60) days after the date he is no longer covered under this Contract.
Coverage under such contract shall commence from the date of termination of coverage under this
Contract.

3. The Corporation will not be required to issue a converted contract if the Employee or Dependent
applying for such contract shall have at that time in force other hospital medical surgical coverage
providing equivalent benefits, or is covered by equivalent benefits available under any statute or any
welfare plan which together with the converted contract would result in overinsurance.

Employee such forms as are usually furnished by it for filing proof of loss for services rendered
by a Non-Contractipg Hospital or a Non-Participating Physician If such forms are not so
furnished within fifteen (15) days after the receipt of such notice, the Employee shall be
deemed to have complied with the requirements as to proof of loss upon submitting, within the
time fixed foi filing proof of loss, written proof covering the occurrence, character and extent
of the care or services for which claim is made.

The Corporation will issue to the Employer for delivery to each Employee covered hereunder an
Identification Card evidencing coverage and an individual certificate summarizing the benefits to
which the Employee is entitled If any amendment to this Contract shall materially affect any
benefits described in such certificate, new certificates or Endorsements describing the changes shall be
issued

8 PHYSICAL EXAMINATION
The Corporation at its own expense shall have the right and opportunity to examine the person of
any Employee or Dependent whose injury or sickness is the basis of claim when and as often as it
may reasonably require during the pendency of aclaim hereunder.

9 NON APPLICABILITY

This Contract is not in lieu of and does not affect any requirement for coverage by Workmen's
Compensation Insurance.

WORKING DAY a regularly scheduled day of active employment, exclusive of official state holidays enacted by the
State Legislature or declared by the Governor of the State in which this policy is delivered. This definition shall also
include a regularly scheduled day of classroom instruction, exclusive of school holidays, scheduled day or days shall be
those anounced and/or published by the administrative officials of the public school, public school districts or public
school systems included for coverage under this policy.

Il INSURING CLAUSE

A

If an employee, while insured under this Part, becomes totally disabled from accidental bodily injury or disease.
Companion Life upon receipt of due proof of disability will pay to such employee a benefit at a weekly rate and from a

B Notice given by or on behalf of the claimant to Companion Life at its Home Office or to an authorized agent of
Companion Life, with particulars sufficient to identify the insured employee, shall be deemed to be notice to
Companion Life. Failure to furnish notice or proof within the time provided in this policy shall not invalidate nor
reduce any claim if it shall be shown not to have been reasonably possible to furnish such notice or proof and that such
notice or proof was furnished as soon as was reasonably possible.

C Companion Life, upon receipt of the notice required by this policy, will furnish to the claimant such forms as are
required by it for filing proof of loss. If such forms are not so furnished within fifteen days after Companion Life
receives such notice, the claimant shall be deemed to have complied with the requirements of this policy as to proof of
loss upon submitting, within the time fixed in this policy for filing proofs of loss, written proof covering the
occurrence, character, and extent of the loss for which claim is made

D Affirmative proof of loss on which claim may be based must be furnished to Companion Life not later than 90 days
after the date of such loss.

E. Companion Life at its own expense shall have the right and opportunity to examine the person of the individual whose
disease or injury is the basis of claim, when and so often as it may reasonably require during the pendency of claim
hereunder

F. No action at law or in equity shall be brought to recover on this policy prior to the expiration of 60 days after proof of
loss has been filed in accordance with the requirements of this policy, nor shall such action be brought at all unless
brought within 6 years from the expiration of the time within which proof of loss is required by tms policy.
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If any time limitation of this policy with respect to giving notice of claim or furnishing proof of loss is less than that
permitted by the law of the state m which the insured resides at the time this policy is issued, such limitation is hereby

10 "SKILLED NURSING FACILITY” as used herein means an institution which is licensed and
operated in accordance with the laws of the |urisdiction in which it is located pertaining to
institutions identified as such which has an agreement with the Corporation.

11 "PHYSICIAN" means a duly licensed person, other than an intern or resident or house physician,
legally entitled to practice medicine or surgery or dentistry within the scope of his or her license and

who customarily bills patients for his or her services.

12 "PARTICIPATING PHYSICIAN” means any licensed physician with which the Corporation has an
agreement.

"SPECIAL CARE UNIT" means a specially equipped unit, set aside as a distinct patient care area,
staffed and equipped to handle seriously ill patients requiring extraordinary care on a concentrated
and continuous basis. Some examples are intensive care, coronary care, burn or constant care units
and others as may be agreed to by the Corporation.

"CONTINUOUS PERIOD OF DISABILITY" wherever used in this Contract shall mean two or more
successive Hospital or Skilled Nursing Facility admissions for treatment of the same or any related
conditions which are not separated by an intervening period of at least ninety (90) days between the
date of discharge and date of readmusion. However, in the case of an Employee who has returned to
active work for a period of not less than two weeks, the foregoing statement does not apply.

ARTICLE Il - ELIGIBILITY FOR COVERAGE

ELIGIBILITY

Every Employee desr ?ed in and within the classification set forth m the attached Application shall
be eligible for coverage for himself and his Dependents if, on or after the Effective Date, such
Employee shall have completed the period of continuous employment commonly referred to as
"probationary period" with the Employer set forth in such classification An Employee cannot be
eligible as a dependent of another eligible Employee under this Contract

ELECTION OF COVERAGE

a Any Employee eligible for coverage may elect coverage for himself and his eligible Dependents
by completing and filing with the Employer a Notice of such Election.

b. The Employer shall furnish to the Corporation a list of eligible Employees to be covered
together with such data, other than evidence of insurability, as may be required by the
Corporation as a prerequisite to coverage of such Employees under this Contract.

COMMENCEMENT OF COVERAGE

Coverage hereunder, unless otherwise provided in the Application for this Contract, shall commence

as follows:

a For an Employee eligible prior to the Effective Date, and for his Dependents, if then eligible,
and if coverage therefore is elected, coverage shall commence on the Effective Date of this
Contract, if such Employee files a Notice of Election prior to the Effective Date and is still
eligible on the Effective Date.

b. For an Employee or Dependent becoming eligible subsequent to the Effective Date, coverage
shall commence in the first month following his eligibility, on the date in said month
corresponding to this Contract Effective Date, provided his Notice of Election is completed
prior to the first day of the next month following his eligibility, provided, however, that if at
the time this coverage would otherwise commence, the Employee is noi still eligible, the
commencement of coverage for such Employee and for his Dependents, if any, shall be
postponed until the date corresponding to the Effective Date of this Contract in the first month
following his return to eligibility. If a Dependent (other than an infant born healthy, who
subsequently becomes sick) is a patient in a Hospital at the time coverage would otherwise
commence, the commencement date for such Dependent shall be postponed until the day
following the end of such period of hospitalization.

C. For any Employee or Dependent who did not elect to enroll or make change m membership
status in accordance a or b. immediately preceding, no coverage under this Contract will
commence except as provided in the application, with the following exception If the
employment status of the dependent changes such as the wife or husband of a State employee
was employed through another employer and subsequently loses that coverage by virtue of the
employer cancelling his present group insurance, or the employee left such employment, a
statement of the circumstances is required to accompany the revised "Notice of Election" Also
an employee who loses coverage as a result of separation/divorce may also elect coverage as
described herein.
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4 EXTENSION OF ELIGIBILITY
By mutual agreement between the Employer and the Corporation this Conti act may lie amended to
extend coverage to (a) Groups of Employees not theretofore designated as eligible by the fcmployei,
or (b) Employees of companies which are subsidiaries of 01 affiliated with the Employer

ARTICLE IIl A - HOSPITAL BENEFITS

1 BENEFITS PROVIDED FOR INPATIENT CARE

Subiect to all provisions of this Contract, including but not limited to Article V, EXCLUSIONS AND
LIMITATIONS herein, an Employee or Dependent who is admitted to a Contracting Hospital or
Skilled Nursing Facility on or after the Effective Date of coverage shall be entitled to the following
benefits for Hospital Service when treatment is consistent with the diagnosis of the condition
requiring hospitalization during any one Continuous Period of Disability, as defined in Article I.

All Employees or Dependents shall upon each admission to a Hospital be entitled, except
as limited in (2), (3), (41land (5) below, to the number of days of Hospital Service shown
in the Schedule of Benefits for each admission

When Hospital Service is rendered primarily for pulmonary tuberculosis, mental or
nervous conditions, alcoholism or drug addiction, benefits for any and all such conditions
shall be limited to the number of days shown in the Schedule of Benefits as the aggregate
in licensed general Hospitals during a period of twelve (12) consecutive months
commencing on January 1 of each year. Benefits and limitations for Hospital services
described herein (except for pulmonary tuberculosis) will be provided in those State
institutions with whom this Corporation has an agreement, including the Palmetto Center
in Florence, South Carolina, the Holmes View Center in Greenville, South Carolina.

Dal/j ..ill be counted according to standard midnight census procedure used in most
hospitals. In computing the number of days of Hospital Benefits available and rendered to
an Employee or Dependent, the day of admission shall be counted but the day of
discharge shall not. If an Employee or Dependent is discharged on the same day on which
he is admitted, such day shall be counted as one (1) day.

The day on which a patient begins a leave of absence shall be treated as a day of discharge
and not counted as an inpatient day, unless he returns to the hospital by midnight of the
same day. The day the patient returns to the hospital from a leave of absence other than
the day he begins a leave of absence is treated as a day of admission and counted as an
inpatient day. The days during a leave of absence in which the patient is not physically
present for inpatient treatment are not counted as inpatient days.

An Employee or Dependent who is admitted to a Skilled Nursing Facility within fourteen
(14) days following discharge from a Hospital shall be entitled to benefits for service
when consistent with diagnosis and treatment of the condition which required
hospitalization. During such period of time as it is medically necessary for an Employee
or Dependent to receive skilled services, each Employee or Dependent shall be entitled to
the unused portion of in-hospital days. In computing days available, two (2) days of care
in a Skilled Nursing Facility are to be equated to one (1) hospital day

b Room and Board Accommodations

)
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Hospital Service shall include payment in full for bed and board, including meals, special
diets, and general nursing service, of the type shown in the Schedule of Benefits Where
the Employee or Dependent received bed and board, including special diets, and general
nursing service, of the type known as "private accommodations”, an allowance shall be
made toward payment of the charge made by the Contracting Hospital for private
accommodations on the basis of the Hospital's charge per day for that Hospital's most
prevalent charge for the type accommodations shown in the Schedule of Benefits; or
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(?) Hospital Service shall include payment in full for tied and hoard of the type defined as
"Special Care Unit", including special equipment and concentrated nursing services
provided by personnel on the Hospital's payroll, only when such service is medically
necessary. Where a separate room and board charge is made for a bed accommodation
"reserved" for the patient who is in the Special Care Unit, no benefit is provided for that
expense

Hospital Service

"Hospital Service" as used in this Contract shall include in addition to Room and Board

Accommodations the following services when regularly charged for by a Hospital:

(1, Use of operating, cystoscopic, delivery, recovery and treatment rooms and equipment;

(2) Oxygen and inhalation therapy and use of equipment for administration thereof;

(3) Drugs and medications for use in the Hospital which, at the time of use, are listed in the
U. S. Pharmacopeia or National Formulary or are commercially available for purchase and
readily obtainable by the Hospital,

(4) Sera, biologicals, vaccines, intravenous preparations and visualizing dyes, but not
including human blood or blood plasma;

(5) Use of blood transfusion equipment, administration of blood derivatives;

(6) Dressings, ordinary splints and plaster casts;

(7) Anesthesia supplies and use of anesthesia equipment, administration of anesthesia;

(8) Use of physiotherapeutic and hydrotherapeutic equipment; physiotherapeutic and
hydrotherapeutic treatments;

(9) Basal metabolic examinations;

(10) Use of cardiographic and electroencephalographic equipment;

(11) Laboratory examinations;

(12) X-ray examinations;

(13) Supplies and equipment for the administration of radiation therapy; radiation therapy
treatment.

Human Organ Transplants

Benefits to the extent set forth in Paragraph 1. a, b, and c of this Article will be provided an

Employee or Dependent when hospitalized for any type of human organ or tissue transplant

from a living donor to atransplant recipient which requires the surgical removal of the donated

part, subject to the following conditions:

(1) When both the transplant recipient and donor are Employees or Dependents, benefits will
be provided for both;

(2) When the transplant recipient is an Employee or Dependent and the donor is not, benefits
will be provided for both recipient and donor, to the extent that benefits to the donor are
not provided under some other form of hospitalization coverage.

(3) When the transplant recipient is not an Employee or Dependent and the donor is, the
donor will receive benefits to the extent that such benefits are not provided by any
hospitalization coverage available to the recipient of the organ or tissue transplant
procedure. Benefits will not be provided to the non-eligible transplant recipient.

Deductible

The total benefit for inpatient Hospital service shall be reduced by the amount of the

deductible, if any, as shown in the Schedule of Benefits, per continuous period of disability.

2 BENEFITS PROVIDED FOR OUTPATIENT CARE

An Employee or Dependent receiving Hospital Service in a Hospital, but not admitted as a registered
bed patient therein, shall be entitled to a benefit equal to the Hospital's regular charges for the
Hospital Service furnished him, but only for the following:

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Hospital care for accidental injury (initial treatment only,;

Use of the Hospital's facilities and equipment for surgical procedures, or

Use of the Hospital's facilities and equipment for radiation therapy, inhalation therapy and
physical therapy.



3 RECIPROCATING PLAN CONTRACTING HOSPITAL

When an Employee or Dependent is hospitalized in a Contracting Hospital or a Skilled Nursing
Facility of another Blue Cross Plan with which the Corporation has a reciprocal agieement. such
Employee or Dependent shall receive the benefits provided by the reciprocating plan for the number
of days as provided in Article IlI-A, 1. subparagiaph a.

4 SERVICE IN NON CONTRACTING HOSPITALS OR OTHER HEALTH FACILITIES

Subject to all provisions of this Contract, the Corporation shall pay, at its option, to the Employee or

to Non Contracting Hospitals or other health facilities

a Where the care rendered is in a duly licensed Hospital which would be eligible to be a
Contracting Hospital in accordance with the Corporation's standards, the Corporation at its sole
discretion may pay eighty percent (80%) of regular charges for services listed in Article Il A, 1
and 2 when they are customarily provided by the Hospital and to the extent they are consistent
with diagnosis and treatments, however, regular charges for Bailey Memorial Hospital, a
Non-Contractmg Hospital, will be paid at 100%;

b. In any other licensed general hospital, ear, eye, nose and throat hospital; maternity hospital, or
school or college infirmary up to, but not to exceed the Room Allowance indicated in the
Schedule of Benefits for each day of inpatient care. In no case shall the aggregate payment
hereunder exceed the total charges.

C. Each day or part thereof that Hospital Service is furnished in a Non-Contracting Hospital shall
count as one (1) day toward the number of days of Hospital Service to which an Employee or
Dependent is entitled as indicated in the Schedule of Benefits.

ARTICLE IIl B-MEDICAL SURGICAL BENEFITS
1 BENEFITS PROVIDED

Subject to all provisions of this Contract, including but not limited to Article V, EXCLUSIONS AND

LIMITATIONS herein, the Corporation will pay the amount shown in the attached Schedules of

Allowances but not more than the physician's fee, for services when performed by a Physician on or

after the Effective Date of coverage for treatment or diagnosis of disease or injury or for Obstetrical

Care, as follows:

a “SURGICAL SERVICE" consists of operative or cutting procedures or the treatment of
fractures or dislocations; such service to include the usual, necessary and related preoperative
and postoperative care, when performed by a Physician. Benefits shall be in accordance with
allowances in the Schedule of Surgical Allowances herein, and subject to the following;

(1) If two (2) or more operations or procedures are performed at the same time, through the
same surgical opening or by the same surgical approach, the total amount payable for
such operations or procedures shall be the amount set forth m the Schedule of Surgical
Allowances for the maior procedure only.

(2) If two (2) or more operations or procedures are performed at the same time through
different surgical openings or by different surgical appioaches, the total amount payable
shall be the amount set forth in the Schedule of Surgical Allowances for that operation or
procedure bearing the highest allowance, plus one-half of the amount set forth in that
Schedule for all other operations or procedures performed.

(3) If an operation or procedure is performed in two (2) or more steps or stages, payment for
the entire operation or procedure shall be limited to the amount set forth in the Schedule
of Surgical Allowances for such operation or procedure

(4) If two (2) or more Physicians perform operations or procedures in conjunction with one
another, other than as an assistant at surgery or anesthesiologist, the amount set forth in
the Schedule of Surgical Allowances, subject to the above paragraphs, shall be paid for
the services of only one Physician or shall be prorated between them by the Corporation
when so requested by the Physician in charge of the case
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"SURGICAL ASSISTANT SERVICE" consists of the service of one Physician who actively
assists the operating surgeon when a covered Surgical Service is performed in a Hospital, and
when such Surgical Assistant Service is not available by an intern, resident Physician or house
officer. The Corporation will provide benefits equal to 20% of the allowance for the Surgical
Service, not to exceed the Physician's actual charge

"ANESTHESIA SERVICE” consists of services rendered by a Physician 0L a Certified

Registered Nurse Anesthetist, other than the attending surgeon or his assistant, and shall

include the administration of spinal or rectal anesthesia, or a drug or other anesthetic agent by

injection or inhalation, except by local infiltration, the purpose and effect of which
administration is the obtaining of muscular relaxation, loss of sensation, or loss of
consciousness. Additional benefits shall not be provided for preoperative anesthesia
consultation Benefits shall be provided in accordance with the Schedule of Anesthesia

Allowances herein.

"IN HOSPITAL MEDICAL SERVICE" consists of a Physician's visit or visits to an Employee

01 Dependent who is a registered bed patient in a Hospital or Skilled Nursing Facility for

treatment of a condition other than that for which Surgical Service or Obstetrical Service is

required, as follows:

(1) In Hospital Medical Service will be provided up to the actual expense incurred but not to
exceed the amounts shown in the Schedule of Benefits for the total number of days of
care shown in said Schedule, limited to one visit per day, per Continuous Period of
Disability.

(2) In Hospital Medical Service for treatment primarily for pulmonary tuberculosis, nervous
and mental disorders, acute or chronic alcoholism, or drug addiction will be provided for
a period not to exceed the number of days shown in the Schedule of Benefits applicable
to such conditions during a period of twelve (12) consecutive months commencing on
January 1of each year, for such Employee and each of his or her Dependents, if any.

(3) In-Hospital Medical Service in a Skilled Nursing Facility will be provided for the visits of a
Physician, limited to one visit per day up to the total number of in hospital medical visits
remaining for the same Continuous Period of Disability, provided the Employee or
Dependent is admitted within fourteen (14) days following discharge from a Hospital for
the continued care of the condition for which Hospital care was required.

(4) When two (2) or more Physicians render In-Hospital Medical Service at the same time,
payment for such service shall be made only to one (1) Physician.

(5) Concurrent Medical/Surgical Care-Benefits for In Hospital Medical Service in addition to
benefits for Surgical Service will be provided (a) only when the condition for which
In-Hospital Medical Service requires medical care not related to Surgical or Obstetrical
Service, and does not constitute a part of the usual, necessary and related preoperative or
postoperative care but requires supplemental skills not possessed by the attending surgeon
or his assistant; or (b) only when a Physician, other than a surgeon, admits a patient to
the Hospital for medical treatment and it later develops that surgery becomes necessary,
such benefits to cease on the date of surgery.

"INTENSIVE MEDICAL CARE SERVICE" means medical care rendered by the attending

Physician to an Employee or Dependent who is eligible for In-Hospital Medical Service, or

medical care in the outpatient department of a Hospital immediately prior to admission, and

who is confined with a serious disease or injury requiring additional time and study over and
above the usual In-Hospital Medical Service not to exceed fourteen (14) days during each
hospital confinement. The benefits for this service are twice (two times) the allowance
described in the Schedule of Benefits for In-Hospital Medical Service for each of the fourteen

(14) days, not to exceed the Physician's usual charge

"CONSULTATION SERVICE" means services of a consulting Physician requested by the

attending Physician and rendered during a Hospital or a Skilled Nursing Facility confinement.

This service is limited to one consultation per consulting Physician for each Continuous Period

of Disability and includes discussion with the attending Physician and/or family, and a written

expression of opinion by the consultant based on examination of the patient. Consultation

Service does not include radiological consultations and staff consultations required by

institutional rules and regulations, nor when the patient rs transferred or referred to the

Physician providing the consultative service The benefit for Consultation Service is as indicated

in the Schedule of Benefits.
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o] "EMERGENCY FIRST AID SERVICE"” means initial treatment of an accident or injury, and
for which no other Surgical Procedure is payable, and covered within the Schedule of Surgical
Allowances attached, limited to the amount of the allowance as shown in the Schedule of
Benefits.

h "RADIATION THERAPY SERVICE” means the use of X Ray, radium, or radioactive isotopes
in the treatment of disease, when ordered by the attending Physician. Benefits for Radiation
Therapy Service are provided only when the service is performed by a Physician. Benefits
provided include care received and materials used in accordance with allowances in the
Schedule of Allowances for Radiation Therapy Service.

i. "DIAGNOSTIC X RAY SERVICE" shall be paid in accordance with allowances in the Schedule
of Allowances for Diagnostic X Ray Service contained herein and shall consist of the following,
only when the service is performed by a Physician
(1) An Xray Examination ordered by the attending Physician for an Employee or Dependent

who is a registered bed patient in a Hospital 0L Skilled Nursing Facility, when such
examination is consistent with the condition for which such Employee or Dependent was
admitted.

(2) An X Ray Examination performed in a Physician's office, or in the outpatient
department of a Hospital or a Skilled Nursing Facility, when such examination is required
as the direct result of an accident (for the initial visit only); or

(3) An X Ray Examination performed in the outpatient department of a Hospital when
rendered on the same day and directly related to surgery performed in the emergency
room or operating room of the Hospital.

i "LABORATORY AND PATHOLOGICAL SERVICE" shall be paid in accordance with
allowances in the Schedule of Allowances for Laboratory and Pathological Service contained
herein, and shall consist of the following, only when the service is performed by a Physician:

(1) Laboratory and Pathological examinations ordered by the attending Physician for an
Employee or Dependent who is a registered bed patient in a Hospital or Skilled Nursing
Facility, when such examination is consistent with the condition for which such
Employee or Dependent was admitted;

(2) Laboratory and pathological examinations performed in the outpatient department of a
Hospital or Skilled Nursing Facility, when such examination is required as the direct
result of an accident (for the initial visit only); and

(3) Laboratory and pathological examinations performed in the outpatient department of a
Hospital, when rendered on the same day and directly related to surgery, performed in
the emergency room or operating room of the Hospital and pathological examination of
biopsied tissue in conjunction with surgery rendered in a Physician's office.

k. "PHYSIATRY SERVICE" shall consist of the treatment of disease by physical therapy
prescribed by the attending Physician, including, but not limited to massage, hydrotherapy and
heat. This service will be provided only during the period of time an Employee or Dependent is
aregistered bed patient in a Hospital or a Skilled Nursing Facility.

2 SERVICES OF A NON PARTICIPATING PHYSICIAN
Subject to all provisions of this Contract, the Corporation shall pay, at its option, to the Employee or
to the Non-Participating Physician the amount set forth in the Schedule of Allowances for Services

outlined herein.

ARTICLE IV - COORDINATION OF BENEFITS (REDUCTION OF BENEFITS BECAUSE OF OTHER
GROUP COVERAGE)

1. EFFECTS ON BENEFITS

a If an Employee or Dependent covered hereunder is also covered for benefits or services under
another Group Plan, the benefits applicable under this Plan shall be reduced so that for Covered
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Services incurred benefits available under all Plans shall not exceed the total reasonable charge
of such Covered Services, except that if the coordinating piovisions of this Contract are in
conflict with the coordinating provisions of the other Plan's contract, the benefits of such other
Plans will be ignored for purposes of determining the benefits under this contract, and benefits
will be paid under this Contract as if the conflicting provisions did not exist

The rules establishing the order of benefits determinations are:

(1) The benefits of a Plan which does not contain a Coordination of Benefits provision or
other provisions of similar intent shall be determined before the benefits under this
Contract;

(2) The benefits of a Plan which covers an Employee, Contract Holder or Named Insured,
primarily, shall be determined before the benefits of a Plan which covers such person as a
Dependent, or secondarily;

(3) The benefits of a Plan which covers the person as a Dependent of a male person shall be
determined before the benefits of a Plan which covers such person as a Dependent of a
female person;

(4) When the prior rules do not establish an order of benefit determination, the benefits of a
Plan which has covered the person for the longer period of time shall be determined
before the benefits of a Plan which has covered such person the shorter period of time.

2. BENEFITS SUBJECT TO THIS ARTICLE

All of the benefits provided under this Contract are subject to this Article.

3. DEFINITIONS

a
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"PLAN" means any program providing benefits or services for or by reason of care or
treatment, which benefits or services are provided by (1) group insurance coverage, (2) Blue
Cross and Blue Shield group prepayment coverage, or (3) any coverage under labor-management
trusteed plans, union welfare plans, employer organization plans or employee benefit
organization plans.

The term "Plan” shall be construed separately with respect to each policy, contract or other
arrangement for benefits or services and separately with respect to that portion of any such
policy, contract, or other arrangement which reserves the right to coordinate benefits or
services of other Plans in determining its benefits and that portion which does not.

"COVERED SERVICES," as pertains to this Article only, means any necessary, reasonable
and/or customary service of a Physician for which he normally bills his private patients and any
necessary, reasonable and/or customary items of Hospital Service which would normally appear
on the Hospital's or the Skilled Nursing Facility's regular statement of charges Payment under
this Contract cannot exceed the amount which would ordinarily be paid in the absence of this
Article Personal comfort items provided at the request of the patient such as television set, air
conditioning, telephone, et cetera, that are entered separately on the Hospital's or Skilled
Nursing Facility’s regular statement of charges, are not considered as Covered Services When a
Plan provides benefits in the form of services, the reasonable cash value of each service rendered
shall be deemed a benefit paid The Corporation shall not be required to determine the
existence of any Plan or amount of benefits payable under any Plan except this Contract, and
the payment of benefits under this Contract shall be affected by the benefits that would be
payable under any and all other Plans only to the extent that the Corporation is furnished with
information relative to such other Plans.

"DEPENDENT" means, with respect to this Article, any person included in the definition of
Dependent in Article | hereof and with respect to any other Plan, any person who qualifies as a
Dependent under such Plan.



Services incurred benefits available under all Plans shall not exceed the total reasonable charge
of such Covered Services, except that if the coordinating provisions of this Contract are in
conflict with the coordinating provisions of the other Plan’s contract, the benefits of such other

Plans will be ignored for purposes of determining the benefits under this contract, and benefits

will be paid under this Contract as if the conflicting provisions did not exist.

The rules establishing the order of benefits determinations are:

(1) The benefits of a Plan which does not contain a Coordination of Benefits provision or
other provisions of similar intent shall be determined before the benefits under this
Contract;

(2) The benefits of a Plan which covers an Employee, Contract Holder or Named Insured,
primarily, shall be determined before the benefits of a Plan which covers such person as a
Dependent, or secondarily;

(3) The benefits of a Plan which covers the person as a Dependent of a male person shall be
determined before the benefits of a Plan which covers such person as a Dependent of a
female person;

(4) When the prior rules do not establish an order of benefit determination, the benefits of a
Plan which has covered the person for the longer period of time shall be determined
before the benefits of a Plan which has covered such person the shorter period of time.

2. BENEFITS SUBJECT TO THIS ARTICLE

All of the benefits provided under this Contract are subject to this Article.

3. DEFINITIONS

"PLAN" means any program providing benefits or services for or by reason of care or
treatment, which benefits or services are provided by (1) group insurance coverage, (2) Blue
Cross and Blue Shield group prepayment coverage, or (3) any coverage under labor management
trusteed plans, union welfare plans, employer organization plans or employee benefit
organization plans.

The term "Plan” shall be construed separately with respect to each policy, contract or other
arrangement for benefits or services and separately with respect to that portion of any such
policy, contract, or other arrangement which reserves the right to coordinate benefits or
services of other Plans in determining its benefits and that portion which does not.

"COVERED SERVICES,” as pertains to this Article only, means any necessary, reasonable
and/or customary service of a Physician for which he normally bills his private patients and any
necessary, reasonable and/or customary items of Hospital Service which would normally appear
on the Hospital's or the Skilled Nursing Facility's regular statement of charges. Payment under
this Contract cannot exceed the amount which would ordinarily be paid in the absence of this
Article. Personal comfort items provided at the request of the patient such as television set, air
conditioning, telephone, et cetera, that are entered separately on the Hospital's or Skilled
Nursing Facility's regular statement of charges, are not considered as Covered Services When a
Plan provides benefits in the form of services, the reasonable cash value of each service rendered
shall be deemed a benefit paid. The Corporation shall not be required to determine the
existence of any Plan or amount of benefits payable under any Plan except this Contract, and
the payment of benefits under this Contract shall be affected by the benefits that would be
payable under any and all other Plans only to the extent that the Corporation is furnished with
information relative to such other Plans.

"DEPENDENT” means, with respect to this Article, any person included in the definition of
Dependent in Article | hereof and with respect to any other Plan, any person who qualifies as a
Dependent under such Plan.



4 RIGHT TO RECEIVE AND RELEASE NECESSARY INFORMATION

For the purpose of determining the applicability of and implementing the terms of this Article or any
provision of similar purpose of any other Plan, the Corporation may, without the consent of or notice
to any person, release to or obtain from any insurance company or other organization or person any
information, with respect to any person, which it deems to be necessary for such purposes. Any
person claiming benefits under this Plan shall furnish to the Corporation such information as may be
necessary to implement this Article.

5 FACILITY OF PAYMENT

Whenever payments which should have been made under this Plan in accordance with this Article
have been made under any other Plan, the Corporation shall have the right to pay over to any
organizations making such other payments any amounts it shall determine to be warranted in order to
satisfy the intent of this Article, and amounts so paid shall be deemed to be benefits paid under this
Plan and, to the extent of such payments for Covered Services, the Corporation shall be fully
discharged from liability under this Contract.

6 RIGHT OF RECOVERY

Whenever payments have been made under this Contract by the Corporation, with respect to Covered
Services in a total amount in excess of the amount necessary to satisfy the purposes of this Article,
the Corporation shall be entitled to recover such excess amounts from the Employee or Dependent or
any group insurer, Plan or other person or organization contractually obligated to such Employee or
Dependent with respect to such Covered Service.

The Employee, for him or herself and on behalf of his or hei Dependents, shall upon request, execute
and deliver such instruments and papers as may be required and do whatever else is necessary to
secure such rights to the Corporation or any other Plan.

ARTICLE V - EXCLUSIONS AND LIMITATIONS

1 Benefits shall not be provided for:

a Any services or charges for services not reasonable and necessary for the diagnosis or treatment
of an illness or injury or to improve the functioning of a malformed body member;

b. Any service or expense for service to the extent the Employee or Dependent is entitled to
payment or benefits (whether or not any such payment or benefits has been applied for or
paid) pursuant to the laws (now existing or as may be amended) of the United States, any state
or political subidvision thereof. Specifically excluded hereunder, without limiting the generality
of the foregoing, are benefits provided by or payable under Workmen's Compensation Laws,the
Veterans Administration, or any state or federal hospital for which hospital services the
Employee or Dependent is not legally obligated;

C. Any service or expense for service to the extent the Employee or Dependent is entitled to
payment or benefits under state or federal programs of health care, to include Medicaid and
Medicare and amendments thereto,* but only to the extent that benefits are provided or
reimbursement is paid or payable thereunder;

d. Disease hereafter contracted or injuries hereafter sustained as a result of war or while in the
military service;

e Any Hospital or Physician services commencing poor to the Effective Date;

f Hospitalization or inpatient admissions and Physicians services rendered in conjunction with
Hospital admissions which are principally for diagnostic studies or medications and treatments
which could have been safely performed on an outpatient basis unless the patients symptoms
and physical condition alone warranted hospitalization;

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Services or charges incurred foi any experimental surgery ot medical procedures including hut
not limited to transsexuality or related procedures or acupuncture, or complications thereof;
Services, supplies or charges for premarital, pre employment or routine physical examinations;
Hospital or Skilled Nursing Facilities admissions for sanitarium care or rest cutes; admissions
primarily for physical or occupational therapy, or admissions for custodial care, that being
defined as care designed essentially to assist an individual to meet his activities of daily living,
e.g., services which constitute personal care such as help in walking and getting in and out of
bed. assistance in bathing, dressing, feeding, and using the toilet, preparation of special diets,
and supervision of medication which can usually be self administered and which does not entail
or require the continuous attention of trained medical personnel;
Hospital and Physician services related to Cosmetic surgery, a term which shall mean surgical
procedures performed to improve appearance or to correct a deformity without restoring a
bodily function. Except that when the malappearance or deformity was caused by physical
trauma, surgery, or congenital anomaly (as opposed to familial characteristics or aging
phenomenon) which occurred while the patient was covered by the Corporation, the benefit
will be paid. In the instances of the following and other procedures which might be considered
"Cosmetic", eg., Rhinoplasty (nose), Mentoplasty (chin). Rhytidoplasty (face lift), Glabellar
Rhytidoplasty, Surgical Planing (dermabrasion), Blepharoplasty (eyelid), Mammoplasty
(suspension or augmentation), Superficial Chemosurgery (acid peel of the face) and
Rhytidectomy (abdomen, legs, hips or buttocks including lipectomy or adipectomy), benefits
shall be provided only if advance approval of coverage was obtained from the Corporation;
Hospital and Physician services for dental procedures involving tooth structures, extractions,
gingival tissue, alveolar process, dental Xrays, or procedures of dental origin which are
principally for the preserving of teeth, except for:
(1) Excision and extraction of impacted teeth when supported by dental X-rays; and
(2) When advance approval of coverage has been authorized by the Corporation, Hospital
services will be paid in connection with the provisions of dental services if the procedure
is of such complexity as to require hospitalization, or if hospitalization is required to
ensure proper medical management, control or treatment of anondental impairment;
Physician's charges for medicine, drugs, appliances, supplies, blood and blood derivatives;

Any Service or charge incurred for surgical procedures or injections which are repeated after the
eighth (8th) procedure or injection.

2. Benefits shall not be provided for services or supplies not specifically listed in Articles Ill inclusive,
and payment to any degree greater than specified in this Contract will be made only at the discretion
of the Corporation.

ARTICLE VI PAYMENT OF PREMIUM

1 Unless the Employer or the Corporation has given notice of termination of this Contract, as provided
in Article VIII, the premium shall be due and payable no later than the fifth working day following
the monthly due date, provided that the premium due on any due date shall not be deemed to have
been paid unless the total premium for all coverages in force on such date has been paid,

2 All premiums are payable by the Employer at the Home Office of Blue Cross and Blue Shield of
South Carolina, Columbia, South Carolina 29219, or to an authorized agent of the Corporation. The
payment of any premium shall not maintain the coverage under this Contract in force beyond the
date immediately preceding the next due date except as provided m paragraph 3 of this Article.

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3 A grace period of thirty-one (31) days will be gianted tor the payment of premiums, other than
premiums tor the initial month or agreed periodic term, during which grace period this Contract shall
continue in force and the Employer shall be liable to the Corporation for all premiums due and
unpaid for the period this Contract continued in force.

4 The Corporation may change the monthly unit rates per Employee whenever the terms of this
Contract are changed by amendments effected under the terms of Article Xl, paragraph 1, try givmq
120 days prior written notice to the Members of the State Budget and Control Board acting on behalf
of the State of South Carolina and its Employees; provided, however, that in the absence of an
amendment changing the terms of this Contract, no adjustment in the monthly unit rates shall
become effective except on July 1 of any year the contract remains in force and any notice of
adiustment in the monthly unit rates must be accompanied by an explanation of the experience
rating formula and other factors which the Corporation has used in calculating the proposed rate
adjustment.

ARTICLE VII EMPLOYER'S PERSONNEL DATA

1 The Employer shall furnish to the Corporation monthly during the period of this Contract, on forms
to be approved by the Corporation, such information as may Lie required by the Corporation for the
purpose of enrolling Employees of the Employer under this Contract, processing terminations and
effecting changes in family status and transfers of employment of covered Employees The
Corporation shall furnish to the Employer such information concerning enroliment of Employees and
other matters as the Employer may reasonably require.

2 Clerical errors or delays in keeping or reporting data relative to coverage shall not invalidate coverage
which would otherwise be validly in force or continue coverage which would otherwise be
terminated, but, upon discovery of such errors or delays, an equitable adiustment of charges shall be
made to the Employer.

ARTICLE VIII TERMINATION AND RENEWAL OF THIS CONTRACT AND COVERAGE

1 This Contract may be terminated by the Employer at any time by giving written notice to the
Corporation at least thirty (30) days prior to the due date of premium. This Contract shall be
renewed automatically from year to year unless terminated pursuant to this paragraph or the
following paragraphs of this Article or pursuant to Article VI.

2. In the event an Employee ceases to be in the employ of the Employer, or in the event the Employer
notifies the Corporation that coverage of an Employee is to be terminated, or in the event this
Contract is cancelled by the Employer or the Corporation, the coverage respecting such Employee
and all of his or her Dependents shall terminate automatically at the end of the period for which
payment of premium shall have been made by the Employer for such Employee. (See Article X for
Conversion provisions.) However, maternity benefits will be paid where conception occurs prior to
termination.

3. The surviving spouse and/or dependent children of a deceased retired Employee shall be eligible to
continue coverage, provided they pay the entire premium without any contribution by the Employer.

4. A spouse shall cease to be an eligible Dependent upon termination of marriage to the Employee. A
child shall cease to be an eligible Dependent upon the attainment of age twenty-three (23) or upon
his or her marriage, whichever occurs first, and eligibility may not be restored by virtue of divorce.
However, the coverage of an Incapacitated Dependent under this Contract shall not be terminated
merely by the attainment of age twenty-three (23). but may be continued provided proof of such
incapacity and dependency is furnished to the Corporation by the Employee within thirty-one (31)
days of such child's twenty-third birthday and subsequently on an annual basis after the two year
period following the child's attainment of age twenty-three (23) as long as coverage remains in force
for the Employee.

Coverage under this Contract which shall have been terminated in any manner may be reinstated by the
Corporation at its sole discretion upon such terms and conditions as it may determine.

ARTICLE X CONVERSION OF COVERAGE
Subiect to the provisions of Article VIII and paragraph 3 of this Article, the following provisions apply:

1 An Employee who leaves the employ of the Employer while this Contract is in force shall be entitled
to have issued to him by the Corporation, without evidence of insurability, acontract of the type and
class of direct payment contract then being generally issued by the Corporation by applying tor such
contract and by paying directly to the Corporation the regulai charges therefor. Such application
must be made within sixty (60) days after the termination of coverage under this Contract. The
coverage under such direct payment contract shall commence from the date of termination of
coverage under this Contract.

2. If a Dependent ceases to be covered under this Contract or in the event of the death of the Employee,
the Dependent shall be entitled to have issued to him by the Corporation, without evidence of
insurability, a contract of the type and class of direct payment contract then being generally issued
by the Corporation by applying for and paying directly to the Corporation the regular charges for
such contract within sixty (60) days after the date he is no longer covered under this Contract.
Coverage under such contract shall commence from the date of termination of coverage under this
Contract.

3. The Corporation will not be required to issue aconverted contract if the Employee or Dependent

This Contract and the certificates issued hereunder may |* changed only by mutual agreement
between the Corporation and the South Carolina State Budget and Control Board No such changes
will lie effective (a) until thirty (301 days after a written agreement has been reached or (b) until
such date as is mutually agreed ujton by the Contracting parties

? THE CONTRACT

This Contract, the Application of the Employer, and the attached Endorsements and Riders if
any, constitute the entire Contract between the parties.

All statements made by the Employer or by any of the Employees shall be deemed
representations and not warranties and no such statement shall fie used in defense to a claim
hereunder unless it is contained in a written application signed by such party against whom
such defense is asserted.

No agent of the Corporation has authority to change this Contract or to waive any of its
provisions. No change in this Contract shall be valid unless approved by an individual
authorized to sign the Contract on behalf of the State of South Carolina and an executive
officer of the Corporation and such approval be endorsed thereon.

3. NOTICE AND PROOF OF CLAIM

The Employee or Dependent shall present an Identification Card when applying for Services.
Notice of care on which aclaim may be based must be given to the Corporation by or on behalf
of the Employee or Dependent within ninety (90) days after the beginning of such care. Service
rendered by ahospital as described in Article 11l, A. or a physician as described in Article Ill, B.
shall be deemed written notice of claim and authorization for the Corporation to obtain such
records as it may reasonably require to properly administer and pay benefits as described
herein, provided the Employee or Dependent notifies the provider of services by presentation
of an ldentification Card.

Notice given by or on behalf of the Employee to the Corporation at its address stated in Article
X1l hereof, or to any authorized agent of the Corporation, with particulars sufficient to
identify the Employee shall be deemed to be notice to the Corporation. Failure to give notice
within the time provided shall not invalidate nor reduce any claim if it shall be shown not to
have been reasonably possible to give such notice and that notice was furnished as soon as was
reasonably possible.

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6. Employee If an Employee is required to make contributions toward the payment of premiums
Contribulions for insurance hereunder on his life, such contributions shall not exceed $ QD per
month per $1,000.00 of such insurance.

7. Individual The Company shall issue to the Employer for delivery' to each Employee insured
Certificate of hereunder an individual Certificate setting forth a statement as to (a) the insurance

Subject to (a) the provisions of this Section, (b) the provisions of
the Settlement Option elected, and (c) approval by the Company at its Home Office, an Employee may
elect that the insurance hereunder on his life, or any part thereof, or any Payee may elect hat the part
payable to such Payee, as the case may be, in lieu of being paid in lump sum or under said Option A,
shall be paid under any Settlement Option customarily being offered by the Company at the time of such
election.

Independently of all other causes, the Company will consider the entire and irrecoverable loss of the
sight of both (yes, or the loss by severance of both hands at or above the wrist, or both feet at or
above the ankle, or one hand at or above the wrist and one foot at or above the ankle, as total and
continuous disability within the meaning hereof.

If an individual policy shall have been issued to said Employee in accordance with the Conversion
Privilege set forth herein, then insurance shall not be continued hereunder, unless such individual
policy 1Is first surrendered to the Company at its Home Office for cancellation without claim there-
under except for premiums paid thereon.

It is understood and agreed that proofs of continuance without interruption of such total disability
sball be furnished as often as required by the Company, but not more often than once each year
after the first year of such disability. If. however, said Employee fails to furnish to the Company,
within 90 days from the date of written request therefor, proofs as required herein or if he recovers
so as to be able to engage in any business or occupation whatsoever or to perform any work what-

No person who is eligible for insurance as an Employe shall be eligible for
insurance at the same time as a Dependent.

The premium, as of any premium due date, for each Employee Group shall be the aggre-
gate of the premiums for the respective Benefits hereunder for such Group, according
to the Table of Premiums hereof, for the Class in which such Group belongs; provided
that if such premiums are payable other than monthly, adjustments shall be made for

prorata premium charges, as follows:

The Department of Family Practice at the Medical University of South Carolina
is now housed in a rented facility at an annual (rental) cost of $145,000. This very
desirable property, adjacent to our campus, was acquired nearly three years ago by
the Health Sciences Foundation at a cost of $1,150,000. The Health Sciences Founda-
tion paid $200,000 cash and secured a mortgage loan of $950,000 from a local bank.
The present value of this property is estimated to be approximately $1,500,000. The
Health Sciences Foundation Trustees have agreed to sell the property to the Medical
University for $827,000, this being the unpaid balance of the mortgage plus interest
to date. Based on the current market value, this represents a gift of more than
$500,000 which the Medical University is very anxious to accept. W feel that the
purchase of this property is in line with the establishment of Family Practice Resi-
dency training facilities at Spartanburg, Greenville, Columbia, and Anderson.

It is therefore requested that the State Budget and Control Board authorize the
purchase of this property by the Medical University, using up to $700,000 of the un-
obligated balance in the Statewide Family Practice Residency Program Aﬁpropriation.
The balance of the purchase price would come from the cash surplus of the Plant
Improvement Debt Service Account of the Medical University, which is set up in the
State Treasurer Accounts under Expansion Program. This, of course, is subject to the
approval of the State Budget and Control Board.

_ Your assistance in obtaining approval for the Medical University to purchase
this property will be greatly appreciated.

In response to your request, enclosed are the unclassified salary proposals
of the public colleges and universities for 1975-76. At your suggestion we have
prepared them in the same manner as in recent years. Although we would have
preferred to submit these proposals for Budget and Control Board approval prior
to the start of the current fiscal year, reliable data could not be obtained
from the institutions until after adoption of the 1975-76 General Appropriation

Act.

One of the enclosed *.atements shows, for ready comparison, proposed faculty
salary ranges by rank for the six colleges. Another shows corresponding data
for the three universities. Approved 1974-75 ranges are also noted for the
convenience of the Board. As in prior years, the proposed ranges indicate varying
amounts and percentages of change for the highest and lowest salaried individuals
in each rank, reflecting competitive salary structures in the various academic
disciplines as well as promotions, retirements, and new hires. Typical increases
applied by the institutions are noted to vary from 3.6% to 6.1%. Estimated
arithmetic average increases, which include promotions as well as all other
adjustments, also vary from 3.6% to 6.1%.

In addition, we are enclosing, for each of the nine colleges and universities,
a list of unclassified personnel not covered by the faculty ranges. Approved 1974-75
salaries, proposed 1975-76 salaries, and percentage increases are indicated in each
case. Some of the institutions did not make specific salary recommendations for
their presidents; others proposed increases of 3.8%. Presumably, the Board will
follow its past practice of adopting uniform salaries for presidents by level of
institution. Proposed increases for other unclassified personnel vary from a low
of 2.7% to a high of 14.6%. For increases over 10%, justifications have been
obtained from the institutions and are enclosed.

Please advise if we can be of further assistance.

The salary adjustment for Mr. Daelwyler appears high at 13.8%
above the prior year. Before quantifying efforts are made, it should be
noted that his salary was artificially restrained before becoming unclassified
by serving years at the maximum of his classification grade.

Mr. Daetwyler is the senior financial officer of the largest and
most complex institution of higher education in South Carolina. In addition
to the enormous duties normally associated with a senior financial position,
he has also been assigned the specific and exacting task of maintaining
equalibrium in the Athletic Department. |In effect, "one hat "is that of a
full program athletic director. Also during the year, the Board placed
the additional responsibility upon him of signing and maintaining all
University contracts. No other University vice president is now authorized
to execute contracts. The limited financial resources of the University
matched with the ever-increasing needs have also placed a heavier burden
upon him, but he has handled the problem well.

Further consideration must also be noted that his duties relative
to other vice presidents are now equal or greater. The increase to
$33, 000 places his salary at the same level of the new Vice President for
Student Affairs which is still less than the salary of three other non-medical

vice presidents.

The Board of Trustees placed the responsibility of unclassified
salary administration upon the Executive Comm ittee who were very
strong and firm in their conviction that Mr. Daetwyler is an outstanding
vice president who has done and is doing an outstanding job and that
his salary should be raised at least to the level of a new vice president.

In response to your request, enclosed are the unclassified salary proposals
of the public colleges and universities for 1975-76. At your suggestion we have
prepared them in the same manner as in recent years. Although we would have
preferred to submit these proposals for Budget and Control Board approval prior
to the start of the current fiscal year, reliable data could not be obtained
from the institutions until after adoption of the 1975-76 General Appropriation

Act.

One of the enclosed statements shows, for ready comparison, proposed faculty
salary ranges by rank for the six colleges. Another shows corresponding data
for the three universities. Approved 1974-75 ranges are also noted for the
convenience of the Board. As in prior years, the proposed ranges indicate varying
amounts and percentages of change for the highest and lowest salaried individuals
in each rank, reflecting competitive salary structures in the various academic
disciplines as well as promotions, retirements, and new hires. Typical increases
applied by the institutions are noted to vary from 3.6% to 6.1%. Estimated
arithmetic average increases, which include promotions as well as all other
adjustments, also vary from 3.6% to 6.1%.

In addition, we are enclosing, for each of the nine colleges and universities,
a list of unclassified personnel not covered by the faculty ranges. Approved 1974-75
salaries, proposed 1975-76 salaries, and percentage increases are indicated in each
case. Some of the institutions did not make specific salary recommendations for
their presidents; others proposed increases of 3.8%. Presumably, the Board will
follow its past practice of adopting uniform salaries for presidents by level of
institution. Proposed increases for other unclassified personnel vary from a low
of 2.7% to a high of 14.6%. For increases over 10%, justifications have been
obtained from the institutions and are enclosed.

Please advise if we can be of further assistance.

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V GUIDELINES FOR PARTICIPATION IN FACULTY AND STAFF DEVELOPMENT
(Composite Statement for FSD Coordinators)

he following participation guidelines are set forth to assist institutions
and individuals in the implementation of the FSD program for the State TEC
System. Some repetition of principles and procedures given in the general
guidelines and procedures will be necessary as specific instructions for par-
ticipation are delineated.

1. Administrative Criteria

The following administrative criteria apply to the operation of the FSD
program.

(1) Responsibility and Control. The TEC organization, institution or
central office division, must have professional staff empowered to administer
and coordinate the schedule of activities to assure that both the activity
objectives ard the FSD criteria are met. Institutional and individual records
must be maintained and kept readily available for reporting and auditing pro-
cedures. The FSD coordinator and the FSD committee are specifically charged
with the responsibility for leadership and control of the program.

(2) Planning, Implementation, Evaluation. It is expected that each
institution will develop a clear statement of rationale and goals for its FSD
program. The systems approach program design will have three major components:

planning, implementation, evaluation.

Planning. Planning is a vital responsibility in the FSD program. The
program has its unigque motion elements moving from one level to the next and

accumulating information, experiences, and understanding. It is for this reason
that individual faculty and staff'should be familiar with the FSD program and
how it works - its purposes, its limitations, its procedures. The effective

role of FSD can be assured only by effective coordination through communication,
leadership, and broad involvement of faculty and staff.

Program planning, including budgeting, involves the assessment (audit) of
both needs and resources. This process should include input from individuals
of faculty and staff and knowledgeable persons having expertise in collecting,
tabulating, and interpreting data. |In addition, the planning process must
include making an inventory of resources (people, funds, materials, space, equip-
ment) available to meet identified needs.

In planning the FSD budget of the institution, priority shall normally be
given to institution-wide or group in-service activities. In planning the FSD
budgets of individuals, funds shall normally be allocated widely and objectively
among the faculty and staff. Under limitation of FSD funds, it cannot be assumed
that funds will be sufficient in any fiscal year to cover all desired individual
development activities. Reimbursement for tuition for approved credit courses
shall normally be limited to one course per quarter or semester per individual,
with reimbursement limited to three approved courses (9 semester hours or 13 1/2
quarter hours) per fiscal year in amount per credit hour not to exceed the highest
rate charged for equivalent credit by the state-controlled four-year colleges and
universities of 3outh Carolina. Reimbursment for out-state FSD travel shall nor-
mally be limited to one approved trip per fiscal year. State regulations relating
to travel and subsistence shall apply to all FSD travel - out-state and in-state.
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Implementation. Activity is the term chosen to indicate a specific course
of action to achieve an FSD objective. Implementation of the FSD program requires
the careful selection of activities to actualize the objectives formulated to
meet identified needs. In-service development activities separate in action hut
of the same kind or type can be classified in combination, forming a "Development
Activity Unit" (PAU) under one general title - an overall'strategy to actualize a
general objective.

The permitted uses of FSD funds may be classified in DAUs under general
titles. The classifications given below cover most of the FSD activities, but
other titles may be used if more descriptive of special activities.

Postsecondary Education
(Formal courses on campus or off campus, credit or noncredit, postgraduate
or undergraduate, without tuition reimbursement or with tuition reimburse-
ment in total or in part, pursued independently or as a part of a curricu-
lum leading to a degree, diploma, or certificate)

Short Courses On-campus
(Short courses to improve skills in instruction, planning, decision-making,
task execution, use of multi-media, continuing education courses - with
or without CEUs)

W orkshops/Seminars/Confercnces/Institutes - On-campus
(Consortia with other institutions or intrainstitutional on-campus, with
or without consultants, with or without CEUs)

W orkshops/Seminars/Conferences/Institutes - Off-campus
(Consortia with other institution or interinstitutional workshops, etc.,
off-campus, with or without consultants, with or without CEUSs)

Professional Societies
(Membership dues and travel)

Educational Field Trips
(Interinstitutional visitation, field trips to TEC and other institutions)

FSD Resource Center
(Educational supplies and equipment)

Educational Leave
(Postsecondary education or work with business or industry)

Evaluation. The measure to which a given FSD activity accomplishes its
end (outcome in relation to cost) is the basis for accountability. Every FSD
activity, therefore, whether a single activity or a development activity unit
(DAU), must include an evaluation plan. The activity application (FSDO02) requires
that the applicant identify a "specific need" that justifies approval. In addi-
tion, the "expected outcome" to actualize objectives that must be described on
the application should be stated in terms of competency, performance, knowledge,
or some combination of these, depending upon the nature of the activity. These
statements describe anticipated results and provide a way of measuring success and
value.

In brief, evaluation criteria are necessary for every FSD activity, not as
afterthoughts, but as the predetermined measures by which the outcome should be
Judged. The criteria are set in the FSD-2 application; the judgments are given
In the FSD-4 evaluation and status report.
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2e Operational Guidelines

A correct approach is necessary for satisfactory operation of the FSD
program. Insight and uniformity will be gained after experience, but certain
objective guidelines are inherent in the organizational nature of the program.

(1) Program Proposal. The purpose of the program proposal is to assure
a comprehensive and viable TEC-wide program of FSD activities. The institutional
proposal is prepared on an annual basis by the FSD coordinator under the TEC-
wide format. Three forms with narratives attached are required - FSD-1, FSD-2,
FSD-3.

FSD-1, Proposal Title Page. The FSD-1 program proposal form consists of the
title page with necessary signatures, followed by the narrative summary of program
plans for the year.

FSD-2, Activity Application. The FSD-2 form provides description for either
Individual activities and/or unit activities (DAUs). The use and preparation of
the activity application is of utmost importance and requires special consideration.

It is mandatory that each FSD activity be covered by an activity application
(FSD-2) which is made by an individual for himself or by a supervisor on behalf
of a group. The application may be made on either the standard FSD-2 form or on an
in-house form prepared for institutional use but requiring the essential data.
These individual and group applications must be kept on file for accountability -
record, reporting, FSD documentation (audit). Through classification and compila-
tion of these applications the DAUs are formulated. The DAUs may be organized
for an institution as a whole, or for an institution by divisions or by departments
or by areas of service. The number and titles of DAUs should be adequate to give
a clear and complete picture of the FSD program for the institution.

The FSD-2 activity applications, which accompany the program proposal, must
be prepared on the standard FSD-2 form and submitted to the State Board FSD director
for action (approval, modification, or disapproval). This form calls for adequate
activity identification, purpose, and estimated cost. In most instances, this
application will be entitled as a DAU, e.g., postsecondary education, workshops/
seminars/conferences/institutes, professional societies, interinstitutional visita-
tions, FSD resource center. Consequently very few applications will be submitted
to the State FSD director although the local institution has accumulated a number
of individual activity applications compiled to make the DAU.

The information which must be included on each activity application (individual
or DAU) is as follows:

Institution name

Activity title

Activity date(s)

A ctivity location - city, state

Number of participants

Name of individual or group

Specific need

Outcome expected - objectives to be accomplished

Estimated cost (see chart of accounts below)

Signature - applicant, FSD coordinator

Date submitted, Date approved

Activity narrative (mandatory if DAU)
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Special attention should be given to the identification of "specific
need" and "outcome expected". This requires answers to certain questions.
First, "Why was this particular activity chosen?"” Next, "What outcome (what
ability) (or what skills) (or what knowledge) is expected from this activity?"
Asked another way, "What is the evidence that the objectives have been met?"
The applicant(s) should be able to say, "At the end of this activity (we) (I)
shall be able to ..." in relation to a need in a functional area on-the-job in
TEC.

In making an activity application, each member of the faculty and staff
should understand and be prepared to use the current FSD chart of accounts. The
FSD account number, title, and explanation follow:

530100 Salaries
(Salaries of visiting instructors for on-campus courses (not honoraria
for consultants). This account covers also stipend (salary) for
Educational Leave (substitute’s salary not allowed).

530202 Travel and Subsistence
(Authorized institutional travel expense for individual or group for
approved FSD activity and approved in conformity with state law
governing mileage and per diem. (Travel expense for attendance at
institutional association meetings or commuting expense for education
courses or for work experience is not covered under FSD funds.)

530214 Educational Consultants
(Honoraria and other expenses for consultants - on-campus or consortia.
Travel for consultants must be charged to this account (not 530202).

530307 Educational Supplies
(Educational supplies for upgrading station, Faculty and Staff Resource
Center, for use exclusively for faculty and staff development, e.g.,
professional journals and books, professional education modules, and
cassettes. Covers also limited expense for duplicated materials for
consortia (workshops, seminars/institutes/conferences) but not costs
of personal books and supplies.

530411 Professional Memberships
(Individual membership dues of professional societies (not civic nor
political organizations). Authorized travel cost within limits set
by the institution for attendance at meetings of professional societies
charged to 530202.

530470 Tuition Reimbursement
(Tuition for approved postsecondary courses, in total or in part, and
course related fees, if any. (Reimbursement is not allowed for
travel, cost of books and supplies, and incidental fees.) This account

covers also registration application for conferences/workshops/institutes/

seminars.

530607 Educational Equipment
(Expense of educational equipment is restricted exclusively to purchases
for FSD Resource Center. Equipment must be specialized equipment which
is essential to faculty and staff development and must be used in an
innovative application. It may not duplicate nor replace available

equipment nor meet regular institutional equipment needs. Special Justi-

fication must accompany application for purchase approval. . -
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FSD-3, Budget Summary. The FSD-3 form gives a FSD budget summary of estimated
income from normal revenue sources and matching allocation of state funds and of
estimated expenditures for the various activity applications. The summary lists
activities by DAU titles, with total estimated expenditures for each (without
breakdown into account classification). This budget summary is submitted with the
annual program proposal and serves to govern FSD expenditures during the fiscal
year.

" (2) Program Reports. The annual FSD program report is composed of three
major divisions, utilizing three forms.

FSD-4, Activity Evaluation and Status Report. A separate report for each
approved activity application (FSD-2) must be made. The FSD-4 should be completed
at the time of completion of an activity and held for inclusion in the annual FSD
report as documentation for FSD-5 and FSD-6. This report consists of two parts.

Funds Data. Each application for activity approval (FSD-2) includes
an estimate of expenditures for the activity; each evaluation and
status report (FSD-4) must give the actual cost of the activity. The
compilation of data from individual activity reports will give the
data for a DAU report (FSD-4). This data will be reflected in expend-
itures recorded in the fiscal budget summary (FSD-5).

Activity Status and Evaluation. The status and evaluation report pro-
vides for a detailed institutional report of status and evaluation of
each activity. An adequate narrative must be attached to the FSD-4
report, giving the institutional evaluation of the activity. The
narrative should document briefly but adequately the results/outcome
of the activity.- This report will be reflected in the annual institu-
tional evaluation of activities (FSD-6).

FSD-5, Year-end Fiscal Budget Summary. This document provides breakdown
exhibit of funding sources (revenues allocated and committed) and expenditures
made for all activities of the fiscal year ended on June 30. AIl expenditures
reflected under FSD-5 column designated Approved (FSD-2)” must be consistent
with approved line items on the application for activity approval (FSD-2) and
the actual expenditures reported on the evaluation and status report (FSD-4).

This report will also reflect funds budgeted for restricted sponsored FSD activ-
ities described in an application for activity approval (FSD-2). Restricted
sponsored revenue should be disclosed to the extent expended during the report
period. The FSD-5 carries DAU titles with costs for each listed by account number.

FSD-6, Annual Institutional Evaluation of A ctivities. This report provides
a summary exhibit of status and institutional evaluation of each and all activities
of the FSD program for the fiscal year. The report lists all DAUs by title and
objectives, and provides information covering activity status, evaluation, and

actual costs. The evaluation criteria are set in a "Key for Institutional Evaluation

of Activities.”

The director of faculty and staff development for the State Board will prepare
an annual report, with exhibit by institution, of all FSD institutional activities
of the South Carolina Technical Education System. The institutional reports
(FSD-6) will provide the information for this report.
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3. Promotion

In order to develop a comprehensive FSP program it is necessary to obtain,
organize, and disseminate all types of in-service development information to
faculty and staff. The FSD program should be a sharing experience of information
and action. Opportunities should be given for individuals to explore the con-
cept of in-service development in relation to their personal needs and aspira-
tions and in relation to the needs and purposes of the institution. It appears,
therefore, that institutional workshops on in-service development are a requisite
for program design and implementation.

The workshop procedure - the task force approach - could take the form of a
regular or special faculty and staff meeting, followed by mini-workshops by
divisions or departments. The general workshop should be limited in scope, con-
fined to dissemination of information, FSD m aterials, budgeting procedures, and
a step-by-step guide to program design and implementation. The mini-workshops
should provide individuals with specific guides and materials for the identifi-
cation of divisional/departmental and individual need priorities, and the selec-
tion of activities to accomplish objectives chosen. The compilation and review
of the output from these workshops by the FSD coordinator and the FSD committee
will give the data for review, modification, and approval necessary for the
formulation of the institutional FSD program.

The task force approach will be useful in (1) assuring institution-wide
participation, (2) assuring an understanding of the role of FSD in individual
and institutional development, and (3) assuring commitment to FSD by the faculty
and staff.

SOUTH CAROLINA TECHNICAL EDUCATION SYSTEM

INTRODUCTION

Many people in the South Carolina Technical Education System are
convinced that a comprehensive and effective faculty and staff development
program is an imperative. They are convinced that the philosophy and
objectives of the TEC System demand a program which will help each employee
to actualize to the maximum his/her potential. What appears to be needed
are specific guidelines and procedures that will enable each institution
and each employee to design the kind of development program most suited to
meet the needs of the institution and/or the individual. A conceptualized
development program, therefore, is the starting point for all who want to
move from where they are toward the goals that they have envisioned - goals
envisioned for themselves and for the institutions they serve.

The concept of personal development has never been easy to describe
or define. Perhaps personal development is most accurately described net
as a state of being but as a process of becoming. The concept of develop-
ment closely parallels the concept of education - the self-activity of the
individual in the continual remaking of himself, under motivation and under
guidance. If this concept is accepted, how might a faculty and staff
development program be designed and implemented to meet the specific devel-
opment needs of the personnel of the TEC System? It is to this question
that the documents which follow are addressed.

The program outlined in these documents is not designed as a blueprint
of specifications, but rather as a framework that will enable each institu-
tion and each individual to identify the kind of faculty and staff development
(FSP) program that they believe is most relevant to their needs and then to
select the activities most suited to their objectives.
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POLICY GOVERNING FACULTY AND STAFF DEVELOPMENT
STATE BOARD FOR TECHNICAL AND COMPREHENSIVE EDUCATION

BACKGROUND

Since the establishment of the South Carolina Technical Education System in
1961, in-service faculty and staff development has been in operation, varying
in emphasis among the institutions. In 1968 the State Committee for Technical
Education approved Rules and Regulations Governing In-service Training and
Graduate Study, but in 19&9 a moratorium was placed on the operation of this
program. No comprehensive state-wide policy has been in effect, therefore,
for a number of years.

In recognition of a TEC-wide need for a program for faculty and staff develop-
ment, the Executive Dire tor appointed in 197" a Task Force on Faculty and
Staff Development. The Task Force delivered its report on July 11, 197~, recom-
mending a program covering the various areas of in-service faculty and staff
development for the TEC System.

In anticipation of the establishment of the program, the State Board allocated

one percent of faculty and staff salaries to augment local allocation of funds

in the unitary budgets for fiscal year 197~--1975. In August, 1977, the Executive
Director appointed Dr. Oscar W. Lever as Director of Faculty and Staff Development
to work within the Division of Educational Services with responsibility for the
development of policy and guidelines for the program within the TEC System.

STAFF REVIEW

The policy and guidelines developed were reviewed by the members of the Division
of Educational Services, the Executive Director, Division Directors of the Central
O ffice, Presidents/Directors of the TEC institutions, and the Faculty and Staff
Coordinators appointed by the Presidents/Directors. Two meetings of the Coordi-
nators were held in which the documents of the program were reviewed. On the
bases of research, review, revision, and clarification, proposed statements of
policy and guidelines have been developed for implementing a Faculty and Staff
Development Program for the South Carolina Technical Education System.

RECOMMENDATIONS
It is recommended that the State Board for Technical and Comprehensive Education
approve the proposed policy for Faculty and Staff Development. It is further

recommended that the Executive Director be authorized to issue Guidelines and
Procedures for Faculty and Staff Development.

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POLICY GOVERNING FACULTY AND STAFF DEVELOPMENT

STATE BOARD FOR TECHNICAL AND COMPREHENSIVE EDUCATION

It is the policy of the State Board for Technical and Comprehensive
Education to encourage and support financially a program of in-service
education and training for the professional development of faculty and
staff of the South Carolina Technical Education System.

1. Definition of Faculty and Staff Development

(1) Purpose. The program for development of faculty and staff has a
two-fold purpose: First, to provide those activities designed to improve
each employee's knowledge, skills, and proficiency in his/her present posi-
tion and to prepare him/her for opportunities for advancement within areas of
service of the South Carolina Technical Education System; and, second, to
provide the faculty and staff with opportunities to develop new and/or up-
graded professional and personal competencies to fulfill the TEC System's
commitment to meet educational, occupational, and cultural needs of the variety
of students as they prepare for occupational and citizenship responsibilities.

(2) Participants. Faculty and staff are terms interpreted to include
teaching faculty, administrators, and other non-instructional employees such as
clerical, maintenance, janitorial, and auxiliary personnel. Each full-time
employee of the South Carolina Technical Education System, classified or non-
ciassified, without regard to sex, age, religion, race, color, cr national
origin, may participate in the program, subject only to restrictions inherent
in specific activities.

2. Responsibility for Administering and Budgeting

(1) Responsibility. Subject to the approval of the State Board for
Technical and Comprehensive Education, the Executive Director or his designee
shall be responsible for developing guidelines and regulations for the estab-
lishment, adminismration, and budgeting of the faculty and staff development
program for the South Carolina Technical Education System and the institutions
and subdivisions therein.

(2) Program Proposals and Reports. The proposal for a program of fac-
ulty and staff aevelopment shall be submitted to the Executive Director on
program proposal forms on which are outlined the specific activities for the
year with a budget summary of estimated revenue and expenditures of develop-
ment funds. After appropriate consideration of the proposal, the Executive
Director shall issue a letter indicating the action taken on the proposal. At
times designated, evaluation and status reports of approved programs shall be
made to the Executive Director. The proposal, documents and the evaluation and
status reports shall be bases for faculty and staff development program
accountability.

Tne staff development program for the employees of the Central Office of

the South Carolina Technical Education System shall follow tie same guidelines
and procedures in effect for the institutions within the TEC System.
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Funding for Faculty and Staff Development Program

The Code of Laws of South Carolina grants authority to departments, bureaus,
agencies of State Government and counties, municipalities, school districts, and
other governmental units to appropriate and expend public funds for in-service *
training for employees of the State. By statute, therefore, the South Carolina
Technical Education System is granted authority to accomplish this purpose
through activities and funding of a faculty and staff development program.

(1) Funds in Unitary Operating Budget. Each institution of the South
Carolina Technical Education System in its unitary budget and plan of operations
shall allocate funds for a program of faculty and staff development. To augment
and support this allocation, the State Board for Technical and Comprehensive
Education shall incorporate within the system budget request to the State Budget
and Control Board adequate funds for faculty and staff development for the
South Carolina Technical Education System. A supplementary allocation of State
funds shall be made to the institutions on a matching-funds “dollar fcr dollar”
basis whereby the institutions will receive a supplemental allocation of State
funds equal to the amount allocated to faculty and staff development by the
institutions from normal revenue sources.

The State Board shall allocate funds in the budget plan for the Central
O ffice of the State Technical Education System for a staff development program
for employees of the Central O ffice.

(2) Gifts and Grants. Funds designated for the purposes of faculty and
staff development received through governmental agencies, grants from founda-
tions, and gifts from individuals, businesses, or industries, shall be included
in the faculty and staff development proposal budget but such funds shall r.ot be
considered in the determination of the supplemental allocation of matching funds.

(3) Funds Accountability. AIll revenue, appropriations, gifts, and grants,
which are designated for faculty and staff development shall be accounted for
in the program proposal and budget, and in the evaluation and status reports.
All expenditures, including travel, supplies, educational leave, salaries reim-
bursement of tuition, honoraria, etc., shall be accounted for in relation to
specific development program activities and in the budget summary.

(M Restrictions. The faculty and staff development program for the State
Technical Education System shall be in conformity with the Code of Laws of South
Carolina, and compatible with the State Budget and Control Board policies which
are applicable co the South Carolina Technical Education System as an agency of
the South Carolina State Government.

Funds committed for the faculty and staff development program shall be
expended only for activities which are clearly identifiable and reasonable under
the approved development plan. The program shall be operated on a fiscal year
basis under a clearly identified budget of funds available and committed. The
budget shall be prepared and administered in conformity with the fiscal policies
and procedures of the South Carolina Technical Education System.

(5) Limitation of Funds. The availability of funds at the Institutional
and/or state level shall be the ultimate criterion for design of the faculty
and staff development program and selection of components thereof, and for
commitments to institutions and/or individuals for activities conducted thereunder.
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GUIDELINES AND PROCEDURES GOVERNING FACULTY AND STAFF DEVELOPMENT

The Guidelines and Procedures Governing Faculty and Staff In-service
Development are divided into three sections:

l. Design for Faculty and Staff Development

Il. In-service Development A ctivities

I1l. Planning and Budgeting Procedures

I. Design for Faculty and Staff Development

The design for a successful FSD program should he predicated upon the
prime consideration that faculty and staff development should be a normal,
continuous, integral part of the Technical Education System. Each employee
should concur with over-all goals and objectives of the TEC System and develop
for himself/herself a continuous personalized plan for his/her development
with identified objectives and strategies - a program tailored to his/her
needs and his/her potential. The FSD design of the institution should carry
those components which offer opportunities in time for this personalized
development which concomitantly will prepare the institution for greater
efficiency and effectiveness.

The following matters appear as mandatory for designing and administering
a FSD program: Goals, Priorities, Strategies, Evaluations.

1. Goals

Goals, as here understood, refer to the long-range accomplishments which
are envisioned for the faculty and staff of the institution a3 it operates
within its areas of community and state-wide responsibility. These goals
should be defined in relation to needs and/or problems which are identified
and described under a faculty and staff needs assessment survey. Cando”,
clarity, and comprehensiveness are essential characteristics of goad descrip-
tion. Tn everyday terms, goals have to do with what the faculty and staff
have yet to learn how to do better before they can do their jobs as they ought,
to be done. It is therefore important that goals be described in terms of
what is to be gained by reaching them. A poorly described goal can nulliiy
the best intentions and the best efforts.

It is appropriate and important that goals be defined in general terms
under which concrete, measureable, objectives are subsumed. Examples of
goals are as follows: To provide updating on technical processes in industry;
to provide needed professional skills; to provide an associate degree for
certain faculty and staff; etc. The total FSD program should be sufficiently
comprehensive to include in time all personnel in one or more of its components.
The program also can and should include activities covering various degrees of
personal competence and status, and various areas of innovative and conventional
edueation and treining.
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Sometimes a project such as FSD can bog down or fail because the
planners decided on the wrong goals. The next step, therefore, is to
consider the choice of priorities.

2. Priorities

A fter the range of goals has been described and the rationale that
supports the validity, the relevance, and the feasibility of each is laid
out, the next step is to choose those goals which have priority. This pro-
cess is to some extent an effort to establish a hierarchy of goals based on
a hierarchy of needs. There should be an intense effort to choose primary
issues, and to concentrate on basic relationships. Assumptions, data
research evidence, logic, hypotheses, and, above all, "the best Judgment of
sensible men", should be laid out to support the choices.

‘The local institution should choose goals with the greatest potential
for that institution at the time. This principle recognizes institutional
experience, educational climate, and unique educational purposes for the
students and the community. This principle allows "system-thinking". The
choice of goals cannot be rightly considered in isolation from organizational
arrangements, curricula, salaries, incentives, and morale. Hence, the choice
of priorities will demonstrate that these factors have been taken into account.

In order tc reach the goals of the institution, concrete objectives must
be chosen. These are the actions (means) to achieve the goals (ends). (See
Ends - Means Continuum, page IH)

3. Strategies

A satisfactory strategy is a plan of action to be carried cut to achieve
an outcome within a given time span, under specific conditions. Particular
strategies ere identified and entitled as "activities". The outcome desired
and striven for is the objective. The objective may be expressed as a
desired result cr condition, or the establishment of a desired procedure or
activity.

An essential characteristic of an appropriate activity is "specificity".
Exemplification of activity in concrete terms is important, c.g., courses,
institutes, workshops, field trips, educational leave, etc. This will aid
in identifying an activity in operation. Thus the FSD proposal will include
a description of a number of activities, under specific titles, which are
designed to meet specific discernible objectives.

The measure to which a given activity accomplishes its end is the basis
for accountability. A FSD program, must, therefore, have appropriate "yard-
sticks" for measuring achievement arid evaluating improvement of participants.

1*, Evaluation

The FSD program for the South Carolina Technical Education System assumes
an evaluation of the total program and of each activity. Admittedly, estab-
lishing evaluation procedures is difficult, especially when the objectives
are intangible ss in the case of seminars, conferences, upgrading, etc., in
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vhich results may not be immediate. In most cases, however, the objectives
can be stated concretely and the performance can be evaluated with a measure
of accuracy. Evaluation is facilitated if the criteria by which the activity
is to be Judged are set within the delineation of the activity.

Two sets of forms for evaluation purposes are established for the FSD
program - the proposal forms and the status report forms. (See /appendix A)

(1) FSD Program Proposal Application. The proposal application forms
in order of occurrence are as follows:

Program Proposal Application - consists of proposal title page
with signatures, followed by the proposal narrative;

FSD-2 ActBvities - provides description of each activity under specific
activity titles;

FSD-3 Estimated Budget Summary - provides breakdown of estimated FSD
revenue and estimated FSD expenditures.

(2) FSD Evaluation and Status Report Forms. The evaluation and status,
report forms in order of occurrence are as follows:

FSD-» Evaluation and Status Report of Activities - consists of institu-

tional evaluation and status reports of activities under specific
activity titles;

FSD-5Budret Summary - provides breakdovn exhibit of revenues received
and committed and of expenditures made for each and all activities.

FSP-6 Program Evaluation - provides summaiy exhibit of status and institu-
tional evaluation of each and ell activities of FSD program for the
year.

Il. In-service Development Activities

In-service development activities are directed toward the professional
development of the individual employee. Funds for FSD may not be used
(1) to cover general operation and maintenance of the institution, (?) for
projects such as research, self-study, planning or evaluation of new educa-
tional programs, (3) for the development of curriculum or instructional m aterials,
(M for salaries and fringe benefits, (5) for attendance at associational meet-
mgs/conferences at which representation is Institutional rather than personal,
(6) for clerical service required to effect the FSD program, (7) or for any
expense that does not contribute directly to the achievement of the stated
objectives of the TEC System Faculty and Staff Development Program.

In this section a number of in-service FSD activities are described and
guidelines are given for their operation.

le Institutes, Seminars, Conferences, and Workshops

Traditional!} these activities have involved representation from a group
of institutions, but they can be used effectively by individual institutions.
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Good Judgment in scheduling, planning, and follow-up activities and evalua-
tions are, of course, necessary for effectiveness. Short-term consultants
may be used by the institution, the institutional education divisions, or the
departments, or the technical specialties. Optimum utilization of the con-
sultant’s expertise should be directly related to objectives set, objectives
which are described to the consultant prior to his/her visit.

General objectives of institutes, seminars, conferences, and workshops
are opportunities for faculty and staff to stay current in knowledge and
skill in their subject or technical areas, and opportunities to participate
in activities that will upgrade their skills in developing and using new
insights, improved instructional materials, and innovative teaching methods.

2. Upgrading Stations for Tn-service Development

Upgrading stations for in-service development may be established with
business and industry? with senior colleges and universities, and on-campus.

(1) Formal Courses of Post-secondary Study. Formal in-service study
envisions first identifying competencies and expertise needed but lacking,
and then selecting and/or offering members cf the faculty and staff opportunity
to develop knowledge and skills through formal study financed by the FSD funds.
This formal study may be utilized by persons taking courses at a post-secondary
institution within commuting distance, or the TEC institution may establish
an "0n-campus University” by bringing in instructors for courses needed by a
number of faculty and staff. These courses may be taken primarily for upgrading
or for upgrading and degree credit, but should be chosen to bring a high rate
of return in terms of improved competence and performance cf faculty and staff.

(2) Work Experience with Industry and Business. Another type of upgrad-
ing station is the internship work experience set up with an industry or a
business. The TEC institution will encourage, and in some instances require,
periodic experience in vocational-technical specialties. This provides faculty
and staff opportunities to keep abreast of new developments and work require-
ments related to the courses they teach and/or the programs they direct.

(3) Cn-campus Resource Center ~or Faculty and Staff Development, The
third type of upgrading station is a Faculty and Staff Resource Center. Such
a center should contain a variety of resources such as selected books and
pamphlets for each area of instruction, audio-visual catalogs, and guides,
cassettes for professional training and development, educational Journals,
books and guides for planning instructional strategies, and such other resources
deemed necessary. The center should be available exclusively, if possible, for
faculty and staff with equipment suitable for full usage.

3. Educational Field Trips

This type of activity can be utilized effectively for in-service develop-
ment. Field trips include visits to other TEC institutions, to selected senior
colleges and universities, and to business and industry. Each type of trip
should include a carefully prepared plan for observation and for post-visit
evaluation. The visit could use effectively peer seminars with TEC personnel

or conferences with supervisors and/or officers in industry or business for
the exchange of information and ideas. Visits to other TEC institutions -

in-state or out-state - can be planned for representatives of one technology
visiting a similar technology in another TEC institution.

-8-
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Visits to secondary schools should be considered in the formulation of
the Institution’s program. Such visits, if properly planned, will facilitate
articulation with the secondary schools in vocational education service areas
and will also promote faculty and staff development.

Intra-institutional visits within the TEC institution by faculty and staff
may not be classified strictly as field trips, but they may have desirable
results for faculty and staff development if it is clearly recognized that they
are made for that purpose. Such visits make possible the sharing of ideas and
expertise and have a multiplier effect for the new ideas and new approaches
pervading the institution. At the same time these intra-institutional visits

will help counter the danger of excessive specialization, segmented depart-
mental structures, and internal power struggles.
The regular periodic faculty and staff meetings will serve as an intra-

institutional in-service development activity if they are planned with that

objective in mind. The programs may include lectures by faculty and staff on
particular areas of instruction, panel discussions on subjects of importance
to the institution, reports on projects, etc.

4. Off-duty A ctivities

Employees are encouraged to schedule their personal development activities
during off-duty hours if possible, but if this cannot be done, the employee
may request a change of work schedule for the approved activities. The employer
may alter the employee’s work schedule, if so doing will not interfere with
the normal efficient operation of the employee’s duty area.

An employee who takes an approved course under provisions of off-duty
activities may receive reimbursement for tuition and course related fees, in
total or in part, for satisfactory completion of the course. Satisfactory
completion of a course is interpreted to mean ”B" grade or higher for graduate
or post-graduate study, or "C” grade or higher for all other study. AIl other
expenses, including activity fees, graduation fees, travel, cost of books,
and supplies, etc., shall be paid by the employee. Reimbursement for tuition
for approved credit courses shall normally be limited to one course per quarter
or semester per individual, with reimbursement limited to three approved courses
(9 semester hours or 13 1/2 quarter hours) per fiscal year in amount per credit
hour not to exceed the highest rate charged for equivalent credit by the state-
controlled four-year colleges and universities of South Carolina.

In order to insure that a reasonable return is gained from the investment
of development funds in continuing study, the employee who leaves the employ-
ment of the TEC System shall be required to make repayment of all amounts paid
for reimbursement for courses completed within the last nine calendar months
prior to leaving, ordinarily by deduction from the final compensation payment.

Reimbursement for off-duty out-state FSD travel shall normally be limited
to one approved trip per fiscal year. State regulations relating to travel and
subsistence shall apply to all FSD travel - out-state and in-state.

5. Membership in Professional Societies

Employees are encouraged to participate in the activities of professional
societies most closely related to their areas of service. The procedure is
for the employee to submit a written request for approval of membership, nam-
ing the society and the amount of dues. To be reimbursable, the affiliation
with the society shall be personal membership (not institutional) and shall
be an approved activity of the FSD program for the institution. Reimbursement
for dues, travel expense to attend meetings, and other expenses related to member
ship shall be limited to an amount specifically approved in the annual FSD budget
of the institution; however, the reimbursement for dues in professional societies
shall not exceed $50 per individual within a fiscal year.

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6. Educational Leave

Educational leave is interpreted to mean permission to be absent from
voxk or duty to pursue an educational objective. The educational objective
may be (I) participation in post-secondary courses of study, whether on the
under-graduate ox graduate level, and for which degree credit is or is not
given, and pursued independently or as a part of a curriculum leading to a
certificate, diploma, or degree; or the educational objective may be (2) par-
iicloatior in an upgrading work experience with business or industry to improve
technological knowledge and skills. Educational leave is granted only for the
actual term of the activity. (See "Educational Leave Program" below.)

I1l. Planning and Budgeting Procedures

Faculty and staff development through in-service education and training
has become a national priority in American technical-vocational education
and can be clearly seen as an integral and vital responsibility of the South
Carolina Technical Education System as it seeks to fulfill its role in post-
secondary education in South Carolina. A comprehensive system-wide FSD program
is based upon this conclusion. Acceptance of the concept of in-service
development and the commitments that a FSP program requires make a Judicious
planning and budgeting process essential within the local institutions and
within the system.

1. Institutional Comprehensive FSP Plan

The FSD program within the institution will function satisfactorily only
as a corporate commitment of the institution and as a collective effort of
the entire faculty ana staff whatever their various levels in competency and
in organizational status. The FSD program, therefore, must be communicated,
not as a "thing apart" nor as an "anciliaxy service" to selected individuals,
but rather as a privilege and responsibility for one and all. Thus leadership
and management are absolute essentials in planning, coordinating, and imple-
menting the program.

(I Faculty and Staff Development Coordinator. It is the responsibility
of the President or Director of each institution of the South Carolina Technical
Education System to designate a Faculty and Staff Development Coordinator who
shall be responsible for the administration and budgeting of the program in
coafcmu.ty with the Guidelines and Procedures for Faculty and Staff Development.
The FSD Coordinator shall be responsible to the President/Director for the
satisfactory operation of the institutional FSD program and shall serve in
liaison capacity in FSD matters between the institution and the TEC Central
O ffice. He/she shall be Chairman of the Faculty and Staff Development Committee.

In mobilizing an in-service education and training thrust, leadership and
management are special responsibilities. The program requires teamwork among
faculty and staff which will result from the harmonious administration and
operation of the program. The Faculty and Staff Development Coordinator fcr
each institution should perform this service. Ke/she should have experience
that provides him/her with the attitudes arid skills enabling him/her to plan,
lead, and evaluate the process and progress of in-service development. Crea-
tive leadership and management require that the coordinator nave adequate
resources for the program, including staff time, and enough authority to get
the Job done.
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(2) Faculty and Staff Development Committee. The roles and responsibil-
ities, institutional and personal, can be accepted by all faculty and staff
members, and all can be revardingly involved in in-service activities of the
program. It is crucial, therefore, that the preparation of the FSD program
design involve a vise and vide participation of faculty and staff. A Faculty
and Staff Development Committee, carefully selected and/or elected, is neces-
sary for each institution. This committee should represent a broad spectrum
of institutional concerns, and of necessity must oe schooled in the philosophy
and practical considerations which are basic to a FSD program.

(3) FSD Design Preparation. There is little likelihood that there is
one design suitable and adaptable to every institution or situation, but there
are a few principles which are basic to every viable FSD program.

The design for faculty and staff development should fit both the institu-
tion and the personnel involved. The data of needs assessment should be care-
fully collected, categorized, and evaluated. A hierarchy of needs should then
be made and a plan formulated under priorities indicated and selected. The
program designed should be focused on the types of change which the institution
desires to make and on the directions which it desires to mcve. The design
should include a plan for collecting and recording all data related to activ-
ities of the program in order that progress may be measured and achievements
may be evaluated, for the individual and for the institution.

(U) FSD Budget Preparation. The preparation of the FSD budget is a
planning and control device in the management of the program - the planned
allocation of funds to meet the planned activities of the program. The criteria
for the allocation of funds are, first, the needs assessment priorities and,
second, the availability of funds. It is essential that the choice of activ-
ities with the anticipated expenditures for them be made with consideration of
the total financial resources for the entire program.

Under the acceptance of the premise that a FSD program is an integral
component of the total institutional operation, each institution of the South
Carolina Technical Education System in its wunitary budget and plan of operations
shall allocate funds for a program of faculty and staff development. To augment
and support this allocation, the State Board for Technical and Comprehensive
Education shall incorporate within the system budget request to the State Budget
and Control Board aaequatt funds for faculty and staff development for the
South Carolina Technical Educatioii System. A supplementary allocation of State
funds shall be made to the institutions on a matching-funds “dollar for dollar”
basis whereby the institutions will receive a supplemental allocation of State
funds equal to the amount allocated to faculty and staff development by the
institutions from normal revenue sources.

Funds designated for the purposes of faculty and staff development
received through governmental agencies, grants from foundations, and gifts
from individuals, businesses, or industries, shall be included in the faculty
and staff development proposal budget but such funds shall not be considered
in the determination of the supplemental allocation of matching funds.

The institution’s allocation from normal revenue sources, the supplemental

allocation of State funds, and gifts and grants will comprise the total FSD
revenue for the fiscal year. The total of the estimated expenditures for the
several planned activities will indicate the cost of the FSD program. Com-

parison of financial resources and estimated expenditures may necessitate
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re-examining assumptions, making new evaluation of priorities, or re-defining
objectives. Refining the program design by making appropriate modifications
must be assumed as essential in the planning and budgeting procedures.

2. Individual FSD Plan

The keystone Tor an effective FSD program lies in the realm of individual
involvement in the program. Ultimately it is the motivation and will of the
individual that forms the basis for participation, and it is the collective
accomplishments of all personnel that measures the institutional success of
the FSD program.

It is highly desirable that each member of the faculty and staff have a
continuous personalized plan for his/her development, with identified objec-
tives and strategies - a program tailored to his/her needs, personal charac-
teristics, and institutional responsibilities.

It can be assumed that a large number of faculty and staff members
are willing to engage in a formal development program to improve their
effectiveness in their work. It can also be assumed that there will be
some resistance to a serious program for faculty and staff development.
Some will feel or argue that they do not need what is offered. Perhaps
the greatest reluctance to participate will come from those who feel that
they are already over-burdened with duties and do not have time. What is
asked, however, is just a small fraction of time, probably no more than
three to five percent of the usual workweek. No program will thrive unless
faculty and staff allocate the necessary time. Prior to any FSD activity,
an outline of the entire FSD program should be given to faculty and staff.
If this is done, individuals can begin to organize their own time around
the activities planned for them,and the development program will become a
part of the individual’s schedule.

Most faculty and staff need encouragement to become involved in the
FSD program. Familiar incentives used by institutions are earned merit
increments, tuition payments, educational leave, and promotions. These
awards benefit the individual, but they are considered justified as necessary
for increased effectiveness of the institution in accomplishing its educational
purposes for the students and the community.

The Compensation Plan for the South Carolina Technical Education System
provides incentives for a planned persoral development program. The funding
provisions of the FSD program are definitely related to the Compensatioi:
Plan, and should be coordinated within the Individual FSD Plan.

In planning an individual’s FSD program it must be assumed that the

individual will contribute not only his/her time for some activities, but that
he/she will contribute both time and money for certain activities of his/her
program. It cannot be assumed that the FSD program can provide sufficient

funds to cover all the expenditures for individual development activities.
The funding provisions of the FSD program are designed to assist the employee
in his/her development, but the primary responsibility is upon the individual
to qualify for increased competence and productivity and the benefits there-
from. Limitations, therefore, on individual FSD activity expenditures shall
be enforced at the institutional level and at the state level.

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3. State Board’s Comprehensive Plan

The philosopliy and state-wide goals of the South Carolina Technical
Education System contain the commitment to educational objectives that meet
the current and emerging needs of the State, its people, and its industries.
Qualified personnel who have new and/or updated competencies to implement
the purposes of the system are essential. To help the local institutions
meet this need, the State Board for Technical and Comprehensive Education has
accepted statewide responsibility for the activities outlined below.

(1) Providing state funds, for faculty and staff development. The State
board’s role in this involvement is to insure that state funds are directed to
activities that have the greatest impact for FSD for the institutions and the
State.

(2) Developing and recommending general guidelines and procedures for
management of local FSD programs. The local institution is in the best position

to make needs assessment and project goals and strategies. The State Board will
formulate principles and procedures for concerted effort and inter-institu-

tional communication and participation in the operations of FSD programs.

(3) Sponsoring and organizing state-wide conferences, workshops, ard
consortia. The State Board will initiate and promote joint ventures which
meet objectives of all institutions involved. The aim is to generate a
greater thrust for personnel development throughout the South Carolina
Technical Education System.

(U) Coordinating state services that have potential for supporting the
FSD program. A particular function of the State Board in FSD is to coordinate
out-system support services of educational institutions, business and industry,
and community and state agencies, and to plan activities that will utilize
their support, expertise, and resources.

(5) Making stare-wide assessments of the range, scope, and accomplishments
of FSD programs. Collecting and publishing state-wide reports about the FSD
programs will furnish helpful feedbacK that reflects the state-wide status of
FSD. In doing this, the State Board will furnish inter-institutional liaison
in the TEC System.

(6) Acting as a state-wide service agency to provide FSD leadership mid
counseling for the institutions of the TEC System. Purposes and problems in
the system are, after all, interrelated and institutional improvement and
system improvement are a team responsibility. Each institution is expected to
focus attention and effort on its primary FSD service within the institution,
but periodically the coordinators of the institutions will be called together
to make an overall system survey and share information for FSD decision-making
and to assure coordination and relevancy in order to achieve state-wide as
well as local objectives.
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GUIDELINES AND PROCEDURES GOVERNING STAFF DEVELOPMENT
CENTRAL OFFICE
STATE BOARD FOR TECHNICAL AND COMPREHENSIVE EDUCATION

The State Board for Technical and Comprehensive Education adopted a
policy to govern faculty and staff development for the South Carolina
Technical Education System. This policy grants authority for activities
and funding for a staff development program for Central O ffice employees.
The State Board also authorized the Executive Director to issue guidelines
and procedures governing the faculty and staff development for the TEC
System.

The purposes set forth in the policy of the State Board and the guide-
lines and procedures issued by the Executive Director govern the staff develop-
ment program for the Central Office employees, subject only to such modifica-
tions as are necessary for the appropriate operation of the program for the
Central Office employees.

All employees of the Central Office, State Board for Technical and
Comprehensive Education, shall be accorded the privileges of the faculty
and staff development program established for the South Carolina Technical
Education System, and shall comply with the stipulations governing the
program as set forth in the policy adopted and the guidelines and procedures
issued.

In the following sections special guidelines and procedures are described
for the operation of the staff development program for Central Office employees

I« Design for Staff Development - Central O ffice

For the purposes of staff development the several divisions of the
Central Office shall be considered as a whole, with one design and one
budget. The director of each division cf the State Board shall coordinate’
the activities of the employees of his/her division, and shall submit
approved applications for activities to the Director of Faculty and Staff
Development for the State board. Based on approved activities submitted by
division directors, the Director of Faculty and Staff Development shall pre-
pare the Central O ffice program proposal and submit it to the Executive
Director for consideration and action.

1. Development A ctivities

Employees of the Central Office arc eligible for the In-scrvice Develop-
ment Activities described in the Guidelines and Procedures for FSD of the
TEC System, subject only to restrictions inherent in specific activities and
the availability of funds.

2. Application for Activity Approval

An employee, or a group of employees, wishing to have on activity con-
sidered shall submit a written application to his/her immediate supervisor,
who sliall attach his/her recommendation before forwarding the application tv
the division director. AIl activities of the employees of a division shall
be approved by the division director.
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3. Selection of Activities

A ctivities shall be selected and approved on the basis of promise of
benefit to the South Carolina Technical Education System as follows:
(1) To develop the skills and/or knowledge to meet identified needs in the
operation of the South Carolina Technical Education System, and/or (2) to
meet the demand for adequately trained personnel for existing or projected
positions of service essential to the administration of the Central O ffice.

4. Selection of Participants

Factors to be considered in the selection of participants shall
include:

(1) Length of prior service;

(2) Past performance reviews;

(3) Demonstrated commitment to the objectives of technical-occupational
education;

(4) Need/value of upgrading training for job performance;

(5) Specifically identified need of the State for the upgrading
training proposed;

(6) Possible disruption of participant’s area of service during
activity;

(7) Funds available for proposed activity.

5. O ff-duty Activities

Employees are encouraged to schedule their personal development activ-
ities during off-duty hours if possible, but if this cannot be done, the
employee may request a change of work schedule for the approved activities.
The employer may alter the employee’s work schedule, if so doing will not
interfere with the normal efficient operation of the employee's duty area.

An employee who takes an approved course under provisions of off-duty
activities may receive reimbursement for tuition and course related fees,
in total or in part, for satisfactory completion of the course. Satisfactory
completion of a course is interpreted to mean "B” grade or higher for gradu-
ate or postgraduate study, or "C" grade or higher for all other study. All
other expenses, including activity fees, graduation fees, travel, cost of
books, and supplies, etc, shall be paid by the employee. Reimbursement shall
normally be limited to one course per quarter or semester per individual, with
reimbursement limited to three courses per individual per fiscal year.

In order to insure that a reasonable return is gained from the invest-
ment of development funds in continuing study and training, the employee
who leaves the employment of the TEC System shall be required to make repay-
ment of all amounts paid for reimbursement for courses completed within the
last nine calendar months prior to leaving, ordinarily by deduction from the
final compensation payment.

6. Membership in Professional Societies

Employees are encouraged to participate in the activities of profes-
sional societies most closely related to their areas of service. The proce-
dure is for the employee to submit a written request for approval of member-
ship, naming the society and the amount of dues. The dues for affiliation
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with the society shall be for personal membership and shall have written
approval of the division director, made in advance upon recommendation of
appropriate division official. Travel and other expenses to attend profes-
sional society meetings may not be included in staff development expense,
but may be authorized by the division director from the division budget.

7. Educational Leave

Provisions for educational leave are set forth in the policy document
of the State Board for Technical and Comprehensive Education under the
title: "Educational Leave Program for South Carolina Technical Education
System. ”

Il. Planning and Budgeting Procedures

The planning and budgeting procedures for the Central Office shall
follow in general those established for the institutions, with such excep-
tions as necessary for Central Office operations. The Calendar for Plans
and Reports, and the other proposal and report forms shall be used, as
applicable.

1. Central Office Staff Development Plan

The Director of Faculty and Staff Development for the State Board,
following the Calendar for Plans and Reports, shall establish a timetable
for the selection of activities and/or participants for the Central Office.
In developing the timetables, cut-off dates for accepting applications for
admission to colleges and universities shall be considered. Timely announce-
ments of timetables and development program information shall be made.

It shall be the responsibility of the division directors to approve all
development activities of his/her division and to forward them to the Director
of Faculty and Staff Development. The approved activities of the several
divisions of the Central Office shall be put in proposal form, with budget
summary, and submitted to the Executive Director for his review and action.

2. Central Office Staff Development Budget

The State Board shall incorporate within the system budget request to the
State Budget and Control Board adequate funds for a staff development program
for employees of the Central Office.

Funds committed for the staff development program shall be expended
only for activities which are clearly identifiable and reasonable under the
approved development plan. The program shall be operated on a fiscal year
basis under a clearly identified budget of funds available and committed.
The budget shall be prepared and administered in conformity with the fiscal
policies and procedures of the South Carolina Technical Education System.
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EDUCATIONAL LEAVE PROGRAM

SOUTH CAROLINA TECHNICAL EDUCATION SYSTEM

I. Definition of the Program
1. General Purpose

The purpose of the Educational Leave program is to provide a means by
which each of the faculty and staff of the South Carolina Technical Education
System may have opportunity to further his/her education and to improve his/
her skills and efficiency in his/her present position and to prepare for
opportunities for his/her advancement within the South Carolina Technical
Education System.

2. Participants

Faculty and staff are terms interpreted to include teaching faculty,
administrators, and other non-instructional employees such as clerical,
maintenance, Janitorial, and auxiliary personnel. Each full-time employee
of the South Carolina Technical Education System, without regard to sex, age,
religion, race, color, or national origin, may participate in educational
leave, subject only to restrictions inherent ir. specific types of leave.

3. Definition of Educational Leave

Educational leave is interpreted t0O mean permission to be absent full-
time or part-time from work or duty, with or without stipend, to pursue an
educational objective. The educational objective may be (I) participation
in post-secondary courses of study, whether on the undergraduate or graduate
level, and for which degree credit is or is not given, and pursued independently
or as a part of a curriculum leading to a certificate, diploma, Or degree; or
the educational objective may be (2) participation in an upgrading work expe-
rience with business or industry to improve technological knowledge and skills.
Educational leave shall be granted only for the actual term of the activity.

u. Eligibility

Any permanent full-time employee in good standing of the South Carolina
Technical Education System who hus satisfactorily completed at least nine
months of continuous employment during his/her current period of employment is
eligible for educational leave.

5. Applying for Leave

An eligible employee shall apply by submitting a formal application
through organizational channels to the President or Director or his designee
at least ninety(90) days before the first day of Jeave requested. Such sub-
m ittal shall be made by the employee to his immediate supervisor, who may
attach his recommendations before forwarding the application to the President
or Director or his designee.
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The application shall include (I) the type, purpose, and duration of
the leave requested; (2) verification of acceptance for entrance into the
activity for which the leave is requested; (3) such other information as
will be helpful to the reviewing authority in reaching a determination.

6. Selection of Recipients

The selection of recipients shall be based upon the following general
objectives: (I) To develop the skills and/or knowledge of employers to meet
development needs of faculty and staff of the institution, and/or (2) to
meet the demand for adequately trained personnel for existing or projected
specialized positions of instruction or administration essential to the
successful operation of the South Caroline Technical Education System.

Factors to be considered in the selection of participants shall
include:

(1) Length of prior service;

(2) Past performance reviews;

(3) Demonstrated commitment to the objectives of technical-
occupational education;

(t) Need/value of upgrading training for Job performance;

(5) Specifically identified need of the State for the upgrading
training proposed;

(6) Possible disruption of participant’s area of service during
activity;

(7) Funds available for proposed activity.

7. N otification

Insofar as possible, the employee’s request shall be acted upon and the
employee notified no later than sixty (60) days prior to the first day of
leave requested.

If the application is approved, an Educational Leave Contract stipulat-
ing the conditions of the leave shall be issued in triplicate, bearing the
signature of both the employee and the President or Director. The original
and one copy shall be submitted to the Director of Faculty and Staff Develop-
ment, State Board, for necessary consideration and action.

8. Reinstatement
Upon an employee’s successful completion of a full-time leave, he/she
shall be reinstated to his/her former position, given a position of like status
and pay, or promoted to a higher position.
Il. Stipend Provisions for Educational Leave

1. Stipend Definition

A stipend is interpreted to mean a basic living allowance to provide
support of a person otherwise moti‘raved to continue his/her education.
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2. Amount of Stipend

The basic living allowance shall not exceed 60% of the compensation
(salary) in effect for the employee at the date of approval of his/her
educational leave, payable in regular pay periods during his/her period of
leave.

3. Reimbursement for Tuition and Fees

Employees on full-time or part-time leave, for post-secondary education,
may receive reimbursement for tuition and course related fees, in total or
in part, for satisfactory completion of approved courses. Satisfactory
completion is interpreted to mean "B” grade or higher for graduate or post-
graduate study, or ”"C” grade or higher for all other study. AIl other
expenses, including activity fees, graduation fees, travel, costs of books
and supplies, etc., shall be paid by the employee.

1*, Where Stipend Can Be Used

(1) Post-secondary Education. |If a program of study for which a sti-
pend is awarded is offered by one or more accredited institutions of higher
learning within the State of South Carolina and the recipient is able to gain
admission to one of these, the stipend shall be used in said institution.

If not, the stipend may be used at any accredited institution to which the
recipient is able to gain admission.

(2) Work Experience with Business or Industry. The stipend awarded
for work with business or industry shall be used for an approved upgrading
work experience in a responsible position in the recipient’s particular
specialty. This work experience shall be in other than an academic environ-
ment and shall not involve the recipients* giving instruction to others in
a business or industry.

5. Leave-Stipend Committees

(1) Institutional Leave-Stipend Committee. The Faculty and Staff Develop-
ment Committee shall serve as the Leave-Stipend Committee and shall take appro-
priate action to select stipend recipients, subject to review and approval of
the President or Director.

(2) Centra] Office Leave-5tipend Committee. The Director of Faculty and
Staff Development and the Division Directors shall serve as the Leave-Stipend
Committee foi the State Board for Technical and Comprehensive Education and
shall review the stipend applications received from the institutions ena make
recommendations to the Executive Director.

6. Stipend Approval

The stipends to be offered within the Technical Education System must
be approved by the State Budget and Control Board each year. Each institution
must determine what stipends are needed and submit a request for the stipends,
with all necessary data, to the Director of Faculty and Staff Development.

He will collate the requests from the institutions and furnish a list of requests
to the Central Office Lt&ve-Stipend Jommittee. The Central Office Leave-Stipend
Committee will review the applications received from the institutions and make
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recommendations to the Executive Director, who will approve the stipends to

be offered and will submit a letter requesting authorization to the State
Personnel Director for the approval of the Budget and Control Board. At
least one month must be allowed for Budget and Control Board approval. (Sti-

pend requests should be included in the FSD proposal for the fiscal year.)
7o Limitation of Stipend

If the recipient of educational leave for post-secondary education or
for work experience with business or industry receives educational allowance
(excluding veterans’ benefits and loans) from any other public or private
source and/or compensation for work experiences, the total amount of such
allowances and the stipend shall not exceed the recipient’s contract salary
at the time of leave. If the non-stipend allowances exceed 40% of the con-
tract salary, the stipend shall be reduced accordingly.

8. Deductions from Stipend

It should be noted that stipends awarded under this program are con-
sidered taxable income by both the South Carolina Tax Commission and the
Federal Internal Revenue Service. Stipend payments# therefore, are subject
to withholding for income taxes, South Carolina Retirement System, F.I.C.A .,
and any other deductions the employee may authorize.

9. Concurrent Awards and Bene/fits

An employee who accepts a stipend award under these provisions may apply
for and accept a research assistantship or a teaching assistantship through
the university he/she is to attend. Recipients may receive all benefits to
which they are entitled as veterans. They may also apply for any of the various
student loans available from governmental agencies, private lending institutions,
etc. However, a recipient may not concurrently receive an educational allowance
from any other public or private source when that allowance is conditioned on
a conflicting employment obligation incurred by the recipient. To accept such
aid will result in the immediate forfeiture of the stipend. A person who
forfeits a stipend in this manner will be obligated to fulfill his/her service
commitment or make repayments to the institution under the terras of the Edu-
cational Leave Contract.

I1l1. Types of Educational Leave

Educational leave is of three general types: (1) Educational Leave for
Post-secondary Education - part-time leave (with part-time employment), without
stipend or with stipend; and full-time leave, without stipend or with stipend;
(2) Educational Leave for Work with Business or Industry - part-time leave
(with part-time employment), without stipend or with stipend; and full-time
leave, without stipend or with stipend; and (3) Agency Directed Educational
Leave for Post-secondary Education - part-time or full-time, with full salary.

1. Educational Leave for Post-secondary Education
(1) Part-time Educational Leave for Post-secondary Education. Part-

time educational leave for post-secondary education is interpreted to mean
reduction of work or duties in order that the employee may take approved courses
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in post-secondary education. The employee thus becomes a part-time employee
of the institution.

Part-time Educational Leave without Stipend. Part-time educational leave
without stipend may be granted an employee under provisions that he/she will
have a reduced workload with proportionate reduction in regular compensation
for the term of leave. The employee will fulfill duties commensurate with
the compensation, but shall receive no stipend.

Part-time Educational Leave with Stipend. Part-time educational leave
with stipend may be granted an employee under provisions that he/she have a
reduced workload with proportionate reduction in regular compensation for
the term of leave. The employee, however, may receive a stipend to cover in
part the reduction in regular compensation during the period of leave. The
part-time stipend shall be the proportionate amount of full-time stipend.

Reimbursment of Tuition. An employee who takes approved courses under
the provision of part-time educational leave, with or without stipend, may
receive reimbursement for tuition and course related fees, in total or in
part, for satisfactory completion of the courses.

(2) Full-time Educational Leave for Post-secondary Education. Full-time
educational leave without stipend is interpreted to mean non-pay status on
leave to attend a post-secondary educational institution for an approved pro-
gram of study.

Full-time Educational Leave without Stipend. Educational leave without
stipend for full-time post-secondary education may be granted for a continuous
period of not more than nine months between September 1 and June 1 in approved
courses of study that cannot be normally scheduled between June 1 and September 1
of a calendar year.

Reimbursement of Tuition. An employee in the non-pay leave status may
receive reimbursement for tuition and course related fees, in total or in
part, for satisfactory completion of approved courses.

Full-time Educational Leave with Stipend. Full-time educational leave
with stipend is interpreted to mean leave with stipend to attend full-time
a post-secondary educational institution for an approved program of study'

Post-secondary Education with Stipend. Full-time leave with stipend
may be granted for the length of a college term or terms not to exceed nine
(9) consecutive months, or a total of eighteen (I18) months within a 18 month

period.

Approved Curriculum. The recipient shall be enrolled full-time in
courses of a curriculum approved under the individual’s FSD program within
the area of his/her professional responsibility and/or courses that will
contribute to the effectiveness and efficiency of programs and/or adminis-
trative functions of the South Carolina Technical Education System.

Course Workload. The recipient shall take no less than the normal course
workload as defined by the institution he/she is attending, with the exception
of the last term in the institution during which be/she may” take as few course
hours as are necessary to complete the requirements for graduation.
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Satisfactory Academic Achievement. The recipient is expected to main-
tain satisfactory academic achievement which is interpreted to mean an academic
average of "B” or better for graduate and postgraduate work, and ”"C” for ail
other study.

Reimbursement of Tuition. |In addition to the stipend, the employee may
receive reimbursement for tuition and course related fees, in total or in
part, for satisfactory completion of approved courses.

Note. Al stipend recipients are subject to applicable restrictions set-
forth in section 11, Stipend Provisions for Educational Leave.

2. Educational Leave for Work with Business or Industry

Approved Work Program. The selection of recipients and approval of work
program shall be based upon the following objectives: (1) to provide faculty
and staff with opportunities to keep abreast of technical developments and
work requirements in business and industry, and (2) to upgrade the employee’s
competence as a technologist-educator in fulfilling the institution’s educa-
tional purposes in technical-occupational education.

(1) Part-time Educational Leave for Work with Business or Industry.
Part-time educational leave is interpreted to mean reduction of work or duties
in order that the employee may participate in an approved program of upgrading
work experience. The employee thus becomes a part-time employee of the insti-
tution.

Part-time Educational Leave without Stipend. Part-time educational leave
for work with business or industry may be granted an employee under provisions
that he/she will have a reduced workload with proportionate reduction in regu-
lar compensation for the term of leave. The employee will fulfill duties
commensurate with the compensation, but shall receive no stipend.

Part-time Educational Leave with Stipend. Part-time educational leave
for work with business or industry may be granted an employee under provisions
that he/she have a reduced workload with proportionate reduction in regular
compensation for the term of leave. The employee, however, may receive a
stipend to cover in part the reduction in regular compensation during the
period of leave. The part-time stipend shall be the proportionate amount of
full-time stipend.

(2) Full-time Educational Leave for Work with Business or Industry.
Full-time educational leave without stipend is interpreted to mean full-time
leave in order that the employee may participate in an approved program of
upgrading work experience, without stipend or with stipend.

Full-time Educational Leave without Stipend. Full-time leave without
stipend for upgrading in-service work experience with business or industry
may be approved for a continuous period of not more than nine months between
September 1 and June 1.

Pull-time Educational Leave with Stipend. Full-time leave with stipend
for work with business or industry may be granted for a continuous period of
time not to exceed nine consecutive months, or a total of eighteen (18) months
within a U8 month period.
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Note. AIll stipend recipients are subject to applicable restrictions
set forth in section 11, Stipend Provisions for Educational Leave.

3. Agency Directed Leave for Post-secondary Education

(1) Definition. Agency directed educational leave is interpreted to
mean full-time or part-time leave, specifically directed by the agency head,
with full salary, tuition, and agency approved fees, paid by the agency.

(2) Purpose. The State Board for Technical and Comprehensive Education,
as an agency of South Carolina State Government, may provide educational leave
for employees in order to develop skills and/or knowledge needed in positions
in the South Carolina technical Education System.

(3) Selection of Recipients. When it has been determined that in order
to fill a position in question it will be necessary to train a person currently
on the payroll by sending him/her to a post-secondary educational institution,
an announcement relating to the position shall be circulated at least one
month prior to the deadline for applications.

An employee wishing to be considered for the training shall submit a request
in writing prior to the cut-off date. Such submittal shall be made by the
employee through organizational channels to the President/Director of an insti-
tution or to the appropriate Division Director of the Central O ffice.

Final selection shall be made to the Central Office Leave-Stipend Committee,
subject to review and approval by the Executive Director.

(b) Request for Authorization. Agency directed educational leave shall
be approved in advance by the Budget and Control Board. A letter of Request
for Authorization shall be submitted by the Executive Director to the Budget
and Control Board for approval at least 5 days before classes are scheduled to
begin.

The Educational Leave Contract shall be completed by the applicant and
approved by the Executive Director. The original and two copies of the contract
shall accompany the request for authorization. The State Director of Personnel
shall indicate the Board’s approval by signing the contract. The original and
one copy shall be returned to the Executive Director; the remaining copy shall
be retained by the State Personnel Division.*

Note. AIll recipients of agency directed leave for post-secondary education
are subject to applicable restrictions set forth in section 11, Stipend Provision
for Educational Leave . and section I11.1. ,Educational Leave for Post-secondary
Education, above.

*These guidelines are compatible with the philosophy and intent expressed
in the document, "Educational Leave Program for Agencies of South Carolina State
Government”, adopted by the State Budget and Control Board, January 23, 1977.
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IV. Educational Leave: Employee-Employer Obligations

1. Obligation of Employee to Employer

The recipient shall be committed to serve the institution of the South
Carolina Education System for at least one and one-half months for each full
or partial month the stipend is received.

If an employee fails to return to work within 30 calendar days after com-
pleting the term of educational leave stipulated in his/her Educational Leave
Contract other than for good cause, repayment of total expenses paid by the
institution during the leave term (salary, tuition, fees, etc.) shall be paid
within 30 days. |If an employee terminates his/her employment with the institu-
tion before completing his/her obligatory services for any reason other than
for good cause, repayment of expenses paid by the institution during the leave
terms (salary, tuition, fees, etc.) shall be paid within 30 days in an amount
proportionate to the time remaining in his/her service obligation and the total
expenses paid. Good cause shall be limited to long-term disability resulting
from personal illness or injury, or illness within the immediate family (spouse
or child) which makes it necessary for the family to relocate.

The amount of the repayment shall not exceed the total expenses paid by
the institution during the leave period (salary, tuition, fee, etc.). The
institution may deduct the amount owed from checks due the employee for salary
and unused annual leave earnings.

In the event the employee is called into service by a branch of the
United States armed forces, he may complete his obligation to the instixution
upon release from the military.

2. Obligation of Employer to Employee

The institution may dismiss or suspend the employee, or cancel the leave
only for good cause. Good cause includes breach of contract, failure to meet
the social or academic standards of the post-secondary institution, or the
established standards required for all State employees.

Upon the recipient’s successful completion of his/her course of study»
the employer shall reinstate him/her to his/her former position, to a position
of like status and pay, or promote him/her to a higher position.

If, for any reason other than leave cancellation for breach of contract
or misconduct, a recipient does not complete the course of study for which the
stipend was granted, the institution shall reinstate him/her to his/her former
position or to a position of like status and pay.

3. Leave Cancellation and Standards of Conduct
Academic Standing. |If the employee fails to maintain an academic average
of "B” or better for graduate or postgraduate study, or ”C” or better for all

other study, the President or Director of the institution may cancel his/her
stipend.
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Conduct. The recipient shall be aware that he/she is a representative
of the South Carolina Technical Education System and its institutions and the
State and, as such, is responsible for the image he/she reflects. Excessive
absence, participation in campus disturbances or any other activity which
would bring discredit to the South Carolina Technical Education System and its
institutions or the State of South Carolina may result in cancellation of the
stipend and/or such other appropriate action as the misconduct may warrant.

Cancellation. Upon cancellation of the stipend, the recipient may be
either reinstated by the institution in the same or like position held at the
time the leave was granted, or discharged as appropriate.

h. Status of Stipend Recipients While on Educational Leave

Employees receiving stipends under this program shall be considered to
be on full-time educational leave with part-pay.

While in leave status, recipients shall not earn annual leave or sick
leave. Accrued annual and sick leave earnings shall be carried over until the
employee returns to work. They are, however, entitled to the normal short
student holidays observed by the institutions attended, such as Christmas and
New Year’s, spring recess, and the short period between academic sessions.

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FACULTY AND STAFF DEVELOPMENT DEFINITIONS
FOR

SOUTH CAROLINA TECHNICAL EDUCATION SYSTEM

The following definitions may be helpful when planning, implementing, conducting,
and evaluating faculty and staff development programs.

ACCOUNTABILITY: Responsibility for results of an activity, procedure, process,
or program.

ACTIVITY: A specific course of action to achieve a measurable outcome, to be
carried out within a given time span, under specific conditions; activity
connotes 7specificity” of action and results. (Activity is the term to be
used in FSD, chosen in preference to other terms that may be considered more
or less synonymous.)

ACTIVITY UNIT: A number of FSD activities separate in action but of the same kind
or type, and united under a common objective which is indicated by classifi-
cation title. (See Development Unit.)

ADMINISTRATION: The process, practices, and rationalized techniques of decision-
making, and actions employed in achieving the purposes, goals, and objectives
of the FSD program.

ALLOCATION: Funding provided a program, institution, or system for a specific
purpose.

BRIEFINGS: Planned communication programs to orient specific target groups.

BUZZ SESSIONS: Problem-solving technique involving small group discussion to
maximize individual participation. Sometimes called "Rap Sessions”.

CALENDAR FOR PLANS AND REPORTS: Deadlines for plans and reports due in the central
office of the State Board for Technical and Comprehensive Education.

COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT: Active participation by members of the community - business,
industry, agencies, schools - in the planning and/or implementing a program.

CONFERENCE: A meeting for consultation, discussion, or an interchange of opinions
and information whether of individuals or groups.

CONTINGENCY FUNDS: Budgeted funds designated for unscheduled activities and/or
expenses, but restricted to expenditures on activities commensurate with the
approved FSD plan.

COORDINATOR: An educator - administrator or instructor - responsible for the
harmonious adm inistration and operation of a program; one who is skilled in
decision-malting in processes or activities requiring leadership in interpersonal
behaviors.

COURSE: An educational unit at the high school, post-secondary or college or
university level, consisting of a series of instruction periods dealing with a
particular subject; sometimes used as synonymous with curriculum and program
to indicate a complete, progressive series of studies necessary for graduation.
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CURRICULUM:  An organized group of courses designed to meet an educational objec-
tive; sometimes used synonymously with program and course to indicate a complete
progressive series of studies necessary for graduation.

DESIGN FOR FSD PROGRAM: Arrangement of components of the program; description of
objectives and activities to achieve them, organized for communication and

promotion.

DEVELOPMENT: The actualization of the potential; advancement and enhancement of
knowledge, skills, and effectiveness.

(1) Development Program: Combination of planned activities to achieve the
objectives of development; goals, objectives, and activities of the
organization with the procedure to accomplish them.

(2) Personnel Deve]opment/ Improvement: Involves pre-service and/or in-
service educational and/or training activities to prepare or improve
personnel in their roles and responsibilities in endeavors which are
educational or educationally related.

(3) Development Unit: Inter-reiated development activities which may be
classified or categorized under one title. (See “Activity Unit”.)

DECISION-MAKING: U'ing skills necessary in understanding cause and effect relation
ships and in applying data or information to the solution of a problem or to the
determination of a course of action.

ELIGIBILITY: Qualifications necessary for participation in activity/activitiec
under FSD program; qualifications vary for the various activities.

EXPENDITURES RESTRICTIONS: FSD funds may not be used for expenditures for
institutional projects such as research, self-study, planning and evaluation
of new educational programs; or for salaries, salary increases, and fringe
benefits; or for any normal expenses common to operation of any college, e.g.
attendance at meetings which are associational and institutional rather than
instructional and individual.

FIELD EXPERIENCE: Work activity acquired by faculty and staff in a practical
situation usually off-campus in business or industry; sometimes referred to
as "life experience”.

GOAL: Non-measurable end desired and sought through means to that end; aim
accomplished by anticipation and expectation derived by ratiocination.

GUIDELINES: Statement which identified a procedure and offers required or optional
methodology and parameters for performing that procedure.

IN-SERVICE EDUCATION: Activities designed to promote personnel development and
improvement of faculty and staff while ori-the-Job or employed.

LEADERSHIP: Interpersonal behaviors which cause a group to progress satisfactorily
in achieving its goals and objectives.

LEARNING OUTCOMES: Specific changes in learner knowledge, skills, or competencies
attributed to a teaching strategy, learning activity, or directed experience.
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LEAVE: Full- or part-time off from work or duties.

(1) Educational Leave: Leave from work or duties to participate in courses
of study or in work experience.

(2) Educational Leave without Stipend: Full-time or part-time leave in an non-pay
status; such leave is approved in advance by the employee’s supervisor,
institution’s head, area commission, agency’s head, agency, State Budget
and Control Board, as appropriate.

(3) Educational Leave with Stipend: Full-time or part-time leave with stipend;
such leave is approved in advance by the employee's supervisor, institu-
tion’s head, area commission, agency’s head, agency, State Budget and
Control Board, as appropriate.

OBJECTIVE: The measurable outcome desired and striven for within a given time span,
under specific conditions; an objective may be described as a desired result or
condition, or as the establishment of a desired process or activity.

OFF-DUTY FSD ACTIVITY: FSD activity carried on by an employee without loss cf
employee's work-time, productivity, or efficiency in his/her service area.

ORIENTATION: Planned communication programs to orient target groups; use of
interpretation and fam iliarization to achieve <'.djustment or cooperation.

PERFORMANCE OBJECTIVES: Observable behaviors which a learner should be capable
of performing at conclusion of a learning activity which includes: terminal
performance; category of learning* e.g., cognitive, affective psychomotor;
conditions under which performance is carried out; and criterion of acceptab?e
performance.

POLICY: Regulations set forth through statute or action of a governing body to
establish principles basic to a chosen course of action to fulfill a mission
or purpose.

PROCEDURE: Onperational unit established for implementation of policy; a particular
course of action or way of accomplishing some objective.

PROCESS EVALUATION: Provides periodic feedback to persons responsible for conducting
programs or activities to: (I) Detect and predict defects in the procedural
design or in its implementation stages, (2) provide information for programmed
decisions, and (3) maintain a record of procedure or action as it occurred.

PROFESSIONAL EDUCATOR: One concerned with both the theoretical and practical
aspects of human endeavor in the field of education, with the application in
that endeavor of special knowledge and skills acquired by formal education or
experience or both.

PROGRAM DEVELOPMENT: (To be distinguished from "Development Program" and
"Personnel Development") Refers to improvement by addition of innovate elements
to increase effectiveness of institutional services, viz., administrative and
student personnel services, clerical, janitorial, and maintenance services.

The focus is upon the institution and not upon the individual employer.

PROPOSAL (FSD): The organized description of the activities and budget for faculty
and staff development submitted for consideration.
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SEMINAR: (1) A type of meeting in which participants are studying under a leader,
each participant being involved in discussions, exchanging of ideas, and reports;
(2) a type of formal education in which students work under leadership of an
instructor in research, discussions, and reports with the expectation of receiv-

ing academic credit.

SIMULATION: A technique which attempts to duplicate a real-life phenomena under
experimental conditions.

STATUS REPORT: Report of process and progress evaluation of an activity or program
given at some point in time for the purposes of decision-making or evaluative

judgment.

STIPEND: Funds granted for an approved activity, including, as applicable, cost

of tuition and course related fees, basic living allowance (full- or part-
pay as determined) to provide support for an individual in an approved educational
activity.

STIPEND RESTRICTIONS: If a program of study for which a stipend is awarded is
offered by one or more accredited institutions of higher learning within the State
of South Carolina and the recipient is able to gain admission to one of these,
the stipend shall be used in said institution. If not, the stipend may be used
at any accredited institution to which the recipient is able to gain admission.

STRATEGY: A plan of action to be carried out to achieve an objective; FSD activity.

SUPERVISION: A phase of administration focusing on the accomplishment of an
objective.

TECHNICAL EDUCATION: Training process in preparing technicians for employment in
occupations requiring specific knowledge and skills, scientific and mathematical

application, as distinguished from general education.

TECHNOLOGY: The science or study of the practical or industrial arts; a technologist
is one who makes or directs application of the knowledge and skills of the science

TRAINING: The development of a capability to accomplish a repetitious, step-by-
step, task; instruction to make proficient or qualified by skills for a specific

task in vocational-technical occupations;

UPDATING/UPGRADING: Supplemental or extension training or experience for the pur-
pose of increasing knowledge, skills, or proficiency in a specific subject field,
technology', or methodology.

UPGRADING STATION: Location for upgrading learning activity such as work experience
in business or industry or formal study in institutions of higher education.

VOCATIONAL EDUCATION: Education and training for employment in semi-skilled,

skilled, and some technical occupation; often hyphenated with technical, i.e.,
vocational-technical education.

SUBJECT: Relocation of Industrial Commission

In accord with Board action of June 24, | have reviewed and given
careful consideration to the offerings of space to be leased for the
Industrial Commission. Two proposals, McTeer Realty Company for Dutch
Center and The Keenan Company for Middleburg were highly competitive.
A careful analysis of the offerings has led to my selection of the
Middleburg lease as representing the best value to the State. All pro-
posals were submitted on a base requirement of 14,000 square feet of
floor space.

Keenan’s proposal for a base period of 26 months amounts to $148,680
The McTeer base is 24 months, for a total of $146,241. If the latter
period were increased to 26 months, that total would be $158,958. The
difference in the first year of occupancy is $7,500 less for the Keenan
contract, which amount will be needed to partially offset rental income
loss in the Sumter Street building.

The building site on St. Julian place is about three miles from
the State House, and the other location is about five miles from down-
town. Both locations are adequately served by a network of streets and
highways, which are heavily travelled. Parking is virtually unlimited
at both locations, although the Dutch Center location includes commercial
shops and stores on the ground level, and shoppers will share parking
with the building tenants.

In my mind there was a question about the appropriateness of placing
a quasi-judicial agency in a highly commercial environment. This was
countered, however, with questions about the Insurance Company tenants
at Middleburg.

I am highly incensed at the personal references contained in your
letter of July 15 regarding relocation of the Industrial Commission.
Several of the statements in the second paragraph on page 2 are just
not correct. In an earlier day I'd have to "ask you out" to preserve
my honor. But in this enlightened era I'll simply point out that you
are in great error in presenting your case.

The principal mistake of your letter in alleging changes in the Keenan
proposal is that you do not take into consideration a letter of June 2,
1975, signed by E. Pearce Fleming, Jr., who made the proposal for
Keenan. The letter was delivered to Mr. Paul M. McMillan, Jr.,
then Chairman of the Commission. It confirms an amendment to their
proposal which was presented to the meeting on that day, June 2.

SECTION A. ORIGIN AND AUTHORITY FOR HEALTH CARE EXTENSION PROGRAM

In his State of the State address to the General Assembly on January 16,
1973, Governor West proposed "an intensive program designed to upgrade the
delivery of family health care, particularly in those non-metropolitan areas
affected most seriously by health care deficiencies.” As a major part of this
program, he recommended'establishment in each of the State’s ten regional
planning districts of health care units comprised of physicians, paramedical
personnel and other staff required to extend services into those rural areas
now most seriously affected by existing deficiencies.” He stated that setting
up this program would require that the State Department of Health and Environmental
Control work in concert with hospital and medical organizations to provide
outreach services in the State’s less populous areas. In response to this
proposal of Governor West, the General Assembly appropriated $5,000,000 from the
State’s General Fund for the Health Care Extension Program in Section 2,
Sub-Part A, Part Il of Act 354 of 1973, subject to the proviso that the funds
would not be released until the General Assembly took appropriate action after

March 1, 1974. On July 9, 1974, Governor West signed Act 1298 of 1974 which

authorized release of the funds subject to the following provisos: “Provided,
that these funds - - - shall be spent in the planning and implementation of health
care within the policies and guidelines established by the Board - - of Health and
Environmental Control. Provided, further, that other than the expenditure of

funds by the Department of Health and Environmental Control, the funds appropriated
herein may be contracted to no other than state, regional, county or recognized

subdivisions of government for the planning and coordination of health services.”
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Modalities for implementation of this program were studied in a report by

a Task Force on Health Extension Services of the Governor’s Special Project

on Medical Education and the Provision of Health Services in South Carolina,
June 1973. In order to afford an opportunity for all interested citizens

to offer suggestions for these policies and guidelines, the Board of Health

and Environmental Control held public hearings at Florence, Columbia, Greenville,

and Walterboro in September and October 1974.
SECTION B. ALLOCATION OF FUNDS TO DISTRICTS

It is well recognized that differences exist among the ten regional
planning districts in the age and racial composition of the population, in
health needs, health manpower, health facilities, and health services, in
income, education, transportation, and customs. Considerable thought has
been given to selection of an appropriate basis for allocation of the funds
made available by the General Assembly for the Health Care Extension Program.
Suggestions were solicited at the public hearings.-

Three main factors have been mentioned prominently in the discussion
as to why certain citizens of South Carolina now receive less than
adequate health care. These are (1) rural residence, (2) low income,
and (3) insufficient primary care physicians. However, the Board will
make funds available for all health planning districts based upon the

individual merits and justification of each application.
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SECTION C. PLANNING AND COORDINATION

Act 1298 of 1974 states that the Department of Health and Environmental
Control may contract with no other than state, regional, county or recognized
subdivisions of government for the planning and coordination of health services.
In order that the Department may exercise its option for such contracts, a period
of twenty days after the approval of these policies and guidelines is allowed for
the mailing of a letter of intent to the Commissioner, Department of Health and
Environmental Control, 2600 Bull Street, Columbia, S.C., 29201 by eligible agencies
stating their willingness to contract with the Department for planning and coordi-
nation of health services provided in the Health Care Extension Program. An
additional thirty days is allowed for the mailing by the applicant agency of the
information necessary for contract negotiations.

Agencies eligible for contracts for planning and coordination of health
services include:

a. Agencies of the State of South Carolina;

b. Regional agencies of government including regional councils of government
established in accordance with Section 14-343, S.C. Code, and Article VII,
Section 15 of the South Carolina Constitution, regional health services districts,
and district health departments;

c. Agencies of counties;

d. Agencies of recognized subdivisions of government, such as municipalities,
townships, and special service districts.

In the districts for which a satisfactory contract for planning for coordination
cannot be negotiated with another agency, the functions of planning and coordination

will be the responsibility of the District Health Director and his staff.

XJ<e Governor’s Office for Health and Social Development, and the Department
of Health and Environmental Control will arrange conjointly for:

Technical assistance to district comprehensive health planning advisory

bodU-fl and/or the D istrict Health Director and applicant agencies, on request;

b. Cooperation with district comprehensive health planning advisory bodies
and/ot the District Health Director or other applicants in evaluating the progress

of the program in their area in terms of:

(1) Process - such as how many patients are seen, what problems identified,
what treatments administered, etc.

(2) Product or impact on the health status of the population - such as
changes in mortality rates and morbidity rates, absenteeism from school

and work, ability of people to care for themselves
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(3) Professional rfcview'of the quality of services provided; and
(4) Assistance in obtaining personnel.

Where need is demonstrated, funds will be made available to eligible agencies
who submit proposals acceptable to the Board of Health and Environmental Control
for the planning and coordination of health care extension services within the
district.

Letters of notification of intent expressing willingness to contract with
the Department for planning and coordination of health care extension services
should include name and address of applicant organization, georgraphic area for
which it proposes to perform planning and coordination, a summary of what the
agency proposes to do in conformity with these guidelines, the estimated date by
which the applicant expects to file the information necessary for contract negotiation,
and the name, title and telephone number of the person submitting the notification.

Information’necessary for negotiation of a contract with an eligible agency
for planning and coordination of health care extension services includes the
following:

1. Name, address and telephone number of applicant organization and its
chief executive officer;

2. Name and title (and telephone number, if different) of the person who
will be actively responsible for the overall conduct, direction, and supervision
of the contract activities, with a curriculum vitae of that individual’s career
and training;

3. Name and qualifications of other personnel immediately available to the
applicant for employment in the planning and coordination of health care extension
services;

4. Name and title (and address, if different) of the individual authorized
to receive funds for the applicant organization;

5. Assurance that the applicant will comply with Title VI of the Civil

Rights Act of 1964 (PL 88-352) and Part 80 of Title 45, Code of Federal Regulations,
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which forbid discrimination on the grounds of race, color, or national origin;

6. A budget showing the amount of contract funds to be used for personal
services, equipment, and other costs during the fiscal year ending June 30, 1975,
Under personal services, the budget will include the name of each position to be
filled, with the annual salary rate, the number of months budgeted, the percentage
of the individual’s time to be used in contract work, and the total amount of
funds needed for each position. Fringe benefits may be included as a percentage
of the subtotal for personal services provided that a full explanation is provided
of the nature and percentage or amount of each fringe benefit. Equipment to be
included in the budget must have each category listed separately with the rental
or purchase cost of each item given. Because of the uncertain duration of the
program, it is advisable that equipment be rented until June 30, 1975, preferably
with a proviso that the rental may be applied on purchase if purchase becomes
preferable. Any equipment purchased will become the property of the Department
of Health and Environmental Control upon termination of the contract if it has
useful life remaining and will be delivered by the contractee to the nearest office
of the Department at that time. Other budget items such as Supplies, Travel, Rental
of office space, Communications, and Consultant services must be separately
identified with the anticipated amount of contract funds to be used for each. The
budget should be accompanied with a justification for specific items or categories
for which the need is not self-evident. The justification should clearly demonstrate
that the items are essential to the achievement of the planning and coordination
functions and procedures.

7. A statement of other resources available to the applicant which it plans
to use in the planning and coordination of health care extension services in its
geographic area;

8. A brief summary of the methods and procedures which the applicant agency

will use in planning and coordinating health care extension services. This will
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include the preparation of implementation plans as subsequently defined herein.
It should also include the names of provider and consumer agencies with which the
applicant agency will coordinate plans.

A copy of the letter of intent and of the contract information should be
forwarded to the district comprehensive health planning agency with a request
that it be reviewed and comments forwarded to the Commissioner of the Department
of Health and Environmental Control as soon as possible.

The Department may request additional information from the applicant agency
during the process of contract negotiation. The Board will review comments from
the district comprehensive health planning agency along with information provided
by the applicant. It must be understood that reimbursement of agencies with which
contracts are negotiated for planning and coordination must be done following the
submission of statements of services rendered and articles used in the planning

and coordination of health care extension services.
SECTION D. IMPLEMENTATION PLANS

The initial responsibility of a planning and coordination agency (hereafter
referred to as a P & C agency) will be to develop an implementation plan for the
health care extension program for its assigned area. The plan for supplementation
of existing health services in the area may consist of several separate projects
which may be submitted separately to the district comprehensive health planning
agency for comment and to the Board of Health and Environmental Control for
approval. Project proposals should be submitted as rapidly as they can be

completed so that services can begin as soon as possible.
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Implementation project proposals shall conform with the following guidelines:
A Definition of Ta-rget Area and Population: Each proposal shall indicate one
or more defined geographic areas in which health services are most deficient in
the district and it is feasible to provide extended health services. Priority
should be given to underserved rural areas and urban poverty areas. The population
to be served must be identified and the proposed location of services so as to make
them readily available to the target population in the shortage area included.

B. Other Funds Available: Each proposal shall indicate what funds other than
State funds appropriated for Health Care Extension will be available to the project,
including payments by users with the proposed patient financial participation plan,
reimbursement by sponsors, and grants from other sources.

C. Services: In addition to services provided by physicians, para-medical
personnel, and other staff required to extend health services, the following
services being considered highly desirable, the proposal shall define the degree
and manner in which they are included:

1. Intake: Description of the way in which initial contact will be made
with users and recorded along with registration up-date procedures;

2. A continuing patient service record system, preferably problem-oriented;

3. Health Assessment: Information as to who will perform the assessments,
what laboratory, x-ray, and other diagnostic tests will be performed, and how the
assessment will contribute to initiation of required treatment and planning for
future care;

4. Family Health Care: Centering of focus on the entire family as a group
of related individuals with related health problems, including possible scheduling
of visits by several members of the family at the same time;

5. Team Approach: Formation of one or more health care teams composed of
health care workers with varying degrees of training so that simpler problems can

be cared for by personnel with lesser but adequate training while the more complex

29
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6. Referral: A complete description of the project’s referral system,
Including plans for financing for those services which cannot be provided by
project staff, must accompany the proposal;

7. Outreach: Educational and counselling services extended into the
defined area of service to ascertain unmet health care needs, to inform persons
with unmet needs of the availability of care, to counsel or assist such persons
in overcoming financial and other barriers which prevent their receipt of care,
and to inform persons in the community of hygienic practices and how to manage
with disabilities;

8. Home Health Services: Home health services delivered by staff employed
in the project or by the Department of Health and Environmental Control;

D. Phases: The project proposal shall indicate the steps or phases, if any,

by which it vrill be brought into implementation.

E. Physical Facilities: The proposal shall indicate the physical facilities

to be used and describe the means by which they will be provided and maintained.

F. Personnel: The proposal shall list the personnel to be employed with
identification and definition, if necessary, of each position to be filled, along
with indication of the method and level of remuneration and an estimate of the

date at which employment will begin. Positions for which personnel are immediately
available will be indicated by asterisk, or other means. If personnel are to be
employed on a fee-for-service basis, the nature of the basis of payment should be
included in each case, such as the rate per hour, usual and customary fee, reasonable
fee, etc. The amount of travel reimbursement anticipated for each person expected

to travel in the extension of health services will be budgeted. Travel reimbursements
will be at the official State rate of 14c a mile for use of a personal vehicle and
subsistence payments in accordance with the Regulations for Reimbursement for Travel
and Subsistence Expenses adopted by the Budget and Control Board on July 23, 1974.

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6. Referral: A complete description of the project’s referral system,
Including plans for financing for those services which cannot be provided by
project staff, must accompany the proposal;

budget for fringe benefits for employees.
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G. Remainder of Budget : Tr]:e budget should also list the amount expected to
be expended for each of the following expenditure classifications: Telegraph
and Telephone; Repairs of Buildings and Equipment; Printing, Binding, and
Advertising; Water, Heat, Light, and Power; Professional and Other Fees; Food;
Fuel; Office Supplies; Janitorial Supplies; Medical Supplies and Drugs; Educational
Supplies; Motor Vehicle Supplies; Postage; Data Processing Supplies; Rent of
Buildings; Rent of Data Processing Equipment; Rent of Other Equipment; Office
Equipment; Medical Equipment; Motor Vehicles and Equipment; Educational Equipment;
Data Processing Equipment; Prosthetic Appliances; In-Service Training; and any
other expenditure classification deemed essential in the implementation of a
Health Care Extension project.
H. Coordination with Other Community Services: Proposals shall describe specific
mechanisms, if any, for coordination with health-related community services such
as environmental control, mental health, agricultural extension, housing, education,
employment security, social services, vocational rehabilitation, alcohol and drug
abuse control, transportation, etc.
l. Consumer Participation: Proposals shall include provisions for assuring that
the arrangements for organizing and delivering services meet and respond to the needs
and desires of the population to be served. Documentation of representative consumer
participation in the planning process is required.
J. Integration of Services: Proposals shall provide for effective integration
between the services to be provided under the project and other health services
available to persons in the area, especially in connection with the Family Practice
Residency Training Programs wherever possible and with Emergency Medical Services,
in order that health care delivery may be increasingly comprehensive, continuous,
and coordinated.

In preparation of proposals, the P & C agency shall coordinate with the county

medical societies, district health agencies, community hospitals, comprehensive



family health agencies, other interested provider and user groups, and other
district planning organizations. Documentation of this coordination is required.
K Evaluation: AIl proposals must provide for cooperation with the distiict
comprehensive health planning agency and/or the D istrict Health Director, the
Department of Health and Environmental Control, and the Health Policy and

Planning Council in whatever procedures are deemed necessary for project and program
evaluation. The proposal should indicate what data is to be collected for
evaluation and how it will be collected. Where possible, provisions should be
made for collection of baseline as well as project and post-project data. The
data collected should contribute to evaluation in terms of both process and impact.
L. Conditional Expenditures: Plans proposing expenditures for construction or
purchase of buildings, nursing home care, inpatient hospital care, dental care,
transportation, or improvements of rented buildings which will add to their value
to the owner must submit more detailed plans and documentation of why such
expenditures will provide the greatest benefits to the underserved population of
the district in proportion to the amount of the expenditures.

M. Narrative: Project proposals shall include a narrative indicating in what
ways and to what extent they meet the standards and criteria set forth herein,
along with budget estimates for the period ending June 30, 1975, including therein
an indication of the respective roles of State-appropriated funds for Health

Care Extension and of other sources of funds. (The availability of other sources
of funds which would contribute to the long-range feasibility of the proposal

must be stressed since there is no assurance of continuing legislative appropriations

for the Health Care Extension Program.)

SECTION E. EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS IN ACCORDANCE WITH APPROVED IMPLEMENTATION PLANS
Act 1298 of 1974 provides that funds appropriated for the Health Care Extension
Program “may be contracted to no other than state, regional, county or recognized

subdivisions of government for the planning and coordination of health services”
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and the only other permissible use of the funds "in the planning and implementation
of health care within' the policies and guidelines established by the Board of —
Health and Environmental Control” is "the expenditure of funds by the Department of
Health and Environmental Control". This means that expenditures for implementation
of project proposals other than for planning and coordination of health services
must be made directly by the Department of Health and Environmental Control in
accordance with State law and applicable regulations.

In each district, there is a D istrict Health Director responsible to the
Commissioner of the Department of Health and Environmental Control and, through
the Commissioner, to the Board of Health and Environmental Control. The D istrict
Health Director is delegated authority by the Commissioner to coordinate the
implementation of public health and environmental activities in the district within
the framework and lim itations established by State laws and departmental rules,
regulations, policies, procedures, standards, evaluation criteria, goals and
objectives. Within this framework, D istrict Directors adjust programs and services
to meet community needs in the district and collaborate with and obtain assistance
from all related agencies, official and voluntary, in the district. The District
Director is responsible to the Commissioner for carrying out administrative functions
and maintaining program standards as approved by the appropriate Deputy Commissioner
in accordance with official State plans. Deputy Commissioners are responsible
for and have been delegated authority for program definition (standards, objectives,
and evaluations) including policy and procedure guidelines and the provision of
consultative and supportive services. Because of its nature, responsibility for
departmental implementation and management of the Health Care Extension Pregram
rests in the District O ffice.

Insofar as implementation by the Department of Health and Environmental Control
of proposals for implementation submitted by P & C agencies and approved by the

Board of Health and Environmental Control is concerned, all necessary actions shall

be initiated by the D istrict Health Director and the D istrict staff. This will
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include employment of personnel through the required procedures of the State
Personnel Classification and Compensation Plan, submission of travel expense
vouchers, and preparation of purchase requisitions and direct expenditure or
personal service vouchers. Implementation will be coordinated with the P &C
agency toward the goal of this program which is to develop segments of the
Health Care Delivery System through innovative Health Care Extension projects

in each of the ten regional districts.

A traveler on official business will exercise the sane care in incurring
expenses and accomplishing an assignment that a prudent person would exercise if
traveling on personal business. Excess coses, circuitous routes, delays cr luxury
accommodations unnecessary or unjustified in the performance of an assignment are
not considered acceptable as exercising prudence. Travel by commercial airlines
will be accomplished in coach cr tourist class, except where exigencies require
otherwise. Transportation to and from points of arrival and departure will te ac-
complished by the most economical method. ’

It is the duty and responsibility of the respective department heads to in-
eturc compliance with these regulations.

DEFINITIONS

The only plartning district in which more than one agency is
requesting funds for planning and coordination is Appalachia. The other
agencies which submitted Letters of Intent have either confined their
Interest to specific projects or have withdrawn their letter with one
exception, an application received just prior to the meeting and too
late for inclusion in the summary listing, Dr. Dantzler stated. Information
on this application, from the Pee Dee Regional Health Services District,
was distributed by Dr. Dantzler who explained this group was not requesting
funds for planning and coordination as they had a specific project in mind
for which they had submitted an implementation plan.

In response to Mr. Hyatt's letter of May 15, you probably need
some additional information. My reference to the making of commitments
referred to equipment, upgrading of facilities and personnel. | attach
a copy of my Administrator's letter to Mr. Seigler requesting clarifica -
tion of why bills we submitted were turned down when we followed the
criteria established for use of these funds to the best of our ability,

| want to hasten to say that | am not critical of Cecil Seigler,
Indeed, he is one of the more helpful people on your staff. | am only
saying that policies have been changing. Either the Board or members
of your staff have altered the rules of the game and, consequently, made
it almost impossible for us to know which way to jump.

In regard to the computer equipment, Mr. Hyatt is correct in his
assumption that | am all too painfully aware of these policies. W have
been delayed for eleven months thus far in implementing our program because
of policies being enforced by people who have little idea of the concepts
involved.

We have not signed any contract to purchase the computer terminals
included in our project proposal; therefore, in a legal sense, there is
not a commitment. However, following the allocation of $100,000 by the
Board, we met with our Primary Health Care Council and verbally committed
funds for this purpose since we believed these were vital to coordination
of health care in the Charleston area.

If the Board feels the funds should only be spent for personnel and
supplies rather than for items such as terminals or construction of buildings
or hospitals, | can understand and accept and will endeavor to secure other
funds to fu Ifill our commitment. The matter is not important enough to ask
the Board to make special concessions to us or use funds for other than
direct services since that is the purpose for which the funds were originally
intended.

We do not ask to be treated any differently than any other area
of the State. We only ask that consistent policies and guidelines be
established and we be given fle xibility to operate within those guide- -
lines.

We had ordered equipment for clinics in Dorchester County and
are updating facilities in Berkeley County. Bills and requests for
payment of these costs have been sidetracked in Columbia. We do wish for
these commitments to be honored. We have several physicians and nurses
to whom we have made job commitments. | will attempt to secure other funds

for these positions, if possible.

Beyond this point, we will not proceed with the project until
such time as we know the rules of the game and know to whom we will be
required to relate on your staff. At that time, we will be in a position
to determine whether the money and requirements will hinder or help the
implementation of the project.

The South Carolina General Assembly passed Act 250, which amended Act 330 of
1965 during its recent session, relating to pistols so as to further define
"pistols™; to provide for the issuance of licenses to dealers; to increase penal-
ties for violation of the Act; and to provide for pistol purchase permits. Section
6 of this bill states that the South Carolina Law Enforcement Division shall grant
a license to any person doing business in the State not ineligible to purchase,
acquire, or possess a pistol or can be licensed as a dealer under the provisions
of this Act. License shall be issued on a form furnished by the South Carolina
Law Enforcement Division and be effective for two years from the date of issuance.

It should be noted that prior to this amendment of Act 330, the Clerks of
Court were empowered to issue such licenses.

The new Act further reflects in Section 6 (D) that the fee for issuance of
such license shall be $100.00. It should also be noted that the writer finds no
verbiage that would say specifically to whom the $100.00 fee would be paid. How-
ever, in assisting in the drafting of this new Act, we were asked how much it would
cost us to administer these new amendments. Our study reflected that it would cost
approximately $50.00 per year, per licensed gun dealer in order to accommodate the
cost, some of which will be further discussed in the following numbered paragraphs.

The new act generally describes certain administrative and investigative
requirements to be performed by the South Carolina Law Enforcement Division.

1. Licenses shall be issued on a form furnished by the South Carolina
Law Enforcement Division.
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Page 2

2. To accommodate No. 1, it will be necessary to author and furnish an
application form to be utilized by those persons desiring to become
licensed gun dealers.

3. Section 6 (C) says that a record shall be made of every pistol sold
on a firearms transaction record form. This of course necessitates
the drafting of such a form and in a quantity to allow for an orig-
inal and two copies for every pistol sold. We have no statistics
that will accurately reflect the number of pistols sold in South
Carolina each year.

4. Postage becomes a cost factor when dealing with approximately 3,500
known federally licensed gun dealers in South Carolina.

5. The law further states that no person shall be allowed to purchase

more than one pistol in any thirty day period. This will require
SLED to set up a voluminous "tickler system"™ to insure compliance
with this portion of the statute. It is somewhat an after-the-fact

investigation.

The writer feels that we are unable to give an exact number of personnel or
operating expense cost without some history. It is felt that a two year period of
involvement would furnish us the necessary history to forecast expenditures in this
area.

SLED would suggest that if the Budget and Control Board would allow us to
notify licensed gun dealers that all approved licensees be required to utter a
check or money order in the amount of $100.00 made payable to the South Carolina
Law Enforcement Division; these monies would be appropiately accounted for using
procedure to be approved by the State Auditor and used to enforce this Act and to
pay those expenses incurred both administrative and enforcement wise.

An Act regulating private detectives and security guards came into effect on
January 1, 1974, and such an arrangement as noted in the previous paragraph has
been approved. The Division would suggest that if you approve the $100.00 amount
as noted in previous paragraphs, it would utilize persons already assigned plus
additional persons to be assigned to the Regulatory Section of SLED to perform all
regulatory activities. This would allow for both clerical and enforcement people
to perform several jobs of regulatory responsibility. We feel that this would
cut the operation cost of trying to select persons to perform only given responsi-
bility of a given statute.

The Attorney General's office has advised the Division that persons who
possess license to sell pistols can continue to do so until the expiration date
of that license. However, dealers whose license expire after June 17, 1975, are
in violation if they sell any "pistols" without first obtaining a license through
the South Carolina Law Enforcement Division. You might well imagine the number of
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inquires we are receiving from those persons whose licenses are expiring and those
who desire to become legal pistol dealers.

SLED had designed and is ready to produce the necessary forms as described in
previous paragraphs, but is unable to go forward with this responsibility until
monies are authorized or until the Division is authorized to spend monies from its
appropiation for the enforcement of this Act. We would be fearful of utilizing
1975-76 appropiated monies in this area because it would necessitate expenditures
that were unplanned and cause us problems in carrying out our assigned missions
for which we requested appropiations. Therefore, the South Carolina Law Enforce-
ment Division would request that the Budget and Control Board allow South Carolina
Law Enforcement Division to receive $100.00 for the issuance of each pistol
dealer's license following the guide lines as prescribed in Act 250 in 1975.

Please call on us if further information is needed or desired, for it is our
desire to work with you in all matters of mutual concern.

An Act To Amend Act 330 Of 1965, As Amended, Relating
To Pistols, So As To Further Define “Pistols”; To Provide For
The Issuance Of Licenses To Dealers; To Increase Penalties
For Violation Of The Act And To Provide For Pistol Purchaser
Permits.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of Act 330 of 1965 is amended by striking
item (a) and inserting:

“(a) ‘Pistol’ means any firearm designed to expel a projectile and
designed to be fired from the hand, but shall not include any firearm
generally recognized or classified as an antique, curiosity, or collec-
tor’s item, or any that does not fire fixed cartridges.”

SECTION 2. Section 2 of Act 330 of 1965 is amended by adding
items (g) and (h) which shall read:

“(g) The term ‘Division’ shall mean the State Law Enforcement
Division.

(h) The term ‘purchase’ shall mean to knowingly buy, offer to
buy, receive, lease, rent, barter or exchange.”

SECTION 3. Section 6 of Act 330 of 1965 is amended by striking
it and inserting:

“Section 6. The Division shall grant a license to any person
doing business in the State not ineligible to purchase, acquire or
possess a pistol or be licensed as a dealer under the provisions of this
act. Licenses shall be issued on a form furnished by the Division
and be effective for two years from the date of issuance. Licensees
shall be authorized to sell pistols at retail as dealers within this State
subject to the following conditions, for breach of any of which the
license shall be forfeited:

(a) The license or a copy thereof, authenticated by the issuing
authority, shall at all times and places of sale be available for inspec-
tion or displayed where it can easily be read.

(b) No pistol shall knowingly be sold in violation of any pro-
vision of this act nor shall any pistol be sold without clear evidence
as to the identity of the purchaser being furnished to the dealer.

(c) A true record shall be made of every pistol sold on a firearm
transaction record form. The firearm transaction record form which
shall be furnished by the Division shall be signed by the purchaser
and by the dealer effecting the sale, each in the presence of the other
and shall contain such information as may be required by the Division.
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A separate firearm transaction form shall be completed for each pistol
sold, a copy of which must be submitted to the Division as provided in
Section 5A. The dealer shall retain the records for a period of three
years from the date of sale or transfer to which the records relate.

(d) The fee for issuance of such licenses shall be one hundred
dollars.

(e) Each applicant for a license shall post with the Division a
bond in favor of the State with surety in the amount of ten thousand
dollars. No bond shall be accepted for filing unless it is with a
surety company authorized to do business in this State and condi-
tioned that the principal named therein shall not do any act meriting
suspension or revocation of his license under provisions of this act.
In lieu of a bond, a cash deposit or a deposit of other securities
acceptable to the Division of a value of ten thousand dollars shall
be accepted. Any person aggrieved by any act of the principal
nt med in such bond may in an action against the principal or surety
therein, or both, recover damages. The aggregate liability of the
surety for all breaches of the conditions of the bond shall, in no
event, exceed the amount of such bond. The surety on the bond
shall have the right to cancel such bond giving thirty days’ notice
to the Division and thereafter shall be relieved of liability for any
breach of condition after the effective date of the cancellation.

(fi A breach of any of the above conditions or violations of any
provisions of this act by a dealer, or the giving of false information
by a licensee on an application for purchase or transfer shall result
in forfeiture of license, but the licensee shall be entitled to reasonable
notice and proper hearing in the circuit court of the county in which
he is licensed.”

SECTION 4. Section 9 of Act 330 of 1965 is amended by striking
it and inserting:

“Section 9. Any person including a dealer violating any of the
provisions of this act shall be deemed guilty of a felony and upon
conviction shall be fined not more than two thousand dollars or be
imprisoned for not more than two years, or both.

When a violation occurs within a municipality the fines collected
shall be delivered to the municipality by the clerk of court. If the
violation occurs outside a municipality, the fines shall be delivered
to the count}- treasurer.

Any person convicted of violating the provisions of this act, in
addition to the penalty provided herein, shall have the pistol involved
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in such violation confiscated. Notwithstanding any other provisions
of law. such pistol shall be delivered to the chief of police of the
municipality or to the sheriff of the county, if the violation occurred
outside the corporate limits of a municipality. The law enforcement
agencies that receive the confiscated pistols shall use them within
their department, transfer them to another law enforcement agency
or destroy them. Records shall be kept of all confiscated pistols
received by the law enforcement agencies under the provisions of
this act.”

SECTION 5. Act 330 of 1965 is amended by adding Section 5A
which shall read:

“Section 5A. Prior to the purchase of a pistol, the purchaser
shall complete an application in triplicate in the presence of the dealer.
The application to be furnished by the Division shall contain the
applicant’s (1) name; (2) residence and business address; (3) date
and place of birth; (4) social security number; (5) South Carolina
driver’s license number or South Carolina Highway Department
Identification Card Number; (6) physical description; (7) finger-
print card and photograph of applicant if applicant does not have
items (4) and (5); (8) a signed sworn statement by the applicant
that he is not within any classification set forth in items (a), (b),
(c) or (d) of Section 4 of this act, and that he has not purchased a
pistol within the previous thirty days; (9) the signatures of applicant
and the dealer; (10) and such other personal identifying information
as may be required by the Division.

No person shall be allowed to purchase a pistol from a dealer unless
he has fully completed the application.

No person shall be allowed to purchase more than one pistol on
each application and no person shall be allowed to purchase more
than one pistol during each thirty-day period; provided, however, that
a person whose pistol is stolen or irretrievably lost and who feels
that it is essential that he immediately purchase a pistol may obtain
a special permit which will enable him to purchase a pistol upon his
sworn affidavit to the chief of police or his designated agent of the
municipality in which the applicant resides or if the applicant resides
outside the corporate limits of a municipality to the sheriff or his
designated agent of the county in which the applicant resides citing
these facts and reasons why he cannot wait for a thirty-day period
to purchase a pistol. The special permit shall contain such informa-
tion as required by the Division and shall be on a form furnished by
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the Division. The issuing officer shall retain a copy of the permit
and forward a copy to the Division.

No person shall be allowed to purchase a pistol from a dealer
unless he is a resident of the State of South Carolina. For the pur-
pose of this act. the possession of a valid South Carolina driver’s
license or South Carolina Highway Department ldentification Card
shall constitute proof of residency.

Upon proper completion of the application the dealer shall submit
the original application to the Division, retain a copy for his records,
and give a copy to the applicant upon his purchase of a pistol. The
application to be submitted to the Division must be accompanied by a
firearm transaction record properly completed by the purchaser and
the dealer.”

SECTION 6. This act shall take effect upon approval by the
Governor.

An Act To Amend Act 330 Of 1965, As Amended, Relating To
Pistols And Other Handguns Of Inferior Quality, So As To
Make It A Misdemeanor For Pistol Dealers To Possess Such
Weapons, And To Provide For The Forfeiture Of Any Such
Weapon Possessed Or Sold By Such Dealers.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION 1. Section 6 A of Act 330 of 1965, as added by Act 419
of 1973, is amended by striking it in its entirety and inserting the
following:

“Section 6A. No licensed retail dealer shall possess in his place
of business or sell any pistol or other handgun which has a die-cast
frame or receiver which melts at a temperature of less than eight
hundred degrees farenheit.

Any pistol or other handgun possessed or sold in violation of this
act is declared to be contraband and shall be forfeited to the State.
Such weapons shall be destroyed by the State Law Enforcement
Division upon order of the circuit court or other court of competent
jurisdiction issued upon petition of the Division in a proceeding which
may be ex parte if the whereabouts of the owner of such weapon is
unknown, but which shall be upon ten days notice to the owner thereof
if his whereabouts is known.”

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon approval by the
Governor.
