b. Unauthorized caregivers, R. Gilbert and S. Weatherford, were missing a fingerprint
review from the State Law Enforcement Division (SLED) and Federal Bureau of
Investigation (FBI).

DSS Regulation Number 114-503 K(2)(a) To be employed by or to provide
teacher/caregiver services at a child care facility, a person shall first undergo a State
fingerprint review from the State Law Enforcement Division (SLED).

c. Ungualified caregivers, R. Gilbert and S. Weatherford, were missing verification
education.

DSS Regulation Number 114-503 K(4)(a)(ii) A teacher/caregiver who began
employment in a licensed or approved child care center in South Carolina after June
30, 1994, must have at least a high school diploma or General Educational
Development Certificate (GED) and at least six months experience as a
teacher/caregiver in a licensed or approved child care facility. However, a
teacher/caregiver who is prevented from obtaining a high school diploma or GED
because of a disability, and who otherwise is qualified to perform the essential
functions of the position of teacher/caregiver, must have at least a high school
Certificate of Completion and at least six months experience as a teacher/caregiver
in a licensed or approved child care facility. If a teacher/caregiver does not meet the
experience requirements, the teacher/caregiver must be directly supervised for six
months by a staff person with at least one-year experience as a teacher/caregiver in
a licensed or approved child care facility. Within six months of being employed, a
teacher/caregiver must have six clock hours of training in child growth and
development and early childhood education or shall continue to be under the direct
supervision of a teacher/caregiver who has at least one year of experience as a
teacher/caregiver in a licensed or approved child care facility.
