Haley
says Toomey has provided
hope for people who suffer
from addictions and their
families. She says his ac­
complishments include
expanding treatment ser­
vices for people addicted to
opioid prescription painkill­
ers. Sara Goldsby, a consult­
ant for the agency, will
serve as acting director.
Toomey's work in state gov­
ernment dates back to 1974.
He was interim director of
the state's Medicaid agency
in 2003. Before that, he was
director of the Retirement
Systems, deputy director of
the Budget and Control
Board, and a Department of
Mental Health deputy com­
missioner. He previously
worked as a researcher for

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'Where we've never gone'
Graham, others in
GOP blast Trump

COLUMBIA ­ Donald Trump
handily won South Carolina's
Republican primary, and the
state is solidly red, all but cer­
tain to go into his column in the
general election.
But both of the state's U.S.

senators, both Republicans, are
criticizing the GOP presidential
nominee's treatment of the par­
ents of a decorated Muslim
Army captain killed in Iraq,
with one saying Trump is
treacherously wading into an
area previously untouched in
politics: criticism of the fam­
ilies of fallen soldiers.
"This is going to a place

where we've never gone be­
fore, to push back against the
families of the fallen," U.S.
Sen. Lindsey Graham told The
Associated Press on Monday.
"There used to be some things
that were sacred in American
politics ­ that you don't do ­
like criticizing the parents of a

fallen soldier even if they criti­
cize you."
For the past several days,

Trump has been in a war of
words with the parents of Capt.
Humayun Khan, who was
killed by a suicide bomber in
2004. At last week's Democrat­
ic National Convention, his fa­
ther, Khizr Khan, criticized
Trump's proposal to tempora­
rily ban Muslims from enter­
ing the country.
Trump has responded by

lashing out at Khan, implying
that his wife, who stood beside
him at the podium, didn't speak
because, as a Muslim woman,
she wasn't permitted to do so.
In the days since, the Khans

have made the rounds on televi­
sion, saying on CNN's "State of the
Union" program Sunday that
Trump "is a black soul" and calling
on congressional GOP leaders to
repudiate Trump's comments.
In statements released Sun­

day, Senate Majority Leader

Mitch McConnell and House
Speaker Paul Ryan condemned
any criticism of Muslim Amer­
icans who serve their country
and rejected the idea of a Mus­
lim travel ban ­ an idea pro­
posed by Trump earlier in the
campaign. But neither state­
ment mentioned Trump by
name or repudiated him.
"The problem is, 'unaccept­

able' doesn't even begin to de­
scribe it," Graham said further, of
Trump's handling of the situation.
The former presidential contend­
er has said he'll support neither
the billionaire businessman nor
Hillary Clinton in November.
Tim Scott, South Carolina's

junior senator, initially support­
ed Marco Rubio's presidential
bid, ultimately reluctantly say­
ing he would support the party's
eventual nominee. Contacted

Never
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by AP on Monday, Scott
said Gold Star families
like the Khans "de­
serve our utmost re­
spect and admiration."
Not mentioning

Trump by name, Scott
went on to seemingly
characterize the entire
kerfuffle as a distrac­
tion from the general
election, on which he
said Republicans
needed to hone in, now.
"Heading into

November, our par­
ty must have a laser

focus on the issues
that will defeat Hil­
lary Clinton. Peri­
od," Scott said.
Rep. Mark San­

ford said in a state­
ment that Trump's
"seemingly never
ending parade of in­
sults needs to stop,
and the person to lead
that effort will be Mr.
Trump himself."
Sanford said

while Trump's com­
ments draw media

attention that was
useful to his candi­
dacy when the field
was crowded with
17 candidates, they
don't win the inde­
pendent voter who
he says it essential
in a two­way con­
test. He said the
comments are im­
pacting efforts to
bring party faithful
together.
"It is Mr. Trump

who is making unifi­
cation of the party

difficult," Sanford
said. "Each new alter­
cation brings with it
more concern from
the voters I speak
with on why unifica­
tion around him is
growing more and
more difficult ..."

Gov. Nikki Haley
said the Kahn fam­
ily has standing "to
say whatever they
want in the political
process and should
not face criticism."
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
