Nikki Randhawa Haley was re-elected as the 116th Governor of South Carolina by the largest margin of victory for a 
South Carolina gubernatorial candidate in 24 years. She is the first female and the first minority governor in South 
Carolina history and currently the youngest governor in the country. Under her leadership, South Carolina’s jobless 
rate hit record lows, the state announced more than 73,000 jobs in 45 of 46 counties, more than 30,000 South 
Carolinians moved from welfare to work, and the state made its largest infrastructure investment in a generation 
without raising taxes. Governor Haley and her husband Michael, a Captain in the Army National Guard have two 
children, Rena, 17, and Nalin, 14.
