Eli.  It’s a very special place. 

  

It’s funny, I saw the assignment of Governor Haley to the UN and thought to reach out to you 

immediately.  Yup, this is right up my alley.  The UN will essentially pay for the private school 

education of the kids but we will need to be sure they’re placed in a school where they can 

thrive (and also where they will not be crucified for their affiliation to Trump.  There have been 

grief counselings and “safe spaces” in many of the private schools, and all of them are excusing 

absences for students to go and protest and march against Trump.
