Dept. of Corrections: Safe and Reasonable Operating Capacity (Regular #1)

The Board was advised that, in accord with Code Section 24-3-2050 and the
Nelson Consent Decree, the Department of Corrections has certified that the safe
and reasonable operating capacity of its facilities as of October 1, 1990, is 14,655.

This 320-bed increase from 14,335 certified July 1, 1990, is a result of the
following:

The Department had noted that capacities reflected for the Blue Ridge,
Campbell, Lower Savannah, Palmer, Givens Youth, Greenwood, Northside, Aiken
Youth, Goodman, Stevenson, Walden, Wateree River, and Women’s Center
minimum security facilities are those mandated by the bedspace requirements of
the Nelson Consent Decree by January 8, 1990.
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The Department had stressed, however, that, although the bedspace
reductions are listed in the Department’s certified capacity, the actual inmate
counts at those facilities will not be reduced inasmuch as plaintiff’s counsel and
departmental officials are continuing negotiations to waive and/or modify these
minimum security bedspace requirements. The most recent compromise agreement
would enable the Department to save approximately 458 minimum security beds
should it be adopted by the parties.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Senator Waddell, the Board,
in accord with Code Section 24-3-2050 and the Nelson Consent Decree, certified
14,655 as the safe and reasonable operating capacity of the facilities of the
Department of Corrections as of October 1, 1990.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and is
identified as Exhibit 9.

State Education Assistance Authority: Ceiling Allocation Extension (Reg #2)

On July 16, 1990, the Board allocated $25,000,000 of the State Ceiling on
the issuance of private activity bonds to the State Education Assistance Authority
and agreed that, at September 30, any unused balance of the State Ceiling would
be allocated to the Authority for the balance of its $53,000,000 request.

On September 30, the tentative allocation of $28,000,000 was executed as
authorized by the Board.

The Board was advised that the $25,000,000 allocation of July 16 expires on
October 14, 1990. The Authority projected an issue date for the $53,000,000
bonds in November.

The Authority requested that the Board, in accord with the provision of
Code Section 1-11-560 (C), extend for 31 days the period in which the ceiling
allocation for the referenced private activity bonds is valid. If the extension is
granted, the ceiling allocation would be valid through November 14, 1990.

Upon a motion by Mr. Morris, seconded by Senator Waddell, the Board, in
accord with the provision of Code Section 1-11-560 (C), extended for 31 days
(through November 14, 1990) the period in which the $25,000,000 ceiling
allocation to the State Education Assistance Authority is valid.
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Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and is
identified as Exhibit 10.

Budget Division: Projected Deficit, Department of Social Services (Reg #3)

DSS Commissioner James Solomon and Deputy Commissioner Barry Dowd,
along with Commission Chairman Reverend David E. Landholt and Commission
member Betty Davenport and Senator Verne Smith, appeared before the Board on
this matter.

The Budget Division advised that the Department of Social Services has
indicated that additional funds are needed for Specialized Residential Treatment
services for in-state and out-of-state providers. The total projected costs for
451 children for 1990-91 is $10,694,551. |If the DSS funding level of $2,029,662
(state) and the cost share participation from the six sister agencies remain
constant, DSS projects a deficit of $6,089,078 (state) for the fiscal year.

The Emotionally Disturbed Children’s Program provides a mechanism to
purchase specialized residential treatment resources through private placement
when no public program exists in SC to serve particular children in need. The
program provides residential treatment and social services to children who are
unable to live in family home situations or in community based group care facilities
due to their severe emotional/behavioral problems.

DSS requested (a) a supplemental appropriation or (b) that it be allowed to
operate at a deficit in the Treatment of Emotionally Disturbed Children state
appropriation account.

The Division recommended that, in accord with Proviso 129.6, the Board
recognize the projected deficit and require DSS to develop a plan for managing
the deficit. The Division advised that it does not appear that DSS can absorb
this deficit.

At the meeting Mr. Solomon distributed a five-page document outlining the
problem faced by the Department relating to the deficit resulting from required
residential placements of children with severe emotional and/or behavioral
problems.

In response to Governor Campbell, Mr. Solomon advised that DSS is
required by the State’s family courts to place the children in the treatment
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He advised that the Department projects that an additional 183 children will come
into care for residential placement during the October 1990 - June 1991 period.
Of those 183 children, 168 are expected to be placed in-state and 15 placed out-
of-state.

Mr. Solomon advised that a total of 451 children are expected to be in
residential care by June 30, 1991, at a total projected cost of $10,694,551. Of the
$10,694,551 total, $2,029,000 will be paid by DSS, $1,249,962 federal, and
$1,326,511 cost share from other agencies, leaving a projected deficit of
$6,089,078.

Mr. Solomon advised that DSS is working with the Health and Human
Services Finance Commission to try to get Medicaid match for certain of the
children who are in placement. The HHSFC Board is scheduled to discuss this
proposal at its October meeting.

In response to Governor Campbell, Mr. Solomon advised that the children
are being placed in-state in high management group homes, therapeutic foster
homes, regular foster homes, and in facilities for long-term psychiatric care.
Where there are no appropriate facilities in-state, the children are placed out-of-
state.

Mr. Solomon advised Governor Campbell that the children are placed in the
custody of DSS by the courts. He noted that DSS does all it can to recover costs
from parents, but often resources are not available. Governor Campbell asked
for a report on the recovery of costs from parents of children who are placed in
residential care. He emphasized that the ultimate responsibility for the children
rests with their original parents.

Mr. Solomon reiterated the Department’s request that any end-of-year
surplus funds go to reduce its deficit. He noted that DSS, with its sister
agencies, is trying to address the problem by the following:

1. Establish a unit at the Department of Mental Health to serve children
who have been adjudicated as delinquent but who are exhibiting mental/emotional/
behavior problems. Funding could be Medicaid with State funds being for the
Medicaid match. Unit could accommodate 11 children.
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2. Establish two high management group homes at an annual cost of $45,000
per child for 5-7 children to divert them from the institutional level of placement.

3. Establish a rate-setting body to negotiate and establish appropriate
rates for various programs and levels of care. Program with approved rates
should be exempted from the Procurement Code.

4. HHSFC is requesting federal approval to begin Medicaid coverage of
residential treatment services in Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare
(JCAH) on October 1, 1990, or as early as possible after that date. DSS is
discussing the feasibility of identifying Medicaid eligible activities in facilities not
JCAH approved and developing a method of charging those activities to the
Medicaid program.

5. Early identification of severely emotionally disturbed children and
preventive intervention.

Governor Campbell observed that children who are at the Department of
Youth Services who have been adjudicated as delinquent but who are exhibiting
psychiatric problems will have to go to Mental Health or other places or the State
will be sued. He stressed that the State has to take immediate action to remove
them from Youth Services as that agency is not set up to care for those children.

Mr. Solomon, in response to Mr. Morris, advised that these children are
referred by the courts. He noted that some of them may be classified as
delinquent but they have emotional problems and Youth Services is not the
appropriate place for them.

Governor Campbell again stressed that this situation needs to be addressed
very quickly. He noted that some of the children are dangerous and must be
placed in the proper setting. He said that, when the proper setting is found for
these children, he wants the families to be the primary ones responsible to the
best of their abilities.

Mr. Patterson asked if some of the children are considered to be in the
temporary custody of DSS and expect to return to normal activity. Ms. Dowd
advised that the children usually exhibit such dire behavior and emotional
problems that they are not able to return to homes without extended treatment,
usually over a period of eighteen months to two years.

In response to questions from Governor Campbell and Mr. Patterson about
the growing number of children in residential care, Ms. Dowd advised that the
children’s problems are becoming more and more severe. She also cited the lack
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of a family and/or community support system, the lack of appropriate services in
the community, and the lack of early identification. She observed that there was
a 20% increase in the number of children in foster care last year and noted that
the increase is a national trend. Mr. Solomon also cited the early exposure to
drug use as cause for many of the children’s problems.

Mr. Solomon observed that DSS strongly recommends preventive activities.
He noted that the problems are easier to deal with at an earlier age, and said that
we will have to do more with prevention.

Governor Campbell asked if there are patterns in families where families
have two or more children with severe problems. He asked for a report on how
many there are and what action is being taken against those parents.

In response to Mr. Boan, Ms. Dowd advised that many of the children come
into DSS care because of neglect and abuse.

Senator Waddell observed that the figures presented today do not reflect an
additional 300+ beds for those children in the continuum care program.

Mr. Morris asked what legal means the Department has to deal with unfit
parents. Mr. Solomon advised that, in most case, the treatment plan developed
involves treatment for the entire family and that family members are required by
court order to participate in the treatment. He said DSS coordinates with other
agencies to implement activities for early intervention in families that are
dysfunctional as a means to try to keep those families together. He further noted
that DYS and Mental Health have a family preservation program in the Greenville
area to provide treatment in the family setting.

Mr. Solomon stressed that DSS is looking at ail possible solutions to try to
get a handle on the problem and to try to slow the rate of the increase in the
number of children placed in residential treatment.

Senator Waddell observed that some children have been bounced from one
place to another, and ultimately end up in CCI or a state mental institution.

Ms. Dowd observed that 268 children are a portion of about 4,800 children
the Department has in its care at one time. She observed that the needs of the
children with emotional and/or behavioral problems who have been placed in
residential facilities are far beyond what can be provided by foster homes.
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She said that the first choice would be for the children to remain in their own
homes, with placement in a foster home the second choice. She said that the
children who have been placed in residential care have problems that have been
recognized by professionals, such as psychiatrists, who say those children must
be placed in a very restricted structure for therapeutic treatment over a long
term period.

Mr. Solomon noted that other states have established a body to negotiate
and set appropriate rates for the various programs and levels of care. He said
the negotiated rates are usually significantly lower than the going market rate.

Following this discussion, the Board received as information a report that,
in accord with Proviso 129.6, the Department of Social Services has asked the
Board to recognize officially the necessity for a $6,089,078 deficit in the DSS
Treatment of Emotionally Disturbed Children state appropriation account; and
require DSS to develop a plan for managing the deficit to be monitored by the
State Budget Division.

The Department of Consumer Affairs requested an exemption to Regulation
19-101.14 so that it could provide a lunch to members of the Georgia Office of
Consumer Affairs and Department staff during a joint South Carolina/Georgia
staff training session. Approximately 25-30 Department staff and approximately
15-20 members of the Georgia Office of Consumer Affairs will attend the meeting.

The training seminar will be held at a local hotel from 2:00 p.m. until 5:00
p.m. on Monday, October 29, and from 9:00 a.m. until 5:30 p.m. on Tuesday,
October 30. On Wednesday, October 31, the session will be held at the
Department of Consumer Affairs.

To make the best use of the limited training time available, the Department
proposed to provide a lunch meeting on Tuesday, October 30, in an effort to keep
the training sessions focused and to avoid having approximately 40 persons
trying to obtain meals at local restaurants during a limited time period.

Dr. Coles advised that he had met with attorneys and representatives of
the Comptroller General’s Office for over two hours to try to determine exactly
how this exemption could be handled. He advised that the agency can have the
lunch catered, and pay that contractual amount for the participants from out of
state. He further advised that employees of the Department of Consumer Affairs
would have to pay for their meals, then be reimbursed for that cost.

Mr. Patterson expressed the hope that this exemption would not set a
precedent.

Mr. Hamm noted that his travel budget had been severely cut, and that he
had been as creative as possible to manage within his funding capability. He
predicted that other agencies would be proposing similar alternatives in the
future.

Upon a motion by Senator Waddell, seconded by Mr. Morris, the Board
approved the Department of Consumer Affairs request for an exemption from the
requirement of Regulation 19-101.14 to permit that Department to provide a lunch
to members of the Georgia Office of Consumer Affairs and Department staff
during a joint South Carolina/Georgia staff training session October 29-31, 1990.

Upon a motion by Senator Waddell, seconded by Mr. Morris, the Board
approved the addition of 45.25 full-time-equivalent positions to the 1990-91
authorized FTE position base, as recommended by the Joint Legislative Committee
on Personal Service Financing and Budgeting.

General Services: Land Acquisition, College of Charleston (Regular #6)

Division Director Richard W. Kelly appeared before the Board on this
matter.

The Division recommended approval of a College of Charleston request to
purchase 0.10 acres of land with a single family dwelling at 4 Glebe Street in
Charleston.

The property has been targeted for acquisition since the 1970s, but has
become available only recently. It will be maintained as apartments until funds
are available to remove the structure to a nearby parking area for renovation as
faculty offices. The lot then will be developed as a front yard for 6 Glebe Street
which is owned by the College.

The appraised value of the property is $240,000. The owner, Edith H.
Tuten, has agreed to sell for $200,000 to offset the estimated cost of $38,000 for
removal of asbestos insulation materials.

Property Management has reviewed the appraisal and the environmental
study and approves of their use in granting the request. This project, H15-
9516, has been approved by the Commission on Higher Education and reviewed
favorably by the Joint Bond Review Committee. The source of funds for the
project is excess debt service funds.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Mr. Morris, the Board
approved the College of Charleston request to purchase 0.10 acres of land with a
single family dwelling at 4 Glebe Street in Charleston for $200,000 excess debt
service funds, project H15-9516.
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Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and is
identified as Exhibit 14.

General Services: Land Acquisition, Mental Retardation (Regular #7)

Division Director Richard W. Kelly appeared before the Board on this
matter.

The Division recommended approval of a Department of Mental Retardation
request to purchase approximately 0.69 acres in Clarendon County to build an 8-
bed community residence.

The appraised value of the property is $11,700, and the seller, Wallace
Realty, has agreed to sell for that price. The environmental study indicated no
hazardous conditions on the site. Property Management has reviewed the
appraisal and the environmental study and approves of their use in granting the
request.

The Board was asked to approve the land acquisition and the related
construction project for a total cost of $310,000 excess debt service funds. This
project, J16-9593, has been reviewed favorably by the Joint Bond Review
Committee.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Senator Waddell, the Board
approved the Department of Mental Retardation request to purchase 0.69 acres in
Clarendon County for $11,700, and approved the related construction project,
J16-9593, for a total cost of $310,000 excess debt service funds.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and is
identified as Exhibit 15.

General Services: Land Acquisition, Wildlife &Marine Resources (Regular #8)

Division Director Richard W. Kelly appeared before the Board on this
matter.

The Division recommended approval of the following Wildlife and Marine
Resources Department requests to purchase land, both of which have been
reviewed favorably by the Joint Bond Review Committee:

(a) Kershaw County: 5.5 acres to be added to the existing Savage Bay
Heritage Preserve (project P24-9597) to serve as a buffer to the existing
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Preserve and to help protect two species of concern, Georgia Bear Grass and
Pond Spice.

The property has been appraised at $9,900; the seller, Linnie H. Rodgers,
has agreed to sell for that price. A Level Il Environmental Study indicated no
hazardous conditions on the site. Property Management has reviewed the
appraisal and the environmental study and approves of their use in granting this
request.

The Department will use Heritage Land Trust funds to purchase the
property.

(b) Marion County: Approximately 887 acres to be added to the existing
Dargan Heritage Preserve (P24-9590). This parcel harbors an endangered plant
species, Sarvis Holly, and helps protect the flood plain on one side of the Little
Pee Dee River. With this addition, the Preserve size would be doubled.

The property has been appraised at $374,000; the seller, E. E. Dargan,
has agreed to sell at that price. The environmental study indicated no hazardous
conditions on site. Property Management has reviewed the appraisal and the
environmental study and approves of their use in granting the request.

The Department will use Heritage Land Trust Funds to purchase the
property.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Mr. Morris, the Board
approved the following Wildlife and Marine Resources Department requests to
purchase land using Heritage Land Trust Funds, both of which have been
reviewed favorably by the Joint Bond Review Committee:

(a) Kershaw County: 5.5 acres to be added to the existing Savage Bay
Heritage Preserve (project P24-9597) for $9,900; and

(b)  Marion County: Approximately 887 acres to be added to the existing
Dargan Heritage Preserve (project P24-9590) $374,000.

Hurricane Hugo Bond Authorization Request (Regular #10)

Division Director Richard W. Kelly appeared before the Board on this

m atter.

The Board was advised that the 1990-91 Appropriations Act, Part IllI,
Section 6 authorizes the Board to issue general obligation debt in the form of a
promissory note for purposes including State Agency - Hugo Related Capital
Improvements in the amount of $3,000,000. The funds authorized for these
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capital improvements must be apportioned by the Board, after review by the Joint
Bond Review Committee, according to priority need.

On September 25, the Bond Committee approved an additional allocation of
$800,000 from the Hurricane Hugo bond authorization to the Wildlife and Marine
Resources Department to restore the Fort Johnson Administration Building that
had been damaged by Hurricane Hugo.

On September 12, the Board approved an allocation of $450,000 for that
project. Since then, the Department has determined that it will cost a total of
$1,286,000 to restore the building to its pre-Hugo condition.

The Bond Committee approved the request with the understanding that any
amounts received from FEMA and insurance settlements would be used to reduce
the allocation requested.

Upon a motion by Senator Waddell, seconded by Mr. Patterson, the Board
allocated $800,000 from bond funds authorized for State Agency - Hugo Related
Capital Improvements to the Wildlife and Marine Resources Department for
restoration of the Fort Johnson Administration Building, on the condition that any
amounts received from FEMA and insurance settlements are to be used to reduce
the allocation.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and is

identified as Exhibit 18.

General Svcs: Bond Contingency Revolving Fund Transfer (Regular #11)
Division Director Richard W. Kelly appeared before the Board on this

matter.

Section 129.51 of the 1990-91 Appropriations Act provides that, after
review by the Joint Bond Review Committee, the Board may transfer to the Bond
Contingency Revolving Fund any capital improvement bond project balances

determined not to be useable or needed.
The Division advised that the State Development Board has determined that

$301.58 in capital improvement bond funds are no longer needed. That amount is
the balance of a geological repository account used when the Geological Survey
was part of the Development Board.
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On September 25, the Bond Committee had reviewed favorably the transfer
of these funds to the Bond Contingency Revolving Fund.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Senator Waddell, the Board,
in accord with the provisions of Section 129.51 of the 1990-91 Appropriations Act,
approved the transfer of $301.58 of capital improvement bond funds from the
State Development Board geological repository account to the Bond Contingency
Revolving Fund.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and is
identified as Exhibit 19.

General Services: Capital Improvement Bond Requests (Regular #12)

Division Director Richard W. Kelly appeared before the Board on this
matter.

The Division advised that capital improvement bond requests have been
submitted by State agencies as a part of the Overall Permanent Improvement Plan
(OPIP). Board staff will provide information on the bond requests to the Board
according to the following schedule:

At the meeting, Mr. Kelly advised that alternate dates of December 13 and
14 had been recommended by Governor Campbell’s staff.
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Mr. Patterson suggested that the Board ask staff to develop strict
guidelines on what projects will be considered such as establishing some threshold
for projects.

Governor Campbell suggested that, in developing such guidelines, staff
look at what we have to do in the State with bonds. He observed that, while we
have to build prisons, a number of prisons have been authorized for which
construction has not yet begun. He said he wants to take a closer look at what
has been authorized in comparison to the proposed construction schedule.

Governor Campbell also asked that staff look at what needs are immediate.
He noted that, this year, the Department of Youth Services needs are immediate
because a lawsuit is imminent. He said there will be those types of urgent items
that are of a crisis nature.

He reiterated that staff should rate the project requests on (1) what must
be done now; (2) what has to go over a period of time; and (3) what would be nice
to do but is not on the crisis list.

Mr. Kelly advised that Division staff will meet with senior Board staff to
establish the criteria to rate the projects.

Governor Campbell emphasized a need to know where the crises are rather
than hearing about projects that would be nice to do or projects that are needed
but not yet at a crisis stage. He observed that the Board will be dealing with the
crisis stage projects up front, and that will limit flexibility in addressing other
project requests.

Mr. Kelly advised that he would verify Board members’ schedules for the
proposed agency hearings on December 13 and 14.

Governor Campbell directed staff to advise agencies that, once projects
conform to the established criteria, only those projects will be presented in the
hearings. He noted that there is no need to include projects in the hearing
schedule that cannot be included in the Board’s recommendation.

Following this discussion, the Board received as information the proposed
schedule relating to capital improvement bond fund requests; agreed tentatively
to meet on December 13 and 14 to hear agency presentations relating to requests
for capital improvement bond funds; and directed staff to develop strict criteria
to determine which requests will be presented in those hearings.
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Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and is
identified as Exhibit 20.

Human Resource Mgmt: Mental Health Educational Leave/Tuition Support (R13)

The Division recommended approval of a Department of Mental Health
request to extend for three years its educational leave and tuition support
program for Mental Health employees to participate in the Associate Degree in
Nursing (ADN) program at technical college campuses statewide.

In March of 1987, the Board approved this program for a three-year
period. Similar programs for licensed practical nurses had been approved in 1978
and 1982.

The Division advised that the Department continues to experience a
shortage of nurses, and this program serves as one tool to relieve staffing
problems.

A copy of the educational program contract for training was furnished in
the agenda materials.

Upon a motion by Mr. Morris, seconded by Mr. Patterson, the Board
approved a three-year extension of the Department of Mental Health educational
leave and tuition support program for Mental Health employees to participate in
the Associate Degree in Nursing (ADN) program at technical college campuses
statewide.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and is

identified as Exhibit 21.

Insurance Svcs: Medical Professional Liability Reinsurance Renewal (R#14)

Division Director James Bennett appeared before the Board on this matter.

The Division recommended that the Board approve the renewal of the
Medical Professional Liability Reinsurance Contract.

Under the proposed contract, reinsurance applies both to doctors’ claims
and to hospital claims. The Insurance Reserve Fund’s retention is reduced from
$250,000 per claim to $200,000 per claim, and the aggregate limit per doctor no
longer applies. The reinsurance rate on doctors remains 35% and the rate on
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hospitals is 15% The application of these rates to 1990-91 premiums will produce
an annual reinsurance program very close to $1.9 million.
This $1.9 million is an increase of $300,000 over the $1.6 million rate for
1989-90, with the following significant changes:
reduced the Insurance Reserve Fund exposure on doctor losses from
$250,000 to $200,000

reduced the Insurance Reserve Fund exposure on hospital losses
from $500,000 to $200,000

reduced rates by 3osince there is no need for a premium for the
layer of exposure between $200,000 and $250,000 (this reduces the
premium by about $260,000 - $280,000 and nearly offsets the increase

in the reinsurance premium).

expanded the program to include hospitals, reducing the Fund’s
exposure to large loss

For this reinsurance, the London broker is Bernard Wickham and the US
broker is Wood & Co. of Atlanta. Further details were provided in the agenda
materials.

Upon a motion by Senator Waddell, seconded by Mr. Patterson, the Board
approved the renewal of the medical professional liability reinsurance contract for

1991.

Section 11-11-420 of the South Carolina Code of Laws limits
the growth of permanent state funded full-time equivalent (FTE)
positions. The Joint Legislative Committee on Personal Service
Financing & Budgeting was instrumental in the passage of this
legislation which was put in place to insure against rampant growth
in the state government work force.

A disturbing trend over the last several years has been the
narrowing gap between the certified state FTE position base and the
state FTE position limitation. For FY 91/92 the allowable growth
in state FTE positions is only 2,049.44, and the agency requests
for new state FTE positions for FY 91/92 total 2,655.11. We have
now reached a critical stage in the allocation of FTE positions.

Recent actions of the General Assembly with respect to the
Appropriation Act have decreased state funds available to agencies
for personal services. Vacancy factor cuts and personal services
reductions have diverted funds to mandated programs. Thus, the
relationship between personal service funds and FTE positions has
eroded. It is time that state FTE position allocations move back
in line with the allocation of personal service funds.

In keeping with the Committee's desire, | am requesting that

you review your agency's allocation of vacant FTE positions as
itemized on the attached detail and determine those FTE positions

that may be eliminated. At the same time my staff will be working
with the Budget & Control Board to review agency budgets and
recommend abolition of needless FTE positions. Please forward your
recommendations no later than November 1, 1990.

The Department notes that capacities reflected for the Blue Ridge, Campbell,
Lower Savannah, Palmer, Givens Youth, Greenwood, Northside, Aiken Youth,
Goodman, Stevenson, Walden, Wateree River, and Women’s Center minimum
security facilities are those mandated by the bedspace requirements of the Nelson
Consent Decree by January 8, 1990.

However, the Department stresses that, although the bedspace reductions are
listed in the Department’s certified capacity, the actual inmate counts at those
facilities will not be reduced inasmuch as plaintiff’s counsel and departmental
officials are continuing negotiations to waive and/or modify these minimum
security bedspace requirements. The most recent compromise agreement would
enable the Department to save approximately 458 minimum security beds should it
be adopted by the parties.

BOARD ACTION REQUESTED:

In accord with Code Section 24-3-2050 and the Nelson Consent Decree, certify
14,655 as the safe and reasonable operating capacity of the facilities of the
Department of Corrections as of October 1, 1990.

Special Need Placements

The Department of Social Services has been under increasing
pressure to place children in its custody who have emotional/
behavioral problems in facilities and/or programs where the
child's needs can be more adequately attended. This need has
been doubling each year for the past four years. In FY 1987-88,
48 children were placed at a cost of $476,626. In FY 1988-89, 99
children were placed at a cost of $1,436,888. This past year (FY
1989-90), the Department made 211 such placements at a cost of
$4,237,942. Forty-six of the 211 placements were in out-of-state
facilities and 165 were in-state in private programs.

The contracted cost for these 211 children was $4,237,942 with
six other agencies committing $1,093,434 toward this amount. The
six agencies sharing in this cost were: Children's Case
Resolution System (9 cases for $79,679), Department of Education
(28 cases for $191,040), Continuum of Care (49 <cases for
$359,613), Department of Mental Health (41 cases for $353,327),
Department of Mental Retardation (16 cases for $83,117), and the
Department of Youth Services (13 <cases for $26,658). The
remainder was funded by the Department of Social Services from
the $1,029,662 of State funds appropriated for this program and
the deficit of $1,200,000 was funded from other areas in the
Agency. These other funds are not available in FY 1990-1991.

A further dilemma for the Department is the fact that 163 of
these children remain in placement in FY 1990-91 for a total cost
of $6,189,668.

If the number of <children needing a higher level of care
continues to increase at the current rate, an additional 288
children will be placed in FY 1990-91 at a cost of $4,504,883.
The total projected <costs for these 451 <children will be
$10,694,551 for Fiscal Year 1990-1991.

If the funding level in the Department of Social Services remains
at the current level of $2,029,000 and cost share participation
from sister agencies also remains at the same amount as reflected
above, then the Department of Social Services will have a
projected deficit in State funds for Fiscal Year 1990-1991 of
$6,089,078.

Current and Future Initiatives
to Address the Special Needs Population

The Department has been working with staff from other agencies
evaluating the needs of these children and their required level of
care. In addition, we are utilizing non-state funds when available
from the child’s own income as well as federal funds. The following
initiatives are additional steps we are taking to assist in dealing
with the problems of the special needs populations.

1. Establishment of a unit at the Department of Mental Health to
serve children who have been adjudicated as delinquent, but who
are exhibiting mental/emotional/behavior problems. No date has
been established, but funding could be Medicaid with State funds
being required for the Medicaid match. This unit could
accommodate 11 children.

2. Establishment of two High Management Group Homes at an annual
cost of $45,000 per child for 5 to 7 children to divert them from
an institutional level of placement.

3. Establishment of a rate setting body to negotiate and establish
appropriate rates for the various programs and levels of care.
The programs with approved rates should be made exempt under the
procurement code. This will require action by the Budget and
Control Board and/or Legislature.

4. The State Health and Human Service Finance Commission is
requesting Federal approval to begin Medicaid coverage of
Residential Treatment Services in Joint Commission on
Accreditation of Healthcare (JCAH) facilities on
October 1, 1990, or as early as possible after that date. We are
discussing the feasibility of identifying Medicaid eligible
activities in facilities not JCAH approved and developing a
method of charging those activities to the Medicaid program. The
primary issue here is that these activities are also provided
by the private sector on an out patient basis which could
eventually inflate the cost for these activities. This could be
beneficial as a preventive service to help maintain children in

their own homes, and/or will allow services to be provided to
begin treatment before the situation deteriorates to the point
where out-of-home placement will be required.

If approved, the Medicaid funding would provide $1,872,750 in
coverage for 33 children with $1,359,242 Federal and $513,508
State match for Fiscal Year 1990-1991. If other Medicaid
eligible activities can be covered, an additional cost reduction

would occur.

As evidence accumulates that the current systems of care are
unable to provide for the needs of the State’s severely
emotionally disturbed children, it becomes increasingly important
to identify these children early and to prevent or ameliorate the
effects of the emotional disturbance. Preventive interventions
are likely to be cost effective and relieve individual families
and society of great suffering, as well as expense.

Primary prevention efforts include training manuals to help
instruct parents in child management techniques, educational
video tapes for inexperienced mothers and parent education
groups. In school settings primary prevention efforts include
alcohol and sex education programs in elementary schools, mental
health consultation to teachers, head start and pre-school child
development programs. Finally in primary prevention access to
adequate health care, housing and financial support services has
clearly demonstrated the preventive nature of these most basic
programs.

Secondary prevention efforts for children who have begun to show
signs of behavioral difficulties have been implemented in both
home and school settings as pilot programs in various sections of
the country. Parents have been taught to use behavioral methods
to modify a range of behaviors in their children at home, and one
of the most extensively researched school based secondary
prevention programs is the Primary Mental Health Project. This
program was developed to remediate children’s problems in the
primary grades, a goal based on observations that early school
problems frequently persist over time and lead to severe mental
health problems later in life.

Preventive efforts alone cannot eliminate emotional problems in
children and adolescence. Even the most effective intervention
will not reduce child abuse, teen pregnancy, drug use or arrests
to zero; yet the reductions can be significant.

There are no quick fixes, but if we continue to focus all our

efforts on children after severe damage has been done, we will
have no alternative but to continue increasing expenditures in
residential care--the most expensive end of the service system.

NOTE: A few out-of-state providers are willing to establish a
program in South Carolina to serve these types of children. One
of these programs offers a central evaluation and treatment
center for 24 to 36 children with the children moving into a
group home setting once they are stabilized and advance to that
level. In order to bring either of these programs in-state,
these private non-profit organizations require funding to
reimburse for their start-up costs of approximately $600,000 to
$750,000. The ongoing care costs would be approximately $47,530
per child per year.

The 1990-91 General Appropriations Act contains some amendments
that we would like to make you aware of.

Section 129.11.A. was amended to increase the meal allowance to
actual costs not to exceed $20 per day for in-state meals and $32
per day for out of state meals. The Budget and Control Board has
revised the per meal maximums as follows:

In State Out of State
Breakfast $4.00 $7.00
Lunch $6.00 $9.00
Dinner $10.00 $16.00

In addition, the minimum population requirement of 250,000 has
been removed.

Section 129.11.) was amended to increase the mileage allowance
to 24.5 cents when a personal vehicle is wused instead of a
reasonably available state vehicle and 25.5 cents otherwise.
Also, the proviso now directs the use of self-service pumps when
fueling state-owned vehicles at commercial facilities.

The Budget and Control Board has amended two regulations which
are listed below:

19-101.09 Parking fees for state-owned and privately
owned vehicles are reimbursable upon presentation of
a paid receipt. No reimbursement shall be made to oper
ators of state-owned vehicles who must pay fines for

moving or non-moving violations.

19-101.14 Employees required by their agency head, as a part
of their official duties, to attend statewide, regional, or
district meetings within the area in which the employee is
headquartered, may receive reimbursement for the cost of
meals served at such meetings. At least 75% of those
attending the meeting must be employees of other agencies
or outside organizations. Meetings of boards, commissions,
and comm ittees are not considered statewide, regional, or

district meetings.

If the cost of the meal exceeds the state allowance,
receipts must be provided in order to receive reimbursement.
In the event an agency makes reimbursement to an employee of
another agency, the employee's home agency will be notified
of the transaction Dby the agency making the reimbursement.

Samples were shipped in a cooled container with chain-of*custody transshipment documentation,
via overnight express to General Engineering Laboratories (GEL) of Charleston, S.C. The samples
were analyzed for volatile organic compounds (by EPA Method 8240) and semi-volatile organic
compounds (by EPA Method 8270). A copy of the laboratory report is included in the appendix.
No volatile or semi-volatile organic compounds were detected.

CONCLUSIONS

The following are pertinent conclusions of the ground-water sampling and analysis

program:

0 uppermost ground-water was encountered at a depth of approximately 7 feet
below land surface;

0 the physical appearance of the samples, and measurements of indicator
parameters were not suggestive of ground-water contamination; and

0 no volatile or semi-volatile organic compounds were detected in ground-water

samples from the well.

Results indicate that shallow ground-water does not appear to have been impacted by the
potential leakage of contents from drums located west of the tract boundaries. No further
assessment of the Savage Bay Addition Il tract is recommended. It would be advisable, however,
to have the owner of the adjacent tract remove the drums for proper disposal, to preclude any

future releases.

water damage.

In March 1990, an increase of $500,000 IPTAY funds was added to the project to repair the
south stands. Clemson reported at that time, they would need to increase the project again
as soon as additional funds were available to complete the north stands, the west end zone
and handicapped seating area. They are now increasing the project to a total of
$1,500,000 by adding an additional $900,000 of IPTAY funds.

The Department of Mental Health continues to experience a shortage of registered nurses.
This program will provide the opportunity for mental health specialists and licensed
practical nurses (LPN) to become registered nurses and is seen as a significant effort to
increase and retain the number of registered nurses in the Department.

The ADN Program is a twenty-one (21) month program. Participating employees are
released from work twenty (20) hours per week to attend classes. Employees are paid for
full-time work while completing the program and their tuition is paid by the Department.

On January 12, 1982, the Budget and Control Board approved a request by
the South Carolina Department of Mental Health to grant special
educational leave and tuition support for employees to participate in the
Associate Degree in Nursing Program through the SouthCarolina Technical
Education System. This approval wasgranted on the condition that the
program be periodically reviewed by the Budget and Control Board and
renewals would be granted if the sponsorship program proved successful.

This information is in response to your letter of June 15, 1990 in
which you requested additional information regarding the S. C. Department of
Mental Health's request for continuation for special education leave and
tuition-aid for employees to participate in the Associate Degree Nursing
(ADN) Program at Midlands Technical College.

This program was initiated in 1978 and provides an opportunity for
Mental Health Specialists and Licensed Practical Nurses to become registered
nurses. There are currently twenty seven (27) candidates being sponsored by
the department.

The average salary of the employees currently enrolled in the ADN
program is $1,414.33 per month. As these employees are released twenty
hours (one half-time) per week to attend classes, the SCDVH will pay $707.17
per month for class time. The ADN program is a twenty-one (21) month
program which will place the SCDMHs salary contribution per employee at a
total of $14,850.57. Adding the cost of total program tuition of $1,750.00,
this brings the total cost to the SCDVH per student to $16,600.57.

The Directors of Nursing, in each of the eight facilities participating
in this program, maintain overwhelming endorsement for continuing the

sponsorship of the ADN tuition-aid program. During the period of this
report (Winter quarter *86 - Spring quarter 90), twenty eight (28) employees
have completed the program with twenty two (22) of these still employed by
the department. This is a retention rate of 79%. In a previous report

(February 18, 1987) we had retained fifty of the sixty-seven graduates since
the program was initiated in 1978 for that nine year period.

As with other health care agencies in the state, the Department of
Mental Health is continuing to experience a desperate shortage of registered

nurses. According to projections from the Division of Research and
Statistical Services, State Budget and Control Board, by 1993 there will be
a deficit of RNs in the HSA Il area of 450. This program is seen as a

significant effort on our part to increase and retain the numbers of
registered nurses in our facilities.

This program provides an opportunity for Mental Health Specialists and
Licensed Practical Nurses, most of whom are minorities, females, and
heads-of households, to achieve upward mobility through one of the few
career ladders in the department.

The SCDWVH views this program as a very sound investment as evidenced
by the retention rate of the graduates. The majority of our graduates would
have never achieved this professional status, which affords them not only
the increase in income, but advancement and fle xibility in their chosen

careers.

I hope this information is wuseful to you in your consideration of our
request to continue offering the ADN tuition-aid program. A copy of the
contract utilized by the department is attached. |If | can be of any further

assistance or provide any additional information deemed necessary, please
let me know.

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EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM CONTRACT FOR TRAINING AT MIDLANDS TECHNICAL COLLEGE

This Agreement is made this day of , between
, hereinafter called the Trainee and

_____ > a Facility of the South Carolina
Department of Mental Health, hereinafter called the Facility.

The Facility will approve the Trainee for participation in an approved
accredited course of study known as the Associate Degree in Nursing Program,
hereinafter referred to as the Educational Program at Midlands Technical
College, subject to the following conditions.

1. The Educational Program w ill commence and is
projected for completion and will result in the
granting of an ADN degree.

2. The Trainee shall continue to work in the sponsoring Facility
during the Educational Program and owe the work obligation of this
contract to the sponsoring Facility.

3. The Trainee shall during participation in the Educational Program
continue to work in an assignment consistent with approved position
classification and the needs of the Facility.

4. The Trainee shall be required to work at least 40 hours biweekly on a
schedule consistent with Facility needs. When the Trainee is not in
classes due to breaks or holidays peculiar to the Educational Program,
the Trainee shall be required to work full time.

Trainees who are less than full-tim e students (full-tim e being 12 hours
or more per quarter) due to the exemption of courses, etc., must work a
proportionate amount more than 40 hours biweekly, i.e., nine credit
hours equals 25% less than full-tim e, requiring 25% additional hours of
work above 40 hours biweekly (50 hours of work biweekly).

5. The Trainee shall during participation in the Educational Program
continue to receive full salary and all fringe benefits.

6. Other than reduced working hours, the Trainee shall be subject to all
normal requirements and conditions of employment with the Department.
The Trainee shall also be subject to all requirements and standards
imposed by the Educational Program for other students in that program.

7. The Trainee shall and hereby does authorize the Educational Program to
release and provide to the Facility any information requested by it
concerning the Trainee's status and progress in the Educational Program.

8. The Facility shall pay the Trainee's tuition expenses, not to exceed
$1,750.00 total program costs. Reasonable fee increases by Midlands
Technical College will be assumed by the Facility if the Trainee is

The Facility will pay for only those courses required by the approved
program of study. Any non-required elective course, taken by the
employee, shall not be charged to the Facility.

The Trainee shall provide the Director of Nursing of the sponsoring
Facility a copy of his/her course schedule and/or registration form
prior to beginning classes of each and every term.

The Trainee shall provide the Director of Nursing of the Facility a
copy of his/her course grades immediately following each and every
school term.

Trainees who drop or withdraw from any course must first be counseled
by the Nursing Director of the Facility.

Employees whose progress in the approved course of study is delayed,
by failure or withdrawal, will not be sponsored by the Facility until
they have retaken the required or elective course (or the equivalent)
at their own expense and on their own time.

In cases of extenuating circumstances, the Nursing Director and
Facility Director may allow an employee to continue taking other
required courses under sponsorship if the failed course is not being
offered in the current term.

The Trainee who withdraws, terminates or is suspended from the
Educational Program is responsible for so notifying the Facility
Director of Nursing in writing within 72 hours.

Trainees who withdraw, are suspended or are terminated from the
Educational Program and wish to re-apply for sponsorship, must again

The Division recommends that the Board approve the renewal of the Medical
Professional Liability Reinsurance Contract.

Under the proposed contract, reinsurance applies both to doctorslclaims and to
hospital claims. The Insurance Reserve Fund’s retention is reduced from
$250,000 per claim to $200,000 per claim, and the aggregate limit per doctor no
longer applies. The reinsurance rate on doctors remains 35% and the rate on
hospitals is 15%. The application of these rates to 1990-91 premiums will produce
an annual reinsurance program very close to $1.9 million.

This $1.9 million is an increase of $300,000 over the $1.6 million rate for 1989-90,
with the following significant changes:

SUBJECT: Medical Professional Liability Reinsurance

We negotiated a renewal proposal for this program in London during the
second week in September.

The expiring reinsurance program applied to liability incurred by
physicians, surgeons, and dentists (hereafter referred to as "Doctors").
The reinsurance program required IRF to pay the first $250,000 of each
doctor claim. Once IRF's payment exceeds $250,000, the reinsurers
reimbursed IRF for all payments In excess of $250,000 up to $1,000,000 (or,
in insurance terms, our reinsurance was $750,000 excess of $250,000). The
reinsurance policy also contained an aggregate limit of $1,500,000 for each
insured doctor. The rate for this coverage was 352 of IRF's direct written

premium and this rate produced an annual reinsurance premium of $1.6
million.

In May of 1990, Tillinghast advised us that IRF loss experience was
significantly better than had been projected. FRF's experience was not
isolated and, in fact, reflected a nationwide trend toward improved loss
experience in the area of medical professional liability. Tillinghast
recommended a decrease in doctors rates of 202.

Although Tillinghast's recoramendation was welcome news, it posed a problem
in the area of reinsurance. Historically the reinsurers have adjusted their
rates downward as IRF's rates have increased and the reinsurance premium has
remained constant at around $1.6 million for the past several years.
Therefore, it seemed likely that as our direct premium was reduced, our

reinsurers would increase the rate to maintain a reinsurance premium of $1.6
million.

We therefore decided to expand the program to include hospitals. This
action would reduce IRF's exposure to large loss and, we hoped, allow us to
maintain our low reinsurance rate. Our efforts produced a very satisfactory
proposale

Under the new program, reinsurance applies to both doctors' claims and
hospital claims. [IRF's retention is reduced from $250,000 per claim to
$200,000 per claim, and the aggregate limit per doctor no longer applies.
The reinsurance rate on doctors remains 35Z and the reinsurance rate on
hospitals is 15Z. The application of these rates to 1990-91 IRF premiums
will produce an annual reinsurance program very close to $1.9 million.

Obviously, $1.9 million is more than the $1.6 million which we paid during
1989/90. for the extra $300,000, we have:

a. Reduced IRF's exposure on Doctor's losses from $250,000 to $200,000.
b. Reduced IRF's exposure on hospital losses from $500,000 to $200,000.

c. Since we no longer have to charge a premium for the layer of exposure
between $200,000 and $250,000, we are able to reduce our rates by 3Z
over and above our planned rate decrease. This will reduce our
premium by between $260,000 and $280,000 and nearly offsets the
increase in reinsurance premium.

This is a very good deal for IRF. | have no hesitancy in recommending that
we accept this proposal. I would, however, make two observations. First,
this proposal is the result of a long-term relationship with the London
Market. The underwriters involved know and trust the IRF, its program, and
its staff. Second, in my opinion, this proposal is as good as we can
expect. If the reinsurance market contracts, or if IRF experience
deteriorates, we can expect future rate increases. In my view, future rate
decreases are extremely unlikely.

Conclusion and Recommendation: This renewal proposal is extremely favorable
to the state. | recommend that we accept this proposal.
