Senator Waddell observed that agencies must be an ticipating  budget 
problems since the  vacancy factor is now 10.5%. G overnor Campbell encouraged 
all agencies to do so. He advised th a t, if a budget reduction is necessary , he 
does not intend to support an  ac ro ss-th e-b o ard  cut but ra th e r to give b e tte r  
treatm ent to those agencies that had been fruga l.

Welcome to Representative Boan
On behalf of th e  Board, Governor Campbell welcomed Mr. William Boan, who 

has been elected Chairman of th e  House Ways and Means Committee effective 
Septem ber 1, 1990.

G overnor Campbell said th a t, while he is sad to see Mr. McLellan go, he is 
glad a p erson  of Mr. Boan’s caliber will be joining the Board. He said Mr.
McLellan has been a g rea t Board member and public se rv a n t.

Corrections: Certified Safe and Reasonable Operating/Nelson Capacity (Reg #1)
D epartm ent of C orrections Legal Counsel fo r Compliance Laurie O sler 

appeared  before the Board on th is  m atter.
T he Departm ent of C orrections advised th a t its certified  safe and 

reasonable o p e ra tin g /Nelson capacity has been reflec ting  the minimum secu rity  
bedspace reductions requ ired  u n d er the term s of the Decree since the Jan u ary  
1990 certification  rep o rt.

The Departm ent noted th a t, since January  1990, it h ts  advised th a t its  
total capacity was ’’te n ta tiv e ” based on the outcome of negotiations that were 
underw ay with P lain tiffs’ counsel to modify a n d /o r  waive the requ ired  minimum 
security  bedspace reductions.
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The Departm ent advised th a t, because its admission ra te  has continued to 
increase and because P laintiffs’ counsel has continued to s tre s s  th roughout 
negotiations th a t th ey  would not be willing to waive all the minimum secu rity  
reductions requ ired  by th e  Decree, it will term inate minimum security  
negotiations. The Department fu r th e r  advised that there  is no obvious means by 
which to continue negotiations with the knowledge that it could not comply with 
any type  of minimum security  reductions, modified or otherw ise.

The Departm ent asked th a t its p resen t Safe and Reasonable 
O p era tin g /Nelson capacity certification of Ju ly  not be considered as ’’te n ta tiv e ,” 
and th a t th is capacity  and fu tu re  certifications be considered as the D epartm ent’s 
perm anent safe and reasonable operation capacity pu rsuan t to Section 24-3-110 
(Prison  O vercrow ding Powers A ct).

At its  meeting on July 16, 1990, the Board, in accord with Code Section 
24-3-2050 and the  Nelson Consent Decree, had certified 14,335 as the safe and 
reasonable operating  capacity of the facilities of the Department of C orrections as 
of July 2, 1990.

Ms. Osler advised  th a t, in Jan u ary , when the Board certified that the  safe 
and reasonable opera ting  capacity would decrease from 14,768 to 14,146, it had 
done so on the condition that the decrease will not resu lt in any early release of 
inm ates. She said that the Department is about 1,000 over its capacity now.

Ms. Osler said th e  Department wants to get the ten tative natu re  of the  safe 
and reasonable opera ting  capacity dropped.

G overnor Campbell asked if the p la in tiffs’ counsel is willing to waive any 
minimum security  reductions required  by the Decree and if the S tate is in the 
position to challenge in the court if necessary . Ms. Osler replied that the 
Departm ent cannot in good faith  negotiate because, even if the p la in tiffs’ counsel 
were to waive a n d /o r  modify any of the required  reductions in the  Decree, the 
Departm ent could not meet any of the  modifications made.

G overnor Campbell expressed concern that th is had been the a ttitu d e  of the 
Departm ent until he and the A ttorney General had decided to sue on the basis of 
double-celling. He said the Department had refused  to try  to take that on, bu t 
that he and the A ttorney General had taken it on outside the Department and won
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Minutes of Budget and Control Board Meeting
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i t .  He said he is concerned with the language of something the Board would adopt 
making something perm anent. He said he is concerned about o ther cases th a t may 
come up th rough  o ther courts or what ru lings the Supreme C ourt might make tha t 
would allow us to move forw ard. He said he does not adhere to the belief tha t 
negotiated settlem ents cannot be challenged.

Ms. O sler said tha t all le tte rs  sent to the Board for certification have 
explained th a t the Department was involved in negotiations with p la in tiffs’ 
counsel to e ith e r waive or modify the minimum secu rity  requ ired  reductions of the 
decree and so had classified the safe and reasonable operating  capacities as 
ten ta tive  in n a tu re . She again said th e re  is no way in good faith  the Departm ent 
can continue negotiations with p la in tiffs’ counsel, and it wants to make the 
certification perm anent in n a tu re .

Governor Campbell asked if making the certification perm anent in n a tu re  
p u ts  us in the position of saying that will mandate a release and that he will be 
called on to make the release.

Ms. Osler advised th a t, at some point in time, the Board of C orrections 
in tends to req u est an early  release based on these fig u re s . She said th a t, even if 
the Department uses the regu lar count th a t it has been going b y , it has been out 
of compliance with that for 22 days.

Governor Campbell said he wants a more in -dep th  discussion on this from 
the Departm ent and legal counsel before the Board takes action.

Upon a motion by Senator Waddell, seconded by Mr. P atte rson , the Board 
ca rried  over a Department of Corrections request that the July  2, 1990, 
certification and fu tu re  certifications be considered as its  perm anent safe and 
reasonable operating  capacity p u rsuan t to Code Section 24-3-1110.

Human Resource Mgmt: Military Leave for State Employees (Regular #3A)
Human Resource Management Division A ssistant D irector Steve O sborne 

appeared  before the  Board on th is m atter.
Code Section 8-7-90 provides that all officers and employees of the S tate 

who a re  members of the National Guard or Reserves are  entitled to an aggrega te  
of fifteen  work days with pay in one year for military tra in ing  or o th e r du ties .
The s ta tu te  also provides th a t, in the event any such person  is called upon to 
se rv e  d u rin g  an em ergency, he is en titled  to such leave of absence fo r not 
exceeding th ir ty  additional days.

The Division advised tha t the cu rren t Middle East situation may resu lt in 
employees in the National Guard and Reserves being called to active military 
d u ty . The Division requested  that a policy determ ination as to w hether such 
du ty  would be considered an em ergency.

Mr. P atte rson  moved that the Board define the cu rren t situation as an 
em ergency.

Mr. Shine suggested  that the Board make the determ ination conditioned 
upon th e  P resident signing  an Executive O rder.

G overnor Campbell advised tha t it is not necessary  for the P residen t to 
sign an  Executive O rd er. He said the P resident can call up essen tia l personnel 
w ithout declaring  a complete em ergency. He noted that the P resident a lready  has 
notified C ongress u n d er the War Powers Act and said that is d iffe ren t from a 
police action of an em ergency. He said the formal step of notifying C ongress may 
p u t th is  in a d iffe ren t ligh t.
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Governor Campbell said he sensed from the discussion that the Board feels 
strong ly  tha t we do give su p p o rt to anyone called up . He said his in ten t is th a t, 
employees called up for serv ice to the country  in the Mideast c ris is , w hether i t ’s 
called an em ergency under the technical aspects of the War Powers Act o r 
any th ing  else , would get the 30 days.

Mr. Shine suggested  tha t the Board should have a factual tr ig g erin g  
mechanism for the  em ergency classification.

In the ensu ing  d iscussion , it appeared  to be the sense of the Board that 
any State employees called up would not be penalized, b u t would be supported  in 
every  way.

In response to Governor Campbell, Mr. Osborne advised th a t, fo r every  
200 employees called u p , based on the average daily sa laries, it would cost the 
s ta te  approxim ately $541,000.

In response to Senator Waddell, Governor Campbell advised th a t, under 
federal law, these  employees’ jobs are p ro tec ted . He said the jobs cannot be 
taken away and , if the jobs are  filled, the employees have preemptive r ig h ts  when 
they re tu rn .

Mr. P atterson  noted that the $541,000 is not a true  expense to the S tate 
since the S tate is not adding co s ts , but losing serv ices. Mr. Morris observed 
that some employees called up will have to be rep laced .

Upon a motion by Senator Waddell, seconded by Mr. Patterson, the Board 
unanimously agreed  th a t, if Reserve and National Guard un its a re  called to active 
duty  as a resu lt of the Middle East situation , officers and State employees who a re  
members of the National Guard or Reserves are entitled to not exceeding th ir ty  
additional work days of paid military leave.

Information rela ting  to th is m atter has been retained in theses files and is 
identified as Exhibit 9.

State Fire Marshal: State Fire Academy (Regular #4)
A ssistant Division D irector T . Randall Halfacre and Fire Academy Director 

James Bowie appeared  before the Board on th is m atter.
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Mr. Halfacre opened the b riefing  on the relocation of the Fire Academy by 
advising  th a t the Academy is charged by legislative mandate to tra in  paid , 
vo lun teer, and industria l f ire fig h te rs  of the S tate . He advised that the tra in ing  
offered at the Academy is highly d iversified .

Mr. Halfacre noted th a t environmental and facilities problems preclude 
fu tu re  expansion at th e  p resen t facility . He said the answ er to the problems 
would be relocation of the Academy to a site away from a populated area where 
infringem ent of neighbors would not be a problem, to one cen trally  located for 
accessibility  to u s e r s , and to one where there is enough acreage to provide ideal 
tra in ing  facilities and environm entally safe g rounds.

Mr. Bowie reviewed the mission statem ent of the Academy (found on page 3
in the booklet d is trib u ted  to Board m em bers), and the following four m andates:

Mr. Bowie advised  that there  are  30,000 fire fig h ters  (18,000 public 
fire fig h te rs , 85% of whom are  volunteers and 15% of whom a re  paid; 7,000 in 
industria l b rig ad es, and 5,000 in rescue squads/EM S) the Fire Academy is 
responsible for tra in in g . He then briefly  reviewed the Fire Academy h isto ry  and 
reviewed the problems with the p resen t facility.

Mr. Bowie advised that Phase I of the Academy’s contamination clean-up 
p ro ject, which is identification of the problem, is 95% complete. Phase I is 
estimated to cost $179,350. He advised that funds were requested  and denied in 
the 1990-91 budget for the  remediation of the problem a t an estim ated cost of 
$305,000.

He then reviewed the Academy’s curriculum  and advised th a t th e re  are  a 
total of 650 in s tru c to rs  who deliver a standardized  statew ide program . Of the 650
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in s tru c to rs , 300 are  academy certified  (fire  departm ent personnel) and 350 
ad junct in s tru c to rs  who teach in places o ther than the academy. He noted that 
th e re  are 1,062 certified  fire  inspecto rs who ca rry  out the  duties and 
responsib ilities of the S tate Fire Marshal in accord with Code Section 23-9-30.

Mr. Bowie noted that in 1987 the Academy had s ta rted  with an operating  
budget of $132,500 and had trained  5,500 s tu d e n ts . In 1990, the  operating  
budget was down to $92,095 and 12,800 s tu d en ts  were tra in ed , reflec ting  a 
tra in in g  increase of 57% with a 30% operating  budget decrease.

Mr. Bowie enum erated the following benefits of a new academy: to pro tec t 
the c u rre n t and fu tu re  industria l development in the s ta te ; to lower the 
$72,000,000 in p ro p erty  loss each y ea r; b e tte r  trained  fire  departm ents a re  an 
im portant facto r fo r lower fire  insurance premiums for S tate citizens; to provide 
b e tte r  tra in ing  for fire fig h te rs  resu ltin g  in more efficient, sa fe r operations; 
m ulti-agency utilization for tra in ing  needs; and tra in ing  fo r p rivate  in d u s try  tha t 
genera tes revenue to a ss is t with funding  the public fire program .

Mr. Bowie noted th a t, when an in d u stry  su ffe rs  a major f ire , 43% never 
re tu rn  to b u sin ess , 28% are  out of business within th ree  y e a rs , and 29% su ffe r 
un insurab le losses. He said th a t, when one of the duPont facilities had a f ire , 
the ir f ire  b rigade , which had been trained  by the Fire Academy, significantly  
reduced the damage that could have been caused . He noted, how ever, tha t the 
cost to duPont was $1,000,000 p er hour until the facility got back into 
production . He said the S tate of South Carolina spends a lot of time and money 
a ttra c tin g  in d u s try  and it needs to spend time and money p ro tec ting  that 
in d u s try  from fire .

Mr. Bowie said that each year p ro p erty  loss due to fire  in South Carolina is 
in  excess of $720,000,000; 175 civilians are  killed; 2 fire fig h ters  a re  k illed, and 
th e re  a re  2,700 fire -re la ted  in juries. He compared the losses due to H urricane 
Hugo, $2-$4 billion in losses and 26 civilians killed, and said that every  five years 
South Carolina su ffe rs  tha t amount of damage due to fire . He said th a t, because 
f ire s  are  b u rn in g  every  d ay , we never realize the total impact.

He said th e  p ro p erty  loss needs to be reduced . He noted tha t un tra ined  
f ire  departm ents sometimes do more damage than the fire  itse lf.
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Mr. Bowie said tha t fire  insurance premiums a re  based on a ra tin g  system  
and insurance ra te s  are  based on the fire  departm ent ISO classification. T rained 
f ire  departm ents would receive a b e tte r  ra tin g , resu lting  in lower insurance 
premiums fo r the citizens of South Carolina.

Mr. Bowie advised th a t the following agencies use the Fire Academy 
tra in in g  facilities: Departm ent of Health and Environmental C ontrol, S tate  Law 
Enforcement Division, Highways and Public T ransporta tion , Departm ent of 
Wildlife and Marine R esources, Criminal Justice  Academy, Departm ent of 
C orrections, Richland County S heriff’s Departm ent, and Lexington County 
S h eriff’s D epartm ent.

He noted tha t the Academy last year generated $400,000 in fees and the 
cost of conducting the tra in in g  program s was $200,000. He fu r th e r  noted tha t the 
proceeds from the industria l revenues is expended on public fire p rogram s, 
maintenance of tra in ing  pro jects and scenarios, and f ire  prevention  and public 
f ire  education.

The projected  cost of the new Fire Academy is $11,800,000.
In response to G overnor Campbell, Mr. Bowie advised th a t, unlike the 

Criminal Ju stice  Academy where ev e ry th in g  is done at one place w ith the 
exception of some in -serv ice  tra in ing  program s, the Fire Academy has seven 
regional offices tha t provide field train ing  for the 15,000 volunteer f ire fig h te rs  
located th roughout the S ta te . He advised travel time to Columbia has been 
reduced to two days for the basic fire tra in ing  program . Adjunct in s tru c to rs  a re  
sen t to the fire  departm ents to conduct hands-on tra in ing  program s a t the local 
level. He advised tha t the regional offices a re  one-room facilities w here a 
regional in s tru c to r  coordinates tra in ing  at the local level.

Mr. Morris said the Fire Academy does a good job. He noted th a t the  new 
facility is estim ated to cost $12 million and asked if there  is a way to build in 
guaran teed  revenue to help re tire  the bonds on the  Academy bu ild ing . Mr. Bowie 
advised that d iffe ren t financing avenues are  being explored. He advised th a t, in 
1995-96, the Academy expects to generate  $900,000 in in d u stria l revenue and to 
use half of that for operating  the  facilities.

Mr. Halfacre advised that South Carolina is fo rtunate  to have such a large 
contingent of volunteer f ire fig h te rs . He noted th a t, if the S tate were to have to 
fund those serv ices now provided by vo lunteers, it would cost about $350 million. 
He said th a t ,  in genera l, fire serv ice in the S tate is taken for g ra n te d . He said 
we don’t really  know who the fire fig h ters  are in our communities and what they  do 
until we need them. He noted th a t, when we need them, we expect them to show 
up prom ptly and to respond effectively to the peril at hand.

Mr. Halfacre observed th a t, for over 200 y ea rs , the fire se rv ice  has been 
the backbone of the community in our State and our nation. He said tha t 
fire fig h ters  are  our unsung  heroes and they pu t th e ir  lives on the line for th e ir  
fellow citizens.

Mr. Halfacre said the  benefit of a new Fire Academy facility would be a 
trem endous asse t to the business and industry  community. He compared the Fire 
Academy e ffo rts  to apple p ie , motherhood, and baseball.

G overnor Campbell congratulated those in the firefighting  profession for 
the reduction in the loss of life in the firs t half of th is year.

Following a general discussion of financing options, the Board received as 
information th e  s ta tu s  report on the cu rren t State Fire Academy, tra in in g  
requ irem en ts, and fu tu re  needs.

Information rela ting  to th is m atter has been retained in these files and is 
identified as Exhibit 10.

The D epartm ent of C orrections adv ises that its certified  safe and reasonable 
o p e ra tin g /Nelson capacity  has been reflec ting  the minimum secu rity  bedspace 
reductions requ ired  u n d er the term s of the Decree since the January  1990 
certification re p o rt.

The Departm ent notes th a t, since January  1990, it has advised th a t its total 
capacity was ’’ten ta tiv e” based on the outcome of negotiations th a t were underw ay 
with P lain tiffs’ counsel to modify a n d /o r  waive the required  minimum secu rity  
bedspace reductions.

The Departm ent advises th a t , because its admission ra te  has continued to 
increase and because P laintiffs’ counsel has continued to s tre s s  th roughout 
negotiations th a t they  would not be willing to waive all the minimum security  
reductions requ ired  by the Decree, it will term inate minimum secu rity  
negotiations. The Departm ent fu r th e r  advises tha t there is no obvious means by 
which to continue negotiations with the knowledge that it could not comply with 
any type of minimum secu rity  reductions, modified or otherw ise.

The Departm ent asks that its  p resen t Safe and Reasonable O p era tin g /Nelson 
capacity certification  of Ju ly  not be considered as ’’te n ta tiv e ,” and that th is 
capacity and fu tu re  certifications be considered as the D epartm ent’s perm anent 
safe and reasonable operation capacity pu rsu an t to Section 24-3-110 (Prison 
O vercrow ding Powers A ct).

At its  meeting on July  16, 1990, th e  Board, in  accord with Code Section 24-3-2050 
and the Nelson Consent Decree, certified  14,335 as the safe and reasonable 
operating  capacity of the facilities of the  Department of C orrections as of July  2, 
1990.

BOARD ACTION REQUESTED:

In accord with Code Section 24-3-2050 and the Nelson Consent Decree, certify  
14,335 as the safe and reasonable operating  capacity of the facilities of the

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FIRE! FIRE!

Thousands of times each year, the word, ’’FIRE!” reverberates 
in the hallways of homes and businesses in South Carolina. When 
this alarm is heard, South Carolinians come face to face with the 
reality of one of the most dreaded causes of death and disfigurement 
known to man. It is also one of the most costly.

Fire, as a threat and as a reality, has many costs: deaths, 
injuries, hospital bills, property losses, lost tax revenues, impact on 
social services organizations, plus the costs of maintaining fire 
departments with trained firefighters, fire insurance premiums and 
providing bu ilt-in  fire protection systems. WHO PAYS FOR ALL OF 
THIS? Consider the impact on the state and local government tax 
base if we had to pay just the cost of salaries and benefits for the 85% ™  
volunteer firefighters in this state— approxim ately^,000 of them. The HT 
amount would exceed $350 million, an amount representing 
approximately 10 percent of the state budget.

Generally, the fire service is taken for granted. We don’t really kJ 
know who they are in our community or what they are all about, but 
we do expect them to be there when called. In most instances of an 
emergency nature, the fire department is called FIRST. And, when 
they are called, we expect them to respond immediately and perform 
in a valiant and dauntless way. The effectiveness of a fire department 
in reducing life and property losses depends to a large extent on (1) 
how soon the firefighters arrive on the scene, and (2) what they do 
with their equipment after they arrive. While it is important that the 
equipment at the scene be adequate to the task, it is equally important 
that there are enough firefighters and that they are properly trained to 
use the equipment in a competent manner.

For 200 years, the fire service has been the backbone and the 
heart and soul of local communities. They are a time-honored 
tradition— unsung heroes. They are a brotherhood of service with a 
network that can be depended upon in an emergency. We do not 
know why a person decides to voluntarily place his or her life on the 
line to protect fellow citizens, but we are certainly grateful for those 
who do. South Carolina has over 18,000 public firefighters in 650 fire 
departments; 15,000 of whom are volunteers. Additionally, another 
7,000 serve in industrial fire brigades. The number one need facing 
this state’s fire service today (25,000 of them) is TRAINING.

The South Carolina Fire Academy is charged by legislative 
mandate to provide training to the firefighters of this state—paid, 
volunteer, and industrial. The training offered at the Academy must 
be highly diversified to meet the many needs of firefighters today. 
Federal legislation places more and more requirements on training 
and safety. Program restructuring at the Academy has accommodated 
many of the demands; however, environmental and facilities problems 
preclude any future expansion at the present facility. The answer to 
the problems would be relocation of the Academy to a site away from 
a populated area where infringement of neighbors would not be a 
problem, centrally located for accessibility to users, and where there 
is enough acreage to provide ideal training facilities and 
environmentally safe grounds. 001399

Thousands of times each year, the word, "FIRE!” reverberates 
in the hallways of homes and businesses in South Carolina. When 
this alarm is heard, South Carolinians come face to face with the 
reality of one of the most dreaded causes of death and disfigurement 
known to man. It is also one of the most costly.

Fire, as a threat and as a reality, has many costs: deaths, 
injuries, hospital bills, property losses, lost tax revenues, impact on 
social services organizations, plus the costs of maintaining fire 
departments with trained firefighters, fire insurance premiums and 
providing bu ilt-in  fire protection systems. WHO PAYS FOR ALL OF 
THIS? Consider the impact on the state and local government tax 
base if we had to pay just the cost of salaries and benefits for the 85% 
volunteer firefighters in this state—approximately15,000 of them. The 
amount would exceed $350 million, an amount representing 
approximately 10 percent of the state budget.

Generally, the fire service is taken for granted. We don’t really 
know who they are in our community or what they are all about, but 
we do expect them to be there when called. In most instances of an 
emergency nature, the fire department is called FIRST. And, when 
they are called, we expect them to respond immediately and perform 
in a valiant and dauntless way. The effectiveness of a fire department 
in reducing life and property losses depends to a large extent on (1) 
how soon the firefighters arrive on the scene, and (2) what they do 
with their equipment after they arrive. While it is important that the 
equipment at the scene be adequate to the task, it is equally important 
that there are enough firefighters and that they are properly trained to 
use the equipment in a competent manner.

For 200 years, the fire service has been the backbone and the 
heart and soul of local communities. They are a time-honored 
tradition— unsung heroes. They are a brotherhood of service with a 
network that can be depended upon in an emergency. We do not 
know why a person decides to voluntarily place his or her life on the 
line to protect fellow citizens, but we are certainly grateful for those 
who do. South Carolina has over 18,000 public firefighters in 650 fire 
departments; 15,000 of whom are volunteers. Additionally, another 
7,000 serve in industrial fire brigades. The number one need facing 
this state’s fire service today (25,000 of them) is TRAINING.

The South Carolina Fire Academy is charged by legislative 
mandate to provide training to the firefighters of this state—paid, 
volunteer, and industrial. The training offered at the Academy must 
be highly diversified to meet the many needs of firefighters today. 
Federal legislation places more and more requirements on training 
and safety. Program restructuring at the Academy has accommodated 
many of the demands; however, environmental and facilities problems 
preclude any future expansion at the present facility. The answer to 
the problems would be relocation of the Academy to a site away from 
a populated area where infringement of neighbors would not be a 
problem, centrally located for accessibility to users, and where there 
is enough acreage to provide ideal training facilities and 
environmentally safe grounds.

All other appropriate safety 
and health precautions provided to the 
employer's own employees shall be used 
to assure the safety and health of these 
personnel.

(5) Specialist employees. Employees 
who. in the course of their regular job 
duties, work with and are trained in the 
hazards of specific hazardous 
substances, and who will be called upon 
to provide technical advice or 
assistance at a hazardous substance 
release incident to the individual in 
charge, shall receive training or 
demonstrate competency in the area of 
their specialization annually.

(6) Training. Training shall be based 
on the duties and function to be 
performed by each responder of an 
emergency response organization. The 
skill and knowledge levels required for 
all new responders, those hired after the 
effective date of this standard, shall be 
conveyed to them through training 
before they are permitted to take part in 
actual emergency operations on an 
incident Employees who participate, or 
are expected to participate, in 
emergency response, shall be given 
training in accordance with the 
following paragraphs:

(i) First responder awareness level. 
First responders at the awareness level 
are individuals who are likely to witness 
or discover a hazardous substance 
release and who have been trained to 
initiate an emergency response 
sequence by notifying the proper 
authorities o f the release. They would 
take no further action beyond notifying 
the authorities of the release. First 
responder* a t the awareness level shell 
have sufficient training or have had 
sufficient experience to objectively 
demonstrate competency in the 
following areas:

(A) An understanding of what 
hazardous materials are. and the risks 
associated with them in an incident

(B) An understanding of the potential 
outcomes associated with an emergency 
created when hazardous materials are 
p resen t

(C) The ability to recognize the 
presence of hazardous materials in an . 
emergency.

CD) The ability to identify the 
hazardous materials, if possible.

(E) An understanding of the role of the 
first responder awareness individual in 
the employer's emergency response plan 
including site security end control and 
the U S . Department of Transportation's 
Emergency Response Guidebook

(F) The ability to realize the need for 
additional resources, and to make 
appropriate notifications to the 
communication center.

(ii) First responder operations level. 
First responders at the operations level 
are individuals who respond to releases 
or potential releases of hazardous 
substances as part of the initial 
response to the site for the purpose of 
protecting nearby persons, property, or 
the environment from the effects of the 
release. They are trained to respond in a 
defensive fashion without actually 
trying to stop the release. Their function 
is to contain the reiease from a safe 
distance, keep it from spreading, and 
prevent exposures. First responders at 
the operational level shall have received 
at least eight hours of training or have 
had sufficient experience to objectively 
demonstrate competency in the 
following areas in addition to those 
listed for the awareness level and the 
employer shall so certify:

(A) Knowledge of the basic hazard 
and risk assessment techniques.

(B) Know how to select and use 
proper personal protective equipment 
provided to the first responder 
operational level.

(Cl An understanding of basic 
hazardous materials terms.

(D) Know how to perform basic 
control containment and/or 
confinement operations within the 
capabilities of the resources and 
personal protective equipment available 
with their unit

(E) Know how to implement basic 
decontamination procedures.

(F) An understanding of the relevant 
standard operating procedures and 
termination procedures.

(iii) Hazardous materials technician. 
Hazardous materials technicians are 
individuals who respond to releases or 
potential releases for the purpose of 
stopping the release. They assume a 
more aggressive role than a first 
responder at the operations level in that 
they will approach the point of release 
in order to plug, patch or otherwise stop 
the release of a hazardous substance. 
Hazardous materials technicians shall 
have received at least 24 hours of 
training equal to the first responder 
operations level end in addition have 
competency in the following areas and 
the employer shall so certify:

(A) Know bow to implement the 
employer's emergency response plan.

(B) Know the classification, 
identification and verification of known 
and unknown materials by using field 
survey instruments and equipment

(C) Be able to function within an 
assigned role in the Incident Command 
System.

(D) Know bow to select and use 
proper specialized chemical personal 
protective equipment provided to the 
hazardous materials technician.

(E) Understand hazard and risk 
assessment techniques.

(F) Be able to perform advance 
control, containm ent and/or 
confinement operations v-ithin the 
capabilities of the resources and 
personal protective equipment available 
with the un it

(G) Understand and implement 
decontamination procedures.

(H) Understand termination 
procedures.

(I) Understand basic chemical and 
toxicological terminology and behavior.

(iv) Hazardous materials specialist. 
Hazardous materials specialists are 
individuals who respond with and 
provide support to hazardous materials 
technicians. Their duties parallel those 
of the hazardous materials technician, 
however, those duties require a more 
directed or specific knowledge of the 
various substances they may be called 
upon to contain. The hazardous 
materials specialist would also act as 
the site liaison with Federal, state, local 
and other government authorities in 
regards to site activities. Hazardous 
materials specialists shall have received 
at least 24 hours of training equal to the 
technician level and in addition have 
competency in the following areas and 
the employer shall so certify:

(A) Know how to implement the local 
emergency response plan.

(B) Understand classification, 
identification and verification of known 
and unknown materials by using 
advanced survey instruments and 
equipm ent

(C) Know of the state emergency 
response plan.

(D) Be able to select and use proper 
specialized chemical personal protective 
equipment provided to the hazardous 
materials specialist

(E) Understand in-depth hazard and 
risk techniques.

(F) Be able to perform specialized 
control containm ent and/or 
confinement operations within the 
capabilities of the resources and 
personal protective equipment 
available.

(G) Be able to determine and 
implement decontamination procedures.

(H) Have the ability to develop a site 
safety and control plan.

(I) Understand chemical radiological 
and toxicological terminology and 
behavior.

(v) On scene incident commander. 
Incident commanders, who will assume 
control of the incident scene beyond the

APPENDIX R—FIRE PROTECTION PROGRAM FOR NUCLEAR
POWER FACILITIES OPERATING PRIOR TO JANUARY 1,1979 

[117483]
I. Introduction and Scope

This Appendix applies to licensed nuclear power electric generating” 
stations that were operating prior to January 1, 1979, except to the extent 
set forth in paragraph 50.48(b) of this part. With respect to certain generic 
issues for such facilities it sets forth fire protection features required to 
satisfy Criterion 3 of Appendix A to this part.1

Criterion 3 of Appendix A to this part specifies that “Structures, systems, 
and components important to safety shall be designed and located to mini­
mize, consistent with other safety requirements, the probability and effect of 
fires and explosions.”

When considering the effects of fire, those systems associated with 
achieving and maintaining safe shutdown conditions assume major importance 
to safety because damage to them can lead to core damage resulting from loss 
of coolant through boiloflf.

The phrases “important to safety,” or “safety-related,” will be used 
throughout this Appendix R as applying to all safety functions. The phrase 
“safe shutdown” will be used throughout this Appendix R as applying to both 
hot and cold shutdown functions.

Because fire may affect safe shutdown systems and because the loss of 
function of systems used to mitigate the consequences of design basis acci­
dents under postfire conditions does not per se impact public safety, the need 
to limit fire damage to systems required to achieve and maintain safe shut­
down conditions is greater than the need to limit fire damage to those systems 
required to mitigate the consequences of design basis accidents. Three levels 
of fire damage limits are established according to the safety functions of the 
structure, system, or component:

The most stringent fire damage limit shall apply for those systems that 
fall into more than one category. Redundant systems used to mitigate the 
consequences of other design basis accidents but not necessary for safe shut­
down may be lost to a single exposure fire. However, protection shall be pro­
vided so that a fire within only one such system will not damage the redundant 
system.

2. Except as provided for in paragraph G.3 of this section, where cables or 
equipment, including associated non-safety circuits that could prevent opera­
tion or cause maloperation due to hot shorts, open circuits, or shorts to 
ground to redundant trains of systems necessary to achieve and maintain hot 
shutdown conditions are located within the same fire area outside of primary 
containment, one of the following means of ensuring that one of the redundant 
trains is free of fire damage shall be provided :

a. Separation of cables and equipment and associated non-safety circuits 
of redundant trains by a fire barrier having a 3-hour rating. Structural steel 
forming a part of or supporting such fire barriers shall be protected to provide 
fire resistance equivalent to that required of the barrier;

b. Separation of cables and equipment and associated non-safety circuits 
of redundant trains by a horizontal distance of more than 20 feet with no 
intervening combustible or fire hazards. In addition, fire detectors and an 
automatic fire suppression system shall be installed in the fire area; or

c. Enclosure of cable and equipment and associated non-safetv circuits 
of one redundant train in a fire barrier having a 1-hour rating.

Inside noninerted containments one of the fire protection means specified 
above or one of the following fire protection means shall be provided :

d. Separation of cables and equipment and associated non-safety circuits 
of Tedundant trains by a horizontal distance of more than 20 feet with no 
intervening combustibles or fire hazards ;

e. Installation of fire detectors and an automatic fire suppression system 
in the fire area; or

f. Separation of cables and equipment and associated non-safety circuits 
of redundant trains by a noncombustible radiant energy shield.

3. Alternative or dedicated shutdown capability and its associated cir­
cuits,* independent of cables, systems or components in the area, room or zone 
under consideration, shall be provided:

a. Where the protection of systems whose function is required for hot 
shutdown does not satisfy the requirement of paragraph G.2 of this section; or

b. Where redundant trains of systems required for hot shutdown located 
in the same fire area may be subject to damage from fire suppression activities 
or from the rupture or inadvertent operation of fire suppression systems.

In addition, fire detection and a fixed fire suppression system shall be 
installed in the area, room, or zone under consideration.

H. Fire Brigade 001433
A site fire brigade trained and equipped for fire fighting shall be es­

tablished to ensure adequate manual fire fighting capability for all areas of 
the plant containing structures, systems, or components important to safety. 
The fire brigade shall be at least five members on each shift. The brigade 
leader and at least two brigade members shall have sufficient training in or 
knowledge of plant safety-related systems to understand the effects of fire 
and fire suppressants on safe shutdown capability. The qualification of fire 
brigade members shall include an annual physical examination to determine

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their ability to perform strenuous fire fighting activities. The shift super­
visor shall not be a member of the fire brigade. The brigade leader shall be 
competent to assess the potential safety consequences of a fire and advise 
control room personnel. Such competence bv the brigade leader mav be 
evidenced by possession of an operator's license or equivalent knowledge of 
plant safety-related systems.

The minimum equipment provided for the brigade shall consist of 
personal protective equipment such as turnout coats, boots, gloves, hard 
hats, emergency communications equipment, portable lights, portab^ventila­
tion equipment, and portable extinguishers. Self-contained breathing apparatus 
using full-face positive-pressure masks approved by NIOSH (National Insti­
tute for Occupational Safety and Health—approval formerly given by ‘the 
U. S. Bureau of Mines) shall be provided for fire brigade, damage control, 
and control room personnel. At least 10 masks shall be available for fire 
brigade personnel. Control room personnel may be furnished breathing air 
by a manifold system piped from a storage reservoir if practical. Service or 
rated operating life shall be a minimum of one-half hour for the self- 
contained units.

At least a 1-hour supply of breathing air in extra bottles shall be located 
on the plant site for each unit of self-contained breathing apparatus. In ad­
dition, an onsite 6-hour supply of reserve air shall be provided and arranged 
to permit quick and complete replenishment of exhausted air supply bottles 
as they are returned. If compressors are used as a source of breathing air, 
only units approved for breathing air shall be used and the compressors shall 
be operable assuming a loss of ofifsite power. Special care must be taken ’.o 
locate the compressor in areas free of dust and contaminants.

I. Fire Brigade Training

The fire brigade training program shall ensure that the capability to 
fight potential fires is established and maintained. The program shall consist 
of an initial classroom instruction program followed by periodic classroom 
instruction, fire fighting practice, and fire drills.

1. Instruction

a. The initial classroom instruction shall include:

(1 ) Indoctrination of the plant fire fighting plan with specific identifica­
tion of each individual’s responsibilities.

(2 ) Identification of the type and location of fire hazards and associated 
types of fires that could occur in the plant

(3 ) The toxic and corrosive characteristics of expected products of com­
bustion.

(4 ) Identification of the location of fire fighting equipment for each fire
area and familiarization with the layout of the plant, including access and 
egress routes to each area. 001434

(5 )  The proper use of available fire fighting equipment and the correct 
method of fighting each type of fire. The types of fires covered should include 
fires in energized electrical equipment, fires in cables and cable trays, hydro­
gen fires, fires involving flammable and combustible liquids or hazardous 
process chemicals, fires resulting from construction or modifications (weld­
ing), and record file fires.

(6 ) The proper use of communication, lighting, ventilation, and emer­
gency breathing equipment.

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(7 ) The proper method for fighting fires inside buildings and confined 
spaces.

(8 ) The direction and coordination of the fire fighting activities (fire 
brigade leaders only).

(9 ) Detailed review of fire fighting strategies and procedures.

(10) Review of the latest plant modifications and corresponding changes 
in fire fighting plans.

Note.—Items (9 ) and (10) may be deleted from the training of no more 
than two of the non-operations personnel who may be assigned to the fire 
brigade.

b. The instruction shall be provided by qualified individuals who are 
knowledgeable, experienced, and suitably trained in fighting the types of 
fires that could occur in the plant and in using the types of equipment avail­
able in the nuclear power plant.

c. Instruction shall be provided to all fire brigade members and fire 
brigade leaders.

d. Regular planned meetings shall be held at least every 3 months for 
all brigade members to review changes in the fire protection program and 
other subjects as necessary.

e. Periodic refresher training sessions shall be held to repeat the class­
room instruction program for all brigade members over a two-year period. 
These sessions may be concurrent with the regular planned meetings.

2. Practice

Practice sessions shall be held for each shift fire brigade on the proper 
method of fighting the various types of fires that could occur in a nuclear 
power plant. These sessions shall provide brigade members with experience 
in actual fire extinguishment and the use of emergency breathing apparatus 
under strenuous conditions encountered in fire fighting. These practice ses­
sions shall be provided at least once per year for each fire brigade member.

3. Drills
a. Fire brigade drills shall be performed in the plant so that the fire 

brigade can practice as a team.

b. Drills shall be performed at regular intervals not to exceed 3 months 
for each shift fire brigade. Each fire brigade member should participate in 
each drill, but must participate in at least two drills per year.

A sufficient number of these drills, but not less than one for each shift 
fire brigade per year, shall be unannounced to determine the fire fighting 
readiness of the plant fire brigade, brigade leader, and fire protection systems 
and equipment. Persons planning and authorizing an unannounced drill 
shall ensure that the responding shift fire brigade members are not aware 
that a drill is being planned until it is begun. Unannounced drills shall not 
be scheduled closer than four weeks.

At least one drill per year shall be performed on a “back shift” for each 
shift fire brigade. 001435

c. The drills shall be preplanned to establish the training objectives of
the drill and shall be critiqued to determine how well the training objectives 
have been met. Unannounced drills shall be planned and critiqued by mem­
bers of the management staff resnnnsih le  fn r p la n t  safety and fire protection. 
Performance deficiencies of a fire brigade-or-ofindividuaUire brigade members 
shall be remedied by scheduling additional training for the brigade or members.

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Unsatisfactory drill performance shall be followed by a repeat drill within 
30 days.

d. At 3-year intervals, a randomly selected unannounced drill must be 
critiqued by qualified individuals independent of the licensee’s staff. A copy 
of the written report from these individuals must be available for NRC review 
and shall be retained as a record as specified in § III.1.4 of this appendix.

e. Drills shall as a minimum include the following:

(1 ) Assessment of fire alarm effectiveness, time required to notify and 
assemble fire brigade, and selection, placement and use of equipment, and fire 
fighting strategies.

(2 )  Assessment of each brigade member’s knowledge of his or her role 
in the fire fighting strategy for the area assumed to contain the fire. Assess­
ment of the brigade member’s conformance with established plant fire fighting 
procedures and use of fire fighting equipment, including self-contained emer­
gency breathing apparatus, communication equipment, and ventilation equip­
ment, to the extent practicable.

(3 ) The simulated use of fire fighting equipment required to cope with 
the situation and type of fire selected for the drill. The area and type of fire 
chosen for the drill should differ from those used in the previous drill so that 
brigade members are trained in fighting fires in various plant areas. The 
situation selected should simulate the size and arrangement of a fire that 
could reasonably occur in the area selected, allowing for fire development due 
to the time required to respond, to obtain equipment, and organize for the 
fire, assuming loss of automatic suppression capability.

(4 ) Assessment of brigade leader’s direction of the fire fighting effort as 
to thoroughness, accuracy, and effectiveness.

4. Records

Individual records of training provided to each fire brigade member, 
including drill critiques, shall be maintained for at least 3 years to ensure 
that each member receives training in all parts of the training program. These 
records of training shall be available for NRC review. Retraining or broad­
ened training for fire fighting within buildings shall be scheduled for all those 
brigade members whose performance records show deficiencies.

J. Emergency Lighting

Emergency lighting units with at least an 8-hour battery power supply 
shall be provided in all areas needed for operation of safe shutdown equip­
ment and in access and egress routes thereto.

K. Administrative Controls
Administrative controls shall be established to minimize fire hazards in 

areas containing structures, systems, and components important to safety. 
These controls shall establish procedures to:

1. Govern the handling and limitation of the use of ordinary combustible
materials, combustible and flammable gases and liquids, high efficiency partic­
ulate air and charcoal filters, dry ion exchange resins, or other combustible 
supplies in safety-related areas. 001436

2. Prohibit the storage of combustibles in safety-related areas or estab­
lish designated storage areas with appropriate fire protection.

3. Govern the handling of and limit transient fire loads such as combus­
tible and flammable liquids, wood and plastic products, or other combustible 
materials in buildings containing safety-related systems or equipment during

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all phases of operating, and especially during maintenance, modification, or 
refueling operations.

4. Designate the onsite staff member responsible for the inplant fire 
protection review of proposed work activities to identify potential transient 
fire hazards and specify required additional fire protection in the work activity 
procedure.

5. Govern the use of ignition sources by use of a flame permit system to 
control welding, flame cutting, brazing, or soldering operations. A separate 
permit shall be issued for each area where work is to be done. If work con­
tinues over more than one shift, the permit shall be valid for not more than 
24 hours when the plant is operating or for the duration of a particular job 
during plant shutdown.

6. Control the removal from the area of all waste, debris, scrap, oil spills, 
or other combustibles resulting from the work activity immediately following 
completion of the activity, or at the end of each work shift, whichever comes first.

7. Maintain the periodic housekeeping inspections to ensure continued 
compliance with these administrative controls.

8. Control the use of specific combustibles in safety-related areas. All 
wood used in safety-related areas during maintenance, modification, or refuel­
ing operations (such as lay-down blocks or scaffolding) shall be treated with 
a flame retardant. Equipment or supplies (such as new fuel) shipped in 
untreated combustible packing containers may be unpacked in safety-related 
areas if required for valid operating reasons. However, all combustible mate­
rials shall be removed from the area immediately following the unpacking. 
Such transient combustible material, unless stored in approved containers, 
shall not be left unattended during lunch breaks, shift changes, or other sim­
ilar periods. Loose combustible packing material such as wood or paper 
excelsior, or polyethylene sheeting shall be placed in metal containers with 
tight-fitting self-closing metal covers.

9. Control actions to be taken by an individual discovering a fire. For 
example, notification of control room, attempt to extinguish fire, and actuation 
of local fire suppression systems.

10. Control actions to be taken by the control room operator to deter­
mine the need for brigade assistance upon report of a fire or receipt of alarm 
on control room annunciator panel, for example, announcing location of fire 
over PA system, sounding fire alarms, and notifying the shift supervisor and 
the fire brigade leader of the type, size, and location of the fire.

11. Control actions to be taken by the fire brigade after notification by 
the control room operator of a fire, for example, assembling in a designated 
location, receiving directions from the fire brigade leader, and discharging 
specific fire fighting responsibilities including selection and transportation 
of fire fighting equipment to fire location, selection of protective equipment, 
operating instructions for use of fire suppression systems, and use of pre­
planned strategies for fighting fires in specific areas.

12. Define the strategies for fighting fires in all safety-related areas and
areas presenting a hazard to safety-related equipment. These strategies shall 
designate: 0Q1437

a. Fire hazards in each area covered by the specific prefire plans.

b. Fire extinguishants best suited for controlling the fires associated 
with the fire hazards in that area and the nearest location of these extinguishants.

c. Most favorable direction from which to attack a fire in each area
in view of the ventilation direction, access hallways, stairs, and doors that 1 '

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arc most likely to be free of fire, and the best station or elevation for fighting 
the fire. All access and egress routes that involve locked doors should be 
specifically identified in the procedure with the appropriate precautions and 
methods for access specified.

d. Plant systems that should be managed to reduce the damage potential 
during a local fire and the location of local and remote controls for such man­
agement (e. g., any hydraulic or electrical systems in the zone covered by the 
specific fire fighting procedure that could increase the hazards in the area 
because of overpressurization or electrical hazards).

e. Vital heat-sensitive system components that need to be kept cool 
while fighting a local fire. Particularly hazardous combustibles that need 
cooling should be designated.

f. Organization of fire fighting brigades and the assignment of special 
duties according to job title so that all fire fighting functions are covered by 
any complete shift personnel complement. These duties include command 
control of the brigade, transporting fire suppression and support eqvipment 
to the fire scenes, applying the extinguishant to the fire, communication with 
the control room, and coordination with outside fire departments.

g. Potential radiological and toxic hazards in fire zones.

h. Ventilation system operation that ensures desired plant air distri­
bution when the ventilation flow is modified for fire containment or smoke 
clearing operations.

L. Alternative and Dedicated Shutdown Capability

1. Alternative or dedicated shutdown capability provided for a specific 
fire area shall be able to (a ) achieve and maintain subcritical reactivity con­
ditions in the reactor; (b ) maintain reactor coolant inventory; (c ) achieve 
and maintain hot standby7 conditions for a PWR (hot shutdown 7 for a 
BW R) ; (d ) achieve cold shutdown conditions within 72 hours; and (e) main­
tain cold shutdown conditions thereafter. During the postfire shutdown, the 
reactor coolant system process variables shall be maintained within those pre­
dicted for a loss of normal a. c. power, and the fission product boundary 
integrity shall not be affected; i. e., there shall be no fuel clad damage, rup­
ture or any primary coolant boundary to rupture of the containment boundary.

2. The performance goals for the shutdown functions shall be:

a. The reactivity control function shall be capable of achieving and 
maintaining cold shutdown reactivity conditions.

b. The reactor coolant makeup function shall be capable of maintaining
the reactor coolant level above the top of the core for BWRs and be within 
the level indication in the pressurizer for PWRs. 001438

d. The process monitoring function shall be capable of providing direct 
readings of the process variables necessary to perform and control the above 
functions.

A. The Equipment Specialists are needed to assist with the increasing amount of 
equipment which is in need of repair as a result of 300% increase in training 
programs while no new equipment has been purchased.

B. The 3 Regional Coordinators are needed for placement in the Hartsville and 
Greenwood Regional Offices which are presently operated by part-time 
coordinators. Each of these two offices coordinated 22% of the entire Academy 
statewide course offerings during the past fiscal year. The other Regional 
Coordinator is needed in the Greenville area to assist the current Regional 
Coordinator. The Greenville Regional Office is responsible for training 35% of the 
state’s fire service and also coordinated in excess of $100,000 of industrial training 
during the past fiscal year. The additional Regional Coordinator would relieve the 
excess workload and increase the industrial revenue.

C. The Inspector Certification Coordinator is necessary to manage the 1062 Certified 
inspectors who are trained to carry out the rules, regulations, and codes enforced 
by the State Fire Marshal. This individual would also provide professional 
development and communication to these certified inspectors. Presently, these 
inspectors are not receiving any additional training and the entire system is 
managed by a supervisor who does not have the necessary time needed to 
produce an effective program.

D. The Administrative Specialist B is needed to assist the Inspector Certification 
Coordinator with computer time and administrative support to maintain current 
certified inspectors and provide additional resources to the inspector program.

E. The money for one half of the current Administrative Specialist C’s salary should 
come from appropriated sources. The present arrangement of taking the other one 
half of this salary from revenue sources causes an unnecessary drain on the 
revenue account. This person does not perform functions associated with the 
revenue program.

F. The Curriculum Coordinators are necessary to manage the 35 new programs under 
development by the Academy for the next 2 - 3 years.

Temporary Positions $120,000

A $120,000 increase is needed to reach an additional 30% of the career and 
volunteer fire service. Presently only 20% of the state’s fire service is being exposed to 
fire training programs designed to meet the minimum OSHA regulations. The money 
would be divided as follows:

During FY 91/92, the Academy will develop a total of 10 new fire training programs. 

These programs 
consist of leadership training, management training, and specialized technical skill training 
related directly to firefighting. Once developed, these programs will be taught statewide 
through the Train-the-Trainer concept. Without these programs being offered, the fire 
service cannot be expected to meet the increasing needs being placed on the local 
departments.

Supplies and Materials $ 30,000

The South Carolina Fire Academy needs to upgrade the inventory of supplies such 
as fire hose and extinguishers which has not been purchased due to budget cuts in prior 
years. Extra slide sets are needed to furnish Train-the-Trainer instructors with slides to 
teach the various programs.

Fixed Charges $ 49,600

$24,600 The South Carolina Fire Academy does not have money in the present 
budget to pay rent for the seven (7) regional offices or copier leases utilized by these 
offices.

$25,000 The Academy urgently needs to lease a new fire truck to replace the 1974 
model which is over 16 years old and has approximated $8,000 to $10,000 per year spent 
on repairs. The truck requires too much maintenance and fails on the day the class 
begins which causes the class to be postponed. X

Travel $ 20,000

The increase in travel is necessary to provide for instructor evaluations for the 
Instructor Recertification Program, increased professional development programs for 
Adjunct and Academy Certified Instructors and full-time faculty. The increase is also 
necessary because of the increase in motor vehicle costs by the Division of Motor Vehicle 
Management.

Equipment $ 75,000

The South Carolina Fire Academy has not replaced fire service tools, nozzles, and 
appliances utilized in training programs in 10 years. The present equipment is not 
repairable.

Additionally, new equipment will need to be purchased to provide the necessary 
resources to teach new programs such as automobile extrication, high level rescue, 
mobile water supply. The Academy presently does not possess any of this equipment.

Electricity $ 15,000

The South Carolina Fire Academy does not have enough money in the present 
budget to pay for the electricity used in the administrative building or training grounds.

Transportation $ 4,000

This increase is necessary for the high demand for fuel and oil for the fire 
apparatus utilized at the Academy for the Interior Firefighting program which is attended 
by all students participating in the OSHA required program.

Non-Recurring Funds $850,000

Equipment

1 - 1500 GPM Fire Truck $250,000

During FY 91/92, the Academy will relocate to a new facility capable of Training 
firefighters in the correct procedures for multi-engine company operators. It is necessary 
to purchase an additional fire truck to accomplish this objective. All structure fires are 
extinguished with multi-engines and firefighters must be trained accordingly.

1 - 95 Ft. Aerial Ladder $600,000

The Academy must train career and volunteer fire departments in the use of aerial 
devices. Presently the Academy does not posses an aerial truck and can offer no training 
in their operation. There are approximately 60 aerial trucks in operation in South Carolina 
at this time. Training is presently being provided by fire equipment sales personnel.
