I am on the executive committee for the Gridiron Club.   In that capacity, I would like to formally 
invite Governor Haley to be the Republican speaker that night.
It is 131th anniversary Gridiron Club and Foundation Dinner on Saturday night, March 5, 2016. I think 
she would find it an interesting and enjoyable experience.

We’ll 
announce shortly who will represent the two parties and who will represent the administration if 
President Obama is unable to come. The musical skits take place between courses of the meal.
 
The dinner takes place in the Grand Ballroom of Marriott’s Washington Renaissance Hotel, 999 Ninth 
Street NW, in downtown Washington.  Dress is white tie for men, and long dresses for women. The 
dinner will begin promptly at 7 p.m., with cocktails starting at 5:30 p.m. By eliminating one course 
and promising to start on time, we have been able in recent years to end the dinner before 10:30 p.
m. and we will do so again this year.
 
We have comedy writers to help Governor Haley with her speech if she’d like.   Really great writers 
who have helped or written for every speaker in recent years.  
 
It is a white tie event and the biggest names in Washington, in business, and in journalism are in the 
room that night.
