The H ousing A u th o r i ty  on J u ly  29 , 1983, d id  d e te rm in e  to  p ro ceed  w ith  th e  
p r e p a r a t i o n s  to  p ro v id e  fu n d s  f o r  m ortgage  lo a n s  by th e  s a le  o f  an is s u e  of 
m ortgage  b onds. The A u th o r i ty  e x p e c ts  t h i s  i s s u e  would be betw een  $ 3 0 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0  
and  $ 6 0 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0  w ith  th e  f i n a l  amount to  be d e te rm in e d  on th e  b a s i s  o f a p p a re n t  
demand f o r  th e  m ortgage  lo a n s -  The A u th o r i ty  p ro p o s e s  to  have th e  bonds o f f e r e d  
th ro u g h  a s y n d ic a te  headed  by Morgan G uaran ty  T ru s t  Company o f New York and 
th e  ap p o in tm en t of t h a t  company has been  ap p ro v ed  by th e  S t a t e  T r e a s u r e r .

The A u th o r i ty  s u g g e s ts  t h a t  th e  Board d e le g a te  to  th e  S ta te  T r e a s u r e r  th e  r i g h t  
to  c o n d i t i o n a l ly  app rove  th e  i n t e r e s t  to  be b o rn e  by th e  bonds s u b je c t  t o  f i n a l  
a p p ro v a l by th e  B oard and i t  i s  e x p e c te d  th a t  th e  r a t e  w i l l  n o t  exceed  10.25%.

Pursuant to  S ection  31-13-220, South C a ro lin a  Code o f Laws o f  1976, (the  

A c t ) ,  the  South C a ro lin a  S ta te  Housing A u th o r ity  (th e  A u th o r ity )  he rew ith  

advises th a t by a c tio n  taken on June 29, 1983, i t  d id  determ ine to  proceed 

w ith  p re p a ra tio n s  to  p rov ide  money f o r  mortgage loans to the  b e n e fic ia ry  

c lasses (as de fined  in  the A c t)  by the  sa le  o f an issue  o f mortgage bonds.

I t  is  a n tic ip a te d  th a t such issue w i l l  be between 30-60 m i l l io n  d o l la r s ,  w ith  

the f in a l  amount to  be determ ined on the b as is  o f  apparent demand fo r  the  

mortgage loans to  be made w ith  the proceeds o f such bonds. The A u th o r ity  

proposes to  have the bonds o ffe re d  through a syn d ica te  headed by Morgan 

Guaranty T rus t Company o f New York, which in s t i t u t i o n  has s u c c e s s fu lly  

marketed a l l  p rev ious  bonds issued by the A u th o r i ty .  The appointm ent o f  

Morgan Guaranty T ru s t Company has been approved by th e  S ta te  ire a s u re r .

P r io r  to  such o f f e r in g ,  the A u th o r ity  w i l l  p resent a l l  p e r t in e n t f in a n c ia l  

in fo rm a tio n  w ith  respec t to  the proposed bond issue to  a such r a t in g  agency 

as may be deemed a p p ro p r ia te . On th e  basis o f c u rre n t in fo rm a tio n  a v a ila b le  

to  the A u th o r i ty ,  the A u th o r ity  b e lie ve s  th a t  such agency w i l l  ra te  the 

proposed bonds as having an a p p ro p ria te  r a t in g .

The bonds w i l l  c o n s is t o f  term bonds and s p e c ia l term bonds in  such 

p r in c ip a l amounts as may be paid th rough th e  repayment o f mortgage loans to  

be made by the A u th o r i ty .  The bonds sh a ll be secured by the  General Resolu­

t io n  dated September 21, 1982, p re v io u s ly  approved by th is  honorable body on 

September 29, 1982.

I t  is  suggested th a t th e re  be de legated to  the S tate T re a su ry , the  r ig h t  

to  c o n d it io n a l ly  approve the  in te re s t  to  be born by the bonds s u b je c t to  

f in a l  approval o f  yo u r honorable body.

On the basis o f p resent in d ic a t io n s , the A u th o r ity  b e lie ve s  th a t the 

average in te re s t  ra te  to be paid on the bonds w i l l  not exceed 10.25% which 

w i l l  re s u lt  in  an in te re s t ra te  to  be pa id  o f 10.75%.

On the basis o f  present in d ic a tio n s  i t  appears th a t th e re  w i l l  be a 

demand fo r  no t less than t h i r t y  m i l l io n  d o l la rs  and not more than s ix ty  

m i l l io n  d o lla rs  fo r  the mortgage loans to  persons in  the  b e n e fic ia ry  c lasses .

Whatever sum is  determ ined to  r e f le c t  the demand fo r  mortgage loans w i l l  

determ ine the s iz in g  o f the bond issue . P o rtio n s  o f the p r in c ip a l proceeds 

o f the  bond issue may be needed fo r  rese rves ; thus the f in a l  s ize  o f  the bond 

issue cannot be determ ined a t th is  tim e.

The S ta te  Treasurer w i l l  act as Trustee  fo r  the bonds.

Other p rec ise  d e ta i ls  w ith  respect to  the issue w i l l  be presented to  

th is  Board a t the a p p ro p ria te  tim e.

W herefore, on the basis o f the fo re g o in g , the A u th o r ity  prays approval 

o f  you r honorable body to  proceed w ith  i t s  mortgage loan program and the 

issuance o f bonds in  an amount which w i l l  produce the sum determ ined to  

r e f le c t  the demand fo r  mortgage loans fo r  s in g le  fa m ily  homes fo r  members o f 

the b e n e fic ia ry  c lasses .

CHAPTER V III

SECTION 30 -  WITHDRAWAL OF AVAILABLE FUNDS

The State Treasurer's Office is responsible fo r providing the money 

necessary to  fund permanent improvements. In order to accomplish e ffec tive  

money management we must maintain records that w ill provide the information 

required to meet the needs of the agencies as specified by the Legislature,

Joint Bond Review Committee and the Budget and Control Board. When the

leg is la tive  b i l l  becomes law, we immediately establish a record for each

agency's needs, re s tr ic tio n s  and funding as spelled out in that Act. Once C

the record is established and reconciled to the Budget and Control Board

records, our o ff ic e  sets aside for each authorization the funding of future

Dond costs in accordance with statutory requirements. At present, the bond

costs set aside is at the rate of $2.00 per $1,000. This is subject to change

according to in fla tiona ry  or economic changes in the cost of issuance. Of

course, th is  also means i f  an agency has been authorized by the Legislative

Act to  use $1,000,000; $2,000 is immediately set aside for future issuance

cost; therefore, the agency w ill only be able to draw $998,000.

Subsequently, the e ffo rts  of the Joint Bond Review Committee and the 

Budget and Control Board in coordination with the agency results in a time 

schedule that determines the time and amounts that th is  money can be 

withdrawn. I t  is important at th is  point to emphasize that no money is

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available nor can any be withdrawn from the State Treasurer's Office u n til 

th is  a llocation has been made. In our experience there seems to be some 

confusion in the agencies between the "authorization" of the money in the 

Legislative Act and the "a llocation" of money by the Joint Bond Review 

Committee and the Budget and Control Board.

A fter the recoras have been established there is a monthly reconc ilia tion  

between the State Treasurer's records and the Budget and Control Board 

records. We urge the agencies to maintain detailed records and consistently 

reconcile with our records. In order to fa c i l i ta te  th is , our plans call fo r 

the monthly issuance of a computer report from our records to the agency. 

Obviously i t  is much more practical and convenient to staj reconciled on a 

regular basis than i t  is to period ica lly attempt to bring the records in to  

agreement. The report referred to here is e n tit le d , "STATE TREASURER'S OFFICE 

STATUS OF BONDS PROCEEDS." A sample is provided herein.

Upon approval of expenditure for projects by the Joint Bond Review 

Committee and the Budget and Control Board, i t  w i l l  be necessary fo r the 

agency to prepare and submit to the State Treasurer's Office the form e n tit le d , 

"REQUEST TO WITHDRAW AUTHORIZED FUNDS." A copy is  included. When th is form 

is recei/ed in the State Treasurer's Office i t  w i l l  be audited against the 

f i le s  and records for completeness of information and au thentic ity . Valid 

requests w ill result in a transfer of funds s u ffic ie n t to support the request. 

Insu ffic ie n t information w ill result in the return of the form to the agency 

fo r corrective action. We feel i t  necessary to emphasize at this point that 

no funds can be transferred without complete information.

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In special s ituations when the Joint Bond Review Committee and the 8udget 

and Control Board have taken emergency action, please attach a copy of that 

action ( le tte r  or minutes) to your request. Very often th is  w ill aid us in 

expediting our research and w ill resu lt in a faster action by our o ffice .

This meeting has brought about orderly procedures to deal with a very 

complicated process. Much of the past frus tra tion  w ill undoubtedly be 

eliminated i f  a ll parties concerned continue to cooperate by following the 

procedures as outlined. The State Treasurer's Office is prepared to  continue 

to help you in any reasonable way.

Instead o f  a tte m p tin g  to  improve and re v is e  the  Procurement Proce­

dures Manual th a t was examined du ring  the a u d it ,  we have com p le te ly  

re w r it te n  a new Purchasing P o lic ie s  and Procedures Manual. The new 

manual addresses each p o in t ( l ) - ( 2 5 )  in  the  a u d it re p o r t  as w e ll as 

o th e r  areas o u tl in e d  in  the South C aro lina  C onso lida ted  Procurement Code 

and re g u la t io n s .

This manual w i l l  be made a v a ila b le  to  a l l  f a c i l i t i e s ,  c e n te rs , and 

c l in ic s  o f  the Department and w i l l  be updated as needed.

We have p rov ided  you r o f f ic e  w ith  a d r a f t  o f  the manual fo r  your 

review  and comments. The d r a f t  w i l l  be f in a l iz e d  upon approva l by the 

Department and you r o f f ic e .
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B. Sole Source Procurements

We examined the  q u a r te r ly  re p o r ts  o f  so le  source and emergency 

procurements and a l l  a v a ila b le  s u p p o rtin g  documents fo r  the p e rio d  J u ly  

1, 1981 -  June 30, 1982, f o r  the  purpose o f  de te rm in ing  the  a p p ro p r ia te ­

ness o f  the procurem ent a c tio n s  taken and the accuracy o f the  re p o rts  

subm itted  to  the  D iv is io n  o f General S e rv ice s , as re q u ire d  by S ection  

11-35-2440 o f  the  Code.

We found the fo l lo w in g  problems in  t h is  area:

(1 ) These items were procured im p ro p e rly  as so le  sources when 

co m p e tit io n  was a v a ila b le :

a . P .0 . *35081 - B ind ing  o f  p e r io d ic a ls .

b . P .0 . *384 -  S e c u rity  u n ifo rm s .

c . P .0 . *1263 - Emblems fo r  s e c u r ity  u n ifo rm s .

d. P .0 . *2320 -  F u rn itu re .

e . P .0 . *728 , *783, *1349, »2381 -  C ooling tow er 

w a te r tre a tm e n t chem ica ls .

(2 ) There is  an in h e re n t weakness in  the w r it te n  de te rm ina ­

t io n s  ju s t i f y in g  th e  so le  source procurem ents, in  th a t 

they f a i l  to  adequate ly  s u b s ta n tia te  the  b as is  fo r  a 

s in g le  source d e s ig n a tio n  o f the  item  and c o n tra c to r .  

Examples are as fo l lo w s :

These ju s t i f i c a t io n s  are l is t e d  as examples. We fe e l th e  

d e te rm in a tio n s  and f in d in g s  are inadequate in  the  m a jo r ity  

o f  the  cases review ed.

Section 19-445.2105 o f  the re g u la tio n s  in d ic a te s  the  fo llo w in g  on 

so le  source procurem ents:

Sole source procurement is  not p e rm is s ib le  un less 
th e re  is  on ly  a s in g le  s u p p lie r .  The fo llo w in g  
are examples o f c ircum stances which cou ld  n e ce ss i­
ta te  so le  source procurem ent:

(1 ) where the  c o m p a t ib i l i ty  o f  equipm ent, 
a c c e s s o r ie s , o r replacem ent p a rts  is  the  paramount 
c o n s id e ra tio n ;

(2 ) where a so le  s u p p l ie r 's  item  is  needed fo r
t r i a l use o r  te s t in g ;

(3 ) where a so le  s u p p l ie r 's  item  is  to  be
procured f o r  re s a le ;

(4 ) where p u b lic  u t i l i t y  se rv ice s  are to  be
p rocu red ;

(5 ) where the item  is  one o f a k in d ; and

(6 ) p r in te d  fo rm s, pam phlets, b rochu res ,
e x c lu s iv e  o f  p r in t in g  equipm ent.
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. . . I n  cases o f  reasonab le  d o u b t, co m p e tit io n  
should be s o l ic i t e d .  Any request by a govern­
mental body th a t a procurem ent be r e s t r ic te d  to  
one p o te n t ia l c o n tra c to r  s h a ll be accompanied by 
an e xp la n a tio n  as to  why no o th e r  w i l l  be s u ita b le  
o r  accep tab le  to  meet the  need.

Due to  the lack o f  s u f f ic ie n t  unde rs tand ing  o f  so le  source p ro cu re ­

ments and the  docum entation re q u ire d , Mental H ea lth  is  not in  com pliance 

w ith  s ta te  laws and re g u la t io n s .

We, th e re fo re , recommend th a t  the  P urchasing Department fa m il ia r iz e  

themselves tho rough ly  w ith  th e  laws and re g u la tio n s  in  so le  source 

procurements and s t r i c t l y  app ly  these s ta n d a rd s . The te rm in o lo g y  "o n ly  

one source" is  in tended to  mean one m anu fac tu re r o r unique s e rv ic e  

p ro v id e r d is t r ib u t in g  th rough one d is t r ib u t io n  channe l. I f  a f i rm  

s p e c if ic a t io n  fo r  a p roduc t o r  s e rv ic e  is  requested due to  a unique 

c ircum stance o r need o n ly  s a t is f ie d  by th e  procurement o f  th a t s p e c i f ic  

p ro d u c t/s e rv ic e  and th e re  is  more than one source o f  d is t r ib u t io n ,  the  

procurement is  not s o le  source .

Bids should be fo rw arded  to  a l l  known d is t r ib u to r s  to  ach ieve the  

low est p o ss ib le  p r ic e  fo r  the  p a r t ic u la r  s e rv ic e  o r p ro d u c t. I f  a l t e r ­

nate sources are not known, o th e r  s ta te  purchas ing  departm ents should be 

contacted  fo r  a ss is ta n ce .

I t  is  our unders tand ing  th a t the Department is  c u r re n t ly  ta k in g  

steps to  procure  the s e c u r ity  un ifo rm s and emblems and the c o o lin g  tow er 

w a te r trea tm en t chem icals c o m p e t it iv e ly .
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MENTAL HEALTH RESPONSE

An in te rn a l o rg a n iz a tio n a l change has been implemented s ince  the  

pe rio d  under rev iew . Our so le  source procedures now re q u ire  th a t  such 

purchases w ith  sup p o rtin g  ju s t i f i c a t io n  be approved by the Oeputy 

Commissioner fo r  F in a n c ia l S e rv ices. The ju s t i f i c a t io n s  are now reviewed 

to  de term ine th a t they do indeed support the d e f in i t io n s  and requ irem ents 

fo r  so le  source procurem ent.

As to  the  p a r t ic u la r  items addressed in  the re p o r t th a t  were 

im p ro p e rly  secured as so le  sources, we now have annual s ta te  term  

c o n tra c ts  on s e c u r ity  un ifo rm s and emblems and on c o o lin g  tow er w a te r 

tre a tm e n t chem ica ls . As f o r  procurement o f  any o th e r items in  the  

fu tu re  on w hich the re  is  a question  as to  source o f  su p p ly , we w i l l  te s t  

the m arke tp lace  to  determ ine whether com pe tition  does indeed e x is t .

C. Leases o f  Community Mental Health Centers

The Department o f  Mental Health has not f i l e d  an annual re p o r t o f  

state-ow ned and non-state-ow ned rea l p rope rty  leases w ith  the D iv is io n  

o f General S e rv ic e s , fo r  f is c a l  year 1981-82.

S ection  19-445.2120, Subsection C, o f  the re g u la tio n s  s ta te s  in

p a r t :

The D iv is io n  o f  General Services may exempt 
governm ental bodies from leas ing  State-owned 
a n d /o r non-State-owned p ro p e rty  through the 
le a s in g  procedure he re in  re q u ire d , prov ided 
however, th a t annual re p o rts  be f i l e d  w ith  the 
D iv is io n  o f General S e rv ices , Real P roperty  
Management S e c tio n , p r io r  to  Ju ly  1 o f each ye a r.
Annual re p o rts  s h a ll con ta in  copies o f a l l  e x is t ­
in g  leases o f  State-owned and non-State-owned rea l 
p ro p e r ty . The D iv is io n  o f  General Services may
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l im i t  o r w ithd raw  any exemptions p rov ided  f o r  in 
th is  R e g u la tio n .

The fo l lo w in g  exemptions are hereby gran ted  in 
th is  R e g u la tio n :

. . . ( 2 )  Mental H ealth -  Community Mental H ealth  
C e n te rs ;. . .

A lack  o f unde rs tand ing  a t the  Department th a t th is  was requ ired  

re s u lte d  in  the  re p o r t no t being f i l e d .  C onsequently, th e  Department is  

n o t in  com pliance w ith  th is  ru le  o f  the procurem ent re g u la t io n s .

We recommend th e  Department o f Mental H ea lth  prepare and subm it 

th is  re p o r t to  the D iv is io n  o f General S e rv ic e s , Real P rope rty  Manage­

ment S e c tio n , as soon as p o s s ib le . F u rth e r , th is  in fo rm a tio n  should be 

captured c e n t r a l ly  f o r  fu tu re  re p o r t in g  purposes.

MENTAL HEALTH RESPONSE

We have now subm itted  to  the D iv is io n  o f General S e rv ices  copies o f 

a l l  re a l p ro p e rty  leases o f the Community Mental H ealth  Centers p re s e n tly  

in  e x is te n c e . Copies o f  any o th e r such leases ente red  in to  du rin g  the 

yea r w i l l  be su bm itted  on a t im e ly  basis in  the fu tu re .

I I .  COMPLIANCE - GOODS AND SERVICES

Our exam ina tion  o f  tra n s a c tio n s  in  the area o f Goods and Services 

has determ ined th a t  some procurements were not made in  compliance w ith  

the  C onso lida ted  Procurement Code knd re g u la t io n s . Examples o f these 

are as fo l lo w s :

Item (1 )  was f o r  re p a irs  and maintenance to  the emergency g e n e ra to r

a t H a ll P s y c h ia tr ic  In s t i t u te  and Item (2) was fo r  re p a irs  and m a in te ­

nance to  th e  a i r  c o n d it io n in g  system a t the  A d m in is tra tio n  B u ild in g . 

The f i r s t  r e p a ir  was paid by an Invo ice /V oucher (Mental H e a lth 's  form  

F ll -A )  w ith  an in v o ic e  a tta ch e d , which went d i r e c t ly  to  F inance, bypass­

ing the  Purchasing Department.

Item (2 )  was a payment fo r  fo u r  (4 ) d i f f e r e n t  work o rde rs  completed 

over a f i f ty - s e v e n  day span. A F ll-A  Invo ice /V ouche r was completed and 

subm itted . A f te r  a review  by th e  Purchasing Department a purchase o rd e r

was issued a f t e r  the  fa c t .

Item (3 )  was a purchase o rd e r fo r  food fo r  the S ta te  H o sp ita l fo r  

the month o f  February, 1982. There was no c o n tra c t a t  the  tim e o f  the 

purchase o rd e r as the o r ig in a l  c o n tra c t fo r  th is  s e rv ic e  had e x p ire d . 

Mental H ea lth  is  p re s e n tly  is s u in g  m onthly purchase o rders  fo r  th is  

s e rv ic e  w ith o u t a v a l id  c o n tra c t w ith  the company.

These items were procured w ith o u t c o m p e tit io n , i . e . ,  q u o ta t io n , 

sealed b ids o r sealed p ro p o s a l, and no docum entation was made th a t the 

procurements were to  the advantage o f the S ta te , p r ic e  and o th e r fa c to rs  

cons idered , in c lu d in g  a d m in is t ra t iv e  co s t o f  the  purchase.

S ection  19-445.2100, Subsection B, Items 2 and 3, o f  the  re g u la ­

t io n s  s ta te  in  p a r t :

Purchases from $500.01 to  $1499.99. S o l ic i t a t io n s  
o f  ve rba l o r w r it te n  quotes from two q u a l i f ie d  
sources o f  supp ly s h a ll be made and documented 
th a t  the  procurement is  to  the advantage o f the
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S ta te , p r ic e  and o th e r fa c to rs  co n s id e re d , in c lu d ­
ing  the a d m in is t ra t iv e  cos t o f  the purchase. Such 
docum entation s h a ll be a ttached  to  the r e q u is i ­
t io n .

S ection  11-35-1520 o f  the C onso lida ted  Procurement Code s ta te s  in

p a r t :

. . .C o n tra c ts  amounting to  two thousand, f iv e  
hundred d o l la rs  o r more s h a ll be awarded by 
c o m p e tit iv e  sealed b id d in g . . . .

Those procurements which p o s s ib ly  cou ld  have been c la s s i f ie d  as 

so le  source o r emergency procurements were not documented as such.

Based upon the sample from  which these items were ta ke n , we can 

p ro je c t s t a t i s t i c a l l y  a t a 95% con fidence  le v e l th a t up to  14% o f a l l  

procurements o f goods and se rv ice s  may have been handled o u t o f  co m p li­

ance w ith  the Procurement Code.

The In te rn a l Procurement Procedures Manual co n ta in s  p o l ic ie s  and 

procedures to  p rocure  these se rv ice s  accord ing  to  the  requ irem ents o f 

the Code. We recommend th a t these p o l ic ie s  and procedures be fo llo w e d  

c lo s e ly  to  ensure th a t th is  does not happen in  the fu tu re .

We understand th a t b id s /s p e c if ic a t io n s  are p re s e n tly  be ing prepared 

in  regards to  a food c o n tra c t and an a i r  c o n d it io n in g  system maintenance 

c o n tra c t. We recommend th a t the  Purchasing Department co n tin u e  to  work

toward c o n tra c ts  on these s e rv ic e s .

MENTAL HEALTH RESPONSE

The examples c ite d  in  the  a u d it re p o r t have been noted and are 

being c o rre c te d . Future re p a irs  w i l l  be a d ve rtise d  fo r  s o l ic i t a t io n  o f 

b ids  based upon s p e c if ic a t io n s  from ou r D epartm ent's  C h ie f E ngineer. 

Any emergency type item  w i l l  be documented as such. P re s e n tly , we are
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s o l ic i t in g  co m p e tit io n  and p lan  to award a term c o n tra c t f o r  p re v e n tiv e  

maintenance f o r  the hea tin g  and c o o lin g  system fo r  the D epartm ent's 

A d m in is tra tio n  B u ild in g . A ls o , we have ob ta in e d  a c o n tra c t fo r  the food 

s e rv ic e  system mentioned in  th e  re p o r t.

We w i l l  s t r iv e  in  the fu tu re  to  adhere to  the  Procurement Code w ith  

regards to  purchases o f  goods and s e rv ic e s .

I I I .  COMPLIANCE -  CONSULTANT SERVICES

A. C o n su ltan t and P ro fe s s io n a l S ervices Procured W ithou t C om pe tition

The Department o f  Mental H ealth  c o n tra c ts  fo r  a number o f  c o n s u l­

ta n t and p ro fe s s io n a l s e rv ic e s . These a re  paid th rough the  use o f  an 

F ll-A  " In v o ic e /V o u c h e r" . A lthough th is  e lim in a te s  the  n e ce ss ity  f o r  a 

purchase o rd e r , i t  does not exempt the agency from com pliance w ith  the 

Procurement Code's c o m p e tit iv e  source s e le c tio n  p rocess.

We d iscove red  in  ou r te s t in g  th e  fo llo w in g  c o n s u lt in g  se rv ice s  th a t

were im p ro p e rly  p rocu red , subsequent to  the passage o f the  Code, and

paid th rough the  F ll-A  system:

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Section  11-35-1270 s ta te s  in  p a r t :  " . . . a  governmenta1 body may ac t 

as a purchasing agent and c o n tra c t on i t s  own b e h a lf f o r  such s e rv ic e s , 

s u b je c t to  th is  code and re g u la tio n s  which may be e s ta b lis h e d  by the 

bo a rd ." This s e c tio n  and the  correspond ing  re g u la tio n s  re q u ire  th a t 

these se rv ices  be ob ta ined  c o m p e tit iv e ly  o r  j u s t i f i e d  as so le  source 

procurements. N e ith e r o f  these o p tio n s  were used in  the above cases.

F u rth e r, R egu la tion  19-445.2025 r e s t r i c t s  th is  a u th o r ity  to  the 

c e r t i f ie d  d o l la r  l im i t  ass igned to  th a t  agency which is  $2 ,500. S ince 

item (3 ) above exceeds th is  amount, the  s e rv ic e  should have been re ­

quested from S ta te  Procurem ent.

We recommend Mental H ea lth  in c lu d e  in  t h e i r  In te rn a l Procurement 

Procedures Manual the p o l ic ie s  and procedures th a t would p lace  them in  

compliance w ith  the  Procurement Code in  regards to  c o n s u lt in g  and 

p ro fe ss io n a l s e rv ic e s . We fu r th e r  recommend the manual be e x p l i c i t  as 

to  who has the  a u th o r ity  to  n e g o tia te  p ro fe s s io n a l c o n tra c ts  o u ts id e  the 

Purchasing Departm ent.

We understand th a t the  teachers in  e xcep tion  (2 ) ,  above, were 

changed from be ing  cons idered  c o n s u lta n ts  to  p a r t- t im e  employees d u rin g  

m id-session th is  past summer and are now on the p a y ro l l.  We fe e l th is  

change was a p p ro p r ia te . A ls o , a t i t s  m eeting o f March 22, 1983, the 

Budget and C o n tro l Board exempted the procurement o f  Licensed P hys ica l 

T he rap is ts  from  the p ro v is io n s  o f the  Procurement Code under d e fin e d  

c o n d it io n s . Th is  would p robab ly  cover fu tu re  a c q u is it io n s  o f  the 

se rv ice s  in  e xce p tio n  (3 ) above.
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Of the three examples c ite d  in  the  a u d it  re p o r t ,  the  p h ys ica l 

therapy se rv ice s  have s ince  been exempted from the Procurement Code as 

o f March 22 , 1983. The in s tru c t io n a l teache rs  have now been changed 

from c o n s u lta n t s ta tus  to  p a r t - t im e  employees. The th i r d  example, 

in s t r u c to r 's  fees fo r  s t a f f  development workshops is  a type o f  se rv ice  

th a t may lend i t s e l f  more to  so le  source procurement a lthough we d id  not 

j u s t i f y  i t  as such a t th a t tim e . In the  fu tu re ,  we w i l l  more c lo s e ly  

examine procurement o f  c o n su lta n t se rv ic e s  to  ensure th a t  we are in  

compliance w ith  the Procurement Code. Procedures and accompanying 

f lo w c h a rt f o r  procurement o f such s e rv ice s  a re  documented in  our new

manual.

B. C on tro l Over C ontracts  fo r  H ealth  P ro fe ss io n a ls

C on trac ts  fo r  p ro fe ss io n a l h e a lth  s e rv ic e s , such as d o c to rs , nurses 

or p hys ica l th e ra p is ts ,  are e s ta b lis h e d  by the  f a c i l i t y  o r Mental Health 

Center a d m in is tra to r . These c o n tra c ts ,  i f  f o r  Mental H ea lth  C en te rs , 

are approved by the c e n te r 's  govern ing  board. These and o th e r c o n tra c ts  

are then reviewed by the Legal S ection  f o r  p rope r w ord ing , e tc .

D uring our rev iew , we noted the fo l lo w in g  weaknesses in  th is  system 

o f c o n tra c t in g  fo r  these p ro fe ss io n a l s e rv ic e s :

(1 ) Once the co n tra c ts  are signed by the f a c i l i t y  a d m in is tra ­

to r  they are b in d in g  on the Department w ith  no a d d it io n a l 

ap p ro va l.
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(2 ) At no p o in t in  the  process does the Purchasing Department 

review  these f o r  com pliance w ith  the Procurement Code. 

D octors and c e r ta in  o th e r h e a lth  se rv ice  p ro fe s s io n a ls  

are exempt from com pliance w ith  the Procurement Code, but 

we found th a t many o f these se rv ice s  which are obta ined 

through c o n tra c ts  by Mental H ealth  are covered by the 

Code.

(3 ) N e ith e r the  D iv is io n  o f A d m in is tra tiv e  S erv ices nor the 

D iv is io n  o f  F in a n c ia l S erv ices see these c o n tra c ts . 

T h e ir  approval is  no t re q u ire d .

(4 ) No funds are comm itted in  the  general accoun ting  system 

to  cover these o b lig a t io n s .

(5 ) These are paid by F ll-A  Invo ice /V ouchers so the  in fo rm a­

t io n  is  no t captu red  fo r  the  F isca l A c c o u n ta b ili ty  Act 

re p o r t in g  requirem ents to  the  D iv is io n  o f  General Ser­

v ic e s .

(6 ) There is  no c e n tra l f i l e  o f  these c o n tra c ts  th a t could be 

used fo r  payment v e r i f i c a t io n .

We b e lie v e  th a t  the re  shou ld  be c e n tra l c o n tro l over these con­

t r a c ts  a llo w in g  f o r  A d m in is tra t iv e  o r F in a n c ia l S erv ices a p p ro v a l/d is -  

approva l be fo re  they become b in d in g  on the agency.

Before le a v in g  the  D epartm ent, we were g iven the fo l lo w in g  d ire c ­

t i v e ,  dated August 9 , 1982, from  the O ff ic e  o f the S ta te  Commissioner o f 

Mental H ea lth  w h ich , we fe e l ,  should e lim in a te  the weaknesses in  th is

area i f  e n fo rce d :

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IV . COMPLIANCE - INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY

In ou r te s t  o f  tra n s a c tio n s  in  the  area o f in fo rm a tio n  te ch n o lo g y , 

we found the  fo l lo w in g  weaknesses:

(1 ) One procurem ent to ta l in g  $896 was processed w ith  no 

documented evidence o f  co m p e tit io n  nor a so le  source

d e te rm in a tio n .

(2 ) We found in  severa l cases payments fo r  lease o r m a in te ­

nance o f  data process ing  equipment were be ing approved by 

Computer S erv ices when the  su p p o rtin g  c o n tra c ts  cou ld  no t 

be lo c a te d . We determ ined th a t these payments to ta le d  

$2,682.50 per month o r  $32,190 per ye a r.

As s ta te d  e a r l ie r ,  S ec tions  19-445.2100 and 19-445.2105 o f the  

re g u la tio n s  re q u ire  th a t  procurem ents between $500 and $1,500 e i th e r  be 

supported by evidence o f  phone quotes from  two q u a l i f ie d  sources o r  a 

so le  source d e te rm in a tio n .

We recommend th a t a l l  c o m p e tit io n  re q u ire d  by the Procurement Code 

be sought ou t and p ro p e r ly  documented. O the rw ise , a so le  source d e te r ­

m ina tion  and f in d in g  should be prepared ju s t i f y in g  such a c tio n .

A d d it io n a l ly ,  in  o rd e r to  p ro p e r ly  c o n tro l payments on equipment 

lease o r maintenance c o n tra c ts  th e re  must be a copy o f the c o n tra c t 

a v a ila b le  so th a t se rv ice s  and charges can be v e r i f ie d .  Th is a ls o  w i l l  

in d ic a te  when the  c o n tra c t should be re b id .

Section 11-35-2030(1) o f  the C onso lida ted  Procurement Code s ta te s :

Th is s e c tio n  re q u ire s  th a t records be kept which w i l l  in d ic a te  the 

b e g inn in g  and ending dates o f agreements to  ensure th a t the  maximum f iv e  

y e a r p e rio d  (e s ta b lis h e d  by subsequent re g u la t io n )  is  n o t exceeded. 

W hile  th is  Code s e c tio n  cannot be made r e t ro a c t iv e ,  these s e rv ic e s  w i l l  

have to  be re b id  be fo re  August 1, 1986, f iv e  years from  the  enactment o f  

the  C onso lida ted  Procurement Code.

F u r th e r , payments on lease o r maintenance co n tra c ts  should no t be 

processed u n t i l  they  are v e r i f ie d  a g a ins t a p p ro p ria te  c o n tra c ts .  I f  

c o n tra c ts  cannot be lo c a te d , copies should be requested from  the vendor. 

I f  item s are added to  e x is t in g  c o n tra c ts , docum entation should always be 

o b ta in e d  from  the vendor to  ensure th a t in vo ice s  can be v e r i f ie d  be fo re  

payment is  processed. These should be c e n tr a l ly  f i l e d  f o r  fu tu re  

re fe re n c e .

When copies o f  these c o n tra c ts  are ob ta ined  from the  vendor, a 

d e te rm in a tio n  should be made i f  they are s t i l l  b in d in g  on the  Department 

o r  i f  new agreements should be sought. I f  the vendor cannot supply 

cop ies  o f these c o n tra c ts ,  they should be considered n u l l  and vo id  and 

th e  a p p ro p r ia te  steps should  be taken im m ediate ly to  p rocure these 

s e rv ic e s  c o m p e t it iv e ly ,  i f  they a re  necessary to  the  o p e ra tio n  o f the  

agency.
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In o rd e r to  f u l l y  c o n tro l m u lt i- te rm  c o n tra c ts , the Department 

should s ta r t  a system whereby purchase orders  are prepared annua lly  

supplem enting agency c o n tra c ts  and a u th o r iz in g  the c o n tin u a tio n  o f these 

f o r  each f is c a l  ye a r. These purchase o rde rs  should address c o n tra c t 

numbers and s p e c ify  equipment s e r ia l numbers, thereby p ro v id in g  a com­

p le te  a u d it t r a i l  f o r  ease o f  payment v e r i f ic a t io n .

This would a llo w  fo r  the encumbrance o f s u f f ic ie n t  funds to  cover 

the  agreement each f is c a l  year p ro v id in g  each budget manager a b e t te r  

p ic tu re  o f  tru e  a v a ila b le  funds. This would a lso  p rov ide  a mechanism 

f o r  re p o r tin g  these agreements to  the D iv is io n  o f General Services fo r  

F is c a l A c c o u n ta b il i ty  Act requirem ents w h ich , as s ta te d  in  item  V I I I  

be low , a re  not being met a t th is  tim e .

MENTAL HEALTH RESPONSE

With regards to  the  procurement th a t was processed w ith o u t evidence 

o f  co m p e titio n  o r so le  source docum entation, we have found th a t the 

purchase was fo r  computer su p p lie s  se lec ted  from review  o f  several 

ca ta logs  in  o rd e r to  ge t the best p r ic e . Procurement procedures have 

been changed and documented in  our manual to  p revent th is  type e r ro r  in

the  fu tu re .

As to  the lease payments fo r  which c o n tra c ts  cou ld  not be found, 

these payments were a g a in s t a lo n g -s ta n d in g  g ene ra lized  le a s e /re n ta l 

agreement w ith  IBM. Most o f  th is  equipment is  no longe r being re n te d , 

having been rep laced  by more modern leased equipment f o r  which we do

have c o n tra c ts .

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V. COMPLIANCE -  CONSTRUCTION

D uring  ou r review  o f procurem ents in  the area o f c o n s tru c tio n  and 

re la te d  p ro fe s s io n a l s e rv ic e s , we noted th a t the  Department does not 

re ta in  on f i l e  a l l  the  necessary docum entation suppo rting  the procure­

ment o f  c o n s tru c t io n  when an a rc h ite c t  has been h ire d  to  handle the 

p ro je c t .  In these cases, th e  Department depends on the  a rc h ite c tu ra l 

f i rm  to  re ta in  b id  documents and b id  s e c u r ity  documents among o the rs .

In o rd e r to  document procurements s u f f ic ie n t ly  to  support the 

a c tio n  ta k e n , the Department must o b ta in  o r ig in a l  documents o r a t le a s t 

cop ies o f  o r ig in a l  documents which a re  re le v a n t to  the procurement.

Per S ection  11-35-410 o f  the Procurement Code, "procurem ent in fo r ­

m ation s h a ll be a p u b lic  record  to  the  e x te n t re q u ire d  by Chapter 3 o f

T i t le  30 ( th e  Freedom o f In fo rm a tio n  A c t )___ " A d d it io n a l ly ,  Section

11-35-2430 o f  the  Code s ta te s  in  p a r t ,  "A ll  procurement records o f 

governm ental bod ies s h a ll be re ta in e d  and disposed o f in  accordance w ith  

record  re te n t io n  g u id e lin e s  and schedules approved by the  Department o f 

A rch ives  and H is to ry  a f t e r  c o n s u lta t io n  w ith  the A tto rn e y  G enera l."

We recommend th a t the Departm ent re ta in  a l l  the supporting  docu­

ments j u s t i f y in g  procurement tra n s a c tio n s .

is te re d  the  b id  re c e iv in g  procedures have no t been re ta in e d . The 

a rc h ite c t  p rov ided  a copy o f  b id  ta b u la t io n s  w ith  recommendation o f 

c o n tra c t award. Upon c o n tra c t award approva l by the  Mental Health 

Conm ission, a request fo r  a u th o r ity  to  award a C o n s tru c tio n  C o n tra c t was 

subm itted to  the S. C. S ta te  Budget and C on tro l Board fo r  a c t io n . I t  

was f e l t  th a t  the  p roper docum entation f o r  the awarding o f a c o n s tru c tio n  

c o n tra c t was the Budget and C o n tro l Board 's  A u th o r i ty  to  award a Con­

s tru c t io n  C o n tra c t (Form E -2 ). The E ng ineering  O f f ic e  w i l l  in  the 

fu tu re  m a in ta in  copies o f  p roposa ls  from  c o n tra c to rs  fo r  c o n s tru c tio n  

when the p ro je c t is  being handled by an a r c h i te c t .

V I. AUTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITY

During our review  we found two ins tances where area Mental Health 

Centers were bypassing the  P urchasing Department when o rd e r in g  d rugs. 

The payment v e h ic le  fo r  these tra n s a c tio n s  were F l l -A  Invo ice /V ouchers  

discussed p re v io u s ly  and the amounts were $1,756.56 and $2 ,125 .76 . The 

F l l - A ’ s were sent d i r e c t ly  to  Finance and pa id  w ith o u t P u rchas ing 's  

a p p ro va l.

A lthough the drugs ordered are on the approved agency drug term 

c o n tra c t, agency p o lic y  s ta te s  th a t a l l  drug o rde rs  a re  to  be p laced by 

means o f a purchase o rd e r issued by the  D epartm ent's Purchasing D epa rt­

ment. This p o l ic y ,  however, has not been reduced to  w r i t in g .

F u rth e r, s ince  the Purchasing D epartm ent's  purchase o rd e r system 

captures and s to re s  a l l  pu rchasing  tra n s a c t io n s , procurement drug

We recommend th a t  th e  Purchasing Department s p e c i f ic a l ly  address 

the drug o rd e r in g  procedures in  t h e i r  In te rn a l Procurement O pera ting  

Procedures Manual. Purchasing and Finance should ensure these p o l ic ie s  

and procedures are adhered to  by a l l  the Mental H ea lth  C lin ic s  and 

C enters.

Our p o lic y  no lo n g e r re q u ire s  th a t  drug o rders  p laced on the 

approved drug term c o n tra c t be made by purchase o rd e rs . Use o f  F - llA s  

is  p e rm is s ib le  p ro v id in g  the  F-11A re ferences to  the e s ta b lis h e d  c o n tra c t

Use o f F - llA s  as w e ll as drug c o n tra c t procedures are addressed in 

our new p o lic ie s  and procedures manual.

V I I .  GENERAL TRANSACTION CONTROL

The Department uses F ll-A  Invo ice /V ouchers  to  a u th o r iz e  d ir e c t  

expend itu res  when a purchase o rd e r is  no t used. D uring our rev iew  we 

noted the fo l lo w in g  c o n d itio n s  in  the F ll-A  Invo ice /V oucher p rocessing  

system:

(6 ) There is  no recognized l im i t  on the  use o f F l l - A 's  by 

Mental H ea lth  Centers fo r  the  purchase o f s u p p lie s . We 

encountered procurem ents g re a te r than $2,000 fo r  supp lies  

th a t were processed in  th is  manner.

The F l l - A  Invo ice /V ouche r is  designed to  a llo w  in d iv id u a l se c tions  

to  make small purchase tra n s a c tio n s  w ith o u t the use o f the Purchasing 

Department. F ll -A  Invo ice /V ouchers  do not re q u ire  th a t a purchase o rde r 

nor a separa te  re c e iv in g  re p o r t suppo rt the d isbursem ent.

A p ro p e r ly  c o n tro lle d  " d ir e c t  e x p e n d itu re " system reduces the  cos t 

o f p rocess ing  procurem ents and re s u lts  in  a measurable co s t savings to
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the procurement s e c tio n , e f f e c t iv e ly  in c re a s in g  economy and e f f ic ie n c y .  

The system , however, must have adequate c o n tro ls  b u i l t  in  to  ensure 

th a t :

(1 ) Items which are open to  c o m p e tit io n  a re  no t ob ta ined  in  

th is  manner.

(2 ) The Purchasing Department a n d /o r the  Accounts Payable 

S ection have adequate rev iew  procedures to  m on ito r and 

c o n tro l the  use o f  F l l - A 's  and th a t  t h is  review  is  

s u f f ic ie n t ly  documented.

(3 ) A l l  requ ired  su p p o rtin g  documents are a ttached  w ith  

evidence o f the proper a p p ro v a ls .

(4 ) User departments are o b ta in in g  adequate c o m p e tit io n  on 

the  small items they p rocure  on F l l - A 's  and th a t business 

is  being spread around to  a v a ila b le  vendors.

I t  appears th a t  the use o f Invo ice /V ouche rs  may have expanded past 

the o r ig in a l  in te n t  o f  the p o l ic y .  F u r th e r ,  th e re  are  no w r it te n  

procedures th a t re q u ire  departments to  o b ta in  c o m p e tit io n  on F ll-A  

procurements where com pe tition  is  re q u ire d  by law a n d /o r a v a ila b le .

Purchasing has l i t t l e  c o n tro l over d i r e c t  e xpend itu res  because they 

do not see a l l  o f  them. This increases the  p o s s ib i l i t y  o f  u n in te n tio n a l 

v io la t io n s  o f s ta te  laws and re g u la t io n s .

We recommend th a t the Department o f  Mental H ea lth  implement s t r i c t e r  

re g u la tio n s  over the use o f F ll-A  In vo ice /V o u ch e rs . We fe e l th a t the 

use o f F l l - A 's  should be l im ite d  to  a s p e c i f ic  d o l la r  range such as $100 

o r $250 fo r  goods and se rv ices  and c o n s u lt in g  s e rv ic e s .
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A d d it io n a l ly ,  the fo l lo w in g  items cou ld  be procured in  th is  manner 

w ith o u t a d o l la r  l im i t a t io n :

(1 ) O il company c re d it  card charges fo r  gas, o i l  and j e t  

f u e l ;

(2 ) H eat, l ig h t  and w ater b i l l s ;

(3 ) Telephone and te leg raph  b i l l s ;

(4 ) U. S. Post O ff ic e  box re n ta ls  and postage;

(5 ) F re ig h t and express b i l l s ;

(6 ) C o n tr ib u tio n s , dues and r e g is t r a t io n  fe e s ;

(7 ) Sales tax  pa id  to  the South C a ro lin a  Tax Comnission;

(8 ) Auto lic e n s e s  and r e g is t r a t io n s ;

(9 ) Equipment re p a irs  (n o t to  exceed $500); and,

(10) Magazine s u b s c r ip tio n s  (n o t to  exceed $500).

A ll  F l l - A 's  should be approved by the  Purchasing Departm ent, then 

forwarded to  the Finance O ff ic e  fo r  payment. The Purchasing Department 

should  be re sp o n s ib le  fo r  assuring  com pliance w ith  Department p rocu re ­

ment re g u la tio n s  and the Procurement Code, as w e ll as F isca l Account­

a b i l i t y  Act re p o r t in g . The Accounts Payable S ection  o f the  Finance 

O f f ic e  should be re sp o n s ib le  fo r  in vo ice  v e r i f i c a t io n ,  a p p ro va l, c la s s i ­

f ic a t io n  and fu n d in g .

Regardless o f  the exact p o l ic ie s  and procedures adapted fo r  process­

ing  F ll-A  In vo ice /V o u ch e rs , they should be c le a r ly  de fined  in  the 

In te rn a l Procurement Procedures Manual.

The use o f  F - llA s  by the Department has been examined c lo s e ly .  We 

have now en s ta te d  procedures to  re q u ire  th a t a l l  F - l lA s ,  except on 

exempt ite m s , be rou ted  through Purchasing be fo re  go ing to  Accounting 

fo r  p ro ce ss in g .

The r e d e f in i t io n  o f  F-11A in vo ice /vo u ch e r use is  covered in  our new 

manual and should  p reven t im proper use o f  the F-11A in  the fu tu re .

V I I I .  FISCAL ACCOUNTABILITY ACT REPORTING

P a r t ia l ly ,  as a re s u lt  o f  lack o f  c la r i f i c a t io n  as to  re p o r tin g  

procedures s ta te w id e , the Department o f  Mental H ea lth  has fa i le d  to  

f u l l y  comply w ith  the requirem ents o f the F isca l A c c o u n ta b il i ty  A ct in  

the  fo l lo w in g  a reas:

A d d it io n a l ly ,  by not e s ta b lis h in g  F isca l A c c o u n ta b il i ty  Act in p u t 

as a r e l ia b le  data base, the  D iv is io n  dep rives  i t s e l f  o f th e  in te rn a l 

f r in g e  b e n e fits  th a t cou ld  r e s u l t  th e re fro m , such as,

(1 ) P lann ing  and schedu ling  a c q u is it io n s ;

(2 ) C o n s o lid a tio n  o f  commodities fo r  b e t te r  p r ic e s ;

(3 ) M o n ito r in g  o f  user department needs fo r  e f f ic ie n c y ,  cost 

e ffe c t iv e n e s s  and small o rd e r abuse;

(4 ) E va lu a tio n  o f  purchasing g o a ls .

The D iv is io n  o f  General Serv ices is  c u r re n t ly  w ork ing  w ith  the 

C o m p tro lle r G enera l's  O ff ic e  on p roposa ls  to  make m ajor re v is io n s  in  the 

re p o r t in g  requ irem ents o f the  F isca l A c c o u n ta b il i ty  A ct in  the near 

fu tu re .  These re v is io n s  w i l l  h o p e fu lly  make the data re p o rte d  by 

agencies more respons ive  and more cost e f fe c t iv e .

Because o f  the p o s s ib i l i t y  o f  these m ajor re v is io n s ,  we cannot 

recommend th a t the  Department o f  Mental H ea lth  expend unnecessary tim e 

and money in  e f fe c t in g  com pliance w ith  the law a lthough  we fe e l com­

p e lle d  to  p o in t ou t th e  lack o f  com pliance. Th is lack o f  com pliance has 

been d iscovered in  d i f f e r in g  degrees, however, a t  a l l  agencies which we 

have a u d ite d .
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MENTAL HEALTH RESPONSE

We were in form ed by you r o f f ic e  du ring  our meeting o f  March 7, 

1983, th a t  the F isca l A c c o u n ta b ili ty  R eporting  Act is  in  the  process o f 

p o s s ib le  repeal o r re v is io n  and th a t  your recommendation was th a t  we 

postpone any fu r th e r  a c tio n  on the a u d it re p o r t p o in t a t  th is  tim e .

IX . INTERNAL AUDIT

We found th a t the re  has been in s u f f ic ie n t  invo lvem ent in  the 

procurement process by the D epartm ent's  In te rn a l A u d it s t a f f .

A complete in te rn a l a u d it  program inc ludes  a p e r io d ic  review  o f  the 

system o f re q u is it io n in g ,  p la c in g  o f purchase o rd e rs , re c e iv in g , e tc .  to 

determ ine th a t procurement procedures are sound and are being adhered to 

by user departm ents. As a s ta te -s u p p o rte d  agency the program must also 

in c lu d e  a review  o f  the procurement process fo r  com pliance w ith  the 

C onso lida ted  Procurement Code and re g u la t io n s , as w e ll as, o th e r a p p l i ­

cable laws and re g u la t io n s .

H is t o r ic a l ly ,  due to  tim e l im i ta t io n s ,  in te rn a l a u d it departments 

have been fo rced  to  concen tra te  t h e i r  e f f o r t s  in  the f in a n c ia l area, 

which precluded com pliance and o p e ra tio n a l programs.

Th is leaves a gap in  the a d m in is t ra t iv e  c o n tro l over the p rocu re ­

ment fu n c t io n  because th is  area goes w ith o u t review  except by e x te rn a l 

a u d it o rg a n iz a tio n s . A lthough these are e f f e c t iv e ,  they cannot p rov ide  

the type o f on-go ing  c o n tro l necessary in  an area where such la rg e  sums 

o f money are expended.
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The In s t i t u te  o f  In te rn a l A u d ito rs ' p u b lic a t io n  e n t i t le d  Standards

fo r  the P ro fe ss io n a l P ra c tic e  o f In te rn a l A u d it in g  s ta te s ,  "The scope o f 

In te rn a l A u d it should  encompass the  exam ina tion  and e v a lu a tio n  o f the 

adequacy and e ffe c t iv e n e s s  o f th e  o rg a n iz a t io n 's  system o f  in te rn a l 

c o n tro l and the q u a l i t y  o f performance in  c a rry in g  out assigned responsi 

b i l i t i e s . "  We fe e l th is  expands the  ro le  o f In te rn a l A u d ito rs  in to  the 

areas o f com pliance, management and o p e ra tio n a l reviews o f a l l  areas and 

fu n c tio n s  o f an o rg a n iz a tio n .

We recommend th a t  In te rn a l A u d it programs be developed to  te s t  the 

procurement process fo r  adequacy o f  in te rn a l c o n t r o l,  compliance w ith  

the C onsolidated Procurement Code, adherence to  department procedures 

and o v e ra ll e f fe c t iv e n e s s . This program should  in c lu d e  b u t not be 

l im ite d  to  p e r io d ic  review  o f  procurem ents a t a l l  d o l la r  le v e ls  in c lu d ­

ing  the d ire c t  purchase voucher process and c e n tra l stockroom o p e ra tio n s .

We understand th a t  p lans are underway in  th e  In te rn a l A u d it S ection  

to  perform  a te s t  o f  the o v e ra ll procurement fu n c t io n .  We fe e l th is  

program w i l l  be advantageous to  the Department by p ro v id in g  needed 

c o n tro l over th is  a rea .

MENTAL HEALTH RESPONSE

The In te rn a l A u d it D iv is io n  is  c u r re n t ly  deve lop ing  a u d it programs 

and procedures to  te s t  the procurem ent process fo r  adequacy o f  in te rn a l 

c o n tr o l,  compliance w ith  the  C onso lida ted  Procurement Code, and adherence 

to  department procedures and o v e ra ll e f fe c t iv e n e s s .
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"Compliance w ith  the Procurement Code" has been added to  the a u d it 

l i s t  o f  a t t r ib u te s  fo r  cash disbursem ent te s t in g  o f the  f a c i l i t i e s  and 

Community Mental H ealth Centers and C lin ic s .

X. DUPLICATING EQUIPMENT UTILIZATION ANALYSIS

As p a r t  o f o u r exam ina tion , we requested the  S tate  P r in t in g  O f f ic e r  

eva lua te  th e  equipment u t i l i z a t io n  o f the Department o f  Mental H e a lth 's  

P r in t  Shop. The re s u lts  o f th is  study are as fo l lo w s :

o f fo u r  (4 ) O ffs e t D u p lic a to rs  and one (1 ) Xerox 3600 I .  The c r i t e r ia  

fo r  e va lu a tin g  equipment u t i l i z a t io n  has been e s ta b lis h e d  as 5,000 

im pressions per hour fo r  o f f s e t  equipm ent, and 2,000 im pressions per

hour fo r  th e  Xerox 3600 I .

A minimum standard fo r  use le v e ls  has been developed by a llo w in g  

th ree  and o n e -h a lf ( 3 i)  hours ou t o f each seven and o n e -h a lf (7 | )  hour 

w orking day to  be used fo r  jo b  se t-up  tim e , c lean -up  t im e , ro u t in e  

m aintenance, o p e ra to rs  lunch p e r io d , breaks and m isce llaneous down tim e .
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The number o f hours equipment is  a v a i la b le  fo r  o p e ra tio n  a n n u a lly  is  th e  

same number o f hours an o p e ra to r would be on the jo b .

In th is  a n a lys is  each p iece o f equipment has been eva lua ted  in d iv id  

u a l ly  and a percentage o f  u t i l i z a t io n  c a lc u la te d . A c o l le c t iv e  u t i l i z a ­

t io n  has a lso  been c a lc u la te d  based on f iv e  pieces o f  equipment. Man 

hours have been analyzed using b a s ic a lly  the same c r i t e r ia  e s ta b lis h e d  

f o r  e v a lu a tin g  equipment u t i l i z a t io n .  The fa c t  th a t  Mental H e a lth 's  

P r in t  Shop has th ree  employees o p e ra tin g  f iv e  p ieces o f  equipment has 

been taken in to  c o n s id e ra tio n  in  e v a lu a t in g  man hour u t i l i z a t io n .

The percentage o f  man hours u t i l i z e d  ou t o f  the  w ork ing  hours 

a v a ila b le  in d ic a te s  the  o v e ra ll e f f ic ie n c y  o f Mental H e a lth 's  P r in t  

Shop. A t th is  p o in t,  data is  no t a v a ila b le  to  compare the e f f ic ie n c y  o f 

th is  P r in t  Shop w ith  o th e rs  in  S ta te  Government. However, when a l l  the  

data is  compiled from each agency P r in t  Shop, the  re s u lts  w i l l  be 

p u b lish e d .
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In November o f  1978 the L e g is la t iv e  A u d it C o u n c il's  Report in d ic a te d  

Mental H e a lth 's  P r in t  Shop was producing 8,036,232 im pressions per ye a r. 

The data con ta ined  in  th is  a n a ly s is  in d ic a te  a tw en ty -tw o  percen t (22%) 

increase  in  equipment u t i l i z a t i o n  and a n ine teen  pe rcen t (19%) increase 

in  im pressions pe r y e a r.

o f  th e  F o re s try  C om m ission. We b e l ie v e  th a t  i t  w i l l  be in  th e  b e s t  
i n t e r e s t  o f  th e  F o re s tr y  Commission i f  we t r a n s fe r  one o f  our fo r e s te r s  
in to  t h i s  p o s i t io n  and p ro v id e  a method fo r  him to  ta k e  a d d it io n a l  
c o u rse s  in  f o r e s t  g e n e t i c s .

As a r e s u l t  o f  t h i s  law , a fo u r  member com m ittee  was e s t a b l i s h e d  by th e  Budget 
and C o n tro l Board to  re v ie w  th e  o p e r a t in g  c a p a c i ty  o f  s t a t e  p r i s o n s  a s  p roposed  
by the  D epartm en t o t  C o r r e c t i o n s .  The C om m ittee was c h a rg ed  w ith  th e  r e s p o n s i ­
b i l i t y  o f  r e v ie w in g  th e  m eth o d o lo g y  u sed  by th e  D ep artm en t o f C o r r e c t io n s  in  
e s t a b l i s h i n g  the p ro p o sed  t o t a l  c a p a c i ty  o f  7 ,6 3 0  fo r  th e  s t a t e  c o r r e c t i o n a l  
sy s tem . The C om m ittee m et w i th  C o r r e c t io n s  o f f i c i a l s  on June  27 and on J u ly  1, 
19v3, to  d is c u s s  and re v ie w  d a t a  r e g a r d in g  th e  c a p a c i ty  o f  th e  p r i s o n s .  The 
D epartm en t p ro v id e d  in f o r m a t io n  r e g a r d in g  f a c i l i t y  f u n c t io n ,  c a p a c i ty ,  sq u a re  
fo o ta g e ,  s t a r t i n g ,  and c o m p lia n c e  o r  n o n -c o m p lia n c e  w ith  agency  s t a n d a r d s ,  as 
w e ll  as s ta n d a rd s  o r th e  S t a t e  F ir e  M a r s h a l ,  th e  D ep artm en t o f H e a lth  and 
E n v iro n m en ta l C o n tro l and  th e  m a n d a to ry  s ta n d a r d s  o f  th e  A m erican C o r r e c t io n a l  
A ssoc i a t i o n .

The C om m ittee w an ts  to  e x p r e s s  i t s  a p p r e c i a t i o n  to  C om m issioner Leeke and h is  
s t a r :  fo r  t h e i r  c o o p e r a t io n  and  a s s i s t a n c e  in  p ro v id in g  co m p reh en siv e  and d e t a i l e d  
p r i s o n  c a p a c i ty  in f o r m a t io n  w i th in  a v e ry  s h o r t  tim e  fram e.

Recommends t  ion

Based upon i t s  a n a l y s i s  o f  th e  c a p a c i ty  d a t a ,  th e  C om m ittee recommends t h a t  th e  
B udget and C o n tro l board  a p p ro v e  th e  t o t a l  p ro p o sed  o p e r a t in g  c a p a c i ty  fo r  
D epartm en t o*. C o r r e c t io n s  f a c i l i t i e s  o f  7 ,6 3 0 .  I t  shou ld  be n o ted  th a t  th e  o n ly  
S ta t e  c o r r e c t i o n a l  f a c i l i t y  w h ich  w i l l  expand t h i s  t o t a l  c a p a c i ty  d u r in g  th e  
c u r r e n t  r i s c a l  y e a r  w i l l  be th e  M o n c r ie f  B u ild in g  a t  th e  S ta t e  P a rk  C e n te r .
The p r o je c te d  c a p a c i ty  f o r  t h i s  f a c i l i t y  i s  250 and  w i l l  be s u b je c t  to  th e  B oards 
a p p ro v a l a t  a l a t e r  d a t e .  T h is  f a c i l i t y  i s  n o t in c lu d e d  in  the 7 ,630  c a p a c i ty  
f i g u r e .
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
