There is an one acre-size forest fire in Pickens County that borders Table Rock State Park.  The Forestry Commission 

anticipates needing aerial water support and may be requesting helicopter assistance from the National 

Guard.  Additional updates will be sent on this tomorrow. 

 

There have been several other forest fires in the mountain areas of NC, GA, and TN due to the dry conditions of the 

ongoing drought.  The Forestry Commission will be instituting a Burn Ban for five upstate counties – Pickens, Anderson, 

Oconee, Greenville and Spartanburg – this afternoon as a precaution.
