	Text7: My volunteer service began when I moved here more than 20 years ago. During my first years in Columbia  I answered hot lines, supported victims of sexual assault and read books to children.  Later I became involved with our local United Way and served as a program  evaluator as well as a committee member that reviewed organizational capacity of partner agencies.  When I joined United Way of the Midlands (UWM) as an employee I engaged and continue to engage in activities initiated by UWM.  I tutor children in reading, participate in the biennial homeless count and have volunteered with Medical Mission.  From these experiences I've learned and continue to learn the value of service both for the community and for myself. 
	Text8: I've always been a fan of the story "Stone Soup."  If everyone shared a little, then all would be better off.  I came to SC to earn my Master of Social Work degree.  I entered the social work profession with the intention of changing conditions for people generally disenfranchised by the larger community.  I stayed in South Carolina because there is so much work to be done.  I think community and national service is important.  Service speaks to who we are, and more importantly, to what we can become as a country.  I  am looking forward to the opportunity to support and champion larger scale efforts that harnesses volunteers service to  improve SC communities.

Through both First Steps and and UWM work I've developed skills in program development, implementation and internal evaluation.
