The campaign went over the billion-
dollar mark by more than $62.5 million
as of June 3.

*Oar afumni and donors have made
this the largest fundraising effort in
the history of South Caraling,” Presi-
dent Jim Clements said. “Completing
this compaign is an incredible mile-
stone far Clemson, and it 5 3 true lesia-
men? bo the lovalty amd dedication of
aur alumnt, doners, corporale partners
and fricnds.”

The campaign, begun under the presi-
deney of Jim Barker, had started in X006
with o gaal of $500,000.
