o f state government, hereafter referred to as governmental 
bodies, as set forth in Section 19 of Part II Permanent 
Provisions o f Act 178 o f 1981 (General Appropriations Act).

B. Organizational Authority.
(1) Division o f General Services: The Director of the 

Division c f  General Services, acting on behalf o f the 
Board, shall have the responsibility to develop the orga­
nizational structure necessary to implement the install­
ment purchase program w ithin the D ivision o f  General 
Services.

(2) Materials Management Office: The Director of th< 
Division o f Genera, Services hereby delegates the follow 
ing responsibilities to the Materials Management O flict 
through its Manager:

(a) develop, implement, and adm inister and coord i­
nate with the State Treasurer a system o f financing 
the procurement o f office, telecommunications, and 
data processing equipment fo r the purpose o f renting 
leasing o r resale to boards, commissions, institutions 
and agencies o f stale government;

(b) review such system fo r compliance with applica­
ble state laws, rules, regulations, and form ulated state 
plans;

(c) m on ito r such system to ensure operational cost 
efficiency and effectiveness to the Stale.

C. Organizational Procedures.
(1) The Division o f General Services may hoi row up !<• 

eighteen m illion  ($18,000,000) Dollars from  the Stan 
Insurance Reserve Fund as needed to implem ent and 
adm inister the installm ent purchase program at an in te r­
est rate o f eight percent (8%) per annum through a note 
signed by the D irector o f the Division o f Genera, Services 
and held by the State Treasurer. The Division o f General 
Services shall operate the installment purchase program in 
a cost efficient manner so as to ensure that sufficient sums 
are raised to reimburse the principal and interest pay 
ments to the State Insurance Reserve Fund. Excess funds 
raised shall be deposited to the General Fund o f the State 
as soon as practical after the end o f each fiscal year, less 
the cost o f operating the installment purchase program 
which shall be retained by General Services. The rate ol 
interest charged by the Division o f General Services undci 
the installment purchase program shall be not less than 
twelve percent (12%) per annum nor greater than fifteen 
percent (15%) per annum as determ ined by the State 
Treasurer. The Board may, from lime lo lim e, review iht 
interest rates o f the installment purchase program and 
adjust them as deemed appropriate. T he  fo llow ing p rov i­
sions shall apply to the borrow ing, expenditure, and 
repayment o f the funds:

(a) the borrowing of said funds will be evidenced b\ 
a note and other collateral evidencing good fiscal and 
financial practices;3
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(b) expenditure o f the funds w ill be by a voucher 
signed by the D irector o f General Services o r his 
authorized designee;

(c) the eighteen m illion  ($18,000,000) Dollars may 
be borrowed and set aside lum p sum or in increments 
provided that no interest w ill accrue on any unex­
pended portion  o f “ borrow ed”  funds held by the 
State Treasurer; monies shall be withdrawn from  the 
Insurance Reserve Fund only when owing and due for 
(he purchase o f equipment;

(d) repayment o f each expended portion  o f "b o r­
row ed" lunds and accrued interest on same w ill com­
mence r o  later than twenty-four (24) months after 
expending same; however, interest w ill run from  the 
dale borrowed to date paid.

(2) Board;, Commissions, Institu tions and Agencies o f 
State Government: Governmental bodies may seek financ­
ing through the installment purchase program o f the 
Division o f  General Services by making a w ritten request 
to the Materials Management O fficer. The w ritten request 
should include the following:

(a) certification by either the governmental body 
head or governmental body chief fiscal olhcer that 
current funding is not available to acquire such office, 
telecommunications an d /o r data processing equip­
ment;

(b) an attached cost justification statement that such 
acquisition will be advantageous to the State;

(c) an attached statement setting forth a proposed 
repayment plan to the installment purchase program.

The governmental body shall pay all adm inistrative costs 
associated with the processing o f the w ritten request and the 
contract.

D. Review and Approval.
T~he Materials Management Officer shall review the written 

request as outlined in Subsection C, Item 2 o f these regula­
tions and determ ine i f  such acquisition is deemed to be in the 
best interest of the State and consult with (he State Treasurer 
or his designee on Item  2(c) above. The Materials Manage­
ment O fficer w ill notify the governmental body, in w riting, 
whether the request can be processed through the installment 
purchase progtam.

E. Financing Requirements.
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Upon approval o f the governmental body's w ritten request 
fo r financing, the Materials Management O fficer shall prepare 
a contract outlin ing  the governmental body's obligation to 
repay the installment purchase program and setting forth  a 
plan and schedule o f repayment o f the obligation to the 
installment purchase program  in keeping with sound fiscal 
practice. Upon execution o f the contract, the Materials Man­
agement O fficer shall forward copies o f the contract to the 
State Treasurer, C om ptro lle r General, and the governmental 
body concerned. The contract w ill include a com m itm ent o f 
the governmental body’s appropriated funds for repayment 
by the State Treasurer in the event o f default o r nonpayment 
by the governmental body.

F. Reporting Requirements.
In accordance w ith contractual terms o f the installment 

purchase, the D ivision o f General Services, through its Mate­
rials Management O fficer, shall establish a system necessary 
to collect payments to the installment purchase program from 
obligated governmental bodies. An annual report shall be 
submitted to the Board no later than July 31 o f each fiscal 
year detailing all receipts and expenditures fo r the preceding 
fiscal year, the actual o r projected return o f funds to the 
General Fund, and cost o f operating the installment purchase 
program by the D ivision o f General Services.

G. Procedure to Collect Payments.
The Materials Management O fficer shall m on ito r the in ­

stallment purchase program to ensure cost effectiveness and 
repayment to the Stale Insurance Reserve Fund.

In  the event that a governmental body defaults in its 
obligation as outlined in the installm ent purchase contract, 
the Director of the Division o f General Services may notify 
the State Treasurer o f such default. Upon receipt o f the 
w ritten notification, the State Treasurer on behalf o f the 
governmental body w ill retain o r w ithhold any funds due to 
the debtor agency and make payment to the D ivision ol 
General Services to bring the contractual obligation current 
in accordance w ith the terms and conditions o f the contract.

Dear Dr. Coles:

Attached is a copy o f the Division o f Insurance Services’ Monthly Activ ity Report for June. This 
report provides information on claims and expenses fo r the self-insured health and dental plans 
and the commercially-insured life and long-term care plans fo r the calendar year.

HEALTH

Claims for the State Health Plan in June equaled $21.4 m illion, a 15.0 percent increase over the 
June 1990 total. A t the year’s midway mark, year-to-date claims expenditures equal $138.1 
m illion, 19.6 percent over the six-month total in 1990.

D EN TAL

Many 
p ro se c u tio n s , inc lud ing  th o se  dealing  with illegal d ru g s , m u rd ers  a n d  ra p e s , 
canno t p ro g re s s  th ro u g h  th e  c o u rts  un til labo ra to ry  te s t s  have  been  com pleted a t 
SLED.

SLED’s  Criminal Ju s tic e  Inform ation C en te r p rov ides crim inal re c o rd s  fo r use by  
ju d g e s  in se n te n c in g  o ffe n d e rs . A gents a re  used by th e  c o u rts  to s e q u e s te r  
ju r ie s .

Local law enfo rcem en t d ep en d s heavily  on SLED fo r  se rv ice s  th a t  canno t be 
o b ta in ed  e lsew h ere . Last y e a r  in South C arolina, v iolent crim e in c reased  19%, 
doub le  the  national a v e ra g e . SLED is most often re q u e s te d  to  re n d e r  a ss is ta n c e  
in  th ese  c a se s .

Two SLED a g e n ts  w ere sho t in  an inciden t involving a k id n a p p in g ; th ey  have  not 
y e t  b een  ab le  to r e tu rn  to fu ll d u ty  s ta tu s .  O ther vacancies a re  b e in g  held open 
d u e  to lack o f fu n d s , c re a tin g  fu r th e r  problem s.

In  his A u g u st 6 le t te r ,  C hief S tew art adv ised  th a t law en fo rcem en t is  the f i r s t  line 
o f  defense  fo r  th e  c itizens of ou r s ta te  a n d , while many v e ry  im portan t se rv ic e s  
a r e  p ro v id ed  by s ta te  g o v ern m en t, all is in vain if  com m unities a re  not sa fe .

Dear Governor Campbell:

I  am w ritin g  to  request a ss is tan ce  w ith a c r i t i c a l  s itu a tio n  involving 
SLED's budget fo r f is c a l  1991-92. Several fac to rs  now e x is t  which exacerbate 
th e  already se rious conditions caused by th e  recession . As you know, many of 
SLED's se rv ices a re  in terlocked  w ith th e  operation  of the  cou rt system and local 
law enforcement. New judges have been added a t  th e  c i r c u i t  court le v e l in  an 
e f fo r t  to  expedite the corp l e t  ion of crim inal cases. Many of these
prosecutions, including those dealing  w ith i l l e g a l  drugs, murders and rapes, 
cannot progress through the courts u n t i l  laboratory  t e s t s  have been completed a t  
SLED. This must be done in  a tim ely manner since th e  Speedy T ria l Act req u ires  
crim inal cases to  be scheduled fo r  t r i a l  w ith in  180 days. s u n 's  Criminal 
J u s t ic e  Information Center provides support fo r th e  ju d ic ia ry  since crim inal 
records are  required fo r  judges to  sentence offenders. SLED agents a lso  a re  
used by the cou rts to  sequester ju r ie s .  The speed w ith which the courts handle 
coses cannot increase i f  SXJ-D’e opero tic r i r  siev ing  dcr.’n.

Local law enforcement a lso  depends heavily  on SLED to  provide many 
se rv ices  which cannot be obtained elsewhere. V iolent crime la s t  year in  South 
C arolina increased nineteen (19%) percent, double the  national average. These 
a re  th e  type cases in  which SLED is  most o ften  requested to  render a ss is tan ce . 
In  a recen t inc iden t involving a kidnapping, two (2) SLED agents were sho t and 
have not ye t been ab le  to  re tu rn  to  f u l l  duty s ta tu s . Other vacancies in  most 
sec tio n s  of SLED a re  being held  open due to  the lack o f funds c rea tin g  fu rth e r  
problems.

As you can see, SLED i s  being asked to  do add itional work a t  a f a s te r  
pace when resources are not even m aintaining th e ir  cu rren t lev e l bu t 
decreasing. I  am aware th a t  a l l  s ta te  agencies a re  experiencing d i f f i c u l t i e s ,  
but su re ly  p r io r i t ie s  must e x is t .  Law enforcement i s  the f i r s t  lin e  o f defense 
fo r  th e  c itiz e n s  of our s ta te .  While many very important se rv ices a re  provided 
by s ta te  government, such a s  h ea lth  and education, a l l  is  in  vain i f  communities 
a re  not sa fe  fo r  our c i t iz e n s . Therefore, I  re sp e c tfu lly  request th a t  SLED be 
exempt from the recen t provision p lacing  two (2%) percent of our budget in  
escrow.

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We found two sole source procurements which were
inappropriate:

The College sole sourced these items because they had

features which were important to the College. However,
competition was available in both cases.

Regulation 19-445.2105 of the Consolidated Procurement Code 
requires that in cases of reasonable doubt competition should be
solicited.

The College had in fact examined several different types of 
computer workstations and fire alarm systems prior to sole 
sourcing these items. Therefore, in both cases, reasonable doubt 
existed. We recommend that the College seek competition in the
future when in doubt.

RESPONSE
Two sole sources were sighted as inappropriate. P.O. Number 
42214 for a firm alarm system for the West Building and P.O. 
Number 50290 for a computer technician’s workbench.
FIRE ALARM SYSTEM: In developing the specifications for this 
system, it was determined that the system required a "walk test" 
capability. This capability would then allow the system to be 
placed in a test mode and allow maintenance personnel to then 
walk through the building initiation alarm stations. The system 
then responds with a unique number of rings to identify the zone 
that has been activated and confirms that the designated zone is 
functioning properly. In subsequent checks, with what we 
considered potential vendors, it was found that competition for 
this type of system was not available. Consequently, we 
initiated a sole source procurement.
COMPUTER TECHNICIAN’S WORKBENCH: This workbench is designed as a 
specialist modular workbench for electronic technicians. It is 
composed of individual modules which permits the buyer to arrange
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o r  d e s ig n  th e  w orkbench  t o  s u i t  th e  n eed ed  w o rk . A f te r  th o ro u g h  
r e s e a r c h ,  o u r  p ro c u re m e n t s p e c i a l i s t  made t h e  d e te r m in a t io n  t h a t  
c o m p e t i t io n  c o u ld  n o t  be found to  m eet th e  s p e c i f i c a t i o n s .  A 
s o le  s o u rc e  r e q u e s t  was th e n  i n i t i a t e d .

ACTION: The C o lle g e  w i l l  a lw ay s se e k  c o m p e t i t io n  i f  t h e r e  i s  any 
d o u b t a s  t o  th e  p r o p r i e t y  of s o le  s o u rc e  p ro c u re m e n t. However, 
we m ust p o in t  o u t  t h a t  r e a s o n a b le  d o u b t i s  s u b j e c t  t o  i n d iv i d u a l  
i n t e r p r e t a t i o n .

Secnoa 5 of 1988 Act N o . 638 provides as follows:
“The State Budget and Control Board (Board) staff snail devise a soeoal procedure, reviewed 

by the Joint Bond Review Committee (Committee) and the Board, under which staff of the Board 
will monitor efforts undertaken for project authonzaaons in this act which are for architectural 
and engineering (AJcE) work only. This procedure must provide opportunities for the Committee 
and the Board to gain a full understanding o f the parocuiar components o f  each project. These

* components wul include, at a nurumum, the operadonal expenses associated with each project.
a fum in g compledon. and the total amount of additional funding that would be necessary to 
complete the project as designed. The procedure must provide for not less than two reviews, by 
the Committee and the Board, on the design work on each project. The first review must occur 
after completion o f the architectural program and immediately following the completion of the 
scheaaoc drawings. The second review must occur following the completion o f project plans and 
spedncaoons. The results o f these reviews will be summarized by Board staff and forwarded to 
the Committee and the Board for consideradon by them in connection with the formulation of any 
additional project funding recommendations.“

Seczion 8 of 1988 Act N o . 638 provides as follows:
‘T h e State Budget and Control Board and the Joint Bond Review Committee or their designees 

shall devue procedures for authorizations o f  leases or lease purchases, or both, and make 
recommendaaona to the General Assembly on the procedures by February I. 1989."
