Executive Director: Tax Reform Impact on Private Activity Bonds (Reg #5)

Mr. Mclnnis said that this item Is Included to keep the Board aware that
the impact of this issue on the State is still very unclear but that it is
likely to be substantial.

Staff indicated in the agenda materials that the Tax Reform Act of 1985,
when finally enacted, apparently will cut the per capita celling on the
issuance of private activity bonds from $150 to $75 (from $502 million to $251
million for South Carolina). Staff also expressed the view that of equal
significance is the elimination of a separate volume cap for housing bonds and
their inclusion in the bonds which count against the reduced celling. Mr.
Mclnnis stated that, for 1987, it appeared that South Carolina may have a
State celling volume cap of about half of what has been approved for Issuance,
on the average, in recent years.

apparently are eliminated under the 1985 Tax Act):

Mr. Mclnnis expressed the view that drastic changes in the State’s ceiling
allocation regulations and procedures will have to be made in response to the
changes provided by the Tax Reform Act of 1985. He also said that the Board
will have to make difficult choices among the several "bidders" on the very
limited ceiling amount and he noted that a basic issue is if housing should be
given any set-aside amount or ear-marked portion of the ceiling.

The Board was advised that staff is assembling alternate approaches to
this still very unclear situation. One possibility noted is that the revised
regulations will have to be Issued by the Governor in the form of an executive
order in order to continue the allocations process.

Following a discussion, the Board received as information the report on
the possible impacts of tax reform legislation on private activity bonds.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and

is identified as Exhibit 13.

Family Farm Development Authority: Interest Rates (Regular #5A)

Family Farm Development Authority Executive Director Clyde Livingston
appeared before the Board on this matter.

Mr. Mclnnis reminded the Board that, at its meeting on August 28, 1986, it
had approved a revision in the Family Farm Development Authority Agricultural
Development Revenue Bonds for the Frank M. Senn, Sr., Sandra K. Senn and
Barbara Ann Senn projects to allow an increase in the interest rates from 7Z
to not to exceed 12Z and had directed Family Farm Development Authority
Executive Director Livingston not to allow these transactions to be
consummated if the Interest rates exceed 8%$Z.

Mr. Mclnnis reported that Mr. Livingston had advised by letter that the

bank purchasing the bonds had requested an Increase in the 8$%Z interest rate
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to 11 3/4Z but he said that Mr. Livingston just before the meeting had
indicated that the bank later had agreed to a 10.5Z interest rate. Mr.
Livingston advised that he would continue to negotiate for a lower rate.

Mr. Patterson expressed concern about the number of times this item has
been before the Board and Mr. Livingston noted that that is due to the effects
of the pending tax reform legislation.

Following further discussion, upon a motion by Mr. Morris, seconded by Mr.
Patterson, the Board approved fixed interest rates of not to exceed 10.5Z on
the Family Farm Development Authority Frank M. Senn, Sr., Sandra K. Senn, and
Barbara Ann Senn projects.

is identified as Exhibit 14.

Commission on Women: Civil Contingent Fund Allocation (Regular #6)

The Board was advised that the Commission on Women had requested an
allocation of $6,000 from the Civil Contingent Fund. These one-time funds are
to finance the acquisition of word processing equipment.

Upon a motion by Mr. Morris, seconded by Mr. Patterson, the Board
allocated $6,000 from the Civil Contingent Fund to the Commission on Women for
the acquisition of word processing equipment.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and

is identified as Exhibit 15.

Counselors/Therapists Examiners Bd.: Civil Contingent Fund Allocation (R#7)

The Board was advised that the Board of Examiners for Licensed
Professional Counselors, Associate Counselors, and Marital and Family
Therapists was created in 1985 and that an $8,000 Civil Contingent Fund
allocation was granted to support that Board in 1985-86.

The Board of Examiners requested an allocation of $23,140 from the Civil
Contingent Fund to support its activities during 1986-87. This request would
be in addition its 1986-87 appropriation of $25,000.

President Rentz of the Examiners Board expressed his regrets that his
agency's requirements were so badly underestimated. The funds appropriated

and the additional funds requested would be used as follows:

President Rentz pointed out that his Board has deposited $66,150 in the
general fund since March of 1986. He expects that amount will reach a total
of $200,000 by the end of the fiscal year.

Dr. Coles stated that he had had a budget analyst look at this request in
detail. He confirmed that this Board will provide more in revenue than the
amount requested and appropriated, noting that revenues as well as
expenditures had been underestimated. He called attention to the law which
governs these boards requires this treatment of their revenues and expenses.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Mr. Morris, the Board
allocated $23,140 from the Civil Contingent Fund to the Board of Examiners for
Licensed Professional Counselors, Associate Counselors, and Marital and Family
Therapists.

Lander College: Housing Allowance for President (Regular #8)

Lander College Vice President Troublefield advised by letter that the
College President’s house is being renovated during 1986-87 which will require
that President Jackson be moved out.

He asked Board approval of the payment of $500 per month rental and actual
expenses for utilities, including heat, light, water and local telephone
service. He also requested that the approval be effective September 1, 1986.

Dr. Coles advised the Board at the meeting that the utilities costs have
been estimated by Lander at not to exceed $250 per month which would make the
requested housing allowance not to exceed an estimated $9,000 for a year for
both rent and utilities. Mr. Mclnnis advised that it had been estimated that
the renovation work would take eighteen months because it is being done with

the College's own forces.
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Upon a motion by Mr. Morris, seconded by Mr. Patterson, the Board approved
the Lander College payment of a housing allowance not to exceed $9,000
annually to President Jackson which Includes $500 per month for rent plus
actual expenses estimated at $250 per month for utilities, including heat,
light, water and local telephone service effective September 1, 1986.

HHSF Commission: Delinquent Accounts Receivables Policy (Regular #9)

At the request of the Health and Human Services Finance Commission
Chairman William T. Putnam, the Board carried over consideration of a policy
which would allow the write-off of accounts receivables over three years old
that are not in violation of State and Federal laws or regulations.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and

is identified as Exhibit 18.

General Services: Land Purchase, Wildlife and Marine Resources (Reg #9)

The Division of General Services advised that, on July 22, 1966, the U.S.
Forestry Service and the S.C. Wildlife and Marine Resources Department entered
into a mutual cooperation agreement regarding management of the National
Forest and the wildlife resources contained therein in Berkeley County.

On June 30, 1972, the agreement was amended to allow W ildlife to U6e 187.4
acres for constructing the Dennis Center hatchery. To date, 122.3 acres have
not been used and the Forestry Service would like to divest Itself of that
acreage.

The Division advised that, because of a federal statute, the Forest
Service can transfer only 80 of the 122.3 acres to the Wldlife Department.

It further advised that the Public Service Authority (Santee Cooper) has
agreed to purchase the remaining 42.3 acres from the Forestry Service and then
to convey that property to the Wildlife Department within two years.

The Division also reported that the purchase price (appraised value) of
the property is $33,800 and that the Authority will assess simple Interest at
a variable rate commencing at 5Z but not exceeding 6Z within the two-year

period.
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The W ildlife Commission approved the purchase at its October 18, 1985,
meeting.

The Board was advised that this purchase of land is a permanent
improvement project which had been reviewed favorably by the Bond Committee
(Summary 2-87, item 17).

Upon a motion by Mr. Morris, seconded by Mr. Patterson, the Board approved
the Wildlife and Marine Resources Department proposul to purchase 42.3 acres
of land for $33,800 in Berkeley County from the Public Service Authority
(Santee Cooper) and the establishment of this permanent improvement project.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and

is identified as Exhibit 19.

General Services: Land Purchase, Employment Security Commission (Reg #10)

The Division of General Services advised that the Employment Security
Commission wishes to purchase approximately 3.7 acres of surplus Highway
Department property in the City of Greenville for $68,600. The Division
indicated that this was the high bid of $65,000 received on the property plus
$2,600 commission to Property Management as agent for the Highway Department
plus a $1,000 appraisal fee to be reimbursed to that Department.

The Division advised that the Commission plans to consolidate all
employment service and unemployment insurance operations in the Greenville
area into one office building. It also noted that the project is included In
the Commission’s five-year permanent improvement plan and that funding is now
available.

The Bond Review Committee approved this purchase at its August 28, 1986,
meeting (Summary 2-87, item 22).

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Mr. Morris, the Board approved
the Employment Security Commission request to purchase approximately 3.7 acres
of surplus Highway Department property in the City of Greenville for $68,600
and approved the establishment of this permanent improvement project.

Information relating to this matter has been retained In these files and

is identified as Exhibit 20.
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General Services: Property Exchange, USC Sumter Campus (Regular #12)

The Division of General Services advised that the University of South
Carolina and the Alice Drive Baptist Church have agreed to exchange parcels of
land containing 192 square feet each to straighten a property line and to
provide adequate property to create sidewalk access to the Nettles/Schwartz
Building on the USC Sumter Campus.

The Division advised that this noncash, mutual exchange of property is
believed to be in the best interest of the University and was approved by the
USC Board of Trustees on July 9, 1986.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Mr. Morris, the Board approved
the exchange of parcels of land consisting of 192 square feet each by the
University of South Carolina and the Alice Drive Baptist Church to straighten
a property line and to provide adequate property to create sidewalk access to
the Nettles/Schwartz Building on the USC Sumter Campus.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and

is identified as Exhibit 21.

General Services: Sale of Mental Retardation Land (Reg #13)

The Division of General Services advised that Southern Bell soon will be
placing a fiber optic cable along two roads in the Summerville area of
Dorchester County to provide residents and businesses improved service and
more reliable special services. It also advised that the project will require
placement of an 8’ x 20’ equipment building and space for off-street parking.
The Division reported that Southern bell had asked the Department of Mental
Retardation to sell a 0.58 acre strip of land for the placement of the
equipment building. It also reported that Mental Retardation has determined
that the land requested by Southern Bell is of no use to the Department and,
due to its shape, would be of little if any value to anyone other than
Southern Bell.

The Mental Retardation Commission approved the sale of the property at its
February 20, 1986, meeting.

Upon a motion by Mr. Patterson, seconded by Mr. Morris, the Board approved
the Department of Mental Retardation request to sell a 0.58 acre strip of land

CONCEPT
Status January, 1986

In early 1985 an administrative decision at the
Medical University of South Carolina was made to combine
the concepts of a student activities fTacility with health
promotion programs. The decision was based iIn part on a
need for a facility for student activities which had been
consistently taking second place to other capital needs of
the campus for the past twenty years of rapid growth. The
task of design of a student activity facility had passed
through several committees and its fTinal emergence had
been judged too expensive 1In view of other University
needs. The other i1nfluence on the decision was the
emergence of the society"s IiInterest in their health and
the rapid escalation of "wellness" iInformation. In the
past 15 years the running and aerobics phenomena have led
to an acceleration in physical education, exercise
programs, Tfitness centers and a wealth of iInformation
concerning the beneficial effects of rational exercise on
the promotion of healthy hearts, lungs, and the prevention
of disease.

Information has appeared that exercise successfully
counteracts the detrimental effects of the stresses of

modern wurban living and psychologically assists in the

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development of confidence and happiness. Moreover, a
wealth of iInformation has appeared giving validity to the
concepts of prevention — the cessation of smoking, avoid-
ance of excessive alcohol and drugs and the development of
sound dietary habits.

Noting the emergence of concepts of health and the
society"s need to be aware of the scientific validity of
the facts 1involved, nothing could appear more reasonable
than that a medical university 1involve itself iIn the
practice and research of concepts of health.

Finally, since the students of the University are the
selected future messengers of health to the society, it
appeared extremely rational to combine the programs of
health with the needed activities of the students in both
a curricula and an extracurricula sense.

The task of developing a concept of combining student
activities and wellness, and a facility to house both was
assigned. Immediately a small steering committee was
formed and gave direction to several early fact finding
missions. Following these directions, visits were made to
numerous other sites, including the Dallas Aerobics
Center, San Diego Tacilities, all of the Charleston fTit-
ness centers and three outstanding facilities iIn Galnes-
ville, Florida. Advice was sought from the Committee on
Student Activities, the Deans, and a wide representation

of the students. A symposium was held on campus inviting

national wellness experts who met with faculty and
students. A thorough 1investigation was made of the U. S.
Army Ranger training mission since it involved exactly
similar age groups. Notices were published in the campus
newspaper inviting advice and comment. Extensive comment
was encountered, the overwhelming majority of it being
positive and supportive. A Tive day symposium/retreat of
the nation®s top wellness experts was attended and when
the concept was explained to them, was given healthy
acclaim and promise of support.

A nationally recognized expert on wellness programs
was contracted to perform a professional feasibility
study. After extensive survey of the University, Iits
mission, the students and the surrounding community, the
study summarized the Center as '"needed, feasible, and
potentially profitable."

An internationally recognized architectural firm was
contracted to study feasibility within expected resource
and site constraints. The study showed that the Center
could well be situated on available campus and would be
within the expected Tfiscal resources of the University.

During the year 1985, as the above missions were
being accomplished, the steering committee began to
enlarge the University"s participation in the planning
process for a Student/Wellness Center. The Dean of each

College was requested to submit his delegate(s) to the

Planning Committee and a large Planning Committee has now
been formed.

The concept of the Student/Wellness Center has
evolved as a site for conventional student activities
(lounge, leisure and social area, mail area, game rooms,
snack bar) and a large area devoted to physical exercise,
psychological testing, counseling, and conference and
seminar areas.

It is anticipated that each student entering the
University will undergo extensive physical and psycholog-
ical examination, extensive physical capacity testing and
a highly personalized counseling session. From these
activities It iIs expected that a prescription for
individual health planning will be formulated suitable to
the aims of each student. Annually, the data gathered
from the results of the student"s activities will be
compared to reshape or redirect the future goals and
directions of that 1individual student. Eventually, the
student will have gathered, by his own participation, an
experience with health that no teacher could have
impressed upon him. Such an experience remains for a
lifetime, enhancing one"s own wellbeing, and being a
perfect fulcrum for his professional relationship with his
patients. By virtue of this program the student i1s taught
that 1i1ndividual health knowledge 1i1s the best means of
influencing the society"™s need for health and thereby

promoting a healthy society.

Specifically, the Student/Wellness Center will be
located on land now occupied by several trailers and the
motor pool. This site 1s the north end of the block
occupied by the student dormitory (Alumni Memorial House).
The anticipated gross area is presently 85,765 square

feet, net area 64,850. The Student Activities area would
occupy 3,600 ft.2, and a Health Cafeteria to seat 130

persons would use 4,800 ft.2. A Control/Locker room area
would require 7,000 ft. and exercise and pool areas about
19,000 ft.2 each.

The building cost is estimated at $6,003,550. with
site improvements, equipment, furnishings and reserve and
professional fees the final cost 1is estimated to be
8,490,647.

This concept has been approved by University
Administration and the University Board of Trustees. It
has received wide dissemination within the University,
within the community, within the State and among national
leaders. It has had thousands of expressions of acclaim

and support.

The Project is intended to promote the purposes of
the Enabling Statute and is reasonably anticipated to effect
such results.

2. On the basis of the foregoing findings, the proposed

2. Coburg Foods, Inc. has now advised County Council that
the financing will proceed in the name of Coburg Dairy, Inc., a South
Carolina corporation (the Company), which was to have guaranteed the

obligations of Coburg Foods, Inc. under the financing originally
proposed.

3. The Company has requested that the County issue its
industrial revenue bonds (the Bonds), in the principal amount of

not exceeding $5,000,000, to finance the cost of the Project, including
the costs incident to the issuance of the Bonds.

4. The Company has further advised County Council that the
Project will increase employment from 189 presently to 194 by July,
1987, and other employment opportunities will occur as new items are
added over the next three to five years.

5. The financing of the Project as proposed would render
assistance to the Company in expanding and improving an enterprise for
the processing of milk and other food and beverage products in the
County and thereby promote the industrial development of the State and
develop trade by inducing this enterprise to locate in the State and
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thus utilize and employ the manpower, agricultural products, and
natural resources of the State. The Project, thus, will subserve the
purposes of the Enabling Statute.

6. The Company has agreed under the terms of the proposed
Loan Agreement with the County to effect the completion of the Project

ARTICLE 1

SECTION 1,01

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Company under a Mortgage from the Company to the County

(the Mortgage), which will be assigned to the Bank.

(b) The Loan Agreement will impose upon the Company the
obligation to pay, in addition to the moneys required for the
payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds, all other
costs and expenses resulting from the execution and delivery
of the Loan Agreement and the Mortgage and the issuance of
the Bonds pursuant thereto.

(c) The proceeds derived from the sale of the Bonds will
be deposited in a construction account and will be withdrawn
on requisition of the Company and applied solely to the
payment  of costs incident to the Project (including
reimbursement to the Company of funds advanced or loans
incurred for that purpose), and the issuance of the Bonds.

(d) The Loan Agreement shall contain an agreement
obligating the Company to effect the completion ofthe Project
in the event the proceeds of the Bonds prove insufficient and to
pay from its own funds all costs in connection with the Project
in excess of the proceeds of the Bonds, and obligating the
Company to pay loan repayments, which, upon the basis of the
determinations heretofore made by County Council, will be
sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on the Bonds.
Inasmuch as the Bank has not deemed it necessary to build up
and maintain any reserve in connection with the Project or the

Bonds, no loan repayments will be required for that purpose.
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(e) The Loan Agreement shall contain the agreement of
the Company to pay for the maintenance and insurance of the
Project and to pay the cost of maintaining the Project in good
repair and keeping it properly insured.

(f) The Loan Agreement will contain no provision
imposing any pecuniary liability wupon the County or which
would create a charge upon the County's general credit or
taxing power.

6. The Mortgage from the Company to the County securing the
Bonds will be in conventional form and will constitute a forecloseable
mortgage upon the Project. Included in the granting clause of the
Mortgage will be:

(a) All real property, machinery, and equipment and all
interest therein, acquired or to be acquired for the Project;

(b) AIl amounts derived by the County under the Loan
Agreement, except those payments to be made by way of
indem nification or for attorneys fees; and

(c) All funds from time to time in the Construction
Account established pursuant to the Loan Agreement, and any
securities in which such funds are invested, and the proceeds
thereof.

7. County Council requests that $5,(XX),(XX) of the State Ceiling
on private activity bonds for calendar year 1986 be allocated to the
Bonds. The allocation amount requested constitutes all of the private
activity bond financing contemplated at the time for the Project and any
other facilities located at or used as a part of an integrated operation

with the Project. County Council hereby certifies that this request for
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allocation is not made in consideration of any bribe, gift, gratuity, or
direct or indirect contribution to any political campaign.

Upon the basis of the foregoing, County Council respectfully prays:

That the State Budget and Control Board accept the filing of the
Petition presented herewith and thereafter, and as soon as practicable,
make its independent investigation of the Project and the terms and
provisions of the Loan Agreement and the Mortgage and Bonds as it deems
advisable, and that thereafter the State Board make a finding that the
proposed Project will promote the purpose of the Enabling Statute and
is reasonably anticipated to effect such result, and, on the basis of such
finding, approve the Project, including changes in details of the
financing as finally consummated which do not materially affect the
undertaking, that $5,000,000 of the state ceiling on private activity
bonds for calendar year 1986 be allocated to the Notes, and that it give

published notice of its approval in the manner set forth in Code Section

acquiring, by construction and purchase, and in connection
with any such acquisition, to enlarge, improve and expand
any project and to secure the payment of such bonds all as
in the Act provided.

3. Pursuant to the provisions of Act No. 512 of
the Acts and Joint Resolutions for the General Assembly of
the State of South Carolina for the year 1984  and
regulations approved thereunder, the State Budget and
Control Board and the Joint Bond Review Committee have been
assigned certain responsibilities with respect to allocation
of the private activity bond ceiling applicable to the State
of South Carolina under Section 103(n) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1954, as amended (the "Volume Cap").

4. The Awuthority has agreed to assist Henry D.
Goldberg (the "Obligor") and Palmetto Tile Distributors,

7. Pursuant to Section 41-43-150 of the Act, the
Authority has made the requisite findings that:

(a) The Obligor will lease the Project to
the Company, which is engaged in the business of operating a
wholesale distribution center for ceramic tile and related
products, and the Project is located in the City of Columbia
within the State of South Carolina.

(b) The Project will constitute a "project”
as said term is referred to and defined in Section 41-43-150
of the Act, and the issuance of the Note in the principal
amount of not exceeding $1,000,000 to defray the cost of the
Project will subserve the purposes and in all respects
conform to the provisions and requirements of the Act.

(c) It is anticipated that the Project will
benefit the general public welfare of the State of South

Authority through private sale pursuant to the Act to defray
the cost of the Project (including changes in any details of
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the said financing as finally consummated which do not
m aterially affect the undertaking of the Awuthority) and (iv)
allocate not exceeding $1,000,000 of the Volume Cap for the
N ote.

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INDUCEMENT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into by and among
South Carolina Jobs-Economic Development Authority, a public
body <corporate and politic and an agency and duly
constituted Awuthority of the State of South Carolina (the
"Authority"), Henry D. Goldberg (the "Obligor"), and
Palm etto Tile D istributors, Inc., a South Carolina
corporation (the "Company").

WITNESSETH:
ARTICLE |
RECITATION OF FACTS

As a means of setting forth the matters of mutual
inducement which have resulted in the making and entering
into of this Agreement, the following statements of fact are
herewith recited:

Section 1.01. The Authority is an agency and duly
constituted Awuthority of the State of South Carolina, and is
authorized and empowered by the provisions of Title 41,
Chapter 43, Code of Laws of South Carolina, 1976 (the
"Act"), particularly Section 41-43-110 thereof, to enter
into agreements with any business located in South Carolina
necessary or incidental to the issuance of bonds and to
issue bonds for the purpose of defraying the cost of
acquiring "projects"™ as described in Section 41-43-160 of
the Act, through which the industrial, commercial,
agricultural and recreational development of the State will
be promoted.

Section 1.02. The Obligor proposes to acquire
land in City of Columbia, South Carolina and intends to
acquire and install thereon all the buildings, facilities,
machinery, apparatus, equipment, office facilities and
furnishings to be owned by Henry D. Goldberg (the "Obligor")
and leased to the Company for the purpose of operating a
wholesale distribution center for ceramic tile and related
products (the "Project").

Section 1.03. The Obligor and the Company have
requested the Authority to assist them w ith their
contemplated program through the sale of its industrial
development revenue bonds or notes pursuant to Section
41-43-110 of the Act, whereby the Awuthority would defray
certain costs of the Project.

Section 1.04. The Awuthority has given due

consideration to ail the proposals and requests of the
Obligor and the Company and has agreed to endeavor to effect
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the issuance of the bonds or notes at the time and on the
terms and conditions hereafter set forth.

Section 1.05. The Project when completed and in
operation will provide additional permanent employment in
the City of Columbia. South Carolina and surrounding areas
for approximately 14 additional people.

ARTICLE 11
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE AUTHORITY
The Authority agrees as follows:

Section 2.01. The Authority will, subject to such
approval by the State Budget and Control Board and the
governing body of the City of Columbia, South Carolina as
may be required by law and subject to the Ilimitations set
forth herein, authorize the issuance of approximately
$1,000,000 Industrial Development Revenue Bonds [or Notes]
(Palmetto Tile D istributors, Inc. Project) (the "Bonds"), at
such time as the Company may request the Authority to do so.

Section 2.02. The Awuthority will permit the
Obligor to arrange for the sale of the Eonds to defray
certain costs of the Project as aforesaid and if successful
marketing arrangements can be made, it will adopt such
proceedings and enter into such agreements as are necessary
for the issuance and securing of the Bonds.

Section 2.03. The proceeds of any sale of the
Bonds may be applied to the payment of the costs of the
Project as determined under Section 41-43-160 of the Act

including, without Ilimitation, the expenses incurred in
connection with the issuance and sale of the Bonds, the
acquisition of the Project including land, buildings,

necessary machinery and equipment and other items permitted
by the Act, and the repayment of any funds advances or loans
incurred by the Obligor for such purposes.

Section 2.04. Prior to issuing the Bonds, the
Authority may enter into a loan agreement with the Obligor
and a security agreement with a trustee to be selected by
the Obligor or with the purchasers of the Bonds, pursuant to
which the Eonds will be secured and issued. Such documents
shall be substantially in the form used in connection with
the issuance of other South Carolina industrial development
revenue bonds and shall constitute a lien on the revenues
derived from the Obligor with respect to the Project to
secure the payment of the Eonds.

Section 2.05. The Awuthority will perform such
other acts and adopt such further proceedings as may be
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required to faithfully implement its wundertakings and to
consummate the proposed financing.

Section 2.06. The undertakings of the Awuthority
hereunder are contingent upon the Awuthority continuing to
evaluate the Project as beneficial to the public interest
after considering all additional circumstances of which the
Authority may hereafter become aware and upon the Obligor
and the Company providing the Authority with such further
evidence as may be satisfactory to the Awuthority as to
compliance with all applicable statutes and regulations.

ARTICLE 111
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE OBLIGOR AND THE COMPANY

Section 3.01. The Obligor and the Company agree
that the Awuthority will have no obligation to find a
purchaser of the Bonds and acknowledge that the Awuthority's
approval of this Agreement is preliminary and is conditioned
upon the Awuthority continuing to evaluate the Project as
beneficial to the public interest after considering all
additional circumstances of which the Authority may
hereafter become aware.

Section 3.02. The Obligor and the Company further
agree, if the plan proceeds as contemplated, as follows:

(a) that the Obligor will acquire the Project;

(b) that the Obligor and possibly the Company
will enter into a loan agreement with the Awuthority, under
the terms of which the Obligor and possibly the Company will
obligate itself or themselves to pay to the Awuthority sums
sufficient to pay the principal, interest and premium, if
any, on the Bonds, as and when the same become due and
payable;

(c) that the Obligor and possibly the Company
will obligate itself or themselves to make the additional
payments required by the Act;

(d) to hold the Authority harmless from all
pecuniary liability and to reimburse it for ail expenses to
which it might be put in the fulfillment of its obligations
under this Agreement;

(e) to perform such further acts and adopt such
further proceedings as may be required faithfully to
implement their respective undertakings and to consummate
the proposed financing; and

(f) that the Obligor and possibly the Company
will convenant and agree in the loan agreement referred to
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above to install in the buildings which are to become a part
of the Project all necessary equipment and machinery and
initially to operate the Project in the manner described in
Section 1.02 hereof.

ARTICLE IV
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 4.01. AIll commitments of the Authority
under Article 1l hereof are subject to all of the provisions
of the Act and regulations of the Awuthority pursuant thereto
and the condition that nothing contained in this Agreement
shall constitute or give rise to a pecuniary liability of
the Awuthority or a charge against any general credit or
taxing power.

Section 4.02. The parties hereto agree that the
Obligor may proceed with the Project including the
acquisition of land, the <construction of a building or
buildings and the acquisition and installation of the
equipment and machinery prior to the issuance of the Bonds.

Section 4.03. AIll commitments of the Authority,
the Obligor and the Company hereunder are subject to the
condition that the Authority, the Obligor and the Company do
agree on mutually acceptable terms and conditions of all
documents, the execution and delivery of which are
contemplated by the provisions hereof.

Section 4.04. The parties understand that the
Obligor, the Company or the Awuthority may choose not to
finance the Project as herein provided, in which event this
Agreement shall become void.

Section 4.05. This Agreement may be assigned by
the Obligor or the Company to any of the Company's
affiliates, any partnership or corporation in which either
the Obligor or the Company has an interest.

Section 4.06. It is the intention of the parties
hereto that this Agreement shall constitute an official
action on the part of the Awuthority within the meaning of
the applicable regulations of the Treasury Department
relating to the issuance of tax-exempt revenue bonds.

(a) The Company is engaged in the business of
operating a medical complex, including doctors' offices, a
pharmacy and a medical laboratory, all of which will be
minority-owned businesses, and the Project is located in the
City of Columbia within the State of South Carolina.

(b) The Project will constitute a "project" as
said term is referred to and defined in Section 41-43-160 of
the Act, and the issuance of the Note in the principal
amount of not exceeding $1,000,000 to defray the cost of the
Project will subserve the purposes and in all respects
conform to the provisions and requirements of the Act.

(c) It is anticipated that the Project will
benefit the general public welfare of the State of South
Carolina, the City of Columbia in particular, by providing
employment for those engaged in construction of the Project,

and by providing additional permanent employment for
approximately 15 people from the City of Columbia and
adjacent areas when the Project is placed in full operation

w ith a resulting alleviation of unemployment and a
substantial increase in payrolls and other public benefits
incident to the <conduct of such businesses not otherwise
provided locally.

therein for the purpose of operating a medical complex,

including doctors' offices, a pharmacy and a medical
laboratory, all of which will be minority-owned businesses
(the "Project"), all as more fully set forth in the

Inducement Agreement attached hereto; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Awuthority
as follows:

Section 1. Pursuant to Section 41-43-110 of the
Act and subject to such approval by the State Budget and
Control Board and any local governing board as may be
required by law and for the purpose of defraying the cost of
acquiring the Project, there is hereby authorized to be
issued industrial development revenue bonds or notes of the
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Authority in the original principal amount of approximately
$1,000,000 to be designated "Jobs-Economic Development
Authority Revenue Bonds [or Notes] (Standish Associates
Project)" (the "Bonds").

Section 2. The provisions, terms and conditions
of the loan agreement by and between the Authority and the
Company, the provisions, terms and conditions of the
security agreement by and between the Awuthority and the
trustee or bondholder, yet to be named, and the form,
details, rate or rates of interest, maturity and redemption
provisions, if any, of the Bonds, other details of any loan
agreement relating to the Bonds, and findings required by
the Act shall be prescribed by subsequent resolution of the
Authority.

Section 3. The Chairman of Board of the Awuthority
is hereby authorized and directed to execute the Inducement
Agreement attached hereto in the name and on behalf of the
Authority, and the Director or Acting Director of the
Authority is hereby authorized and directed to affix thereto
the seal of the Authority and to attest the same, and the
Director or Acting Director of the Authority is hereby
further authorized and directed to deliver said executed
Inducement Agreement to the Company.

Section_4. Prior to the issuance of any Bonds,

the Awuthority will comply with the provisions of the Act
regarding the procedural requirements for issuing bonds.

S®£tion__ 5. All orders, resolutions, regulations
and parts thereof in conflict herewith are to the extent of
such conflict hereby repealed. This resolution shall take
effect and be in full force from and after its passage by
the Authority.

Section 6. It is the intention of the Awuthority
that this resolution shall constitute an official action on
the part of the Authority within the meaning of the
applicable regulations of the Treasury Department relating
to the issuance of tax-exempt revenue bonds.

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INDUCEMENT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into by and
between South Carolina Jobs-Economic Development Authority,
a public body corporate and politic and an agency and duly
constituted Authority of the State of South Carolina (the
"Authority"), and Standish Associates, a South Carolina
partnership (the "Company").

WITNESSETH:
ARTICLE |
RECITATION OF FACTS

As a means of setting forth the matters of mutual
inducement which have resulted in the making and entering
into of this Agreement, the following statements of fact are
herewith recited:

Section 1.01. The Authority is an agency and duly
constituted Authority of the State of South Carolina, and is
authorized and empowered by the provisions of Title 41,
Chapter 43, Code of Laws of South Carolina, 1976 (the
"Act"), particularly Section 41-43-110 thereof, to enter
into agreements with any business located in South Carolina
necessary or incidental to the issuance of bonds and to
issue bonds for the purpose of defraying the <cost of
acquiring "projects"™ as described in Section 41-43-160 of
the Act, through which the industrial, commercial,
agricultural and recreational development of the State will
be promoted.

Section 1.02. The Company proposes to acquire
land in City of Columbia, South Carolina and intends to
acquire and install thereon all the buildings, facilities,
machinery, apparatus, equipment, office facilities and
furnishings necessary for the purpose of operating a medical
complex, including doctors' offices, a pharmacy and a
medical laboratory, all of which will be minority-owned

businesses (the "Project")

Section 1.03. The Company has requested the
Authority to assist it with its contemplated program through
the sale of its industrial development revenue bonds or
notes pursuant to Section 41-43-110 of the Act, whereby the
Authority would defray certain costs of the Project.

Section 1.04. The Awuthority has given due
consideration to all the proposals and requests of the
Company and has agreed to endeavor to effect the issuance of
the bonds or notes at the time and on the terms and
conditions hereafter set forth.
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Section The Project when completed and in
operation will provide additional permanent employment in
City of Columbia, South Carolina and surrounding areas for
approximately 15 people.

ARTICLE I
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE AUTHORITY
The Authority agrees as follows:

Section 27.01. The Authority will, subject to such
approval by the State Budget and Control Board and the
governing body of City of Columbia, South Carolina as may be
required by law and subject to the Ilimitations set forth
herein, authorize the issuance of approximately $1,000,000
Industrial Development Revenue Bonds [or Notes] (Standish
Associates Project) (the "Bonds"), at such time as the
Company may request the Authority to do so.

Section 2.02. The Awuthority will permit the
Company to arrange for the sale of the Bonds to defray
certain costs of the Project as aforesaid and if successful
marketing arrangements can be made, it will adopt such
proceedings and enter into such agreements as are necessary
for the issuance and securing of the Bonds.

Section 2.03. The proceeds of any sale of the
Bonds may be applied to the payment of the costs of the
Project as determined under Section 41-43-160 of the Act

including, without Ilimitation, the expenses incurred in
connection with the issuance and sale of the Bonds, the
acquisition of the Project including land, buildings,

necessary machinery and equipment and other items permitted
by the Act, and the repayment of any funds advances or loans
incurred by the Company for such purposes.

Section 2.04. Prior to issuing the Bonds, the
Authority may enter into a loan agreement with the Company
and a security agreement with a trustee to be selected by
the Company or with the purchasers of the Bonds, pursuant to
which the Bonds will be secured and issued. Such documents
shall be substantially in the form used in connection with
the issuance of other South Carolina industrial development
revenue bonds and shall constitute a lien on the revenues
derived from the Company with respect to the Project to
secure the payment of the Bonds.

Section 2.05. The Authority will perform such
other acts and adopt such further proceedings as may be
required to faithfully implement its wundertakings and to
consummate the proposed financing.
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Section 2.06. The wundertakings of the Awuthority
hereunder are contingent upon the Awuthority continuing to
evaluate the Project as beneficial to the public interest
after considering all additional circumstances of which the
Authority may hereafter become aware and upon the Company
providing the Awuthority with such further evidence as may be
satisfactory to the Awuthority as to compliance with "all
applicable statutes and regulations.

ARTICLE 111
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE COMPANY

Section 3.0J.. The Company agrees that the
Authority will have no obligation to find a purchaser of the
Ecnds and acknowledges that the Authority's approval of this
Agreement is preliminary and is conditioned upon the
Authority continuing to evaluate the Project as beneficial
to the public interest after considering all additional
circumstances of which the Awuthority may hereafter become
aware.

Section 3.02. The Company further agrees, if the
plan proceeds as contemplated, as follows:

(a) to acquire the Project;

(b) to enter into a loan agreement with the
Authority, wunder the terms of which the Company will
obligate itself to pay to the Awuthority sums sufficient to
pay the principal, interest and premium, if any, on the
Bonds, as and when the same become due and payable;

(c, to obligate itself to make the additional
payments required by the Act;

(d) to hold the Awuthority harmless from all
pecuniary liability and to reimburse it for all expenses to
which it might be put in the fulfillment of its obligations
under this Agreement;

(e) to perform such further acts and adopt such
further proceedings as may be required faithfully to
implement its undertakings and to consummate the proposed
financing; and

(f) to convenant and agree in the loan agreement
referred to above to install in the buildings which are to
become a part of the Project all necessary equipment and
machinery and initially to operate the Project in the manner
described in Section 1.02 hereof.
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ARTICLE IV
GENERAL PROV ISIONS

Section 4.01. AIl commitments of the Awuthority
under Article 1l hereof are subject to all of the provisions
of the Act and regulations of the Authority pursuant thereto
and the condition that nothing contained in this Agreement
shall constitute nor give rise to a pecuniary liability of
the Awuthority or a charge against any general credit or
taxing power.

Section 4.02. The parties hereto agree that the
Company may proceed with the Project including the
acquisition of land, the <construction of a building or
buildings and the acquisition and installation of the
equipment and machinery prior to the issuance of the Bonds.

Section 4.03. All commitments of the Awuthority
and the Company hereunder are subject to the condition that
the Authority and the Company do agree on mutually
acceptable terms and <conditions of all documents, the
execution and delivery of which are contemplated by the
provisions hereof.

Section 4.04. The parties wunderstand that the
Company or the Awuthority may choose not to finance the
Project as herein provided, m which event this Agreement
shall become void.

Section 4.05. This Agreement may be assigned by
the Company to any of its affiliates, any partner or
shareholder in the Company or to any company in which one or
more of its partners or shareholders has an interest.

Section 4.06. It is the intention of the parties
hereto that this Agreement shall <constitute an official
action on the part of the Awuthority within the meaning of
the applicable regulations of the Treasury Department
relating to the issuance of tax-exempt revenue bonds.

This Petition of the South Carolina Jobs-Economic
Development Authority (the "Authority"”), pursuant to South
Carolina Code Annotated, Title 41, Chapter 43 (1976), as
amended, (the "Act") and specifically Section 41-43-110
thereof, respectfully shows:

1. The Act, among other things, empowers the
Authority: (i) to acquire, and, in connection with such
acquisition, to enlarge, improve and expand, whether by
construction, purchase, gift or lease, one or more projects
(as defined in Section 41-43-160 of the Act) which shall be
located within the jurisdiction of the State of South
Carolina; (li) to make available to any business enterprise
located in South Carolina such projects for such payments
and upon such terms and conditions as the Awuthority may deem
advisable and as shall not conflict with the provisions of
the Act; and (iii) subject to the approval of the State
Budget and Control Board of the issuance of its bonds
through public or private sale pursuant to Section 41-43-110
of the Act, to issue revenue bonds, as defined in the Act to
include notes, for the purpose of defraying the <cost of
acquiring, by construction and purchase, and in connection
with any such acquisition, to enlarge, improve and expand
any project and to secure the payment of such bonds all as
in the Act provided.

3. Pursuant to the provisions of Act No. 512 of
the Acts and Joint Resolutions for the General Assembly of
the State of South Carolina for the year 1984 and
regulations approved thereunder, the State Eudget and
Control Board and the Joint Bond Review Committee have been
assigned certain responsibilities with respect to allocation
of the private activity bond ceiling applicable to the State
of South Carolina wunder Section 103(n) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1954, as amended (the "Volume Cap").

4. The Awuthority has agreed to assist Standish
Associates, a South Carolina partnership, (the "Company") by
issuing its revenue note for the purpose of defraying the
cost of acquiring certain facilities to be wused for the
purpose of operating a medical complex, including doctors'
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offices, a pharmacy and a medical laboratory, all of which
w ill be minority-owned businesses, constituting a commercial
facility which is part of redevelopment efforts in the City
of Columbia within the State of South Carolina (the
"Project").

5. The wundersigned Chairman of the Board of
Directors of the Awuthority certifies that approval of this
Project was not made in consideration of any bribe, gift,
gratuity, or direct or indirect contribution to any
political campaign.

6. The Authority has been advised by the Company
that the estimated cost of the Project will be $1,000,000,
and the Company has requested the Awuthority to execute and
deliver its Industrial Development Revenue Note (Standish
Associates Project) (the "Note") in the principal amount of
not exceeding $1,000,000 to defray such costs.

7. Pursuant to Section 41-43-150 of the Act, the
Authority has made the requisite findings that:

(a) The Company is engaged in the business
of operating a medical complex, including doctors' offices,
a pharmacy and a medical laboratory, all of which will be
minority-owned businesses, and the Project is located in the
City of Columbia within the State of South Carolina.

(b) The Project will constitute a "project”
as said term is referred to and defined in Section 41-43-160
of the Act, and the issuance of the Note in the principal
amount of not exceeding $1,000,000 to defray the cost of the
Project will subserve the purposes and in all respects
conform to the provisions and requirements of the Act.

(c) It is anticipated that the Project will
benefit the general public welfare of the State of South
Carolina and the City of Columbia in particular by providing
employment for those engaged in construction of the Project,

and by providing additional permanent employment for
approximately 15 people from the City of Columbia and
adjacent areas when the Project is placed in full operation

with a resulting alleviation of unemployment and a
substantial increase in payrolls and other public benefits
incident to the conduct of such businesses not otherwise
provided locally.

(d) Neither the Project, the Note proposed
to be issued by the Awuthority to defray the cost of the
Project, nor any documents or agreements entered into by the

Prior to issuance of the Note, the Authority will,
as part of its proceedings make findings as to the terms of
the agreements to be entered into in connection with the
Project and the adequacy of protection for the public
interest provided by such terms.

Upon the basis of the foregoing, the Authority
respectfully prays that the State Budget and Control Board
(i) accept the filing of this Petition and the documents
submitted herewith, (ii) make such investigation as it deems
advisable, (iii) approve the issuance of the Note by the
Authority through private sale pursuant to the Act to defray
the cost of the Project (including changes in any details of
the said financing as finally consummated which do not
m aterially affect the undertaking of the Awuthority) and (iv)
allocate $1,000,000 of the Volume Cap for the Note.

Budget and Control Board that it has reviewed the standard
form investment letter from The Citizens and Southern
N ational Bank of South Carolina, the purchaser of the bonds,
and finds it to be acceptable;

NOW, THEREFORE, EE IT RESOLVED, by the State
Budget and Control Board of the State of South Carolina, as
follows:

Section 1. It is hereby found, determined and
declared by the Board that: the Request filed by the
Authority contains all matters required by law and the rules
of this Board to be set forth therein, and that in
consequence thereof the jurisdiction of this Board has been
phroperly invoked under and pursuant to Section 41-43-110 of
the Act.

Section 2. In consequence of the foregoing, the
proposal of the Authority to issue the Note through private
sale be and the same is hereby in all respects approved.

Section 3. This Resolution shall take effect
immediately.

This Petition of the South Carolina Jobs-Economic
Development Awuthority (the "Awuthority"), pursuant to South

thereof, respectfully shows:

1. The Act, among other things, empowers the
Authority: (i) to acquire, and, in connection with such
acquisition, to enlarge, improve and expand, whether by

construction, purchase, gift or lease, one or more projects
(as defined in Section 41-43-160 of the Act) which shall be
located within the jurisdiction of the State of South
Carolina; (li) to make available to any business enterprise
located in South Carolina such projects for such payments
and upon such terms and conditions as the Authority may deem
advisable and as shall not conflict with the provisions of
the Act; and (iii) subject to the approval of the State
Budget and Control Board of the issuance of its Dbonds
through public or private sale pursuant to Section 41-43-110
of the Act, to issue revenue bonds, as defined in the Act to
include notes, for the purpose of defraying the <cost of
acquiring, by construction and purchase, and in connection
with any such acquisition, to enlarge, improve and expand
any project and to secure the payment of such bonds all as
in the Act provided.

3. Pursuant to the provisions of Act No. 512 of
the Acts and Joint Resolutions for the General Assembly of
the State of South Carolina for the year 1984 and
regulations approved thereunder, the State Budget and
Control Board and the Joint Bond Review Committee have been
assigned certain responsibilities with respect to allocation
of the private activity bond ceiling applicable to the State
of South Carolina wunder Section 103(n) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1954, as amended (the "Volume Cap").

4. The Awuthority has agreed to assist Rainbow
Oil Company, Inc., a South Carolina corporation, (the
"Company" ) by issuing its revenue note for the purpose of
defraying the cost of acquiring certain facilities to be
used for the purpose of operating a wholesale distribution
center for home and automotive fuel together with a
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convenience store constituting a commercial facility in an
economically distressed area to be located in the City of
Barnwell within the State of South Carolina (the "Project”).

5. The wundersigned Chairman of the Board of
Directors of the Awuthority certifies that approval of this
Project was not made in consideration of any bribe, gift,
gratuity, or direct or indirect contribution to any
political campaign.

6. The Authority has been advised by the Company
that the estimated cost of the Project will be $600,000, and
the Company has requested the Awuthority to execute and
deliver its Industrial Development Revenue Note (Rainbow Oil
Company, Inc. Project) (the "Note") in the principal amount
of not exceeding $600,000 to defray such costs.

7. Pursuant to Section 41-43-150 of the Act, the
Authority has made the requisite findings that:

(a) The Company is engaged in the business
of operating a wholesale distribution center for home and
automotive fuel together with a convenience store, and the
Project is located in the City of Barnwell within the State
of South Carolina, an area which fails within the boundaries
of a County previously determined by the Awuthority to be
economically distressed.

(b) The Project will constitute a "project"
as said term is referred to and defined in Section 41-43-160
of the Act, and the issuance of the Note in the principal
amount of not exceeding $600,000 to defray the cost of the
Project will subserve the purposes and in all respects
conform to the provisions and requirements of the Act.

(c) It is anticipated that the Project will
benefit the general public welfare of the State of South
Carolina and the City of Barnwell in particular by providing
employment for those engaged in construction of the Project,
and by providing additional permanent employment for
approximately 8 people from the City of Barnwell and
adjacent areas when the Project is placed in full operation
with a resulting alleviation of unemployment and a
substantial increase in payrolls and other public benefits
incident to the <conduct of such businesses not otherwise
provided locally.

(d) Neither the Project, the Note proposed
to be issued by the Awuthority to defray the cost of the
Project, nor any documents or agreements entered into by the
Authority in connection therewith will constitute or give
rise to a pecuniary liability of the Awuthority or the State
of South Carolina or any of its political subdivisions or a
charge against general credit or taxing power of any of
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them, and only program funds (as defined in the Act) will be
made available to finance the cost of the Project.

(e) The Company is a corporation with
established credit and is a responsible party.

(f) The issuance of the Note by the
Authority in the principal amount of not exceeding $600,000
will be required to defray the cost of the Project, and such
principal amount bears a reasonable relationship to the
amount of private funds also committed to the Project.

(g) The size and scope of the Project s
such that a definite benefit to the economy of the State of
South Carolina, and the City of Barnwell in particular, is
reasonably expected to result therefrom.

Prior to issuance of the Note, the Authority will,
as part of its proceedings make findings as to the terms of
the agreements to be entered into in connection with the
Project and the adequacy of protection for the public
interest provided by such terms.

Upon the Dbasis of the foregoing, the Authority
respectfully prays that the State Eudget and Control Board
(i) accept the filing of this Petition and the documents
submitted herewith, (ii) make such investigation as it deems
advisable, (iii) approve the issuance of the Note by the
Authority through private sale pursuant to the Act to defray
the cost of the Project (including changes in any details of
the said financing as finally consummated which do not
m aterially affect the undertaking of the Awuthority) and (iv)
allocate $600,000 of the Volume Cap for the Note.

WHEREAS, the South Carolina Jobs-Economic
Development Awuthority (the "Authority”), acting by and
through its Board of Directors, is authorized and empowered
under and pursuant to the provisions of Section 41-43-110 of
the South Carolina Code Annotated, Title 41, Chapter 43
(1976), as amended, (the "Act") to acquire and cause to be

WHEREAS, South Carolina Jobs-Economic Development
Authority (the "Awuthority”) is authorized and empowered
under and pursuant to the provisions of Title 41, Chapter
43, Code of Laws of South Carolina, 1976 (the "Act"),
particularly Section 41-43-110 thereof, to enter into
agreements with any businesses located in South Carolina
necessary or incidental to the issuance of bonds and to
issue bonds for the purpose of defraying the <cost of

acquiring, by <construction and purchase, "projects" as
described in Section 41-43-160 of the Act, through which the
industrial, commercial, agricultural and recreational

development of the State will be promoted; and

WHEREAS, the Awuthority is further authorized by

WHEREAS, Rainbow Oil Company, Inc., a South
Carolina <corporation, (the "Company") has requested the
Authority to issue approximately $1,000,000 of its
industrial development revenue bonds or notes ( Rainbow Oil
Company, Inc. Project, pursuant to Section 41-43-110 of the
Act in order to defray the cost of acquiring certain land,
improvements to be made thereon, and the machinery and
equipment to be installed therein for the purpose of

operating a wholesale and retail distribution center for
home and automotive fuel together with a convenience store
(the "Project"), all as more fully set forth in the

Inducement Agreement attached hereto; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Awuthority
as follows:

Section 1. Pursuant to Section 41-43-110 of the
Act and subject to such approval by the State Budget and
Control Board and any local governing board as may be
required by law and for the purpose of defraying the cost of
acquiring the Project, there is hereby authorized to be
issued industrial development revenue bonds or notes of the
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Authority in the original principal amount of approximately
$1,000,000 to be designated "Jobs-Economic Development
Authority Revenue Bonds [or Notes] (Rainbow Oil Company,
Inc. Project)" (the "Bonds").

Section j. The provisions, terms and conditions
of the loan agreement by and between the Awuthority and the
Company, the provisions, terms and conditions of the
security agreement by and between the Awuthority and the
trustee or bondholder, yet to be named, and the form,
details, rate or rates of interest, maturity and redemption
provisions, if any, of the Bonds, other details of any loan
agreement relating to the Bonds, and findings required by
the Act shall be prescribed by subsequent resolution of the
Authority.

Section 3. The Chairman of Board of the Awuthority
is hereby authorized and directed to execute the Inducement
Agreement attached hereto in the name and on behalf of the
Authority, and the Director or Acting Director of the
Authority is hereby authorized and directed to affix thereto
the seal of the Awuthority and to attest the same, and the
Director or Acting Director of the Authority is hereby
further authorized and directed to deliver said executed
Inducement Agreement tc the Company.

Section 4. Prior to the issuance of any Bonds,
the Awuthority will comply with the provisions of the Act
regarding the procedural requirements for issuing bonds.

Section 5. All orders, resolutions, regulations
and parts thereof in conflict herewith are to the extent of
such conflict hereby repealed. This resolution shall take
effect and be in full force from and after its passage by
the Authority.

Section 6. It is the intention of the Awuthority
that this resolution shall constitute an official action on
the part of the Authority within the meaning of the
applicable regulations of the Treasury Department relating
to the issuance of tax-exempt revenue bonds.

INDUCEMENT AGREEMENT  orte BUDGET & CONTROL BOARD

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into by and
between South Carolina Jobs-Economic Development Authority,
a public body corporate and politic and an agency and duly
constituted Awuthority of the State of South Carolina (the
"Authority"), and Rainbow Oil Company, Inc., a South
Carolina corporation (the "Company").

WITNESSETH:
ARTICLE |
RECITATION OF FACTS

As a means of setting forth the matters of mutual
inducement which have resulted in the making and entering
into of this Agreement, the following statements of fact are
herewith recited:

Section 1.01. The Awuthority is ar. agency and duly
constituted Authority of the State of South Carolina, and is
authorised and empowered by the provisions of Title 41,
Chapter 43, Code of Laws of South Carolina, 1976 (the
"Act"), particularly Section 41-43-110 thereof, to enter
into agreements with any business located in South Carolina
necessary or incidental to the issuance of bonds and to
issue bonds for the purpose of defraying the <cost of
acquiring "projects" as described in Section 41-43-160 of
the Act, through which the industrial, commercial,
agricultural and recreational development of the State will
be promoted.

Section 1.02. The Company proposes to acquire
land in City of Barnwell, South Carolina and intends to
acquire and install thereon all the buildings, facilities,

machinery, apparatus, equipment, office facilities and
furnishings necessary for the purpose of operating a
wholesale and retail distribution center for home and
automotive fuel together with a convenience store (the
"Project").

Section 1.03. The Company has requested the
Authority to assist it with its contemplated program through
the sale of its ‘industrial development revenue bonds or
notes pursuant to Section 41-43-110 of the Act, whereby the
Authority would defray certain costs of the Project.

Section 1.04. The Awuthority has given due
consideration to all the proposals and requests of the
Company and has agreed to endeavor to effect the issuance of
the bonds or notes at the time and on the terms and
conditions hereafter set forth.
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Section 1.05. The Project when completed and in
operation will provide additional permanent employment in
City of Barnwell, South Carolina and surrounding areas for
approximately 8 people.

ARTICLE 11
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE: PART OF THE AUTHORITY

The Authority agrees as follows:

Section J2_.01. The Authority will, subject to such
approval by the State Budget and Control Board and the
governing body of City of Barnwell, South Carolina as may be
required by Ilaw and subject to the Ilimitations set forth

herein, authorize the issuance of approximately $1,000,000
Industrial Development Revenue Bonds [or Notes] (Rainbow Oil
Company, Inc. Project) (the "Bonds"), at such time as the
Company may request the Authority to do so.

Section 2.02. The Awuthority will permit the
Company to arrange for the sale of the Bonds to defray
certain costs of the Project as aforesaid and if successful
marketing arrangements can be made, it will adopt such
proceedings and enter into such agreements as are necessary
for the issuance and securing of the Bonds.

Section 2.03. The proceeds of any sale of the
Bonds may be applied to the payment of the costs of the
Project as determined under Section 41-43-160 of the Act

including, without Ilimitation, the expenses incurred in
connection with the issuance and sale of the Bonds, the
acquisition of the Project including land, buildings,

necessary machinery and equipment and other items permitted
by the Act, and the repayment of any funds advances or loans
incurred by the Company for such purposes.

Section 2.04. Prior to issuing the Bonds, the
Authority may enter into a loan agreement with the Company
and a security agreement with a trustee to be selected by
the Company or with the purchasers of the Bonds, pursuant to
which the Bonds will be secured and issued. Such documents
shall be substantially in the form used in connection with
the issuance of other South Carolina industrial development
revenue bonds and shall constitute a lien on the revenues
derived from the Company with respect to the Project to
secure the payment of the Bonds.

Section 2.05. The Awuthority will perform such
other acts and adopt such further proceedings as may be
required to faithfully implement its wundertakings and to
consummate the proposed financing.
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Section 2.06. The undertakings of the Awuthority
hereunder are contingent upon the Authority continuing to
evaluate the Project as beneficial to the public interest
after considering all additional circumstances of which the
Authority may hereafter become aware and upon the Company
providing the Awuthority with such further evidence as may be
satisfactory to the Awuthority as to compliance with all
applicable statutes and regulations.

ARTICLE I11
UNDERTAKINGS ON THE PART OF THE COMPANY

Section 3.01. The Company agrees that the
Authority will have no obligation to find a purchaser of the
Bonds and acknowledges that the Awuthority's approval of this
Agreement is preliminary and is conditioned upon the
Authority continuing to evaluate the Project as beneficial
to the public interest after considering all additional
circumstances of which the Awuthority may hereafter become
aware.

Section 3.02. The Company further agrees, if the
plan proceeds as contemplated, as follows:

(a) to acquire the Project;

(b) to enter into a loan agreement with the
Authority, under the terms of which the Company will
obligate itself to pay to the Awuthority sums sufficient to
pay the principal, interest and premium, if any, on the
Bonds, as and when the same become due and payable;

(c) to obligate itself to make the additional
payments required by the Act;

(d, to hold the Awuthority harmless from all
pecuniary liability and to reimburse it for all expenses to
which it might be put in the fulfillment of its obligations
under this Agreement;

(e) to perform such further acts and adopt such
further proceedings as may be required faithfully to
implement its wundertakings and to consummate the proposed
financing; and

(f) to convenant and agree in the loan agreement
referred to above to install in the buildings which are to
become a part of the Froject all necessary equipment and
machinery and initially to operate the Project in the manner
described in Section 1.02 hereof.
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ARTICLE IV
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 4.01. All commitments of the Authority
under Article Il hereof are subject to all of the provisions
of the Act and regulations of the Awuthority pursuant thereto
and the condition that nothing contained in this Agreement
shall constitute nor give rise to a pecuniary liability of
the Awuthority or a charge against any general credit or
taxing power.

Section 4.05. This Agreement may be assigned by
the Company to any of its affiliates, any partner or
shareholder in the Company or to any company in which one or
more of its partners or shareholders has an interest.

Section 4.06. It is the intention of the parties
hereto that this Agreement shall constitute an official
action on the part of the Authority within the meaning of
the applicable regulations of the Treasury Department
relating to the issuance of tax-exempt revenue bonds.

SUBJECT: Tax Reform Impact on Private Activity Bonds

Apparently, the Tax Reform Act of 1985, when finally enacted, will cut the per
capita ceiling on the Issuance of private activity bonds from $150 to $75
(from $502 million to $251 million). Of equal significance is the elimination
of a separate volume cap for housing bonds and their inclusion in the bonds
which count against the reduced ceiling. For 1987, it appears that South
Carolina may have a State ceiling volume cap of about half of what its average
issuance has been.

Figures on revenue bonds approved in recent years (excluding pollution control
which apparently are excluded under the 1985 Tax Act) are as follows:

A drastic change in the State’s ceiling allocation regulations and procedures
will have to be made. The Board will have to make difficult choices among the
several "bidders"” on the very limited ceiling amount. A basic issue is if
housing should be given any set aside amount or portion of the celling.

Staff is assembling alternate approaches to this still very unclear situation.
One possibility is that the revised regulations will have to be issued by the

Governor in the form of an executive order in order to continue the
allocations process.

Dear Mr. Livingston:

The South Carolina National Bank has previously committed to a ten and one-half
(10 172) vear fixed rate of seven (77.) percent for the above referenced credit
facilities. The Bonds will allow the interest from these loans to be tax-free
income to the Bank. This rate is based on the current tax laws which include a
maximum corporate tax rate of 46% and a TEFRA minimum tax of 20%. Therefore,
the bank will earn a taxable equivalent yield of approximately twelve (12%)
percent.

In order to protect the Bank's yield, the Bond Documents contain language that
allows the interest rate to change in the event of a change in the corporate tax
laws. The new interest rate should yield a taxable equivalent rate equal to
twelve (12%) percent so that the Bank's spread will not deteriorate. The
proposed t.ix law would change the maximum corporate tax rate to 34', and the
TEFRA minimum tax to 100%. Also, the interest income would be subject to an
alternative minimum tax of 20%. Thus, the Bank would have to earn a rate of
approximately eleven and three-quarters (11 374%) percent to have a taxable
equivalent yield of twelve (12%) percent.

Tin South Carolina National Bank hereby requires that the maximum tax-free rate
on the above referenced credit facilities will be eleven and three-quarters

(11 3 4%) percent. This rate would allow the Bank to maintain its twelve (12*7)
percent yield in the event that the proposed tax law is signed into law.

The Board of Examiners for the Licensure of Professional Counselors, M arital
and Family Therapists has found the initial process of organizing and carrying out
the requirements stated in the Licensing Act to require more work and money than
we anticipated. The volume of correspondence, telephone calls, records, and licen-
sure materials has created a critical need for an office and part-time staff person.
The processing of applications has required more meetings than expected to complete
the "grandparenting™ phase. The 1986-1987 fiscal year requires a new licensure
process which means new application forms, developing examinations and norming
them in South Carolina, establishing a code of ethics, and other initial tasks
which need to be set up in an accurate and professional way. Mary of these expenses
should be non-recurring ones.

The expected revenue for the fiscal year has increased approximately $62,500,

and every other year our Board will require a $100 license renewal fee which should
continue to generate revenue and support our efforts to improve the quality of

counseling services in our state. .

As President of the newly created Board of Examiners for the Licensure

of Professional Counselors, Associate Counselors, and M arital and Family
Therapists, 1 am writing at the suggestion of Ms. Frances Barr who recently

met with our Treasurer to plan a budget for fiscal year 1987-1988 and to
discuss our present financial position for fiscal year 1986-1987.
Our Board's first meeting was in January, 1986, and 1 was elected President

at that meeting. In just a matter of a few short days, 1 was notified

that with Ms. Barr's help 1 was to come up with a budget for the remainder
of the 1985-1986 fiscal year and all of the 1986-1987 fiscal year. To

say the least, 1 was at a great disadvantage of inexperience and naivete

as to what our Board's financial situation would be over the next one and
one-half years. Even with the fine and helpful expertise of Ms. Barr,

1 greatly underestimated the scope and magnitude of the finances involved
in accomplishing our mission of licensing counselors and marital and family

therapists in South Carolina.

My first mistake was to underestimate our revenue. It has far exceeded
what we projected. Since we began the grandparenting process of licensure
in March 1986 until the present, we have deposited $66,150. Counting that
deposit, we can project that we will have deposited $200,000 by the end
of fiscal year 1986-1986.

| also did not accurately anticipate the expenditures needed to support

the requirements set forth in the Bill responsible for our existence.

Our initial budget of $8,000 came when really heavy work and expenses were
required for us to begin our mission of licensure. W have functioned
without staff or office facilities and find ourselves in critical need

ofa temporary (part-time) staff person and an office to handle the enormous
volume of correspondence, records, telephone calls, licensure materials
and the like involved in our work.

Although we have made significant progress in the licensure process and
have indeed licensed many counselors and therapists, our process has been
greatly hampered by our financial situation. Our Secretary and other Board
members have performed heroics in attempting to fulfill the duties required
by the Bill. Our Secretary has literally given over three rooms of her
home and many hours of her time to work on licensure after busy work days
at Hall Institute. She now has burned out and wants the privacy of her
home back. | have attached a copy of a letter and report she submitted

to the Board at our July 1986 Board Meeting. She feels that she must
resign as Secretary if we cannot furnish the assistance she needs.

Now that the grandparenting phase of licensure has ended, the Bill requires
that we develop and norm tests according to race, age, sex and ethnic groups
in South Carolina. Projections are that this alone will be a very expensive

process. This in addition to developing and printing application forms,
a code of ethics, continuing education requirements, and a roster of licensed
members pose further financial needs.

1 aplogize for not accurately anticipating the magnitude of the work and
money necessary for the professional operation of this Board. But, in

the best interest of the role and function of the Board and the people

of South Carolina, 1 am requesting just as soon as possible the allocation
of additional funds beyond those approved already for fiscal year 1986-1987.
It is the conviction of our Board that since we are contributing far more
money to the State Treasury than we are spending, it is fair and necessary
for us to request an additional $23,140 beyond the $25,000 already approved
for our fiscal year 1986-1987 budget. 1 am requesting this additional
$23,140 from the civil contingency fund.

I have enclosed a copy of the itemized request with this letter.

| realize that we are in tight financial days in South Carolina and that
you are having to be very careful each time you approve such a request

as ours. If you approve this request and our increased fiscal year 1987-
1988 budget is also approved, we will still have spent, since our inception
as a Board until the end of fiscal year 1987-1988, $104,200 while contri-
buting at least $200,000 to the State Treasury. As you can see, we are
making money for the State.

number of applications received; and 2) to
the extremely detailed nature of the work
attendant thereto.

All clerical functions to date have been
carried out by the joara secretary, one
Board nemocr, and a part-time professional
secretary, each working 2-3 evenings a week
for 3-5 hours following a full dayfe work.
The two Board members have worked on a
volunteer basis.

The time required to carry out certain
aspects of the process is considerable at
times. Tor example: 1) un many occasions
as much as 1 and 2 full hours of time have
heen required to onen the mail alone, ex-
clusive of any handling thereof; and 2) two
and three hours at a time have been required
by 2 and 3 persons in association of subse-
qguent m aterials received with ‘iles on hand.

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE (Policy):

To establish the procedures and fix responsibility for the collection
of delinquent accounts receivable.

TEXT (Procedures):

This policy for the Health and Human Services Finance Commission
reflects the authority and responsibilities regarding the recognition,
collection, and disposition of delinquent accounts receivables.

The delinquent accounts receivable policy as approved in the May
1985 Commission meeting is as follows:

"Discontinue efforts to collect all delinquent receivables
over three years old that are not in violation of State and Federal
laws or regulations. Exceptions to this are those related to nursing
homes, hospitals, and physicians. Amounts owed by physicians which
are $300 or less will be discontinued due to recovery efforts not
being cost beneficial.”

A delinquent accounts receivable is defined as any account over $300
where no payment has been received within 60 days after the account was
was established by Fiscal Affairs - Accounts Receivable Department.

The Office of General Counsel will be responsible for initiating collection

efforts on delinquent accounts receivable through a staff attorney or
by contract with a private attorney.
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All documentation pertaining”®an accounts receivable must be
maintained by the Bureau, Division, or Department creating the
receivable. This documentation must be maintained until the debt
is satisfied or until the Budget and Control Board authorizes

the write-off of a delinquent accounts receivable.

The areas responsible for maintaining accounts receivable documentation
are the Bureau of Health, Bureau of Human Services, Community

Long Term Care Division and the Bureau of Program Assessment. When
necessary, copies of the documentation will be forwarded to the Fiscal
Affairs - Accounts Receivable Department for delivery to the Office

of General Counsel.

The O ffice of General Counsel will provide all necessary material to
the contract attorney.

The State Health and Human Services Finance Commission currently
cannot write-off as "uncollectable” client debts without concurrence
of the State Budget and Control Board. Federal regulations require
the State Health and Human Services Finance Commission to repay the
federal portion of any debt regardless of whether the money is ever
collected from the debtor.

The Deputy Executive Director of Operations and the Bureau of Fiscal
Affairs will be responsible for providing all correspondence with the

Budget and Control Board in order to write off those debts determined
uncollectable.

On June 30, 1972, the agreement was amended to allow W ildlife to U9 187.4
acres for constructing the Dennis Center hatchery. To date, 122.3 acres have
not been used and the Forestry Service would like to divest itself of that
acreage.

Because of a federal statute, the Forest Service can transfer only 80 of the
122.3 acres to the Wildlife Department. The Santee Cooper Authority has
agreed to purchase the remaining 42.3 acres from the Forestry Service and then
to convey that property to the Wildlife Department within two years.

The purchase price (appraised value) of the property is $33,800. The
Authority will assess simple interest at a variable rate commencing at 57 but
not exceeding 6Z within the two-year period.

The Wildlife Commission approved the purchase at its October 18, 1985,
meeting.

This purchase of land is a permanent improvement project and, as such, this
project was reviewed favorably by the Bond Committee (see Summary 2-87, item
17).

The Santee Cooper Authority (Authority) and the United States forestry Service
(Service) have been negotiating a land exchange for sotne two years now which
will enable the Authority to acquire ownership of the bottom lands of Lake
Moultrie in exchange for another parcel of property which the Service desires.

The Service and this Department entered into an agreement on July 22, 1966
whereby each entity would cooperate with the other regarding the management of
the national forest and the wildlife resources contained therein. On June 39,
1972, the agreement was amended to allow this Department to utilize 187.4 acres
of national forest land for the construction of a hatchery. This hatchery, of
course, is the Dennis Center- Hatchery. The Department did not utilize all
187.4 acres and, in fact, there are 122.3 acres remaining to be utilized. The
Service would like to divest itself of that acreage. Because of a restrictive
United States statute, the Service can only transfer 80 of those acres to this
Department.

In an effort to divest itself of the remaining 42.3 acres, the Service suggested
to the Authority that in conjunction with their land exchange, that the Authority
purchase from the Service the 42.3 acres and then resell to the W ildlife Depart-
ment. In that fashion, the Service could sell the remaining 80 acres to this
Department. It is the intention of the Department to eventually expand the
Dennis Center Hatchery onto the remaining lands. The Service understands that
the Department would not have the funds to purchase the 80 acres until some
future time. However, the Service and the Authority would like to proceed with
their land exchange and need an answer from this Department as to whether or not
we will commit to repurchase from the Authority the 42.3 acres at some future
date.
