Day, this Saturday,October 28th, the Lieutenant Governor’s Office on Aging will provide secure
prescription drug take-back boxes to law enforcement agencies across South Carolina. “Prescription
drug misuse and abuse is rising dramatically in South Carolina, and one way to fight it is to get old
and unused drugs out of medicine cabinets and into proper disposal facilities”, he said.
