Make sure he is warm enough. See if he'll eat Kale/spinach instead of lettuce. He's not going
to each much because of his size. Don't be afraid to go out there an nab a few
grasshoppers/crickets/worms for him. Though at his current size you will have to kill the
insects for him. After the first year I respected the need to be dormant in the winter and
allowed him a cubby hole to hide in. Now that he is mature he gets kale, some fruit, what ever
insects I catch for him, occasional cat food, and turtle food. I keep his diet varied as possible
without over feeding him.
